This includes developing tools to hold offenders accountable as well as tools to safely return offenders to the community with needed services and supervision to stop offending; developing effective pre trial service; creating alternatives to incarceration; and other assistance to face the challenge of increased needs and limited resources).

BJA promotes police-community corrections partnerships, supports offender reentry programs, and encourages partnerships to increase the safety of supervision officers while offering more services and better results than correctional institutions, and at a much lower cost).

· Law Enforcement (Law enforcement officers, who are the front line in the fight against crime, face extraordinary new challenges with limited resources. BJA is committed to doing everything possible to provide them with the support, resources, and training they need to meet the needs of their communities. This includes supporting their work with communities to prevent crime and build support for their enforcement activities).

· Mental Health (BJA supports programs to increase public safety through innovative cross-system collaboration for individuals with mental illness or co-occurring mental health and substance abuse disorders who come into contact with the criminal justice system).
