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INTRODUCTICN

This publication is part of an annual series of
reports which present public expenditure and
employment data on criminal justice activities in
the United States. In thisreport, expendituredata
cover the fiscal year 1970-71 and employment data
refer to the month of October 1971,

As in previous years, specific data are supplied
for the Federal Government, each of the 50 State
governments and the aggregate local level of
government within each State. However, this year,
survey coverage was expanded considerably so
that estimates at an acceptable level of confidence
could be produced for each State of the percentum
of the State and locallaw enforcement expenditure
funded and expended by units of general local
government, These estimates (table 1) are
necegsary to fulfill the provisions of the Omnibus
Crime Control and Safe Streets Act of 1968 as
amended by the Omnibus Crime Control Act of
1970 (further discussion with table 1), Due to
the expanded coverage, it was possible to publish
data separately for the aggregate county govern-
ments and the aggregate municipal governments
within each State, and for each of 312 counties
with a 1970 population of 100,000 or more, as well
as 384 cities with a 1970 population of 50,000 or
more. Also, data are shown for the 15 largest
standard metropolitan statistical areas (SMSA’s)
introduced into the series for the first time last
year.

The presentation of the tables has been re-
organized into two major parts--the summary
“Criminal Justice System” section showing the
interrelationship of the various sectors of the
system, and the six “Sector” sections providing,

where possible, a further breakdown of data on
a particular criminal justice activity, The six
sectors of criminal justice activity covered inthis
report are: Police protection, judicial, legal
services and prosecution, indigent defense, cor-
rection, and other criminai justice, In addition,
appendix 1 contains two new tables which show
expenditure and employment data (not included in

the summary totals) for spetcial police force -

activities in selected school districts and special
districts not regularly included in the survey.

Definitions for concepts, categories andterms
used inthis reportare contained in appendix 2,

General

Local governments continue to spend more than
the Federal and State Governments combined for
all criminal justice activities, Table A shows that
local governments accounted for 63,0 percent of all
direct criminal justice expenditure ($10,513 mi’-
lion), while State governments contributed 25,5
percent and the Federal Governmerit 11,5 percent,
However, when each activity is examined sep-
arately, the proportion accounted for by the dif-
ferent levels of government varies throughoutthe
criminal justice system.

Three of the activities--police protection,
judicial, and legal services and prosecution are
supported mainly by lccal governments; the
Federal Government is the principal supporter of
indigent defense; while State governments are the
largest supporters of correction and those ac-
tivities included in the other criminal justice
gector (see table A),

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Relationships similar to those found for ex-
penditure among the levels of government also
apply to the employment situation. Table B
shows that two-thirde of the totr’ full-time
equivalent criminal justice employecus of all
governments are employed by local governments,
However, the distribution of employees at each
level of government varies for each activity. In
general, the level of government which expends the
largest amount of the total expenditure for an
activity also employs the greatest number of
-vorkers for that activity. The area of indigent
defense is an exception to this pattern due to the
extensive use of private counsel systems whereby
fees are paid private counsel to defend indigent
clients accused of crimes, Therefore, while the
Federal Government expends the largest amount
on indigent defense, 47.6 percent of the total, it
is the local governments that employ the greatest
number of employees in this activity, 70,5 per-
cent of the total (table B).

Federal Government (tables 4 and 5)

In previous years, only Federal Government
agencies which were obviously partof the criminal
justice system were included in the survey. This
year, however, an intensive effort was made to
include criminal justice activities conducted by
agencies not previously included in the survey.

Owing to this expanded coverage in combination
with the normal yearly changes, the amount ex-
pended on the criminal justice system by the
Federal Government ($1,448 million) was 44.2
percent larger than the figure for the previous
fiscal year., Over two-fifths ($174 million) of the
additional Federal expenditure was accounted for
by the other criminal justice sector, comprised
mostly of Law Enforcement Assistance Admin-
istration (LEAA) expenditures, = LEAA total
expenditure rose from $65 million in fiscal
year 1969-70 to $233 million in fiscal year
1970-71.

