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Abstract

This report presents a statistical description of 6,757 individuals in the custody of the Massachusetts Department of
Correction (DOC) on January 1, 1989. The report contains information on present offense and sentence, personal background
characteristics, criminal history, and furlough program participation. The information is presented for the DOC population as
a whole and for =ach facility separately. Changes in the population over the last five years are also given. Some of the
highlights of the information presented in this report are:

The 6,757 inmates in the DOC represent an increase of 8 percent over 1988 and an increase of 51 percent over 1984.

Between 1984 and 1989, DOC population showed an increase in the proportion of Hispanie offenders, an increase in
the proportion of offenders age 30 or over; an increase in the proportion of drug offenders; and a decrease in the
proportion of furlough program participants.

Ten percent were in maximum security facilities, 65 percent in medium security, 5 percent in minimuwmn security, 14

percent In minimum/pre-release security, and 6 percent in pre-release security.

Fifty percent of the population were incarcerated for an offense against the person, 14 percent for sex offenses, 15
percent for property offenses, 16 percent for drug offenses, and 5 percent for other offenses.

There were 771 lifers in the DOC, including 335 first-degree lifers and 436 second-degree lifers.
The median age of the population was 31 years.

Forty-nine percent were serving their first adult incarceration and 51 percent had a previous incarceration as an
aduit, .
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Introduction

This report presents a statistical profile of the 6,757 individuals in the custody of the Massachusetts Department of
Correction (DOC) on January 1, 1989. The report presents information on the nature of the present offense, personal background
characteristics, criminal history, and furlough program participation of these individuals. The information is presented for the
DOC population as a whole as well as for each separate DOC facility.

Population. The Population described in this report are inmates incarcerated as a resuit of a criminal commitment who are
in DOC custody on January 1, 1989. The 6,757 cases in the report include all individuals in the custody of the DOC, except those
at Bridgewater State Hospital, those on a detention status, or individuals received as civil commitments. Thus, the report
excludes: those individuals at the Bridgewater State Hospital (N=386), the Treatinent Center for Sexually Dangerous Persons
(N=281), and Addiction Center (N=417); DOC inmates in custody at a federal prison (N=30), out of state prison (N=44), or county
facility in Massachusetts (N=381) on January 1, 1989; individuals in the custody of the DOC on a detention status (such as
women in the Awaiting Trial Unit (ATU) at MCI-Framingham (N=98), Suffolk or Norfolk county detaiﬁges housed in DOC
facilities (N=5), or individuals on 15 day Parole Board detainers); and individuals received at MCI-Framingham as civil

commitments. This report includes information on county, federal and out of state inmates in the custody of the DOC on

January 1, 1989 (N=232).
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Facilities. This report contains information on individuals at all DOC facilities ihcluding: two maximum security facilities,
MCI-Cedar Junction and Lemuel Shattuck (a secure medical facility); six medium security facilities, OCCC, MCI-Concord, MCI-
Framingham, MCI-Norfolk, NCCI, and SECC; three minimum security facilities, Bay State C.C., Medfield Prison Project, and
N.C.C.; six minimum/pre-release facilities, MCI-Plymouth, MCI-Warwick, MCI-Shirley, MCI-Lancaster, Longwood Treatment
Center, and Hodder House; four state pre-release facilities, Park Drive PRC, Norfolk PRC, South Middiesex PI:C, and Boston
State PRC; and ten contract pre-release facilities, McGrath House, Brooke House, Coolidge 11, Temporary Housing Program,
Charlotte House, Hillside PRC, Meridian House, Spectrum House, Faith House, aﬁd Griffin House.  Although SECC is included
as a medium security facility, it also houses minimum security inmates.

Information on individuals at the four MHHI facilities (McGrath House, Brooke House, Coolidge 11, and Temporary Housing
Program) are presented together. Information on individuals at four substance abuse treatment programs (Meridian House,
Spectrum House, Faith House, and Griffin House) are presented together in the Drug Rehab/WSATP category. Although Hodder
House is considered to be part of MCI-Framingham, information is presented separately for those women at Hodder House and

those women in other sections of MCI-Framingham. Individuals at Lemuel Shattuck on January 1, 1989 are presented as being at

that facility, instead of at the sending facility.
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Table Interpretation. In reading the tables in this report, the reader should note the following: 1) the population on January

1, 1989 is divided according to the facility in which the individual was located; 2) the top nuinber in each cell represents the
number of individuals who fall into the corresponding category in the table; and 3) the bottom number in each cell represents the
percentage in a particular category to the total number of individuals in that facility {column percent). For example, upon
referring to the table on pages 27 and 28, information on present offense is presented, and the following types of information can
be obtained: 1) there were 6,757 individuals in the DOC; 2) of these, 966 (14 percent) had a sex offense as their primary offense;
3) there were 678 individuals at MCI-Cedar Junction; and 4) of these, 85 (13 percent) had a sex offense as their primary offense.
Cases with missing information are included in the percentages contained in the statistical tables but are excluded from the

percentages in the narrative description of the population.

