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PREFACE 

This documentation is one volume of a complete set of documentation for 
ALERT II under DOS. The documentation is modularized in order to mini­
mize duplication of information and facilitate revisions. This modulariza­
tion requires a brief understanding of each of the volumes for effective 
use. 

The overall system concept of ALERT encompasses the use of three main files, 
a Name Index pile, a General Purpose Index File and Master Data File. 
These files are utilized by the sub-systems as required and are therefore 
program. independent.

The volumes 
contained in the large center circle serve all outlying sub-systems. The 
outlying SUb-systems are independent of each other but are highly dependent 
on the center circle volumes.

The systems and programming documentation is divided into two sections: 
(1) Systems documentation; (2) Program documentation for programs 
contained in the system. The table of contents directs the use of each 
volume. For ease of updating, the numbering scheme is modularized. 
Systems documentation will be referenced by SYS-XX with XX being page 
nmubers within the systems documentation. Program documentation will 
be referenced by program ntnnber-XX, again the xx being pages within 
programs. 

The program number is a critical reference tool. The first two digits 
represent which sUb-system the program is included in (see above table) • 
When a program creates a magnetic tape that tape is named "Program Number"­
TX, with the X being "1" for the first tape it creates, "2" for a succeeding 
tape, etc. Reports are also numbered in the same manner using an "L" instead 
of a "T", "Program Number"-LX. 

Two styles of record layouts are used in the documentation. One is a 
continuous single record layout (a Cobol FD is included) and the second 
is a multi-record, 132 character, layout. 

The single record layout is for master files and the multi-record layout 
is for temporary work files. Typically, the work records are tape records 
that are used to write reports. The Master File layouts have detail data 
elements descriptiqns contained in the Master File and Data Element Descrip­
tion volume.

WARRANT PROCESSING SYSTEM 

The computerized Warrant Processing System was designed to provide auto­
mated processing and handling of Municipal Court warrants for arrest. 
Such automated issuance, notification, and cancellation of warrants not 
only provides efficient and rapid handling of the warrant process, but 
further offers fully auditable accountability of warrants and automatic 
posting to the ALERT on-line files of warrants issued. The warrant pro­
cessing system encompasses all warrants involving failure to satisfy traf­
fic citations issued by the Kansas City, Missouri Police Department and 
handled by the Kansas City, Missouri Municipal Court. This system is 
available only to the Kansas City, Missouri Police Department; however, 
with modification it is adaptable to outside agency use. 

The input data for the Kansas City, Missouri Police Department Warrant 
Processing System is collected from the standard traffic citation report 
form completed by the officer in the field. This information is entered 
into the ALERT system through on-line CRTs in conjunction with the Traffic 
Ticket Reporting System. It is only when the citation is not satisfied in 
conjunction with that system that the Warrant Processing System takes con­
trol. 

Comprised of three background programs, the Warrant Processing System daily 
reads the ALERT Master file and General Index file extracting information 
necessary to print a listing of "Reminder Notices" to be mailed to those 
persons who have received parking tickets and have not yet satisfied the 
ticket (JX~~7). Also run daily, a second program (JX~~~) reads the ALERT 
Master file and ALERT General Index file outputing the actual printed war­
rants on special for~s mandating the arrest of those persons failing to 
properly satisfy traffic tickets. Further output to this program is a 
transmittal of warrants to be used by the Municipal Court as a work sheet. 
The third and final program of the Warrant Processing System (JX~~3) reads 
the Master file and General Index file along with an input tape (RB!i1!i12Tl) 
which contains information on cancelled warrant records extracted from the 
daily log tape. The resulting output is a listing of warrants cancelled 
the previous day by the Municipal Court and an update to the General Index 
file and Master file cancelling any remaining associated warrant records or 
indices.

START-IT. This paragraph performs a COBOL "Start" on the General 
Index file. The function of this "Start" is to set the pointer at 
the beginning of the "B" type records in the file. If an invalid 
key option is taken, control falls through to the following para­
graph.

I • PROGRAM NARRATIVE 

Input to this program is Tape No. RB~~2Tl, the on-line Master File, 
and the General Index File. The output is the on-line Master File, 
the General Index File, and the Printer. The input tape (RB~~2Tl) 

is a tape created by program RB~~2 which reads the daily log tape 
and extracts various canceled warrant records. 

The input tape is read and all warrant records that were canceled 
the previous day are extracted from the tape. A key is generated 
from information taken from the tape record and the Master File is 
read to extract the individual's name, address and warrant informa­
tion. This information is released to the Sort and the records are 
sorted by warrant number within name. In addition to records being 
released to the Sort, if failure to appear information was found on 
the Master File, the warrant record and associated General Index 
record are both canceled. The records that have been released to 
the Sort are returned after the entire input tape has been read, and 
the information is listed sequentially py name. 

II. DETAILED DESCRIPTION 

The input and output files are opened and the Sort file is initiated. 

BUILD-RECORDS calls the date from the computer, and manipulates it 
by a mathematical formula to develop two control dates which are moved 
to a st!ive area. 

CONTINUE-ON displays these control dates on the printer. 

