QUICK FACTS

Nationwide preliminary statistics indicate there were 44,529 people killed.
In New Jersey there were 818 fatal accidents with 888 people killed.
There was a increase of 3 fatal accidents and a decrease of 4 fatalities.
.Of the fatal accidents, 34.5% were alcohol related..

Of the drivers, 13.7% were legally intoxicated.

An average of 2.4 persons were killed everyday.

There were 55 motorcycles and 1 moped involved in fatal accidents.
Pedalcyclists accounted for 27 fatal accidents.

The pedestrian death toll was 201.

There was a total of 42 hit-and-run fatal accidents involving 68 vehicles. The victims
comprise 8 drivers, 9 passengers, 22 pedestrians and 5 pedalcyclists.

Of the 1,249 drivers listed, 64 New Jersey drivers and 7 out-of-state drivers were sus-
pended. There were 34 drivers without valid licenses.

There are 34,246 miles of open public roads in the state of New Jersey, indicating
one death for every 38.6 miles.

Straight roads were involved in 54.3% of all fatal accidents.
Of all fatal accidents, 80.6% occurred during clear weather conditions.
Of the drivers involved in fatal accidents, 71.6% were males.

Of the vehicles involved in fatal accidents, 69.3% involved passenger cars and 23.8%
involved trucks.

M. ALCCHOL FACTOR

There were 888 fatalities during 1990. Of this total, 734 were tested for alcohol and 154 were not tested.
Of the fatalities, 466 were drivers, 194 were passengers, 201 were pedestrians, and 27 were pedalcyclists.
Of the 734 tested, 270 were positive for alcohol in varying degrees and 464 were negative. This indicates
36.8% of the fatalities tested were positive for alcohol and 63.2% were negative.

There were 168 drunken driving related fatal accidents (.10% and over) with 194 people killed.

The attached chart is a breakdown of victims and the percentage of alcohol in each classification. An
analysis of the chart by victim classification indicates the following:

1. Drivers:
Killed:
There was a total of 466 drivers killed of which 403 were tested. Of those tested, 149 were positive

and 254 were negative for a 37.0% alcohol factor. Of the 149 imbibing drivers, 112 or 75.2% had
an alcohol level of .10% or higher.

Surviving:

There was a total of 783 surviving drivers of which 244 were tested. Of those tested, 98 were positive
and 146 were negative for a 40.2% alcohol factor. Of the 98 imbibing drivers, 59 or 60.2% had
an alcohol level of .10% or higher.

2. Passengers:
There was a total of 194 passengers killed of which 140 were tested. Of those tested, 58 were
positive and 82 were negative for a 41.4% alcohol factor.

3. Pedestrians:
There was a total of 201 pedestrians killed of which 170 were tested. Of those tested, 61 were
positive and 109 were negative for a 35.9% alcohol factor.

4. Pedalcyclists:
There was a total of 27 pedalcyclists killed of which 21 were tested. Of those tested, 2 were positive
‘ and 19 were negative for a 9.5% alcohol factor.

INTERSTATE HIGHWAY FATALITIES

The Interstate Highway System of New Jersey is approximately 94.7% completed. Of
the 418.65 miles of roadway which are projected for this system, 396.47 miles have been
opened to the motoring public. During 1990, the death rate averaged 5.1 deaths per
month and one death for every 6.5 miles of highway. A concise analysis of victim
classification, alcohol involvement, driver ages, contributing circumstances, and manner
of collision is outlined on the following page.
