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INTRODUCTION 

The West Virginia Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) Program is a uniform, statewide method of collecting statistical 
crime data, under the direction of the Uniform Crime Reporting Sect/on of the Criminal Identification Bureau, West Virginia 
Division of Public Safety. Its purpose Is two-fold: 

1. To provide a consolidated annual report concerning crime In West Virginia and 

2. To report state-wide crime statistics from a single agency to the Federal Bureau of Investigation (FBI) 

NATIONAL UNIFORM CRIME REPORTING PROGRAM 

The counterpart of all state-wide UCR programs is the National UCR Program under the direction of the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation. This national program was the result of a need for nation-wide uniform compilation of crime statistics. 
Uniform Crime Reports were first collected in 1930 after being developed by a committee of the International Association 
of Chiefs of Police. Today the IACP continues to serve in an advisory capacity to the FBI In its operation of the UCR program. 

In the last several years, the FBI has been actively assisting individual states in the development of state-wide 
programs for the collection of law enforcement statistics. Although individual UCR programs may vary from state to state, 
all statE'l programs must be compatible with the National UCR Program. Presently there are 47 operational state orterritorial­
levol UCR Programs. Crime statistics submitted by individual law enforcement agencies from all fifty (50) states, whether 
reported through state-level UCR programs ordirectlyto the FBI, are presented annually in the FBI's Uniform Crime Reports 
publication. Crime in the United States. 

WEST VIRGINIA UNIFORM CRIME REPORTING PROGRAM 

Taking advantage of the invaluable assistance provided, West Virginia developed its own state-wide program for 
collection of law enforcement statistics. 

PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVES 

The fundamental objectives of the West Virginia UCR Program are: 

1. Inform tho Governor, Legislature, other government officials and the 
public as to the nature of the crime problem In West Virginia, its magnitude 
and its trends. 

2. Provide the FBI with complete crime data to be included in the National 
crime reports. 

3. Provide law enforcement administrators with the best possible data 
available to help combat individual crime problems areas. 

4. Determine who commits crimes by age, Sf)V. race and ethnic origin and by 
other attributes in order to find the proper focus for crime prevention and 
enforcement. 

5. Provide base data and statistics to measure the workload and effectiveness of 
West Virginia's Criminal Justice System, to measure the effect of prevention and 
deterrence programs, and to assist in the assessment of social and other causes for 
the development of theories on criminal behavior. 

DEVELOPMENT 

The West Virginia Legislature, in the Criminal Identification Bureau Act of 1971, establ!shed the Uniform Crime 
Reporting Statue. 
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Criminal Identification Bureau Act of 1971 
Chapter 15, Arrticle 2, Secticm 24, Sub-Section i 

(I) Ail state, county and municipal law enforcement agencieis shall submit to the bureau uniform crime reports setting 
forth their activities In connection with law en'/orcement. It shall be the duty of the bureau to adopt and promulgate rules and 
regulations prescribing the forms, general content, time and manner of submission of such Uniform Crime Reports. Willful 
or repeated failure by any state, countyormunicipallawenforceme,nt official to submit the Uniform Crime Reports as required 
in this article shall constitute neglect of duty in public office. The Bureau shall correlate the reports submitted to it and shall 
compile and submit to the governor and the legislature semi-annual reports based on such reports. A copy of such reports 
shall be furnished to all prosecuting attorneys and law enforcement agencies. 

The responsibility and authority for collection and dissemination of UCR data was given to the West Virginia Division 
of Public Safety (State Police). This program became operational January 1, 1972. 

REPORTING PROCEDURE 

Under the West Virginia UCR Statue, law enforcement agencies are required to submit specified Uniform Crime 
Reports. The necessary information for each of the required reports is gathered from each agency's record of complaints, 
Investigations and arrests. Offenses are recorded by the municipality and county in which they occur. Municipal law 
enforcement agencies report those crimes which occur within the cities, and county sheriff's departments and state pOlice 
report those r~rimes which occur within the counties but outside the cities. 

Individual agencies are required to submit uniform crime reports on a monthly basis. Law enforcement agencies 
report the number of offenses reported to them in the following Part I crime categories: 

(i) Criminal Homicide 
(2) Forcible Rape 
(3) Robbery 
(4) Felonious Assault 
(5) Breaking and Entering 
(6) LarcenylTheft 
(7) Motor Vehicle Theft 

(Arson became the eighth crime index offense in 1979, however, these statistics are coliected In a supplemental 
form and are shown separately). 

In addition, law enforcement agencies report on a monthly basis supplemental offense information such as the value 
of property stolen and recovered, the circumstances surrounding homicides and rapes, the age, sex and race of ali persons 
arrested, and police disposition of juveniles. Police employee data is collected on an annual basis. Information on domestic 
Violence is collected on a monthly basis in accordance with the state code 48-2A-9 and the subsequent Information 
summarizes family and household abuse in this state. As of April, 1988, law enforcement agencies began to report to this 
office a Monthly Controlled Substance Report, which provides Information on the quality and type of drugs purchased or 
confiscated by law enforcement in West Virginia, as well as the estimated street value of these drugs. This data is included 
in this edition of Crime in West Virginia. 

