HI1GHLIGHTS

Over the past ten-year period, the median age of male wards in
institutions has increased from 17.9 to 19.1 years.

Over this same period, the median age of male wards on parole has
increased from 19.0 to 20.6 years.

{

The proportion of male wards in institutions on criminal court
commitments has been increasing since 1965. Approximately 30
percent of all male wards were criminal court commitments in
1965 as opposed to 49 percent in 1974, The proportion of female
wards in institutions on criminal court commitments jncreased
from 7 percent in 1965 to 35 percent in 1974,

For the third consecutive year, the percentage of male wards in
institutions on drug commitments declined. The proportion of
female wards in institutions for drug offenses decreased after
reaching an all-time high in 1973.

Over the ten-year period, the number of Youth Authority male
wards in Department of Corrections institutions decreased from
a high of 1,337 in 1965 to 49 as of June 30, 1974,

Maie wards on first commitment status as a percent of the total
in residence increased from 56 percent in 1965 to 68 percent

in 1974,

The percent of male wards in institutions that were Negro
increased from 28 percent in 1965 to 36 percent in 1974,



SUMMARY

In prior editions of this report, note was made of the fact that insti-
tutional populations were increasing in a direct ratio to the increasing youth
population in the 10-20 year age group. This ten year summary includes year-
ending figures for fiscal years 1964-65 and 1965-66, the !ast two years before
the Probation Subsidy program became operational, and the eight succeeding
years. Thus, it dramatizes the philosophy and effect of the program,

Over the ten year span of this report, the California youth population in
the 10-20 age group increased from about 3.5 million to 4.2 million or 20
percent. Yet, over this same period the June 30 institutional popultation
decreased 35 percent. Only in the last two years has the trend reversed
itself in that both 1973 and 1974 exceeded the prior year ending figure.

. Thg parole_case]oad, because of a time lag in reflecting changes apparent
in the institutional population, did not start to decrease until 1967. However,
it has continued to decline each year since. '

In examining the ward characteristics over the last decade, there are

some Zery distinct changes in the nature of the ward population during the
period. .

SEX

. In institutions, the percentage of male and female wards during the first
six years averaged about 89 percent and 11 percent respectively, ‘In the last
four years, the percentage of male wards has risen to 95 percent, while the
female wards have declined accordingly. "

The parole POpulation averaged about 83 percent male wards, and 17 percent
female wards during the early years of the period., Similar to the institut-

ional population, the percentage of male wards is increasing and female wards
decreasing.

COURT OF COMMITMENT

. Durfng the period shown, the highest proportion of males in institutions
on juvenile court commitments was 70 percent in 1965. Beginning in 1966
this percentag§ started declining, and the decline accelerated in the ye;rs
1968—1972, ending the period at about 51 percent. Female Jjuvenile court wards
fell from about 94 percent in 1966 to 65 percent in 1974,

Ma}e§ in the pafo]e caseload on juvenile court commitments displayed a
tr?nd similar to their institutional counterparts, but due to the time lag
this trend began about two years later.

AREA OF COMMITMENT

During the years 1965-1968, the Southern California area had an increasing
proportion of the total institutional population. Beginning in 1969, this pro-
portion began decreasing, and for male wards dropped to 61 percent in 1972 and
then increased to 62 percent in 1974. This was due primarily to a significant
decrease in commitments from Los Angeles county.

COMMITMENT OFFENSE

Probably the most significant change in commitment offense has occurred
in the narcotic and drug offense category., The percentage ot the male instit-
utional population with narcotic and drug offenses has decreased significantly
from the 1971 high with each succeeding year being lower than the previous vear,
The proportion of female wards in institutions on narcotics offenses increased
to just under 16 percent on June 30, 1973 -- an afl-time high for this offense,
then declined to 13 percent in 1974.

The offenses against persons category also shiowed a significant change.
For male wards in institutions, the proportion of wards with offenses against
persons doubled over the ten-year period -- from 21.5 percent in 1965 tc 43
percent in 1974. The proportion of female wards in institutions for these
offenses increased from 8 percent in 1965 to 41 percent on June 30, 1974,

ADMISSION OR _PAROLE STATUS

The proportion of first commitments in the institutional population
declined during the first few years of the decade shown, and then began rising.
For male wards, the increase began in 1968, und for female wards, in 1969, both
rising approximately 15 percéntage points by the end of 1974,

For male wards on parole, the percentage of parole violators in the parole
caseload, after increasing in the early years, has declined over the past five
years. The female violators in the parole caseload decreased for the first
time in 1972, and has continued this decline into 1974,

ETHNIC GROUP

In the years 1965-1969, the percentage of white male wards in institutions
fluctuated around 50 percent; it has since dropped to 40 percent in 1973, then
rose slightly in 1974. |In contrast, there has been an upward trend in the
proportion of Negro wards in institutions, comprising some 28 percent in 1965,
then rising to about 36 percent in 1974,

Among the female institutional population, the percentage of whiteés has
been as high as 59 percent but has dropped to 47 percent in 1973, then rose to.
51 percent in 1974. In turn, the Negro ethnic group has increesed proportionally
over the years and is currently at 33 percent of the total. ‘




MEDIAN AGE

The median age for males in institutions declined slightly during the
first part of the period, then in 1968 started rising and has since reached
19.1 years of age. The mediai, age of females in institutions has increased
over the decade by two years and is now at 18.5 years of age. The median age
for males on parole is now 20.6 and for females, 19.7.

INSTITUTIONS

Because of the effect of administrative policies on institutional programs,
the population characteristics by institution have considerable variance from
the overall population figures. In the mid 1960's, virtually all the male
criminal court cases were assigned to either Youth Training School, conservation
camps, or Department of Corrections institutions. For the first year of the
decade shown, the Preston School of Industry had about 6 percent of its population
from the criminal courts. However, by the end of the decade, about 62 percent
of Preston population was from the criminal courts, Over this same period, the
percentage cf criminal court wards at Youth Training School increased from 28
percent to 53 percent. Also, the criminal court wards in the camps increased
frem 57 percent in 1965 to about 81 percent in 1974,

Coincidental with the shift in the court distribution of wards in Youth
Authority institutions was the decline of Youth Authority wards in Department
of Corrections institutions. Over the ten year period, the percentage of Youth
Authority male wards housed in Department of Corrections facilities dropped
from 25 percent to 1 percent. This decline was a cumulative effect of additional

Youth Authority institutions opened in the 1966-67 period and declining commitments
over the time span.,
