THE CROSS-CHECKS BUILT INTO THE SYSTEM ELIMINATE THE MAJORITY
OF THESE ERRORS AND WHENEVER ANY HIDDEN ERRORS ARE ENCOUNTERED.,
THEY ARE CORRECTED OR ELIMINATED FROM THE COLLECTIVE REPORT.
THOSE THAT REMAIN ARE INSIGNIFICANT, IF THE REPORT IS USED AS
AN INDICATOR FOR WHICH PURPOSE IT WAS DESIGNED.

NEW DEVELOPMENTS

IN OCTOBER OF 1978, THE UNITED STATES CONGRESS PASSED
LEGISLATION MANDATING .ARSON BE CLASSIFIED AS A PART 1 CRIME
INDEX OFFENSE IN THE UCR PROGRAM. BY JUNE OF 1979, FIELD
AGENTS WERE TRAINING LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES IN ALL PHASES
OF ARSON DATA COLLECTION. SINCE ARSON DATA COLLECTION BEGAN
LATE IN 1979, THE FIGURES IN THIS PUBLICATION REPRESENT AN
AVERAGE REPORTING PERIOD OF 4 MONTHS.

IN ACCORDANCE WITH STANDARD CLASSIFICATIONS ESTABLISHED
BY THE OFFICE OF MANAGEMENT AND BUDGET FOR ALL FEDERAL ADMIN-
ISTRATIVE REPORTING AND STATISTICAL ACTIVITIES, THE UCR PROGRAM
MODIFIED ITS DATA COLLECTION CONCERNING THE AGE, SEX, AND RACE
FOR PERSONS ARRESTED. RACE CATEGORIES WERE CONDENSED TO
INCLUDE WHITE, BLACK, AMERICAN INDIAN OR ALASKAN NATIVE AND
ASIAN OR PACIFIC ISLANDER. 1IN ADDITION, A COLLECTION OF ETHNIC
ORIGIN, I.E., HISPANIC OR NOT HISPANIC WAS ADOPTED. NEW AGE
BREAKDOWNS FOR JUVENILES WERE ALSO ADOPTED AS OF JANUARY 1, 19C7.
(ARRESTS OF PERSONS UNDER 10 YEARS OF AGE AND 10-12 YEARS OF
AGE ARE NOW BEING COLLECTED).

CLASSIFICATION OF OFFENSES

THE UCR PROGRAM DIVIDES OFFENSES INTO TWO MAJOR CLASSI-
FICATIONS WHICH ARE DESIGNATED PART 1 AND PART 2 OFFENSES. THIS
DISTINCTION IS IMPORTANT BECAUSE DIFFERENT INFORMATION IS
COLLECTED FOR EACH. PART 1 OFFENSES INCLUDE: MURDER AND NON-
NEGLIGENT MANSLAUGHTER, NEGLIGENT MANSLAUGHTER, FORCIBLE RAPE.,
ROBBERY, AGGRAVATED ASSAULT, BURGLARY, LARCENY, MOTOR VEHICTLE
THEFT AND ARSON. PART 1 CRIMES CAN BE FURTHER BROKEN DOWN TO
VIOLENT CRIMES WHICH WOULD INCLUDE MURDER AND NON-NEGLIGENT
MANSLAUGHTER» FORCIBLE RAPE, ROBBERY, AND AGGRAVATED ASSAULT.
NON-VIOLENT (PROPERTY ) CRIMES WOULD INCLUDE BURGLARY, LARCENY-

CRIME FACTORS

BECAUSE ALL FACTORS THAT HAVE AN IMPACT ON CRIME PROBLEMS
ARE NOT MEASURED OR CONSIDERED BY THE UCR PROGRAM, SUPERFICIAL
CONCLUSIONS ARE SOMETIMES DRAWN FROM ITS CRIME AND ARREST DATA-,
PARTICULARLY WHEN ATTEMPTS ARE MADE TO MAKE COMPARISONS BETWEEN
JURISDICTIONS. LOCAL ORDINANCES AND CRIMINAL JUSTICE ADMINI-
STRATIVE POLICIES, RECORD-KEEPING PRACTICES, AND THE DEGREE OF
ADHERENCE TO UNIFORM CRIME REPORTING STANDARDS ALL AFFECT THE
