. PREFACE 

A survey to determine law enforcement capabilities of Iowa's smaller cities was conducted during the 
last two months of 1980 by the Statistical Analysis Center (SAC). This survey was part of a larger 
study sponsored by the Iowa Association of Chiefs of Police and Peace Officers, Inc. to gather the 
opinions of Iowa's police chiefs on various criminal justice issues. 

A double, perforated postcard was sent to the city clerk in each of Iowa's 833 smaller cities 
(those with less than 2,500 population) with instructions to complete the postcard by indicating 
which types of law enforcement services are provided to the connnunity. (See Appendix I for a copy 
of the instrument.) Of those surveyed, 640 (76.8%) completed and returned the postcard. 

A subsequent letter was then sent to those clerks who had not previously responded, again requesting 
their cooperation by participating in this survey. This second effort resulted in an additional 
153 responses, thereby increasing the total to 793 (95.2%). 

Finally, to achieve a 100% response rate, telephone calls were made to the remaining nonparticipants 
(N=40) by the SAC staff. 

Results of the survey show that 218 cities employ full-time, paid police officers while an additional 
180 hire only part-time individuals, e.g. a town marshal, to perform law enforcement duties. Over 
half of those surveyed (N=425) indicated that the county sheriff's office is primarily responsible 
for providing law enforcement services while the remaining 10 cities reported some other arrangement, 
e.g. contractual agreement with another police department for services. 

Table 1 on the following page summarizes responses of the city clerks regarding the types of law 
enforcement services provided to Iowa cities with less than 2,500 residents. (It should be noted that 
a number of clerks gave more than one response.) Table 2 lists the 1980 preliminary population figures 
(available from the U.S. Census Bureau) and the type of law enforcement capability for each city 
included in the survey.
