3. Provide a log of visitors and police
members in the Command Post.

All personnel entering the Command Post will be
required to.give their name and obtain a security
pass; and return the pass upon leaving the Command
Post. The Pass, which has a clip-on clasp must be
worn at all times while in the Command Post.
