UD Union Dues 

Infrequently, the contract wlll specify the amount of union dues 
to be paid by members. Sinc~ the payment of dues on the part of 
employees to their organization is a metter between them and the 
association, this provision :ts infrequently found in a collective 
bargaining agreement. 

UC Dues Check-Off 

The dues che~k-off provision is, one of the most ~mportant to any 
labor organization inasmuch as it insures a cont1nued sour~e of 
income in the form of dues automatically deducted from each 
employe'e's paycheck. In some cases, this will deal with payroll 
deductions for union dues as well as for special assessments , and 
fines, and may include a hold harmless provision. 

HH Hold Harmless 

The hold harmless provision may vary in terms of its wording. 
However, the intent thereof is to protect the employer for two 
specific areas. The first area deals with the discharge of an 
employee who does not meet the membership requirements as set , 
ou~ in clause three under Union Security. In the event t~e un10n 
certifies to the employer that a particular membe:: ha$fal.~ed to 
maintain his membership in accordance with: the unl.on securl.ty 
provision, the employ~r maY,be duty bound to terminate that 
employee. The hold ha,rmless prov:ision protects the ~ployer, in, 
the event of an error ou::the part of the union in makl.ng the 
certification to the employer. The second area of concern deals 
with dues check-off and confers a degree of protection upon , the 
employer in the event that dues tihe:k-off is erro~eou~ly inl.tiated 
for a particular employee or maintal.ned against hl.s wl.shes.

Frequently, ,the police labor organization will attempt to elicit 
in collective bargaining, an agreement from the police department 
that departmental regulations and rules shall be. construed to be 
a part of the labor contract. Alternatively, they may attempt to 
include a statement to. the effect that departmental rules and 
regulations may not be utilaterally modified, altered, changed, 
etc., by the police department for the posting and issuance of 
new rules and regulations and the procedure for the resolution 
of complaints about new rules and regulations.

This clause deals with the procedures by which an internal affairs 
investigation and desciplinary action may be taken against a member 
of, the bargaining unit.

However, the prim?ry thrust of the 
provision deals with the receipt and processing of citizen,complaints 
against the police, the conduct of internal affairs investigation, . 
and the method by which internal discipline will be administered.

'~ Personnel File Review 

In many cases, this provision of a union contract will be found 
und~r the members rights IlT.'ovision and confers upon individual 
m~Il1bers of the bargaining un:Lt, the' right to examine upon providing 
reasonable notice tQ the employer, copies of their personnel file. 
This may also include the right: to not have personal information 
divulged to others and the right to include a signed refutation in 
the personnel file. 

BR Police Officers Bill of Rights 

The "police" officers bill of rights is a document which contains 
ce1:tain rights and privileges for law enforcement officers which 
has been reduced to statutory language and enacted as such in 
several states. In those states in which the bill of rights is 
not.law, unions have.attempted to include language covering the 
bill of rights in labor contracts. The bill of rights may be 
contained within an individual contract under a heading by that 
name or may be found under the members rights prOVision, or may 
be called employee rights.

The grievance prOVision wit',hin a police labor contract generally 
provides for the definition.:1of a grievance and, subsequently, a 
multi-step process by whiCh:!, that grievance will be resolved.

Equipment provision within police labor contracts deal with items 
of non-uniform equipment and may include provisions regarding police 
weapons, protective equipment, such as bullet-proof vests and 
helmets, and other police equ±pIite:g.t Hems. Often this provj.~ion is 
found coupled with uniform/ clothing allo,~ance provisions. .

Provisions dealing with police vehicles most often cover the area 
of unsafe police vehicles, designation of police vehicles, police

RE Retirement 

In many jurisdictions, the issue of retirement is controlled by 
state and local law, howev~r~ in some contracts a prov:l.sion will 
be contained detailing the retirement provisions for t~e depart­
ment. These provisions may also include wording which addresses 
separation/death, disability retirement and widows benefits. 

IX Insurance 

Provisio'ns relating to insurance most often cover the areas of 
hospitalization, life insurance, disability insurance, dental 
insurance; professional liability insurance, and workman's 
compensation. 

PL Productivity/Proficiency Levels 

This provision is an innovat:Lve one which has been negotiated by 
employers and is in effect a requirement of minimum acceptable 
performance with some sanctions for non-compliance. 

PZ Physcial/Psychological F~tness 

This provision requi:res all members of the bargaining unit to 
remain physically and psychologically fit during the course of 
the contract and prOVides for periodic phycical and psychological 
examinations to insure that fitness. 

NS 'No-Strike 

The no-strike provision in a contract is an attempt to maintain a. 
continuity of police services during the duration of the agreement 
and is an affirmation on the part of the labor organization not to 
strike or engage in any job action in the form of slow down, selec­
tive enforcement, sick-in or blue flu, etc. during the term of the 
contract. Frequently the no-strike provision will also contain a 
no-lockout provision which provides that the city agrees that it 
will always make work available for members of the bargaining unit 
and will not preclude them from performing their duties.

BY Secondary Boycotts 

This provision is a new one :I,n many contracts negotiated by 
national labor organizations on behalf of the police clientele.

EM Secondary Employment 

This provision related to the part-time, off-duty employment of 
police officers. The provision may eliminate or prohibit secondary 
employment completely or may place conditi~ns upon;1:\hat employment 
in the form of type of a job which may be engaged :bl:; etc. 
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GS Groomin& Standards 

Once an issue of great concern to the labor rank and file, 
grooming standards are now found frequently in police contracts 
and deal ,with the style and length of employees hair, mustaches 
and beards.

This provision may deal with a myriad of issues related to the 
maintenance of health and safety of numbers of the bargaining unit, 
however, does not relate to safety as it pertains to motor vehicle 
eqUipment or usage. Most frequently health and safety standards deal 
with other eqUipment prOVided to the PQlice officers and the 
condition of the police building and physical facilities. 

EE Damage to Personal ProEerty of Employees 

This prOVision relates to the compensation of employees for 
pe~sonal property which may be damaged during the course of the 
discharge of police duties s1lch as eyeglacses, wrist watch, etc. 
In some instances, this may :tnclude wording covering policy relating 
to injury of an employee. 

ER D~cy?;e t~ .... Property of EmJ)lo~ 

On occasion a contract will have provisions relating to policy 
governing the reimbursement by the employee for property damaged 
by the employee.