The number of full-time equivalent Federal
employees in criminal justice activities increased
accordingly by 30.6 percent bringing the total to

77,523 full-time equivalent employees in October
1971, However, the increase is not accounted for
by additional employees in the other criminal
justice sector, but rather is the result of in-
cluding employees performing police protection
functions in agencies not previously covered by
the survey, The payroll amounts for all Federal
criminal justice employees totaled $83 million,
up $16 million or 23.0 percent over October
1970.

State governments (tables 6-10)

State governments total general expenditure in
fiscal year 1970-71 was $89 billion, Of this

amount just under $3 billion or 3.3 percent was

expended on criminal justice acrivities, This
represents an increase of $653 million or 22.4
percent in criminal justice expenditure over the
previous fiscal year,

The sector showing the greatest proportionate
increase in expenditure was the other criminal
justice sector which spent $113 million (323.0
percent) more this fiscal year. A large portion
of this amount was accounted for by inter-
governmental payments to local governments. A
large relative increase (69 percent)in expenditure
also occurred in the indigent defense sector. As
in previous years, however, the correction sector
still accounts for nearly half ($1,387 million) of
the State governments’ criminal justice expend-
itures. The remaining amount was accounted for
as follows: $932 million in the police sector;
$327 million in the judicial sector; $148 million
in the other sector; $109 million in the legal
services and prosecution sector; and $17 million
in the indigent defense sector.

This increase in expenditure was accompanied
by an increase incriminal justice employmentand
payrolls, The number of full-time equivalent
employees in State criminal justice increased 19,5
percent and the payrolls increased 22.6 percent
between October 1970 and October 1971,

The 205,859 State criminal justice employees
represent 8.7 percent of the total 2,368,714 full-
time equivalent State employees, These State

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criminal justice employees received $165million
in salaries, wages, fees, and commissions in the
month of October 1971, The payroll for each

sector of the system was roughly proportionate to-

the number of employees accounted for by that
sector, For example, the 106,045 State cor-
rections employees (51.5 percent of the total State
criminal justice employees)received 47,7 percent
of the total State payrollfor criminal justice. The
proportions for the remaining sectors were:
69,375 police employees, (33,7 percent) received
32.1 percent of the payroll; 19,856 judicial em-
ployees (9.6 percent) received 14.1 percent of the
payroll; 8,133 legal services and prosecution
employees (4.0percent) received 4,9 percent of the
payroll; 1,465 other employees (0.7 percent) re-
ceived 0.7 percent of the payroll; the 985 indigent
defense employees (0.5 percent)received 0.5 per-
cent of the payroll.

Local governments-counties and municipalities
(tables 6-10 and 13-22)

Direct criminal justice expenditure by local
governments amounted to $6,621 million in fiscal
year 1970-71., The municipal governments out-
spent the county governments on criminal justice
by 2 to 1 overall ($4,468 million to $2,152
million), but the difference can be attributed
wholly to the police sector. Municipal govern-
ments spent $3,758 million on police protection;
more than county governments spent on the six
sectors altogether. Due to this concentration of
municipal expenditure in one sector, county
governments actually spent more than municipal
governments in four of the six sectors: Judicial
($645 million vs. $266 million), legal services and
prosecution ($171 million vs, $124 million), in-
digent defense ($41 million vs, $10 million), and
corrections ($564 million vs, $293 million), In
the other criminal justice sector, the municipal
governments spent $18 million compared to the
$2 million spent at the county level,

At the local level, expenditure, employment
and payrolls were distributed in nearly the same
percentages throughout the various sectors, The
distribution of the county government direct ex~
penditure ($2,152 million) among the sectors was:
33.9 percent for police protection, 30,0 percent
for judicial, 8.0 percent for legal services and
prosecution, 1.9 percent for indigent defense,
26.2 for correction, and 0.1 percent for other
criminal justice. Correspondingly, in October
1971, the 193,011 full-time equivalent county
employees in the criminal justice system were
distributed throughout the sectors as follows:
35.7 percent in the police sector, 29.2 percent
in the judicial sector, 8.3 percent in the legal
services and prosecution sector, 1.2 percent in
the indigent defense sector, 25.5 percent in the

correction sector, 0,1 percent inthe other sector,
Each sector received a percentage of the $143
million county government payroll for that month
in proportion to the number of employees in that
sector, '