These statistical tables were derived with the use of the DOC data base at the Criminal History Systems Board (CHSB) and

were produced on the Regent's Computer Network (RCN).




Residents of Massachusetts Correctional Institutions,
January 1, 1984 to January 1, 1989:
A Trend Analysis

In this section, characteristics of the population in DOC facilities over the period 1984 to 1989 are discussed. Changes in -
the inmate population ar‘e also neted in this trend analysis. Detailed information is presented in the table on pages 7 through. 9.

During the five year period between January 1, 1984 and January 1, 1989, the population in the DOC incréased by 2,275 or
51 percent, from 4,482 in 1984 to 6,757 in 1989. During the past year, the population increased by 492 or 8 percent, from 6,265
to 6,757. '

Sex. Currently, the DOC population is 93 percent male and 7 percent female. The proportion of females grew slightly
from the beginning of the period when the population was 95 percent male’ar‘\d 5 percent female.

Race. Currently, the population in the DOC is 56 percent non-Hispanic and white, 28 percent non-Hispanic and black, and
‘ 16 percent Hispanics of all races. This represents a decrease in the proportion of non-Hispanic whites, a decrease in the
proportion of non-Hispanic blacks and an increase in the proportion of Hispanics of all races since the beginning of the period
when the population was 63 percent non-Hispanic white, 30 percent non-Hispanic black and 7 percent Hispanic. The number of
Native American inmates increased from 6 in 1984 to 12 in 1989, and the number of Asian inmates increased from 2 to 23 during
this period.

Age. The age distribution of the population has shifted apwards during the last five years. Currently, 45 percent of the
population are under 30 years old and 55 percent are 30 years or older. In contrast, at the beginning of the period 57 percent of

the population were under 30 years of age and 43 percent were 30 years or older.
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Offense. Currently, 50 percent of the population is incarcerated for an offense against the person, 14 percent for a sex
offense, 15 percent for a property offense, 16 percent for a drug offense and 5 percent for some other offense.’ This represents a
decrease in the proportion of person offenders, and an increase in the proportion of drug offenders. There was little change in
the proportion of property, sex, and other offenders over the beginning of the period. On January 1, 1984 the population was 63
percent person offenders, 13 percent sex offenders, 16 percent property offenders, 4 percent drug offenders, and 4 percent other
offenders. The number of inmates incarcerated for drug offenses increased by 906 or 460 percent over the five year period. This

was the largest change of-the five offense categories.

Committing Institution. Seventy-one percent of the population are originally committed to Cedar Junction, 19 percent to

Concord, 7 percent to Framingham, and 3 percent to other jurisdictiéns. This represents an increase in the proportion of Cedar
Junction and Framingham sentences and a decrease in the proportion of Concord sentences.

Sentence. Currently, 27 percent of the population are serving indeterminate sentences and 73 percent are serving
determinate sentences of which 17 percent have a minimum of less than 5 years, 27 percent have a minimum of 5 to 9 years, 16
percent have a minimum of 10 to 19 years, 2 percent have a minimum of 20 years or more and 11 percent have a minimum term
of life. Compared with the beginning of the period a smaller proportion of inimates are serving indeterminate sentences (27
percent vs. 30 percent) and a larger proportion are serving sentences with a minimum term of less than 5 years (17 percent vs. 12
percent). The proportion of lifers in the population decreased from 14 percent in 1984 to 11 percent in 1989.

Furloughs. Currently, 19 percent of the population has participated in the furlough program. This is a decrease from 1984

when 28 percent of the population had been in the furlough program.




Criminal History. Currently, 84 percent of the population has a criminal history including one or more charges for an

offense against the person, 24 percent for sex offenses, 78 percent for property offenses, 50 percent for drug offenses, 25
percent for alcohol offenses, and 12 percent for escape offenses. Compared to the beginning of the period, the proportion with
prior charges for person offenses declined from 93 percent to 84 percent and the preportion with prior charges for drug offenses
increased from 42 percent to 50 percent.

Currently, 19 percent of the population has a history of one or more prior commitinents as a juvenile, 45 percent of one or
more prior county incarcerations, 20 percent of one or more prior state or fedgral incarcerations and 51 percent of any prior
adult incarcerations. Compared to the beginning of the period, the proportion of inmates with one or more prior adult

incarcerations has decreased (55 percent vs. 51 percent).