READ-TAPE reads the input tape and at end transfers control to the para­
graph entitled EXIT-INPUT, The tape records are edited so that only the 
warrant records that were canceled on the previous day are extracted. 
Any other records encountered cause control to be returned to the begin­
ning of t.his paragraph. This paragraph also checks a field in the record 
to ascertain the status of each individual warrant such as on file, written 
but not on file, not written, or no record found. A control byte is then 
set to indicate one of those four settings. 

CNTRL-SET. This paragraph sets up a key so that the Master File can be 
read. A COBOL "Start" is performed on the Master File which sets the 
pointer at the beginning of a name record in a complement of records.

READ-MFILE reads the Master file sequentially ann at end transfers 
control to the paragraph entitled RELEASE-REC. This paragraph ex­
tracts the name information and address information and moves it to 
a save area for later release to the Sort. It also checks for any 
uncanceled failure-to-appear warrants and, if any are found, the 
appropriate key is built to read the Master file randomly and the 
General Index file to obtain the associated record. Both of \'hese 
records are rewritten so that they are flagged as canceled. After 
all records within the ALERT number in question have been processed, 
control falls through to the following paragraph. 

RELEASE-REC releases the previously stored sorted record containing 
name, address, physical descriptors and warrant number. Control is 
then returned to the paragraph entitled READ-TAPE. 

NO-REC, SEARCH-I, SEARCH-2, OUT-2, SEARCH-3, CRN-BUILT. These six 
paragraphs comprise a routine that is branched to f;;m the paragraph 
entitled READ-TAPE if there is an abnormal condition on the READ-TAPE. 
In other words, if a tape record is read that indicates there was no 
record found upon a terminal inquiry, control is transferred to these 
six paragraphs.

BUILD-SORT-FILE accepts the date from the computer core storage and 
moves it to a save area. 

MOUNT-FORMS. This paragraph utilizes the date that was retrieved in 
the previous paragraph plus several constants to formulate a key to 
be used in the initial read of the General Index file. A "Start" is 
performed on the General Index File to position the pointer to the 
first record with that date. If an invalid key option is taken an 
error message is displayed and the job is canceled. O~herwise con­
trol falls through to the following paragraph. 

READ~GEN reads the General Index File sequentially and at end control 
is transferred to the paragraph entitled EOJ. When the "A" type records 
(court index records) are exhausted, control is also transferred to EOJ. 
Each record read is edited and only parking ticket records that were is­
sued seven days prior to the date of this run are selected and if other 
than those are found, control returns to the beginning of the paragraph. 
For all correct records found, a key is generated so that the Master 
File may be read. A COBOL "Start" is performed on the Master File and if 
the invalid key option is taken control is transferred to ERR2. A se­
quential read is then performed on the Master File to retrieve the Mas­
ter File traffic ticket statistical record. The license number for which 
the ticket was issued is moved to a save area. The key is then rebuilt 
and a second start is performed on the Master File which sets the pointer 
to the first record of the complement.

READ-COMP reads the Master file sequentially and at end transfers con­
trol to the paragraph entitled READ-GEN. This paragraph extracts either 
the real name or business name and moves it to a save area. If neither

This paragraph also sets a 
switch based upon what type of name record has been read and the second 
time through the paragraph, if the switch indicates that a name record 
has been read on the first pass of the paragraph, control falls through 
to the following paragraph. 

NAME-CHECKED. This paragraph extracts the address record, license record, 
traffic ticket statistical record, and address of occurrence record and 
moves the necessary information from these records to a save area. Con­
trol then falls through to the following paragraph.

These para­
graphs combine to move the necessary fields from the save areas to a for­
matted Sort save area. Included in these paragraphs are several routines 
that compact various fields and expand various codes into meaningful 
literals, but basically the fUnction is to format the necessary informa­
tion to the Sort area. 

PRINT-NOTICE, PRINT-END. These t}"'o paragraphs combi:ile to release the 
formatted Sort records to the Sort, and then return control to the para­
graph entitled READ-GEN. 

~: The previously described paragraphs are repeated until the "A" type 
records with the correct date have been exhausted. At that point the Sort 
is executed and the records are sorted into sequence by ticket number. 
When the Sort is complete, control falls through to the paragraph entitled 
LIST-SORT-FILE. 

ERRl, ERR2, ERR3. These three paragraphs are branched to in the event 
~ a~va~key option is taken at various read points throughout the 
program. The function of these paragraphs is to display an error message 
and control will then be returned to the paragraph entitled READ-GEN. 

BUILD-LIC is a performed paragraph that builds a formatted license record 
that is moved to the Sort area to be released to the Sort at a later time. 
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LIST-SORT-FILE, ACCEPT-SW, PRINT-DUMMY-NOTICE, END-DUMMY. These 
four paragraphs combine to set up and print dummy notices to be 
used fO,r alignment by the computer operator. When the operator is 
satisfied that he has gotten the forms aligned correctly, he will 
then enter a code that indicates the program that the following 
paragraphs should then be performed. 

PRINT-FORMS simply returns the sorted records and prints them on the 
reminder forms. When the last record is returned from the Sort con­
trol falls through to the following paragraph. 

EOJ-LIST causes the input and output files to be closed and a normal 
end-of-job message to be displayed upon the console.