Verification Process 

An obvious concern In the collection of crime statistics from law enforcement agencies throughout the state is the 
uniformity and accuracy of data received. All law enforcement agencies are furnished with the Uniform Crime Reporting 
Handbook which outlines in detail the proper procedures for scoring and classifying offenses. However, program aides such 
as guides and instructions do not necessarily guarantee the accuracy and correctness of the reports submitted by the 
agencies. Additional controls therefore are necessary. 
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Each report received by the UCR Section Is recorded, examined and verified for mathematical accuracy and possibly 
more Important, reasonableness. The elimination of duplication of reporting by agencies receives particular attention. Checks 
are built Into the data processing of the reports to further ensure their validhy and accuracy. The UCR Program, however, 
is still affected to some degree by problems such as Incorrect reports, Incomplete records, misinterpreted data and hUman 
error, as are all statistical programs. In addition, It should be pointed out that there is no way of determining the actual total 
number of crimes which are committed. Manycriminal acts occur which are not reported to official sources. It isforthis reason 

. the Uniform Crime Reporting Program focuses its attention in the offenses which are reported to law enforcement agencies, 

I i spite of these and other shortcomings, the Uniform Crime Reporting Program still provides thfl best Information 
available' :oncerning crime in West Virginia. 

POPULATION DATA 

T'1e computation of crimes rates as they appear in this report by municipality, county and state is based on 1991 
population data provided by the Federal Bureau of Investigation through the cooperation and assistance of the Unhed States 
Bureau of Census. 

CRIME INDEX 

The tabulations presented in the tables, graphs and charts In this publication indicate the volume and distribution 
of crime in West Virginia on the basis of a Crime Index. The crime figures are broken down by municipal, county, regional 
and state totals. 

The Uniform Crime Reporting Program utilized seven crime classifications - Murdar, Forcible Rape, Robbery, 
Felonious Assault, Breaking and Entering, Larceny Theft and Motor Vehicle Theft, to establish an Index to measure the trend 
and distribution of crime in the United States. These crimes are counted by law enforcement agencies as they become known 
to them. These crimes were selected as they represent the most common local crime problems. They are defined as all 
serious crimes either by their nature or by the volume in which they occur. The crimes, Murder, Forcible Rape, Robbery and 
Felonious Assault are categorized as Violent Crime. The crimes Breaking and Entering, Larceny Theft and Motor Vehicle 
Theft are classified as Non-Violent Crimes. 

T"e monthly and annual Uniform Crime Reports received In 1992 from 238 municipal, county and state law 
enforcement agencies in West Virginia represent 100% of the estimated West Virginia population. The rural population is 
served by both state pOlice and sheriff's departments and the crime rate is computed for the rural population rather than for 
the agency. however. The number of offenses and percent of offenses cleared is listed separately for each agency. 

This report provides police executives with a yardstick whh which to mea:.~Jre local crime problems. To use this report 
as an administrative tool, data must be converted to percentages and rates. The most used of crime statistics is the Crime 
Index Rate which refers to the number of Crime Index Offenses per 100,000 population. Due to the tact that no city in the 
state has a population over 1 00,000, calculations for each individual contributing agency are based on the numberof offenses 
per 100,000 persons. 

For Uniform Crime Reporting purposes, a Crime Index Offense is cleared when the case has been solved 
either by arrest or by exceptional clearance. 
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CLASSIFICATION OF OFFENSES 

Uniformity in reporting underthe West Virginia System is based upon the proper classification :>f offense, by police. 

The adoption of the Federal System of Uniform Crime Reporting included the utilization of the offense cia .sifications 
of that system. Law enforcement in this state has made accurate application of those classifications in the reportf submitted 
to the West Virginia Uniform Crime Reporting System. 

In view of the need for compatibility with the federal system, "offenses" under the program are not distl n.J u Ished by 
designation of. "high misdemeanors," "misdemeanors," or violations of mUnicipal ordinances. The explanations of offense 
classifications may vary slightly with those employed at the federal level because the language used IS that fan tiliar to law 
enforcement in this state. However, the major categories of offense classification remain the same as those enployed on 
the national level. 

Part I Offenses 

Offense data consists of Information that has been extracted from reports of Part I crimes that have c )me to the 
attention of West Virginia law enforcement agencies. In general, Part! crimes are those serious crimes that Ire usually 
reported to law enforcement agencies. They consist of the following offenses. 

Offense Classifications 

(1) Homicide 

1 a. Murder and Non-Negligent Manslaughter - The unlawful killing of a human being 
with malice aforethought. 

General Rule - Any death due to a fight, srgument, quarrel, assault or commission of s crime. 

1 b. Manslaughter by Negligence - The unlawful killing of a human being, by another, without 
malice aforethought.. 