The same relationship among expenditure,
employment, and payroll was exhibited at the
municipal level. The distribution of the municipal
government direct expenditure ($4,468 million)
among the sectors was: 84,1 percent for police
protection, 6,0 percentfor judicial, 2.8 percent for
legal services and prosecution, 6.6 percent for
correction, 0.2 percent for indigent defense, and
0.4 percent for other. Similatly, of the 385,383
full-time equivalent criminal justice employees in
October 1971, 86.6 percent were in the police
sector, 6.1 percent in the judicial sector, 2.6
percent in the legal services and prosecution
sector, 4,5 percent in the correction sector,
0.1 percent in the indigent defense sector, and
0.1 percent in the other sector. The payroll for
the month of October totaled $324 million,

Separate data are presented in tables 18-22
for the 312 county governments with a 1970
population of 100,000 or more and in tables
13-17 for the 384 city governments with a 1970
population of 50,000 or more. Together, the
312 county governments accounted for over three-
fourths ($1,654 million)of the total direct cxriminal
justice expenditure of all counties in the United
States. These counties also employed 138,401
(71.7 percent) of the total full-time equivalent
criminal justice employees at the county level,
However, only 57,1 percent of the total United
States population live within these counties.

Direct criminal justice expenditure by the
384 city governments amounted to $3,183 mil-
lion and the nurnber of full-time equivalent
criminal justice employees totaled 257,268, While
accounting for over two-thirds of the criminal
justice expenditure and employment at the munic-
ipal level of government (71 percent and 67 per-
cent of the total, respectively), these 384 cities
only contained sligitly over one-third (35.6 per-
cent) of the total Urited States population,

The distribution of expenditure and employ-
ment throughcut the various sectors in the 312
counties and the 384 cities reflect the distribution
for all county governments and for all city
governments.

It should be noted that in the individual city
tables, certain cities are either independent, being
wholly outside any county area, or operate
wholly or in part as a consolidated city-county,
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The units appearing are as follows: San Fran-
cisco, Denver, Washington, D,C., Jacksonville,
Fla,, Columbus, Ga., Honolulu, Indianapolis, Baton
Rouge, New Orleans, Baltimore, Boston, St, Louis,
New York City, Philadelphia, Nashville, and all
displayed cities in Virginia.

Local governments in the 15 largest SMSA's
(tables 11 and 12)

For the second time, data are presented on
criminal justice expenditure and employment of
all governments in the 15 largest standard
metropolitan statistical areas (SMSA's) and each
of their component county areas, The county
area data include aggregate figures for the county
government and for all municipalities within the
county. However, in a few instances data for an
individual government are included in the SMSA
tables because it is the only government within a
county area or county area equivalent. For
example, data are shown for Baltimore city be-
cause it is the only government within the county
area equivalent of Baltimore city. Similarly,
New York City, Philadelphia, St, Louis, San
Francisco, and Washington, D,C., and Alexandria,
Fairfax, Falls Church, all in Virginia, are the
only governments within their respective county
area equivalents, The State Economic Area (SEA)
rather than SMSA is shown for Boston because
the SMSA’s in New England are comprised of
the towns rather than the counties, a deviation
from the general SMSA concept. The SEA on
the other hand, is comprised of counties,

The 15 largest SMSA’s expended $3,299 mil-
lion for criminal justice activities in fiscal year
1970-71, As in 1969-70, one-half (49.8 percent)
of the Nation's total local criminal justice direct
expenditure was spent by governments in areas
where 28,8 percent of the United States population
resides. The percentage distribution of the
1970-71 total local government criminal justice

direct expenditure for government in these SMSA’s
for each of the six sectors was: Police pro-
tection, 50.0 percent; judicial, 46,4 percent;
legal services and prosecution, 42,0 percent;
indigent defense, 51,7 percent; correction, 54.9
percent; and other criminal justice, 52.7 percent
(see table C),

The local governments in the 15 largest
SMSA’s employed 248,159 full-time equivalent