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Residents of Massachusetts Correctional
Institutions on January 1, 1989: A
Summary of Statistics

In this section, the 6,757 residents of DOC facilities on January 1, 1989 are described in terms of their institutional

placement, nature of present offense, personal background characteristics, criminal history and furlough program participation.

Institutional Placements

On January 1, 1989 there were 6,757 inmates in DOC facilities. There were 10 percent (N=702) in maximum security
facilities; 65 percent (N=#,349) in medium security facilities; 5 percent (N=349) in minimum security facilities; 14 percent

(N=929) in minimum/pre-release security facilities; and, 6 percent (N=428) in pre-release security facilities.

Nature of Present Offense

Court From Which Committed. Eighty-nine percent (N=6,012) of the DOC population were originally committed from a

Superior Court; six percent (N=375) were originally committed from a lower court; and 5 percent (N=370) were from another
jurisdiction or were serving a second sentence (e.g. from & after or B sentence, a sentence for a crime committed on parole).
There are four Superior Courts which have committed 63 percent of the inmates currently in the DOC: Suffolk (N=1,842),
Middlesex (N=1,021), Worcester (N=702), and Hampden (N=694).

Sentence. Seventy-one percent (N=4,817) of the population were serving State Prison (Cedar Junction) sentences with a
median minimum sentence of eight years; 19 percent (N=1,266) were serving Reformatory (Concord) sentences with a median
maximum sentence of ten years; 7 percent (N:l}l-#Z) were women committed to Framingham (N=442); and 3 percent (N=232) were

from other Jurisdictions: counties (N=170), other states (N=53), or federal (N=9). Of the women committed to Framingham, 25
percent (N=111) were serving State Prison sentences, 13 percent (N=56) were serving Reformatory sentences, and 62 percent
(N=275) were serving county sentences. There were 771 (11 percent) lifers in the DOC, an increase of six percent from 1988.

Offense. Fifty percent (N=3,360) of the population were incarcerated for offenses against the person, 14 percént (N=966)
for sex offenses, 15 percent (N=1,022) for property offenses, 16 percent (N=1,103) for drug offenses and 5 percent (N=306) for
other offenses. The ten most common offenses for which individuals were committed are: armed robbery (N=1,075), Class B drug
offenses (N=597), burglary (N=546), armed assaults (N=436), second-degree murder (N=396), manslaughter (N=381), rape of a
minor (N=370), unarmed robbery (N=369), first-degree murder (N=341), Class A drug offensés (N=231).

There were 771 lifers in the DOC; 335 first-degree lifers for the offense of murder-1; and 436 second-degree lifers for
various offenses including murder-2, armed robbery, rape, aggravated rape, angd rape of a child. There were six inmates
incarcerated for murder-] with sentences other than life, four from out of state and two who had their sentences commuted

from life to a term of years prior to 1/1/89.

Age at Incarceration. The age at incarceration ranged from 15 to 70 years. The median age at incarceration was 27 years

old.

Personal Background Characteristics

Sex. The population was 93 percent male (N=6,310) and 7 percent female (N=447).
Race. The population was 57 percent white (including white Hispanics)(N=3,867), 34 percent black (including black
Hispanics)(N=2,322), and 8 percent (N=568) other races or ethnic groups (including some Hispanics whose race is not otherwise

specifed). The population was 16 percent (N=1,056) Hispanic and 84 percent (N=5,701) non-Hispanic.

Citizenship. Ninety-five percent (N=6,416) of the inmates were U.S. citizens (including 61 percent born in Massachusetts,
22 percent born in other states, 10 percent born in U.S. territories, 2 percent born in other countries and one whose place of birth

was unknown). Five percent (N=341) were not U.S. citizens.

Marital Status. Sixty-three percent (N=4,265) of the inmates were single, 20 percent (N=1,339) were married or common-

law, and 17 percent (N=1,153) were divorced, separated or widowed.

Military Service. Sixteen percent (N=1,036) of the population were self-reported veterans and 8% percent (N=5,355)

reported no history of military service. Of the known veterans, 63 percent were honorably discharged, 20 percent received a
dishonorable, bad conduct or medical discharge, and for 17 percent th;e type of discharge was unknown.

Home Area. Ninety-three percent (N=6,309) of the population were living in Massachusetts prior to incarceration and
seven percent were living out of state. The communities from which inmates most often originated were: Boston (N=1,949),
Springfield (N:#GS), Worcester (N=449), Lowel! (N=213), New Bedford (N=175), Brockton (N'zléi), Lawrence (N=148), Fall River
(N=137), Lynn (N=127), Somerville (N=122), Cambridge (N=114), and Holyoke {N=109).