(2) Forcible Rape 

2a. Rape by Force - The carnal l<nowledge of a female forcibly against her will. 

General Rule - ForcIble rspe of a female but excluding csrnsl abuse (Ststutory Rape) or othl3r sex offenses. 

2b. Assault to Rape - Attempts - All assaults and attempts to rape. 

(3) Robbery - The felonious and forcible taking of the property of another, against his will, by violence C' 

by putting him in fear. Includes all attempts. 

3a. Gun - All robberies and attempted robberies Involving the use of any type of firearm (revolvers, autcmatic 
pistols, shotguns, zip guns, rifles, pellet guns, etc.) 

3b. Knife or Cutting Instrument - All robberies and attempted robberies involving the use of cutting or 
stabbing objects (knife, razor, hatchet, axe, cleaver, scissors, glass, broken bottle, dagger, Ice pick, etc.) 

3c. Other Dangerous Weapons - All robberies or attempted robberies when any other object or thing 
is used as a weapon. (This Includes clubs, bricks, jack handles, bottles, explosives, acid, etc.) 

3d. Strong Arm - Hands, Fists, Feet, Etc. - All Robberies which includes muggings and similar offenses 
where no weapon is used, but strong arm tactics are employed to deprive the victim of his property. This is 
limited to hands, arms, fists, feet, etc. As in armed robbery, this Includes all attempts. 
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(4) I ssaults - An assault is an attempt or offer, with unlawful force or violence, to do physical Injury to another. 

C,eneral Rule - All assaults will be clssslf{od In the following categories, excluding asssults with 
Illtent to rob or rape. 

4a. Cun - All assaults and attempted assaults involving the use of any type of firearms. (Revolvers, 
,:utomatic pistols, shotguns. zip guns, peilet guns, etc.) 

4b. K1ife or Cutting Instrument - All assaults and attempted assaults, involving the use of cutting 
or stabbing objects (knife, razor, hatchet, axe, cleaver, scissors, glass, broken bottle, dagger, Ice pick, etc.) 

4c. Other Dangerous Weapon - All assaults or at1empted assaults when any other object or thing 
I; used as a weapon. (clubs, bricks, pick handles, botties, acid, explosives, lye, polson, scalding water 
a1d cases of attempted drowning, burning, etc.) 

4d. ~ands, Fists, Feet, Etc. - Felonious - Assaults which are of a felonious nature when hands, fists, 
f 3et, etc., are used. To be classified as felonious assault, the attack must result in serious personal Injury. 

4e. ether Assaults - Not Felonious - All offenses of simple assault and assault and battery. 

(5) B-eaklng and Entering - UnlaWful entry or attempted forcible entry of any structure to commit a 
felony or Idrceny. 

General Rule - Any unlawful entry or attempted forcible entry of any dwelling house, attached structure, public 
building, shop, office, factory, storehouse, apartment, house trailer, warehouse, mill, barn, other building, 
houseboat railroad car. 

NOTE: Fur Uniform Crime Reporting purposes, a breaking and entering with the intent to commit a 
larceny is classified only as breaking and entering. Breaking and Entering of a motor vehicle with the Intent 
to commit r1 larceny is classified as larceny. 

Sa. F')rcible Entry - All offenses where force of any kind is used to enter unlawfully a locked structure, 
w:th intent to steal or commit a felony. This includes entry by use of a master key, celluloid, or other 
d,wlce thaI leaves no outward mark but Is used to open a lock. Concealment Inside a building, followed 
bl the breaking out of the structure Is also included. 

5b. Ul1lawful Entry - No Force - Any unlawful entry without any evidence of forcible entry. 

5c. A1tempted Forcible Entry - when determined that forcible entry has been attempted. 

(6) Larceny Theft (Except Auto Theft) - The unlawful taking of the property of another with Intent 
to deprive him of ownership. 

General Rule - All larcenies and thefts r esuttlng from pocket-picking, purse snatching, shoplifting, larceny (fom auto, 
larcenies of auto parts and accessories, theh of bicycles, larcenies from buildings, and from coin operated machines. Any 
theft that is not a robbery or the result of breaking and entering Is Included. Embezzlement, larceny by bailee, frsud or bad 
check cases are excluded. 

(7) Wotor Vehicle Theft - The larceny or attempted larceny of a motor vehicle. 

General Rule - Thefts and attempted thefts of a motor vehicle. This Includes a/l vehicles which can be registered as a 
motor vehicle in this stste. Excludes where there is a lawful access to the vehicle, such as a family situation or unauthorized 
u,~e by others with lawful access to the vehicle. (Chauffeur, employees, etc.) 

(8) A 'son - Includes all arrests for violation of State Laws and Municipal Ordinances relating to arson and 
,ttempted arson. 

G"Ineral Rule - Any wlllful or ma/~clous burning or sttempt to bUrn, with or without Intent to defrsudj a dwelling house, 
public building, motor vehicle or aircraft. personal property of another, etc. Only fires determined through Investigation 
tc have been willfully or mal/clously set are to be classified as arsons. Attempts to burn should be Included, but fires of 
stlsplcious or unknown origins should not be reported. 