- personnel in criminal justice or 42,9 percent of

the total number of local government employees
working in criminal justice, The percentage
of all local government employees working in
each criminal justice sector in these SMSA's
was: Police protection, 43,5 percent; judicial,
38.3 percent; legal services and prosecution,
38.3 percent; indigent defense, 45.6 percent;
correction, 46.3 percent; and other criminal
justice, 66.2 percent,

SURVEY METHODOLOGY - SQCURCES
AND LIMITATIONS OF THE DATA

General

The data for this report were developed in
part from a special mail canvass questionnaire
and in part from field compilations by trained
field agents, Survey coverage and collection
methods are described in detail later in the text
and the definitions applied in the collection of
data are presented in appendix 2,

As in previous editions of this annual series,
several tables show comparisons of criminal
justice expenditure and full-time equivalent em-~
ployment with the total general expenditure and
full-time equivaient employment for all functions
of the particular government or level of govern-
ment. The total general expenditure and total

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full-time equivalent employment figures shown
for the "local” level of government in these
comparisons include data for units of general local
government only. Since the “variable nrass-
through” provisions of the Omnibus Crime Con-
trol Act of 1970 required rhat the concept of
“local” government be confined to units of general
local government in determining the ratio of
State- to~-local government criminal justice ex-
penditure, the same concept was applied con-
sistently throughout the publication to reflect the
intert of the law, Therefore, unlike the 1969-
70 report, the total general expenditure and total
full-time equivalent employment figures used for
comparison with criminal justice figures do not
include independent school districts or special
districts, This may result in significant dif-
ferences from the percentages shown last year
in those States where education is largely the
responsibility of independent school districts, or
where there are large special districts. (In
any case, criminal justice expenditure and em-
ploynient data in this series have always been for
units of general local government only, However,
in this report, appendix 1 shows those independent
school districts and special districts having
significant special police expenditures and em-
ployment.)

Readers should be generally cautious in com-
paring governments, since other differences in
functional responsibilities from State-to-State

. and government-to-government can also affect

the comparability of finance and employmentdata.
For example, some State governments directly
administer certain activities which elsewhere
are undertaken by local governments, with or
without fiscal aid, and the same variation in the
division of responsibilities exists for counties and
cities. Sampling error and response error are
discussed in the following section.

The available source documents did not con-
sistently provide full itemization of expenditure
or employment for the functional subcategories
presented in this report. As a result, itemized
breakdowns may be incomplete for particular
governmental units,

Due to rounding, the detail data in sometables
may not add precisely to the totals shown,

Survey coverage

The survey through which basic figures for
this report were gathered, covered all State
governments and a representative sample of
local governments within each State. Data were
gathered for all county governments, all munici-
palities (including townships in the New England

and Mildle Atlantic States) having a 1970 popu-
lation of 10,000 or more, plus a sample of the
remaining cities and townships under 10,000
population, selected according to the relative
size of their annual expenditures as reported in
the 1967 Census of Governments. The survey
panel was therefore comprised .of the 50 State
governments, the 3,044 county governments, and
5,994 municipalities, including 1,706 townships,
for a total of 9,038 local governments,

The sample selected to develop local govern-
ment figures is one of all possible samples of the
same size that could have been chosen using the
same sampling design. Estimates derived from
these different samples would ‘differ from each
other, and also from a complete census using the
same data collection procedures. This variation
among all possible estimates is sampling error,

Since all State and county governments were in-
cluded in the survey, State and county figures are
not subject to sampling error. The local govern-
ment sample was designed to produce an estimate
for each State of the ratio of State to local govern-
ment criminal justice expenditure with a sample
error of less than one-half of one percent at the
95 percent confidence level.

The relative error of the State-by-State esti-
mates of local government criminal justice ex-
penditures has also been calculated at the 95
percent confidence level, AllStateshada relative
error of less than one percent except Wyoming
(with 2.5 percent)., The implication of this calcu-
lation is that there is a 19 out of 20 probability
the estimated State-by-State criminal justice
total for the local level of government (except in
Wyoming) is within one percent of the total which
would result from a complete enumeration of local
governments,

The esiimated data are alsc subject to the
inaccuracies in classification, response, and
processing which would occur if a complete census
had been conducted under the same conditions as
the sample, Every effort was made to keep such
errors to a minimum through care in examining,
editing, and tabulating the data submitted by
government officialz, Followup procedures were
used extensively to clarify inadequate and incon-
sistent survey returns,

The survey period .