Occupation. Fifty-three percent (N=2,904) of the population were previously employed in a manual labor position, 28
percént (N=1,524) were employed in a service job, and 19 percent (N=1,032) reported some other occupation.

Education. The median educational level was 11th grade. Sixteen percent (N=1,005) of the sample reported hav;ing a
grammar school education (eighth grade or less), 37 percent (N=2,331) reported some high school education (grades 9 through 11),
21 percent (N=1,335) were high school graduates with ;10 post-secondary education, 20 -percent (N=1,241) had a GED énd no post-
secondary education, 4 percent (N=265) had some college education, and 2 percent (N=i32) had graduated from college.

Current Age. The median age of the population on January 1, 1989 was 31 years old, ranging in age from sixteen years to
72 years old. There were 128 inmates (2 percent) 19 years or younger and 28 inmates (less than one percent) 65 years or older.

Criminal History

Court Appearances. The median age at first court appearance was seventeen years old. Fifty-four percent (N=3,316) of

the population had nine or more prior court appearances. Eighty-four percent (N=5,169) had charges for offenses against the
person; 24 percent (N=1,494) had charges for sex offenses; 78 percent (N=4,805) had charges for property offenses; 12 percent
(N=725) had charges for escapes; 25 per;:ent (N=1,536) had charges for alcohol offenses; and-50 percent (N=3,079, had charges for

narcotics offenses.

Prior Incarcerations. Nineteen percent (N=1,139) had a history of one or more commitments to a juvenile authority; 45

percent (N=2,737) had one or more prior incarcerations in a county facility; and 20 perce;[t (N=1,253) had one or more prior
incarcerations in a state or federal facility. Overall, 51 percent (N=3,153) had at least one prior incarceration as an adult.

Six percent (N=361) had paroles from a juvenile facility; and 48 percent of these paroled had a parole violation. Thirteen
percerit (N=791) had paroles from an aduit facility; and 69 percent of those paroled as an adult had parole violations. Overall, 16

percent (N=980) had one or more prior paroles; and 66 percent of those paroled had parole violations.

‘ Furlough Program Participation

Nineteen percent (N=1,296) of fhe population participated in the furlough program; 81 percent (N=5,461) had no furlough
progra‘m participatioﬁ. Of the furlough program participants, 99 percent (N=1,279) had one or more successful furloughs, 14
percent (N=176) had one or more late under furlough outcomes, one percent (N=16) had one or more late over furlough outcoines,
and 4 percent (N=56) had one or more escape furlough outcomes. The furlough outcome categories are not mutually exclusive,
therefora the numb;er in each furlough outcome category does not sum to the total number of individuals who took one or more
furloughs (N=1,296). Explanations of all furlough outcomes Appear in the glossary.

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Drug Rehab refers to pre-release facilities with a
substance abuse program component. This includes
Meridian House and Spectrum House.

Lemuel Shattuck is a hospital.

Longwood T.C. is Longwood Treatment Center

MHHI refers to Massachusetts Halfway Houses, Inc.
facilities. This includes Brooke House, Coolidge 1I,
McGrath House and the Temporary Housing Program.

NCC is Northeastern Correctional Center.

NCCI is North Central Correctional Institution in
Gardner.

OCCC is Old Colony Correctional Center.

SECC is Southeastern Correctional Center.

WSATP refers to Women's Substance Abuse Treatment
Program and includes Faith House and Griffin House.
Municipal Courts are lower courts of Suffolk County and
Brookline Municipal Court of Norfolk County.

District Courts are lower courts of all other counties.

Indeterminate sentences are sentences without a
minimum term; parcle eligibility is determined by Parole

Board regulations.

The most serious charge is listed if an individual is
committed for more than one offense.

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The controlled substance categories include the actual or
intended manufacturing, distribution, dispensing or
possession of a controlled substance. If the class of the
substance is unknown it is included in the "Controlled
Sub. No Class Specified" category, otherwise it goes in
the Controlled Substance (Class A-D) categories.

Class A includes heroin and morphine.

Class B includes cocaine, opium, amphetamines and
barbiturates.

Class C includes hallucinogens.

Class D includes marijuana.

This information is obtained fron the Quick Reference
Index or the Probation Department report prepared on
each individual. A person is described as a drug user if
they mention drug use.

County incarcerations have a maximum sentence length
of 2% years.

Not applicable means never charged with such offenses.

Successful: returned to DOC facility within the
designated number of hours.

Late Under: returned to DOC facility within two hours
after designated time of return.

Late Over: declared escape returned to DOC facility
voluntarily within 24 hours of the designated time of

return.

Escape: declared escape did not return voluntarily
within 24 hours of designated time of return.