Tlle hierarchy rule will not apply to the offense of Arson. Any other Crime Index Offense occurring in conjunction 
W th an arson will be reported. 
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Part II Offenses 

Part II Offenses are made up of all other crimes not classified as Part I crimes. Information on Part II Offenses Is only reported 
when an arrest has been made. Part II crimes for UCR purposes are as follows: 

(9) Other Assaults - This class Is comprised of all assaults and attHmpted assaults which are simple 0 
minor in nature. These "Other Assaults" are also scored or. RetLlrn A under item 4e as an Offense I<nown 
to Police. However,for the purpose of this return, arrests for this offense are scored in this class. 

(10) Forgery and Counterfeiting -In this class are Included all offenses dealing with the making, alterin~, 
uttering or possessing, with Intent to defraud; anything false In the semblance of that which is true. 

Include: Altering or forging public or other records. Making, altering, forging or counterfeiting bills, 
notes, drafts. tickets, checks credit cards, etc. 

Counterfeiting coins, plates, bank notes, checks, etc. 

Possessing or uttering forged or counterfeiting Instruments. 

Signing the name of another or fictitious ~rson \"11th Intent to defraud. 

All attempts to commit any of the above. 

(11) Fraud - Fraudulent conversion and obtaining money or property by false pretense. Includes bad checks, 
confidence games, etc., except forgeries and counterfeiting. 

(12) Embezzlement - Misappropriation or misapplication of money or property entrusted to ones's care, 
custody or control. 

(13) Stolen Property: Buying, Receiving, Possessing - Included lil thIS class are all offenses of 
buying, receiving and possession of stolen property, as well as all attempts to commit any of these offenses. 

(14) Vandalism -Included ;;1 this class are all willful or mal/clous destruction, Injury, disfigurement or 
defacement of any public or private property, real or personal, without consent of the owner or 
person having custody or control. by cutting, tearing, breaking, marking, painting, drawing, covering 
with filth. or any other such means as may be specified by law or ordinance. This offense covers a 'lvide 
range of malicious behavior directed at property. 

(15) Weapons: Carrying. Possessing. Etc. 

This class deals with violations of weapons laws such as: 

Manufacture, sale or possession of deadly weapons. 

Carrying deadly weapons. 

Furnishing deadly weapons to mInors. 

Aliens possessing deadly weapons. 

All attempts to commit the above. 

(16) Prostitution and Commercialized Vice ,- Included In this class are the sex offenses of a commercialiZ3d 
nature, such as: 

Prostitution 

Keeping bawdy house, disorderly house, or house of III repute. 

Pandering, procuring, transporting or detaining women for immortal purposes, etc. 

All attempts to commit any of the above. 
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(17) Sex Offenses - Except forcible rape, prostitution and commercialized vice. Included are offenses against 
chastity, common decency, morals and the like. 

Adultery and fornication 

Buggery 

Incest - (No force) 

Indecent Exposure 

Sodomy 

Statutory Rape - (No force) 

All attempts to commit any of the above 

(18) Narcotic Drug Laws - Narcotic drug law arrests are reported on the basis of the narcotics used. 
Include are all armsts for violations of State and local Ordinances, specifically those relating to the 
unlawful possession, sale, use, growing, manufacturing and making of narcotic drugs. The following 
make up subdivisions of narcotic drug law arrests. 

Opium or cocaine and their derivatives ( Morphine, Heroin, Codeine) 

Marijuana 

Synthetic narcotics, manufactured narcotics which can cause true drug addlctlun (Demerol 
Methadone) 

Other Dangerous Non-Narcotic drugs (Barbiturates, Benzedrine) 

(19) Gambling - Include all charges which relate to promoting, permitting or engaging in gambling. 
To provide a more refined collection of gambling arrests, contributors furnish the following breakdown: 

Bookmaking (horse & sport books) 

Numbers & Lottery 

All Other Gambling 

(20) Offenses Against the Family and Children - Included here are all charges of non-support and 
neglect or abuse of family and children. 

Desertion, abandonment or non-support 

Neglect or Abuse of ChHd 

Non-Payment of Alimony 

(21) Driving Under the Influence - This class is limited to the driving or operating of any vehicle while 
under the influence of narcotic drugs or alcohol. 

(22) Liquor Laws - With the exception of "Drunkenness" (Class 23) and "Driving Under the Influence" (Class 21), 
liquor law violations, State or Local are placed in this class. This class includes: Manufacturing, sale, 
transporting, furnishing, possession, etc. This class does not include Federal violations.

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(23) Drunkenness -Included in this class are ali offenses of drunkenness or intoxication, with the 
exception of "Driving Under the Influence" (Class 21 ).

(24) Disorderly Conduct - In this class, all disorderly persons arrested except those counted in 
classes 1 through 23 and class 25 are reported.