Federal Government data are shown for fiscal
year 1970-71 which ended June 30, 1971.

The State expenditure data presented in this
report cover the fiscal year ending June 30 for
all States except three whose fiscal years end as
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follows: New York, March 31; Texas, August 31;
and Alabama, September 30, However, there
are some State agencies which operate on a dif-
ferent fiscal year basis from the rest of the
State government. In such instances, figures
shown are for the agency's fiscal year that ended
within the State's regular fiscal year,

For local governments, the 1970-71 fiscal
years reported are those which closed between
July 1, 1970 and June 30, 1971, Most munici-
palities and counties ended their fiscal years on
December 31, 1970 or June 30, 1971,

Employment data shown for Federal, State,
and local governments are for October 1971,

Data collection

The survey was accomplished using two meth-
ods of data collection: Field compilation and
mail canvass. Trained field representatives com-
piled expenditure and employment data for the 50
States, 312 largest counties, and 384 largest
cities from the government’s own records, be-
tween July 1971 and June 1972, in accordance
with the definitions presented in appendix 2,
All other units in the sample were canvassed by
mail for expenditure and employment data, over a
4-month period beginning in late December 1971
and ending in early April 1972, Response for
field-compiled units was 100 percent, The

response from mail canvass units was 80 percent,
The mail canvass questionnaires are included as
appendix 3,

The field survey efforts and mail canvass were
supplemented by reference to a variety of pub-
lished government documents such as budgets,
financial statements, and audit reports. In some
cases, such sources were the basis for breakdowns
of totals into more detailed employment and

-expenditure figures,

The expenditure and employment data for the
Federal Government were collected through a
special mail survey, with telephone followup, of
Federal criminal justice agencies, in accordance
with definitions used for State and local govern-
ments (see appendix 2). For previous reports
in this series, expenditure data were derived from
the Budget of the United States Government and
employment figures were obtained from the U.S,
Civil Service Commission, Thus, this marks the
first year comprehensive Federal data were
collected which are compatible with the State and
local data,
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Section i. VARIABLE PASS-THROUGH DATA

The data in this table were developed to comply with the Omnibus
Crime Control and Safe Streets Act of 1968 as amended, which requires
that the block grants made by the Law Enforcement Assistance Adminis-
tration to each State be allocated between the State and local governments
according to the ratio of State-to-local law enforcement expenditure
from their own revenue sources,

The concept of “expenditure from own sources” specified in the law

and used in the data collection means that the expenditure figures from
which the State-to-local ratio was developed do not include amounts
expended from revenue received from other governments. For example,
State or local government expenditure from sales or property tax revenue
are included but not amounts expended from intergovernmental revenue,
such as Federal grant monies, (It should be noted that this is the only
table in this publication based on this concept, All other expenditure
tables reflect expenditure from all sources.)

Specifically for local government, any expenditure from revenue
received from another local government, or received directly from the
Federal Government or from the¢ State government must be excluded,
Likewise for State governments, expenditure from revenue received
from local governments or from the Federal Governrnent must be
excluded, :

The following items were deducted from total criminal justice
expenditure of local governments to arrive atlocal government expendi-
ture from own revenue sources: Revenue received directly from the
Federal Government for criminal justice purposes, State payments to
local governments for criminal justice purposes, and payments from
local government(s) to other local government(s) for criminal justice
purposes. The same procedure was followed to arrive at State govern-
ment expenditure from own revenue sources, Criminal justice revenue
received directly from the Federal Government and local criminal
justice payments to the State government were deducted from the total
State expenditure for criminal justice. This procedure assumes that
all intergovernmental payments received by a government will be
expended during the same fiscal year they were received. While this
may not be the case in a particular year, any discrepancy will cancel
out over time,