(26) All Other Offenses - Included in this class are every other State or Local offense not included in 
classes 1 through 25. 

Abduction and Compelling to Marry

Bribery 

Contempt of Court 

Discrimination, Unfair Competition 

Kidnapping 

Offenses contributing to juvenile delinquency except as provided for In classes 1 through 29, 
such as employment of children In Immoral vocations or practices, admitting minors to 
Improper places, etc.

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CRIME FACTORS 

Statistics gathered under the Uniform Crime Reporting Program are submitted by the law enforcement agencies 
of West Virginia and project a state-wide view of crime. Awareness of the presence of certain crime factors, which may 
influence the resulting volume and type of statistics presented, is necessary if fair and equitable conclusions are to be drawn. 
These crime-influencing factors are present, to some degree, In every community and their presence affects, in varying 
degrees, the crime experience of that community. Attempts at comparison of crime figures between communities shOUld 
not be made without first considering the individual factors present in each community. 

Crime, as an outgrowth of society, remains a social problem of grave concern and the police are limited in their role 
to its suppression and detection. As stated by the President's Commission of Law Enforcement and Administration of Criminal 
Justice in their report "The Challenge of Crime In A Free Society" (1967 - Page 92): 

"But the fact that the police deal daily with crime does not mean that they have unlimited 
powerto prevent it, or reduce it ordeter It. The police do not create and cannot resolve 
the social conditions that stimulate crime. They did not start and cannot stop the 
convulsive social changes that are taking place in America. They do not enact the laws 
that they are reqUired to enforce, nor to they dispose of the criminals they arrest. The 
police are only one part of the criminal justice system; the criminal justice system is only 
one part of the government; and the government is only one part of society. Insofar as 
crime is a social phenomenon, crime prevention is the responsibility of every part of 
society. Th.J criminal process is limited to case by case operations, one criminal or one 
crime at a time."

Murders comprised 3.0 percent of the total for the Violent Crime category and 0.2 percent of th9 total 
Crime Index Offenses. 

July recorded the highest number of murders with 18. 

There were 6.4 Murder victims per 100,000 population in West Virginia. 

Males accounted for 70.4 percent of the Murder Victims; 89.6 percent of the victims were white. 

The largest number of victims, 19, fell in the 30-34 age group category. 

Firearms were used in 83 (72.2 %) of the Murders reported. with handguns being used in 58 of those. 
This is a 13.7 % increase In firearms being used as a Murder Weapon. 

A total of 112 Murders were cleared by arrest or exceptional clearance, a clearance rate of 97.4 
percent. Adults were involved in 97.3 of the clearances. 

There were 107 persons arrested for Murder offenses; 97 of those arrested were males, 7 were under 
18, and 91 were white.

DEFINITION 

Forcible Rape is the carnal know/edge of a female forcibly-and against her will. For the purpose of Uniform Crime 
Reporting, rape is divided into two categories; (1) Rape by Force; and (2) Attempted Rape. Carnal abuse without force 
(statutory rape) and other sex offenses are not included. 

Forcible Rape differs from other violent crimes in that the victim in many cases, is hesitant in reporting the offense 
to police. The rigors of court procedures, emba"assment and fear of any accompanying stigma have a deterrent effect 
on the victim's willingness to make the crime known to pOlice. The presence of a prior relationship between victim and 
perpetrator makes the determination of the act of force difficult to establish, and the usual clandestine nature of the 
offense presents a problem in verification .

Felonious Assault, as defined und(9rthe West Virginia Uniform .Grime Reporting program, is an attempt or offer 
withunlawful.force or violence, to do s\9rlous physical injury·to another. Attempts are included.since it is 'not 
necessary that any injury result when a $,wn, knife or'other weapon is used which would result in serious physical 
injury if the crime -were successfully completed. 

The Lise or attempted use of a dangerous weapon in an assault or the serious injurylnflictadby hands, fists 
or feet separates this offense from those assaults categorized,as "Simple" and not felonious in nature. 

The victim of a actual assault of this type may suffer injuryorpermanent,disability and all assaults to kill and 
attempts to kill are recorded in this area. As with murder, the use of weapons to inflict these injuries make this offense 
a subject for analysis .

Under this Program, Breaking and Entering is defined as an unlawful entry or attempted forcible entry of any 
structure to commit a felony or larceny. 

Data collection for this offense is further categorized as to forcible entries, unlawful entries (where no force is 
used), and attempted entries. 

As with other non-violent crimes, the motive of personal gain coupled with the element of opportunity, resuHs 
in the commission of this offense by both the amateur and the professional perpetrator. Only the absence of 
confrontation and the use of force separate this crime from Robbery of the violent crime group. However, detection 
during commission many times results in confrontation olthe victim by the perpetratordemonstrating why this offense 
is considered the most serious of the non-violent crime group. 

The volume of this offense presents the police with a serious enforcement problem made more difficuh in many 
areas by the lack of sUfficient personnel to act as a deterrent and to provide successful solutions to these crimes.

A total of ',1 ,566 Breaking and Entering were cleared by arrest or exceptional clearance, a clearance 
rate of 13.8 percent. Adults were involved in 1,215 of the clearances. . 

There wert3 1,630 persons arrested for Breaking and Entering offenses; 1,530 of those arrested were 
males, 51 B were under 18, and 1,508 were white.

Larceny Theft is the unlawful taking or stealing of articles of value without the use of force, violence or fraud. It 
includes crimes such as shoplifting, pocket-picking, purse-snatching, thefts from autos, and the theft of auto parts 
and accessories. Motor Vehicle Theft is excluded from this category for crime reporting purposes, inasmuch as it is 
a separate Crime Index Offense. 

Larceny offenses cleared by police are dramatically affected by the nature of the crime. As with other Non-Violent 
Crimes, opportunity and stealth, working in favor of the perpetrator and against police detection, reduce solutions for 
this offense. •

· WEST VIRGINIA ARREST DATA 

1992 

The West Virginia Uniform Crime Reporting Program requires the monthly reporting of data conceming 
persons arrested in the state. A record of 10tal arrest activity for criminal acts in both Part I and Part II classes is 
received from 238 county, state, and municipal law enforcement agencies and is analyzed and arranged according 
to age, sex and race of persons arrested. Traffic arrests, except Driving While Intoxicated, are not reported. A total 
of 63,550 arrests for Part I and Part II criminal offenses were reported during 1992. This was a decrease of 4,309 
arrested underthe 1991 figure of 67,861. Based on population estimates, there was a statewide rate of 34.95arrests 
per 1,000 persons in West Virginia. The arrest rate in 1991 was 37.32. 

Since 1991, the number of persons arrested for Part I and Part II offenses has decreased 6.3 percent while 
the arrest rate has decreased 6.4 percent. 

A person is counted on the monthly arrest report each time he or she is arrested or summoned. It should 
be kept in mind that the volume of arrests may vary from time to time due to the differences in local arrest procedures 
and policies. It should be noted that a person may be arrested several times during a given month for the same 
or different offenses. This occurs frequently for slJch crimes as drunkenness, disorderly conduct and similar 
offenses. A juvenile is counted as "arrested" when the circ~Jmstances are such that if he or she were ",,·n adutl, an 
arrest would be counted or when police or other official action beyond a mere interview, warning or admonishment 
is given. . 

These arrest figures do not indicate the actual number of individual persons arrested or summoned since, 
as has been pointed out, one person may be arrested several times during the month. However, arrest information 
is useful in measuring the extent of law enforcement activity in a given geographical area as well as providing an 
index for measuring the involvement in criminal acts by the age, sex and race of the perpetrators. 

Of all reported arrests for 1992,16.7 percent were for Part I Offenses (Murder, Forcible Rape, Robbery, 
Felonious Assault, Breaking & Entering, Larceny Theft and Motor Vehicle Theft). Analysis of Part I arrests indicates 
that Larceny, as in past years comprised the highest percentage of all arrests of Part I crimes with 63.5 percent. 
The "Drunkenness" category comprised 19.2 percent of the total arrests for Part II Offenses. There were 10,162 
arrests for drunkenness in 1992 compared with 10,652 in 1991, down 4.3 %. 

Juveniles were involved in 10.3 percent ofthe arrests for 1992, compared to 10.5 in 1991. Female arrests were 
down 6.7 percent from 10,833 arrests in 1'991 to 10,111 arrests in 1992. 

Arrests by race show that 89.4 percent of the persons arrested were White while 10.5 were Black. 
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VIOLENT CRIME 

Arrests for crimes of violence (Murder, Rape, Robbery and Felonious Assault) on a statewide basis 
accounted for 16.3 percent of all arrests for Part I and 2.7 percent of the total arrests for aI/ offenses. A further 
evaluation indicates that arrests for Felonious Assault were the most frequent, representing 66.3 percent of the total 
arrests for violent crimes, up from 65.8 % during 1991. 

PROPERTY CRIME 

Property crime arrests (Breaking and Entering, Larceny Theft and Motor Vehicle Theft) comprised 83.7 
percent of all arrests for Part I offenses and 14.0 percent of all arrests. 

The highest percentage of property crime arrests 75.9 percent, occurred in the Larceny Theft category. 
Larceny Theft arrests increased 20.9 percent, from 7,354 in 1991 to 8,894 in 1992. 

NARCOTIC DRUG LAW ARRESTS 

Information concerning arrests for narcotic drug arrests is col/ected and analyzed according to specific drug 
categories. During 1992, a total of 1,991 arrests were made for narcotic drug law violations, an increase of 6.2 
percent over 1991. Analysis of individual drug categories showed that the highest percentage of arrests, 47.3 
percent, involved possessipn of marijuana. The lowest percentage of arrests occurred in the sale and manufacture 
of "other dangerous drugs", amounting to 0.3 percent. Further analysis shows thatthe arrests for sale/manufacturing 
of drugs accounted for 30.0 percent and the arrests for possession of drugs represented 70.0 percent. 

GAMBLING ARRESTS 

Arrests for gambling offenses during 1992 amounted to 0.06 percent of aI/ reported arrests for Part I and Part 
/I offenses. Ofthose arrested for gambling, 83.3 percent were males. The highest percentage of arrests forgambling 
offenses, 16.7 percent occurred in the 40-45 age category. A total of 36 gambling arrests were reported during 1992, 
a decrease of 5.3 percent from the 1991 figure of 38. 

JUVENILE DISPOSITION DATA 

Each police department must provide information regarding the disposition of juveniles arrested by their 
department.

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LAW ENFORCEMENT EMPLOYEE DATA 
1992 

The Uniform Crime Reporting Program in West Virginia incorporates the collection of pertinent data relating 
to law enforcement entities of the state. Information regarding West Virginia law enforcement manpower, 
distribution, assaults against law enforcement officers and the number of and circumstances surrounding the killing 
of law enforcement officers are discussed in this section. 

This information is subm~ted monthly by municipal, county and state law enforcement agencies and is 
published on a semi-annual basis. Specific information concerning the number of law enforcement employees 
reflects the status as of October 31, 1992 and is limited to municipal, county and state law enforcement agencies 
reporting to the West Virginia UCR Program. 

The determination of police manpower for any given area or municipality should be a subject of serious 
consideration. Such consideration, however, should be based on the numerous factors which create the need for 
police services. Some ofthese factors, discussed elsewhere in this publication relate to size, density of population, 
geographic location, character and proximity to metropolitan areas. The information in this section relates to 
reported law enforcement strength and should not be interpreted as recommended strength for any given entity. 
Such determinations should be made after objectively evaluating the need for police services based on the above 
factors. 

The personnel of each law enforcement agency differ as to the demands and responsibilities placed before 
them. Many police officers are fully occupied with clerical tasks and are not free to perform active police duties. 

SWORN OFFICERS 

In 1992, West Virginia had 2,652 sworn law enforcement personnel, compared to the 1991 figure of 2,61 O. 
This is an increase of 40 officers or 1.6 percent in the number of officers in the state. Rates based solely on sworn 
personnel show that the state average was 1.5 officers per 1 ,000 inhabitants. Males comprised 96.4 percent of all 
sworn personnel, while females comprised 3.6 percent. 

STATE POLICE 

The West Virginia State Police reported a total of 526 officers. This is an increase of 8.2 percent over last 
year's figure of 486 officers. The State Police had a rate of 0.3 sworn officers per 1 ,000 inhab~ants (rural population 
only). 

MUNICIPAL 

Municipal Police Department reported 1,365 sworn officers, a decrease of 0.7 percent overthe 1991 figure 
of 1 ,375 sworn officers. This is a rate of 2.2 swom officers for each 1,000 inhabitants (municipal population only). 

SHERIFF 

County Sheriffs Departments reported a total of 646 sworn officers. This is an increase of 1.4 percent over 
the 1991 figure of 637. Based on sworn personnel, this is a rate of 0.60fficers per 1 ,000 inhabitants (rural population 
only). 

DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES (DNR) 

The Department of Natural Resources reported 115 sworn officers, an increase of 2.7 percent overthe 1991 
figure of 112 officers. These figures reflect a rate of 0.1 swom officers for each 1,000 inhabitants (rural population 
only).

CIVILIAN EMPLOYEES 

There were 1,180 civilian law enforcement employees employed in the state during 1992. This is an 
increase of 2.6 percent overthe 1991 total of 1,080. Females comprised 51.5 percent (571), whils males made up 
the remaining 48.5 percent (537). 

STATE POLICE 

The West Virginia State Police reported a total of 272 civilian employees. This is an increase of 2.3 percent 
of the 1991 total of 266. 

MUNICIPAL 

Municipal Police Department reported 286 employees. A decrease of 2.1 percent is seen over last year's 
total of 292 civilians. 

SHERIFF 

County Sheriff's Departments reported 544 civilian employees in law enforcement. An increase of 6.0 
percent is seen over the 1991 figure of 513. 

DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES (DNR) 

The Department of Natural Resources reported a decreas of 33.3 percent in law enforcement civilian 
employees for 1992. There were 6 law enforcement civilian employees in 1992, as compared to 9 in 1991.

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LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS 
KILLED AND ASSAULTED 

1992 

The killing of a police officer has an effect on society which reaches far beyond the overt act. Such 
occurrences constitute an immediate threat tothe well being of the community and a serious breach of the internal 
security of the country. Today, a young person who considers a career in law enforcement must also consider the 
very strong possibility of being ftilled or assaulted by a member of the very same society he or she is swom to protect. 
This deplorable situation should be a subject of serious public concern, for in truth, an attack on a police officer is 
an attack on society. The violence directed against law enforcement officers acting in the line of duty is clearly 
demonstrated by the following summary information: 

A total of 286 Assaults on Law Enforcement Officers were reported in 1992, of which 39, or 13.6 percent, 
resutted in personal injury to the officer. 

For every 1 ,000 arrests, there were 4.6 Assaults, and for each 100 sworn officers there were 10.8 Assaults. 

Personal weapons (hands, fists, feet, etc.) were used in 270 (94.4 %) of the Assaults. 

A total of 281 of the Assautts were cleared, a clearance rate of 98.3 percent.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE 

The increasing incidence of abuse between family members prompted the enactment of House Bill 802 which 
resulted in West Virginia State Law §48-2A. This law mandated the collection of domestic violence. Information on 
spouses, persons living as spouses, persons who formerly resided as spouses, parents, children and step children or 
other persons related by blood or marriage is collected; 

Abuse: The occurrence of one or more of the following acts between family or household members who reside 
together or who formerly resided together: 

1. Attempting to cause or Intentionally, knowingly or recklessly causing bodily 
Injury with or without a dangerous or deadly weapon. 

2. Placing, by physical menace, another in fear of imminent serious bodily injury. 

3. Sexually abusing a person under the age of 18 years. 

The following information on Domestic Violence is in compliance with State Code 48-2A-9. Collecting the 
information on Domestic Violence began on July 1, 1981. 

Law enforcement agencies reported they received a total of 6,029 complaints on Domestic Violence for 1992. 
This represented a 30.4 % increase over the 1991 figure of 4,623. They investigated 5,780 (95.9 %) of these complaints. 
Of the complainant who were victims, 480 (9.1 %) were male, 4,782 (90.9 %) female and 1,563 (29.7 %) of them had 
flied a previous compiaint. Repeated Abuse Victims suffered 5 Homicides, 1,168 Simple Assaults and 34 Felorfious 
Assaults. Protection Orders were vioiated In 46 (0.8 %) cases

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GLOSSARY OF TERMS 

ADULT - For Uniform Crime Reporting Purposes, a person age 18 or over. 

AMERICAN INDIAN OR ALASKAN NATIVE - A person having origins in any of the original peoples of North America, and 
who maintains cultural Identification through tribal affiliation or community recognition. 

ARREST RATE-The numberof arrests reported for Part I and part II offenses for each unit of population, generally per 1,000: 

ASIAN OR PACIFIC ISLANDER - A person having origins In any of the original peoples for the Far East, Southeast Asia, 
the Indian subcontinent, or the Pacific Islands. This includes: China, India, Japan, Korea, the Philippine Islands and Samoa. 

BLACK - A person having origins in any of the black racial groups of Africa, characterized by dark skin pigmentation. 

CLEARANCE-For Uniform Crime Reporting purposes, the solution to aparticularcrime, usually by the arrest ofthe offender. 

CLEARED BY ARREST - For Uniform Crima Reporting purposes, an offense is cleared when the offender has been Identified, 
sufficient evidence has been obtained to formally charge and the offender has been ordered to appear in court. 

CRIME INDEX - The sum of seven major offenses used to measure the extant, fluctuation and distribution of crime In a given 
geographical area. Classifications are: MURDER, FORCIBLE RAPE, ROBBERY, FELONIOUS ASSAULT, BREAKING & 

ENTERING, LARCENY THEFT, AND MOTOR VEHICLE THEFT. Each of these offenses Is referred to as an Index Offense. 

CRIME RATE. The number of Index Offenses reported for each unn of population, generally per 1,000. 

EXCEPTIONAL CLEARANCE - For Uniform Crime Reporting purposes, an offense is cleared in this manner when an 
offender has been identified, located and sufficient evidence to charge has been obtained but there is some reason beyond 
police control which prohibits the offender from being brought before the court. 

JUVENILE - For Uniform Crime Reporting purposes, a person under the age of 18. 

HIERARCHY RULE- For Uniform Crime Reporting purposes, each crime or attempted crime is counted in only one offense 
category. If several offenses are committed, simply glance down the list of Part I offenses and stop at the first offense you 
recognize from the facts given; this offense is the correct classification for this criminal activijy. 

PART I OFFENSES - The first of two main categories of crime classes composing a National Crime Classification System 
established for Crime Reporting purposes. Part I Offenses are by their very nature more serious and/or occurmostfrequently. 
The monthly tabulation of Part II Offenses provide a count of "Offenses Known". 

PART II OFFENSES -The second oftwo main categories of crime classes composing a Universal Crime ClassificC3;tion System 
established for Crime Reporting purposes. Part II Offenses are generally less serious In nature and/or occur less frequently. 
Monthly tabulations of Part II Offenses are limned to arrest information only. 

PROPERTY CRIME - Consists of the Index Offenses of Breaking & Entering, Larceny Theft and Motor Vehicle Theft. 

VIOLENT CRIME - Consists of the Index Offenses of Murder, Forcible Rape, Robbery and Fslonious Assault. 
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
