Obtained through a atandar"'''.ze.d set ~finstructions, 
and centrally c'lassified and cO.ded, the information represents 
a statistical basia tor determ1nL~g the characteristics of 
persons placed on supe'rvision as to offense, time period to 
be supervised and demographic characteristics such as age, 
marital status, education and prior criminal record. Further 
'for those discharged from supervision data are presented for 
tho3e who su~ce8sfully complete the conditions of supervision 
and for those who fail, the type of violation. 

Perbaps the greatest contribution of these data is that 
they do not show marke_d changes from year-to-year, ,but are 
slow moving as to trends and often with no major change at 
all. This is reasonable since probationers as a gro~p re­
present the best risks. For those who are imprisoned and 
return to the cammunity either under the conditions of parole 
or mandatory release, such persons, though or a higher risk 
category, nevertheless, do marked~y we-ll. "1fhe great unanswered 
area are those who finish their terms of imprisonment and walk 
out Of the prison gates free of any supervision whatsoever. 
Some 35 percent of those persons who leave Federal prisons 
today do so without any supervision. There is at present no 
means of measuring their success i~ the community. Success 
being measured in abstaining from criminal activity. 

As in the Federal Offenders 1967report, this report con­
tinues the use of the potentialities of the computer. It waa 
prepared by Mr. James A. McCafferty and his assistants Mrs. 
Carol Sa~ders and Mrs. Nor.ma stern, of the Division of Pro­
cedural Studies and StatistiCS of the Administrative Office 
of the United states Courts.

The Federal probation sys~em supervi~e~ persons placed 
on probation directly by the courts, by United States commis­
Sioners, or at the requeet of the United States attorneys; 
under a process ~own as deferred prosecution. Federal 
offenders relea.eq on pa,role or m.andatory reJ.eas~ following 
tel'lJl8 of continem~nt are also inclu.ded 1n the case:load of 
United states prob~tion oftiae~s. 

There were 37,767 persons under the supervision of the 
Federal Probation system gn June 30, 1967; two percent less 
than the 38,659 report~f..i on that date in 1966. Sixty-eight 
percent of these person~ were placed on probation d1~ectly 
by the courts, while 30 percen.t were out in the cOJDllunity on 
parole or mandatory release. Only 2 perc'ent had been place.d 
on probation by United States commissioners or were being 
supervised due to deferred prosecution·. 

The data concerning probationers supervised by probation 
officers attached to the United states district courts (in 
the fifty states and in Puerto Rico) 1s highlighted b~low. 

1. Almost 11,000 probationers we;re received for supervision 
in the 89 district courts (exclud1n~ the District of 
Columbia) during the fiscal year 1907., a nine percent 
decrease from 1966. A total of 12,190 persons were re~ 
moved from supervision duri~ng fiscal year 1967, leaving 
25,007 probationers under supervision, 5 percent less 
than in the previou$ year. 

2. There was a nine percent decline i.n the number of pro­
bationers placed under supervisiol1 directly from the 
courts, excluding reinstatements. The number of persons 
received indirectly fram court (With split sentences, 
mixed sentences, or delayed supervision) declined from, 
1966 by 12 percent. The following table shows the per­
centage of probationers received directly and indirectly 
fram the courts.

In 1967, 275 probationers we~e received for supervision in 
the District of Columbia United States District Court. '

14.5 percent, down from 23 percent in 1966. This year 
there was an increase in the proportion of persons convicted 
of robbery and narcotics offenses.

None of the 38 probationers 
originally convicted of gambling were included among the 
violators. Forty-six percent of tqa persons convicted of 
burglar" and larceny violated probation. 
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1.1. . Parolees and mandatory releasees who completed a portion 
of their sentence in federal or military correctional 
institutions ar~,a1so,superv1se~ by the federal probation 
system upon release into the co~unity. In 1961, 9,233 
persons were received; 31 .pe~centunder a mandatory re­
lease and 61 percent 'on parole. Two percent were military 
prisoners released 'on parole' or mandatory release. There 
was a 2.3 percent increase 1n the number of persons re­
ceived for parole and mandatory release supervision over 
those received in 1966.

Perso~s released on parole spent ~ average of thirty­
one months under supervision, while mandatory releasees 
heLd average terms of only twelve months. 

Fifty-three percent of the parolees had terms of super­
vision of 24 months or less. Eighty-eight percent of 
the mandatory releases had comparative terms.

Introduction 

This report marks the sixth year that detailed infor­
mation regarding persons received for and removed from 
supervision of the Federal Probation System has been pre­
sented. Unlike the five previous reports, this report is 
the product of a computer information system which has made 
possible considerable flexibility in the analysis and pre­
sentation of data. 

The responsibilities of the Federal Probation System 
are varied and include the supervision of persons received 
from five separate sources. The first an~ largest ~roup 
include-s those who have been placed on probation by the 
United states district c·ourts. The second group includes 
those placed on probation by the Uni~ed states commissioners. 
The third group, referred to as "deferred prosecution", 
comprises those who are supervised under an arrangement 
with the United states attorney entered into prior to 
prosecution. A fourth group is comprised of parolees and 
others who have been repeived for supervision in the 
community after completing a portion of their terms of 
imprisonment in Federal correctional institutions. Finally, 
the fifth group is comprised of a small number of military 
prisoners ~eleased on parole or mandatory release by the 
Army and Air Force Clemency and Parole Board. 

This report is divided into three parts. Part One 
covers persons who have been placed on probation in the 89 
United states district courts with a spec~al section for 
persons placed on probation by the United states District 
Court for the District of Columbia. Two other sections 
provide analyses of persons placed on probat::ton by United 
states commissioners and persons placed on deferred pros­
ecution. 

Part Two is devoted ~o se~arate ~alyses of persons 
released on parole P.~. und~r the ma.pdato!'Y rele_ase PJ:'9yisions 
of law from Federal or .military correctIonal :t"ac11ities 
for supervision by Federal probation officers. 
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Part Three, as in previous reports, serves as an Appendix, 
somewhat expanded to cover data on persons under supervision 
at the close of the fiscal year. 

Purpose of This Report 

There are three major purposes for .t~is report. ~e 
first is to present a continuous evaluation of statistical 
data concerning the Federal Probation System in order to 
show not only variations within a fiscal year, but also to 
indicate year-to-year trends in the characteristics of persons 
placed on supervision. 

The second purpose is 'co determine the significant 
characteristics of persons who have completed their terms of 
supervision satisfactorily as compared with those who violate 
the conditions of their release. For this latter group the 
length of supervision, the prior criminal record and the 
offense for which they are convicted are the major elements 
of comparison. , 

The third purpose is to provide a description of th~ 
characteristics of the supervision case load of Federal 'pro­
bation officers at the end of the fiscal year, including 
a description of the types of persons being supervised. 

Throughout this report comparisons are made not only 
between groups of persons being supervised, but also between 
thecase10ads in the various district courts. There is fre­
quently great difficulty in drawing these comparisons because 
of the variations in case10ads among districts. This diffi­
culty in making comparisons between district courts within 
the Federal judicial system also exists 'in '~y comparison 
with the state and local supervision systems. The types of 
specialized crime prosecuted in the United States district 
courts differ substantially from the "common law" crimes 
generally prosecuted in the state courts. 

The offense classifications used in Part I of this 
report are the same 'as those used in reports of previous 
years and include the eight offense groups shown in Figure, 
A. These groups are based upon the frequency of the use of 
probation from the highest use, as shown in Class I offenses, 
to the lowest use as shown in Class VIII offenses. Thus in 
Class I offenses (fraud, embezzlement and obscene mail) 83 
percent of the convicted defendants were placed on probation, 
whereas in the Class VIII offense group (narcotics and robbery) 
only 12 percen·t; were placed on probation.

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The percentages in Figure A for the eight offense classes, 
when applied separately to the caseloads in each of the 89 
United states district courts, makes possible an analysis of 
the comparative use of probation among the district courts. 
The application of the percentages produces what l'!lay be 'term­
ed the mathematical expectancy of the use of probation. 
Table E 6 in the appendix shows both the actual percentage 
use of probation in each district and the comparative use 
of probation based upon the national average use of probation 
for each offense. This measurement of course does not take 
into account the differences among defendants as to age, 
prior criminal record, or other factors affecting the sen­
tence, which are available to the court at the time a sen­
tence is imposed. 

In this report there are several tables which show a 
"Special Offense Class". Included in this class are those 
offenses where the majority of persons convicted in the 
district courts received fines, or as in the case of immi­
gration violat'ions, were given suspended sentences and sub­
sequently departed the country. This report includes only 
those few persons in the special offense classes who were 
placed in the community under supervision eithElr by the 
court or on parole or m~ndatory post-institutional super­
vision. 

The bulk of the data presented reflects statistical 
occurrences during a single fiscal year, 1967'. The report 
preSei'lts what has been referred to as a "fre,gmented" analysis 
since data are presented only with respect to persons received 
for supervision and removed from supervision. This differs 
from the procedures used in same studies of examining the 
correctional process for ~ "cohort" group of offenders from 
conviction to final rlischarge from the terms imposed by the 
release. 

Movement of Persons Under Supervision 

For the third year in succession there has been a decline 
in the number of ~ersonsunder the supervision of Federal pro­
bation officers (see Figure B). The 37,767 persons under 
supervision at the close of fiscal year 1967 was 2.3 percent 
fewer than the number under supervision at the beginning of 
the year and 4 perce~t fewer than the number under supervision 
two years ago. Except for a seven percent increase L~ per­
sons on Federal parole and a five percent increase for those 
on military parole, all groups experienced a decrease in

largest percentage drop (5 percent) •. 

About 53 percent of the persons received for supervision 
during the year were probationers. However, on the average 
68 percent of the total number of persons under supervision 
of the Federal Probation System were probationers. The 
larger proportion of probationers occurs because of varia­
tions in the length. of the periods of supervision. Table A-la 
shows that about 72 percent of the prob~tioners had terms of 
supervision which were less than two years, whereas 'among 
parolees, -the next largest group U-'1der supervision, 79 percent 
had te~s of less than two years and in mandatory release 
cases 87 percent had such terms. 

Chart 1, which is based on Figure B, shows the number of 
persons under supervision on June 30 of each year for the six 
year period, 1962-~967. 

Table A-l ... b, new to this series, shows persons under super­
vision by type of offense. The offense classifications in 
this table fol19W those appearing in the Annual Report of the 
Director rather than the offense classifications presented 
elsewhere in this report. 

Of the 37,767 persons under supervision of the Federal 
Probation System on June 30, 1967, 7~ll5 or almost nineteen 
percent were liquor law violators. (See Table A-lb.) Of 
t~is group 91 percent were on court probation. Another 
6,458, or 17 percent, had been convicted of auto theft. 
Of' this group, about half were on court probation. The 
next largest group were forgers and counterfeiters which 
compris3d 13 percent of those under supervision. The pro­
portion of this group with court probation was 67 percent. 
Persono convicted of larceny accounted for ten percent of 
the supervision workload. Altogether these four offenses 
comprised 59 percent of the 37,767 persons under supervision 
on June 3<il" 1967, and 71 percent of this group were on cou.rt 
probation. 

Table A lrC distributes, by offense, the probationers 
under supervision at the close of the year -in the 89 united 
states district courts and in the District of Columbia. In 
addition this table shows the average length of time court 
probationers had been under supervision on June 30, 1967. 

Complementing these summary tables are several appendix 
tables appearing in Part III. Appendix Table E 1 shows the 
movement of persons to and from supervision during the fiscal 
year, by district. Appendix Table E 2 shows the number of 
persons under supervision by type of supervision at the close 
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of fiscal year 1967. Appendix Table E 3 and E 3a show, by 
district, time under supervision as of June 30, 1967 and type 
of offense, respectively. Appendix Table E 4 shows the length 
of the term of supervision imposed on persons placed on pro­
bation during the fiscal year. 

Appendix Table E-5 divides the 9,464 probationers who 
completed their terms of supervision in each district into 
two categories: those with an early discharge from supervision 
and those who completed their full period of supervision or 
any extension ther.eof.

PART I - PROBATION 

Probation for the purposes of this report means a sen­
tence to a period of supervision which does not include any 
period of confinement in an institution. However, new leg­
islation in recent years has provided for a short term of 
imprisonment follo·wed by a period of supervision (referred 
in this repo.rt _as "split sentence"). Sentences of this type 
frequently take the form of weekends in jailor imprisonment 
in 'an institution at night, followed by probation. Sometimes 
these sentences are considered "probation" and the short 
periods of confinement up to six months are looked upon as 
merely "conditions" o,f_probation. This makes it imperative 
that probation be statistically subclassified so that the 
various types of "probation" can be noted and proper compari­
sons can be made from year-to-year. 

PrQb~tione,;rs, ~ ~he broad me~ing thus can be divided. 
into fou~ groups: the first group (by far the most common) 
includes only those persons placed on probation directly by 
the court or a United states commissioner. The second, 
third and fourth groups are referred to in this report as 
groups of :t>ersons received "indirectly from the court". They 
include (1) a "split sentence" where the court imposes a jail 
term up to six months followed by probation, (2) a "mixed 
sentence" where probation follows a term of imprisonment on 
another count, ~~ (3) "delayed supervision" which is limited 
to persons whose probation supervision was postponed because 
of confinement in a hospital or penal institution in another 
jurisdiction, etc. 

Two smaller groups which are shown only in Table A-2 
might also be considered as probation cases. They are those 
reinstated to supervision following a violation of the condi­
tion of supervision and those returned to supervision after 
a temporary removal. 

The classifications for persons removed from supervision 
are the same as above. In addition there is a further divi­
sion into first removals and persons who have been previously 
removed from supervision for violation and reinstated. (This 
latter group is referred to as a second or subsequent removal 
group.) Then finally these two groups of persons removed 
from supervision are further divided into violators and non­
violators.

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The number of probationers received for and removed from 
supervisi,on in the 89 United states district courts and in 
the District of Columbia during 1967, the number of persons 
received from the United States commisSioners for probation 
supervision, and the number placed on deferred prosecution 
are shown in Table A 2. This tl\ble is the basic starting 
point for a discussion of persons placed under probation 
supervision. The material which app,ears in the following 
sections is limited to persons originally received for super­
vision in these three classifications including first removals. 

Figure C shows the basic trends in the number of personfl'. 
received for supervision and the number removed from super­
vision during the six year period, 1962-1967. Receipts in 
1967 for both total and original probation dropped to the 
lowest number during the six year period. The 12,190 per­
sons removed from supervision were the lowest number since 
1963. The continued decline in the number of persons re­
ceived for probation supervision has resulted in a decline 
in the number of probationers under supervision to 25,007 on 
June 30, 1967, 1,300 less than a year ago, and 2~300 less 
than the number under supervision on June 30, 1905. 

Probationers Received for Supervision 

As i: .. d.icated above the number of persons received for 
probation supervision by the Federal Probation System in 1967 
dipped to the lowest point in the five-year period, 1963-1967~ 
Part of the reason for the decrease was the subRtantial drop 
in the number of defendants convicted and sentenced in the 
United states district courts during the same period. This 
is illustrated in Figure D. 

The number of probationers received on probation, by 
type, appear in Figure E. All four categories of probation 
experienced a de<.~line in 1967, with the greatest drop recorded 
for persons received under "delayed probation". However, the 
group which contributed the most to the decline in probation 
receipts were those received directly from court. There were 
8,274 persons received directly for probation supervision, 
862 or 9.4 percent fewer than in 1966.

Of the 10,266 probationers received ~or supervision 
by probation offices in the 89 United States dist~ict courts 
during the fiscal year 1967~ 8,999 were men and 1~267 were 
women. The proportion was 08 percent male and 12 percent 
female, respectively, the same as in 1966. (See Table A 3.) 

About eight out of' 'ten probationers were received 
directly from the court with the remaining twenty percent 
divided as follows: split sentence, 12 percent; mixed sen­
tence about 4 percent and delayed sentence, 4 percent. 

Although the number of ~robationers received for su~er­
vision in the fiscal year 1967 was 1,100 less than in 1966 
the proportion of probationers with terms of supervision of 
two years or less was identical to the previous year, 46 
percent.

Characteristics of probationers received for supervision 

Both Tables A 5 and A 6 show the proportion of probationers 
received from the courts in relation to offense class, age, 
marital status, prior criminal record and educational attain­
ment. As indicated in Table A 5 the oldest offenders were 
those placed on probation for income tax fraud (median age 
51 years) and the youngest were probationers convicted of 
auto theft and violators of the Selective Service Act (median 
age in years 22 and 23, respectively). 

While three out of ten probationers were unmarried, less 
than 6 percent of those convicted of income tax fraud were 
single and as high as 73 percent of the burglars were reported 
to be single. Only 20 percent of the burglars were married. 
This was followed closely by the auto theft group with only 
23 percent reported to be married. 

Table A 5 shows the proportion of probationers with no 
prior criminal record and those with a prior record classified 
as to whether it was a minor or a major record. OVerall 46 
percent of the probationers had no criminal record. Among 
the offense groups, 81 percent of the embezzlers had no prior 
criminal record.

About 46 percent of the probationers had no prior 
criminal record8 Of this group 36 percent were age 24 and 
under. The percentage was the same for those age 25 to 39 
years. The selectivity in placing persons on probation is 
apparent from the table of percentages of those reported to 
have a prior criminal record. Forty-two percent were in'the 
25 to 39 age group. This same age group had the highest 
proportion of persons ~1ith any type of' prior criminal record. 
Also, those with a prior criminal record tended to be older. 
Those having a prior prison record showed the highest median 
age, 38 years. 

Prior Criminal Record and Term of Supervision 

Tables A 7 and A 8 show, by term of supervision and by 
offense, the prior criminal record for probationers received 
directly from court in 1967. Figure G shows that the propor­
tion of persons with a prior criminal record remained the 
same in 1967 as it was in 1966, 45.5 percent. The proportion 
with a prior probation record increased to 24 percent compared 
to 22 percent in 1966 and 18 percent in 1965. The 19 percent 
with a prior jailor juvenile record was slightly lower than 
the 21 percent in 1966. 

Table A 7 clearly indicates that probationers with a prior 
criminal recQ.rd tend to receive longer terms of probation. 
Thus 59 percent of the probationers with no prior record re­
ceived terms of 1-6 months, but over 60 percent of the pro­
batJ.oners with terms of 37 months or more had prior criminal 
records. However, a comparison of probationers with prior 
prison records in 1967 with the two previous years (Figure F) 
shows that the proportion of probationers with terms of 37 
months and over dropped to 33 percent compared to 36 and 37 
percent in the prior two years. 

While less than half of the probatipners (45.5 percent) 
had no prior criminal record, there was a notable variation 
when a comparison is made based upon the type of offense. 
The range was from a high of 81 percent for embezzlers to 
a low of 9 percent for narcotic addicts who failed to regis­
ter at the border. Compared with 1966 two offenses showed 
a marked change in the proportion of probationers with no 
prior criminal record. In 1967, 34 percent of the probationers 
convicted of assault and homicide had no prior criminal record, 
compared with 47 percent with a prior record in 1966. Forty­
eight percent of the persons placed on probation for robberY-
in 1967 had no prior record, compared with 58 percent in 1966.

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Summary for the years 1963 to 1967 

Figure G brings together for the last five fiscal year~ 
information on the sex, age, marital status, prior criminal 
record and scholastic attainment of persons received from 
the courts for probation supervision. The statistics demon­
strate so~e minor variation over the entire span of the five­
year period but only a slight change from year-to-year. 
Thus about B8 percent of the probationers received from the 
courts were men. The median age ranged f'rom 31 to 33. There 
has been a slight increase in the proportion of' persons who 
were never married, from 27 percent in 1963 to 29 percent in 
1967. The proportion of married-pe'rsons has shown a decrease 
f'rom 57 percent in 1963 to 53 percent in 1967. 

There appears to have been a very slight decrease in the 
percentage of' probationers with no prior criminal recordt f'rom 
47.2 percent in 1964 to 45.5 percent in both 1966 and 1907. 
The increase in the percentage of' probationers having a major 
criminal record (previous commitment of over year to conf'ine­
ment) has been small f'rom 10.8 percent in 1964 to 11.7 percent 
in 1967.

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III. Probationers Removed from Supervision 

Tables A 9 through A 19 describe probationers removed 
from supervision. In 1967 there were 12,190 persons removed 
from supervision of which 239 were temporary removals and 562 
were re-removals, that is, persons who had been reinstated to 
supervision after a removal for a violation of probation, and 
removed for the second of subsequent times. 

The tables which follow are based upon the 11,389 first 
removals divided into non-violators and violators. The latter 
group is sub-divided into three types of violations - tech­
nical, minor, and major which are described below: 

Technical: A technical violation is an infraction of 
the conditions of probation, excluding a conviction for a 
new criminal offense. 

Minor: A minor violation results from a conviction on 
a new criminal offense where the period of imprisonment is 
less than 90 days, or where any probation granted on the new 
offense does not exceed one year. 

rajOfi: A major violation is defin~d as 9ne in which the 
viola or as been convicted of a new criminal offense and has 
been committed to imprisonment for a period of 90 days or more, 
placed on probation for over one year, or has absconded with 
a felony charge outstanding. 

The distribution in Table A 9 of first removals and re­
removals demonstrates the substantial difference between these 
two gzoups with respect to viQlation rates. The re-removal 
group has almost doubled the violation rate of probationers 
removed from supervision for the first time. It is obvious 
that the exclusion of the re-removal group is necessary for 
any consideration of nonviolation and violation rates. 

A further comparison of violation rates based upon the 
type of probation, (i.e. probation direct from court and pro­
bation following a period of confinement) shows that those 
received directly have a substantially hl.gher nonviolation 
rate, 86 percent compared to those received indirectly, 77 
percent. Figure I shows that this has been a consistent 
pattern during the five-year period, 1963 to 1967.

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Probationers Removed from Supervision 

The 11,389 persons removed from supervision (excluding 
reinstatements) divided into two groups, those initially re­
ceived directly from court and those received through a post­
ponement (indirect), are shown in Figure H together with the 
same information for the four preceding years. The overall 
rate of nonviolation increased to 84.6 percent in 1967, higher 
than in any previous year. This increase occurred both in 
the group of probationers who were received either directly 
from court, or were received for supervision after a postpone­
ment, but the latter group continued to lag behind in the per­
centage of person~ who completed supervision without violation.

Table A 10 shows that the violation rate for th~ 1,080 
probationers who were classified as "split-sentence", was 
19 percent •. For the 405 persons with "mixed sentences" 
the violation rate was 22 percent, and for those who had 
their probation terms delayed, the violation rate increased 
to 32 percent. Thus probationers who had terms of su~er­
vision commencing after some delay had more than doubled 
the violation rate' of those placed on probation directly 
by the court. 

When this comparison is made on major violations, the 
percentage of persons who violated is highest for those with 
delayed probation. While only 7 percent of those who were 
placed directly on probation by the court had a major viola­
tion, 17 percent of those whose supervision was delayed were 
recorded with a major violation. Figure I shows these com­
parisons to have been consistent during the five-year period, 
1963 to 1967. It should be further noted that there has been 
a significant drop in major violations. 
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Chart 2 is a graphic presentation of the number of pro­
ba1;ioners remc)ved with no violation and with violation~ 

Term of supervision for probationers 

Probationers removed from supervision with no violation 
of the conditions of probation numbered 9,639 in 1967. Of 
this group the 8,171 persons who were serving on probation 
directly fx'om court had generally shorter probation terms 
than those received after a postponement. Table A 11 shows 
that only 18 percent of those received directly from court 
had terms of 37 mqnths or over, whereas 27 percent of those 
with indirect probation had similar terms. Siruilar differences 
in these percentages also occurred in 1965 and 1966 as shown 
in Figure J. 

Most of the probationers who do not violate the conditions 
of probation complete their full probationary period. Some 
are given an early release from these conditions by the court. 
A few probationers are given an extension of the original pro­
bation set by the court and go on to complete this period with­
out violation. A final group are those who die M.d did not 
have any record of violation while under supervision. 

A comparison of probationers who completed supervision 
without violation, by type of probation, appears in Figure K. 
It appears that for those probationers received directly from 
court there has been a decrease in the proportion of probationers 
who complete the original term iliit,osed by the court, and a 
corresponding incrG4Se in the proportion of probationers released 
prior to the expiration of the original term set by the court. 
The actual number of "early releases" in 1967 was 1,713, in 
1966 the number was 2,04,'~ and in 1965, 1,698 n The ch8.llging 
proportion of early releases may well effect the general out­
come of continued comparisons of nonviolation figures with 
violator data, since the n.onviolator group is being reduced 
by greater numbers of pro'oationers who did not complete their 
term of probation. 

Appendix Table E 5, which has appeared in previous pub­
lications in this series beginning in 1965, shows the number 
of persons removed from probation supervision during 1967 
who were nonviolators.

This is the third year that tables similar to Tables 
A 12, A 13 and A 14 have been presented in this series. The 
first two tables show, respectively, the length of the term 
of supervision and the time actually served under supervision 
for all probationers removed from supervision including those 
removed for Violations. Table A l4 combines these time inter­vals. 

These tables point up several factors. First of all there 
seems to be a relation between length of probation and viola­
tion rate. ThE~ proportion of violatd.ons seems tc? increase 
as the length of term increases. Secondly more Violations 
occur during the first six months of supervision than during 
any other. per:t.od. This is clearly illustrated in Table A 14. 
Of the 1,446 J>robationers with terms of 12 months or less 
who were remoYed from supervision in 1967, 4.6 percent vio­
lated and 63 percent of these violations occurred within 6 
months. Of tlbe 1,944 probationers with terms of five years, 
428 or 22 percent Violated and of these 23 percent did so in 'the first six months. 

Table A 14, showing the accumulated percentage of persons 
removed from supervision by time un1er supervision, indica.tes 
as it did in previous years, that the proportion of probationers 
removed for t,echnical reasons was below the percentage remov-ed 
for minor or major Violations in all the groupings by term 
of supervision, except for those in the group with terms of 
37 to 59 months. It may be that in this group p~obation was 
terminated ell,r1ier thereby remOving the probationer from super­
vision, thus shortening the period of exposure to a longer 
period during which Violation might occur. 

Figure L gives a summary for 1967 and the prior two years 
of the proportion of persons who violated probation by length 
of supervision and time under supervision. Again it can be 
seen that the proportion of violations is heaviest in the 
early months of supervision, regardless of the length of the term of probation.

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Violation by offense and age 

Tables A 15 and' A 16 contain information on the removal 
of probationel's from supervision in 1967 by offense and age. 
As in previous years the lowest violation rates occurred 
among those persons placed on probation after being convicted 
of mailing obscene matter, income tax fraud, embezzlement and 
wagering tax Violations. The highest violation rate, 46 per­
cent, again occurred among narcotic drug addicts failing to 
register at the border. However, this was under the 53 percent 
violation rate recorded in 1966. 

The following table gives a three-year comparison of vio­
lation rates, by category o:f. offense of which the probationer 
was convicted where the overall violation rate in 1967 was 
10 percent or less, or 30 percent or more.

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Pattern of nonviolation by offense class 

As previously stated, the arrangement of the eight off.~nse 
classes is based upon the proportionate use of probation. The 
greatest use is found in Class I and the least use in Class 
VIII. This arrangement of the offense classes suggests a 
similar pattern as to the proportion of persons removed with 
no violation and with violation. The analysis in Table A 16 
shOWS that the proportion of nonviolators was highest in 
Class I offenses (96.3 ~ercent), and that there was a pattern 
of decline to a low of 65.1 percent for Class VII (auto theft). 
However, with an increase in removals with no violations in 
Class VIII (narcotic~ and robbery). This latter group of 
172 probationers represented only 1.5 percent of all proba-
tioners removed during the fiscal year 1967. 

This consistent pattern of persons removed from probation 
supervision over the last three years, by offense class, 
appears in Figure M. 

Comparison of probation use and violation rates 

Table A 17 Gontains additional information on the actual 
use of probation and violation rates for fiscal year 1967. 
In the group of 23 districts where an average of 60 percent 
of the convicted defendants were placed on probation, the 
violation rate was 16.3 percent. In the group of 22 dis­
tricts where 35 percent of the defendants were placed on 
probation, the violation rate was 18.4 percent. (See 
Appendix Table E 6 for data by district.) 

Companion Table A l7-a shows the average use of probation 
and violation rates by the four quartile groupings of dis­
trict courts for the three-year period, 1965 to 1967. The 
surprising overall consistency in violation rates year to 
year in comparison with the rather marked difference in the 
use of probation among the four groups of courts is evident 
in this table. 

Figure N shOWS the proportionate use of probation, both 
actu.al and comparative, with the na.tional average and also the 
violation ra.te subdivided into technical, mino!' and major 
violations. Several pOints can be drawn from Ta.bles A 17 
and A 17-a and Figure N.

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First, during the last four years the percentage use of 
probation has varied no more than 6 percent among the highest 
use districts and no more than 5 percent among the lowest use 
group of courts. The high-use of probation group of courts 
used probation in a range from 60 percent to 66 percent. The 
low-use group showed a 35 to 40 percent use of probation. 

Second, the high~use ~istricts have shown a decline in 
anticipated use of probation. In 1965 the high-use districts 
imposed probation on convicted defendants, 25 percent more 
frequently than the anticipated useage; in 1967 probation 
was used only 15 percent more frequently •. 

Third, there has been a marked decline in ~iolation 
rates. Th:ts decline has occurred in removals for minor and 
major violations, but there has been an increase in proba­
tioners removed for technical violations. 

Fourth, the most striking decrease in overall violation 
rates was experience by the districts with the highest over­
all usage of probation. In 1964 the high-use probation dis­
tricts had a violation rate of 26 percent and by 1966 it bad 
dropped to 15.5 percent with only a slight increase to 16.3 
percent in 1967. Both the second and third groups of courts 
experienced decreases in overall violation rates. The second 
group dropped from 23 percent to about 17 percent and the 
third group of districts dropped from 21 to 14 percent in 
violation rate. The group of districts with the lowest over­
all use o~ probation wavered between a 17 and 18 percent 
violation rate.

The decrease in violation rates experience 'by three­
fourths of the courts, that is, the first, second and third 
group of courts, all of which had a continuous high use of 
probation, requires more study. With additional years of 
data now available this series in future reports can provide 
a further analysis of the relationships between the high use 
of probation and violation rates, if any. 

Some of the considerations for study are first, has 
there been a variation in the various districts shOWing a 
high use of probation?

Second, has there been any change in the characteristics 
of offenders sentenced by the courts including prior criminal 
record, sex, age, marital status, &ld education? 

Third, has there been any shift in the profile of offenses 
among those available ~or sentencing? 

Fourth, and somewhat coupled with the third factor, has 
there been any change towards shortening the length of pro­
bationary supervision period set by the courts together with 
a shortening of actual~robation by early removals'? 

Fifth, have there been &~y shifts in supervision practices 
resulting from probation training programs and the implementa­
tion of new techniques for supervising various sized case loads 
as tested in the San FranCisco Project.1 

Probation violators 

Tables A 18 and A 19 contain special information about 
those probationers who Violated the conditions of probation. 
In each of the three years, 1965, 1966 and 1967, violators 
served an average of 15 months of their 39 month average 
term of supervision. (Table A 18) The data for 1967 re­
veal that the group plac~d under supervision for special 
fraud offenses served the greatest proportion of their term 
before Violation, 74 percent. The lowest proportionate term 
was served under supervision by Violators of the Selective 
Service Act. This small group of 26 persons had average 
terms of supervision of 29 months of which only 14 percent 
or 4 months was served before Violation. The differences 
in Violation rates between these two groups illustrate the 
significance of this type of comparison. . 

The propor-;:-ion of time spent under supervision before 
violation se;ms ,to be related to the offense class. As noted 
in last year s report, the probationers in Class I offenses 
serve a higher proportion of their term of probation than

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do probationers in any other offense class. This 1s also the 
same group with the highest,probability of a probation place­
ment. Table A 18 shows that during the fiscal years 1965 to 
1967 Class I offenders tended to have shorter terms of pro­
bation, but actually were sUl>erv1se~ l!r2P9rtio~lately =!:onger 
before violation than probationers in other offense classes 
who generally have longer terms to serve. 

Table A 19 shows the type of violations and offense for 
those who violated probation, by offense class. The earlier 
discussion about the increase in technical violations is 
further illustrated in Table A 19 by the showing that most 
of the' increase was due to technical violation of the con­
ditions of probation. In 1965, technical violations of the 
conditions of probation accounted for 13 percent of the pro­
bationers removed. In 1966 the proportion so removed amounted 
to 17 percent and in 1967, 23 percent. A three-ye~r comparison 
of tne type of violation and offense follows:

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In summary the probationers in offense groups with the 
highest probability o~ probation placement by the courts have 
shorter periods of probation supervision, but nevertheless 
proportionately complete more of the period of supervision 
before violation. Probation~rs in offense groups where the, 
probability of selection tor probation placement is low, have 
not only a high violation rate, but the major viol~tions re­
sulting in removal are proportionately greater. This is 
further illustrated as follows· •

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Property offenses ~omprised about 38 percent of the pro­
bation violations commit-ced in 1967, down from the 40 percent 
recorded in 'the two p,revious years. Violations of the tech­
nical conditions of probation accounted for 23 percent of the 
removals which represents a continued increase in this type of 
removal. In 1966 17 percent of the violators were removed for 
violating conditions set by the court and in 1965 the percent­
age was 13. The comparative percentages for the three year 
period are shown below:

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IV. PROBATIONERS IN THE DISTRICT OF COL'UMBIA 

Tables Al and A2 of this report show the number of pro­
bationers received for and removed from supervision in the 
United states probation office in the District of Columbia 
during the fiscal year 1967. Figure 0 below show's the trend 
for 1962 through 1967 on persons received and removed for 
probation in the District of Columbia~ 

From 1963 to 1966 there wa~ a gradual increase in the 
number of persons placed under probation supervision. In 
1967 this trend was reversed. Only 678 persons were placed 
on probation compared to 697 persons placed under supervision 
in 1966. The decrease in the nwnber of persons under pro­
bation supervision at the end of the year was the direct re­
sult of an increase in persons removed from supervision and 
the decrease in the total number received. 

Jhe U. S. District Court in the District of Columbia 

The United states District Court for the District of 
Columbia has jurisdiction over violations of the offenses 
established by the District of Columbia Code as well as 
jurisdiction over offenses under the Federal criminal stat­
utes. About ninety percent of the defendants appearing in 
the United states District Court for the District of Columbia 
are charged with violation of local laws. Probationers in 
the District of Columbia have been convicted primarily of 
offenses which fall within the jurisdiction of the state 
courts in other areas of the country. The District of 
Columbia's caseload, therefore, is not comparable to the 
probation case loads in the 89 United states district courts 
which have exclusively Federal jurisdiction~ 

Characteristics of the probationers received 

There were 275 persons received for probation supervision 
in the District of Columbia in 1967. This figure excludes 
persons reinstated to supervision. Table Bl shows the marital 
status, prior criminal record and educational attainment, by 
age, for the 275 persons placed on probation by the district 
court during 1967. These persons received for probation in 
1967 were older than those received in 1966. In 1966, 37 per­
cent of the probationers were age 24 and under, while in 1967 
only 31 percent were in this age group •. The median age of 
probationers received for supervision rose from 29 to 31 years.

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Marital status 

Of the 2'75 persons received on probation in 1967, 36 
percent were unmarried while about 4 out of 10 were married. 
The number of persons on probation who were previously married 
accounted fOJr approximately 23 percent. In 1967 the median 
age of marrifed probationers was 34 years while the median age 
of single probationers was 23 years. 

Almost one-half (45 percent) of the persons received for 
probation in 1967 in the District of Columbia had a prior 
criminal record. Twelve percent of'the probationers had 
a prior prison record. The median age of such persons was 36 
years compared with 32 years for probationers without any prior 
record. 

Educational Attainment 

Of the 275 probationers received in the District of 
Columbia, only one out of three had completed high school. 
In 1966, high school graduates accounted for only 26 percent 
of the probationers. Thirty-three percent of the probationers 
received in 1967 who were under 25 years of age had completed 
high school. Almost thi~y-four percent of those aged 24-39 
years had at least a high school education. Seven out of ten 
probationers had completed the ninth grade. 

Offense Categories 

Table B2 shows the offense categories for persons received 
for probation supervision. As noted above because of the un­
usual nature of the jurisdiction of the United States district 
court in the nation's capital, the offense categories are 
similar to those of state jurisdictions. Gamblers made up 
the greatest number of persons received on probation in' 1967, 
16 percent. The second largest group consisted of persons con­
victed for burg1a.ry and larceny, 14.5 percent. In the previous 
-ye;ar this group made up 23 percent of all probationers received. 
The proportion of probationers received who were convicted of 
robbery rose from 5 percent to 11 percent. Also in 1967 there 
was an inc~ea~e in probationers received who had been convicted 
of narcotlc'offenses, 5 to 9 percent. Among the na.rcotic of ... 
fenders, 63 percent had a high school education. Fifty-nine 
percent of the embezzlers and 47 percent of the forgers fin­
ished high school. The overall median years of formal education 
was 10.5 in 1967, compared with 10.1 years of education in 1966.

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Prior Criminal Record 

Table B3 shows the prior criminal record, the offense, 
and the length of the term of supervision ~f the probatione~~ 
received in 1967. Fifty<~five percent of the probationers had 
no prior criminal record; twelve percent had prior prison re­
cords. As in 1966, approximately eighty-one percent of the 
probationers received had supervision terms imposed of 36 
months or less. In 1967 half of the probationers with super­
vision terms of less than twelve months had no prior record. 
Sixty-five percent of the probationers with term.s of 13-24 
months were in the same category. This compares with 43 per­
cent in 1966. Fifty-five percent of the probationers with 
terms of 25 to 36 months and forty-six percent of the proba­
tioners with terms of 37 to 60 months had no prior record • 
In 1966, fifty-three percent of the prl'Jb'ationers under super­
vision tor 37-60 months had no prior cr~unina1 record. 

Table B4 shQws the prior criminal record, by offense, 
of probationers received for supervision. Sixty-three percent 
of the forty-three gamblers placed on probation had no prior 
record. In this, same group, nine percent had prison records. 
Of the forty probationers convicted of 'burglary ~:md larceny, 
forty-nine percent had no prior record Icompared with twenty­
nine percent in 1966. Fifty-six percen't of the probationers 
received in 1967 who had been convicted of assault had prior 
records, but only ten percent had served prison sentences. 

Figure P shows the characteristicu of probationers re­
ceived for supervisition in the Federal probation office for 
the United States District Court for the District of Columbia 
during the fiscal years 1965 to 1967. 

Probationers Removed from Supervision 

As shown in Chart 3, the number lof probationers removed 
from supervision who did not violate probation varied 'for the 
years 1962 to 1967, but the number of violators remained almost 
the same. Excluding the probationers who were reinstated to 
supervision and subsequently removed from sUEervision, only 
twenty-four percent violated probation in 1967 compared with 
twenty-eight percent who violated in 1968.

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Violation Rate 

Two groups of proba~ioners removed from supervision are 
shown in Tables B 5 and B 6, those who violated and those who 
did not violate their probation. Of the 295 probationers 
removed from supervision in 1967, 75.6 percent were reported 
with no violation. This compares with 72.1 percent in 1966. 
None of the thirty-eight probationers conv;!.cted of gambling 
violated probation. The violation rate for persons convicted 
of burglary and larceny was 46.3 percent, while 34.5 percent 
of those convicted of auto theft were removed from supervision 
for violation. Only two of the 33 probationers convicted for 
embezzlement and fraud Violated their probation. 

Term of Supervision 

Table B 6 shows the length of probation terras and the 
actual per:f.od under supervision for persons remOved from super­
vision during 1967. Of all persons under supervision with 
terms of twelve months or less, 82.9 percent completed pro­
bation without violation. Seventy-five percent of the proba­
tioners with terms from 13-24 months were removed without vio­
lation. Seventy-six percent of the probationers with terms of 
25-36 months did not violEi.teJ which was a marked increase com"" 
~ared with 65 percent in 196b. In both years, approximately 
69 percent of the probationers with 37-60 mcmth terms did not 
violate. 

Major violations pccounted for 10.5 percent of the 295 
persons removed from supervision in 1967, a llubstan1;ial drop 
when compared with 15 percent of the removals for mnjor vio­
lations in 1966. The greatest proportion of major violations 
occurred in the group of probationers serving 37-60 month terms, 
42 percent. 

Figure 0 presents a six-year summary of the probationers 
removed from supervision with and without violation. About 
seventy-six percent of all probationers from 1962 through 1967 
did not violate 'supervision. The figure dropped slightl~ in 
1965 and 1966, but rose again to almost 76 percent in 1907. 

V. United States Commissioner Probation 

United States commissioners may be authorized by the 
court to try and sentence persons charged with petty offenses 
which occur on Federal enclaves. Areas under the jurisdiction 
of United States commissioners include military establishments, 
Federal highways, and national parks. Most of the offenses 
which come before United States commissioners consist of 
traffic violations and petty theft.

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The Federal Probation Act authorizes United states com­
missioners to impose probation under the supervisio~ of the 
United states probation officers. Appendix Table E 1 shows 
the 32 districts where United states commissionersplaced'-
266 persons under probe.tion supervision in 1967. The total 
number of persons under probation supervision by order of 
a United States commis.si.oner was 213 as of June 30, 1967. 

Probationers Received f9r Supervision 

There were 261 persons originally placed on probation 
by United States commissioners in 1967 and there were five 
reinstatements. Table C 1 provides information concerning 
marital status, prior criminal record and educational attain­
ment of the 261 probationers. The median age for persons 
placed under supervision was 23.2 year.s dompared to 24.5 
years in 1966. Sixty percent of the probationers were under 
twenty-four years 6t age while twenty-two percent were aged 
twenty-five to thirty~nirie. 

Marital Status 

Nearly six out of ten persons received for United States 
commissioner probation were single. The median age for un­
married probationers was twenty years, as compared to thirty­
three years for married persons. Only eight percent of the 
probationers were previously: married, a drop from the thir­
teen percent recorded in 1906. 

Prior Criminal Record 

Where a prior criminal record was reported, sixty-eight 
percent of the probationers had no prior recor~. An the 
previous year, only fifty-nine percent were in this category. 
Almo~t half of those with criminal records in 1967 bad already 
served terms of probation. 

Educational Attainment 

Of the 261 probationers received for supervision, thirty­
five percent had at least a high school education, where~s in 
1966 only 27 percent of such persons had completed high school. 
As in the previous year about 68 percent had at least a ninth 
grade education.

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Offense Categories 

Table C 2 shows the length of the terms of supervision 
by offense and prior record. Half of the total number of 
persons under supervision were placed on probation for either 
theft (28 percent) or miscellaneous general offenses (20 per­
cent). Traffic offenders fall in this latter category. 

Term of Supervision 

Almost half of the United States commissioner probationers 
received terms of six months or less. Probation terms of one 
year or less accounted for 85 percent of the sentences in 1967. 
In 1966, only 76 percent of the persons placed on probation 
by United States commissioners received terms of less than one 
year. Three persons out of 261 received 60 month sentences in 
1967 as compared with 7 out of 263 in 1966. 

Fiqure Q gives a three year summary of the major charac­
teristics of persons received from United States commissioners 
for probation supervision. 

Probationers Removed from Supervision 

Tables C 3 and C 4, respectively, show probationers re­
moved from supervision by original offense and length of the 
term- of probation. The trend in the use of ~robation by 
United States commissioners for the years 1962 through 1967 
is shown in Figure R. Chart 4 provides a comparison of vio­
lators and non-violators for these same years. 

Rate of Violation 

Of all persons under United States commissioner probation, 
91 percent did not violate their supervision as compared to 
88 percent in 1966. As shown in Table C 3, 88 percent of the 
probationers convicted of larceny and theft did not violate; 
while 93 percent of those convicted of miscellaneous general 
offenses completed supervision without violation. 

Table C 4 shows that 9f the 213 persons with probation 
terms of 1 to 12 months, 94 percent did not violate. In 
1966, 90 percent of the same group were nonviolators. Eighty­
one percent of the persons under supervision with 13 to 24 
month terms did not violate their probation in 1967.

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VI. Deferred Prosecution 

Occasionally persons charged with federal offenses are 
placed in a deferred prosecution status by the United states 
Attorney. Under this procedure, a probation officer super­
vises the offender for a limited period during which no 
criminal prosecution is instituted. The offender, or his 
parents, must consent to supervision by the probation office. 
Deferred prosecution was introduced into the Federal judicial 
system primarily for handling juvenile cases in which criminal 
prosecution seemed undersirable. Generally young adults and 
occasionally older offenders are dealt with in this manner. 

Figure S below shows the trend in the number of deferred 
prosecution cases. There has been an increasing number of 
persons received for supervision under deferred prosecution 
from 1963 to 1967. Five hundred twenty-one offenders were 
received in 67 distri-cts in 1967. As of June 30, 1967, 
there were 553 persons under supervision. 

Table C 5 indicates the marital status, prior criminal 
record and scholastic attairuuent of persons received for 
supervision under deferred prosecution. Ninty-seven percent 
of the persons received were 24 years of age and under. The 
median age was eighteen years. 

Marital status 

Because of the great number of young people under de­
ferred prosecution supervision, 93 percent of the persons 
under such supervision were single. Less than one percent 
had been previously married. The median age for unmarried 
persons was eighteen years while the median age for married 
probationers was twenty-one years. 

Prior Record 

Of the 521 persons received for supervision, 87 percent 
had no previous criminal record as compared with 89 percent 
in 1966. Eleven p~rcent had been on probation, but only two 
percent of the offenders had prior jailor juvenile records. 
None of the probationers had ever served prison sentences. 
The median age of the persons under supervision with a prior 
probation record was 19 yeara.

Almost eighteen percent of the probationers received for 
supervision in 1967 had completed high school as Compared 
to 14 percent in 1966. This year, 74 percent had at least 
a ninth grade education. In 1966 this figure was only sixty­nine percent. 

Offense .Categories 

Over o~e-ha1f of the cases under deferred prosecution 
involved auto theft, larceny and theft, or the violation of 
Federal regulatory statutes. One hundred and thirty-seven 
persons, or 26 percent were charged with violating Federal 
regulatory statutes. Eighteen percent were charged with 
theft as compared to thirty percent in 1966. 

Figure T provides a summary of the pertinent data on deferred.prosecution cases. 

Term of Supervision 

Table C 6 shows that sixty-eight percent of the persons 
placed in deferred prosecution status in 1967 were to be 
supervised. for one year or less. In 1966 on~ 57 percent 
received terms of one year or 1esa. Of the 415 persons re­
ceived who did not have a prior record, twenty-two percent 
were sentenced to less than one year of supervision. Among 
persons with prior records, only eight percent were g1ven comparable terms. 

Violation Rate 

Tables C 7 and C 8 show the violation rate for persons 
removed from deferred prosecution supervision. Ninety-six 
percent completed their periods of supervision without vio­
lation. Only 2.5 percent were removed with major violations. 
As shown in Table C 7, there were no violators among persons 
charged with violating Federal regulatory statutes. Only 
nine out of ninety-six auto thieves violated their supervision. 
Persons charged with larceny and theft made up 23 percent of the violators. 

Chart 5 illustrates the number of persons placed under 
deferred prosecution SUpervision during the fiscal years 
1962 to 1967 who completed their supervision successfully. 
It can be seen that the number of persons completing their 
supervision under deferred prosecution without Violation has 
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continued to increase and that the number of violations has 
continued to decline. (See Figure T.)

Federal pri&oners may be released from confinement prior 
to the expiration of their terms of imprisonment in two ways; 
by parole'and by mandatory release. The greatest proportion 
so released have served terms of confinement in Federal cor­
rectionalinstitutions operated by the United states Depart­
ment of Justice. A smaller group comprises persons originally 
sentenced by military courts who ar~ released on parole or ' 
mandatory release in the community. This report does not deal 
with persons who have completed the full period of confinement 
and are released directly into the community without WQY super­
vision. 

Parole 

Persons sentenced under the regular sentencing provisions 
of Federal law are eligible for parole supervision after com­
p1~tion of one-third of their original sentences. Those who 
are sentenced w'l.der the indeterminate sentence provisions of 
law ~ be paroled at such time as the United states Board of 
Parole may determine, 18 U.S.C. 4208(a)(2), or after the ex­
piration of the minimum time in custody fixed by the court, 
18 U.S.C. 4208(a)(1). Sentences of youth offenders (ages 18 
to 24 years) under the youth Corrections Act and sentences of 
juveniles proceeded against under the Federal Juvenile Delin­
quency Act are also 'indeterminate and the Board of Parole may 
act at any time. The youth Corrections Act requires that at 
least two years of a maximum six ye'ar sentence be served under 
parole supervision. The Federal Juvenile Delinquency Act allows 
persons under eighteen years of age to be placed in the.custody 
of the Attorney General and committed to an appropriate institu­
tion. Commitments are for a definite period of time not to ex­
ceed either the juvenile's twenty-first birthday or the maximum 
sentence per.m1tted by law for the particular crime. 

Mandatory Release 

A prisoner is eligible for mandatory rele~se when he has 
served his full term of imprisonment less "good time" allow­
ances. If he has earned over ,one-hundred eighty days of good 
time credits he is released to the supervision of the probation 
officer for that period,of his good-time which exceeds 180 days. 
Persons released from prison under manjatory release usually 
serve longer terms of confinement, but have shorter periods of 
supervision that do persons released on parole. 
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Military Parole and Mandatory Release 

As indicated above the Fe,(.lera1 probation system also super­
vises a small group of per-sOntf sentenced to prison by military 
courts and subsequently placed on parole 'or mand~tory release. 
Confinement may be in either a military correctional facility 
or an institution administered by the Federal Bureau of Prisons. 
Military parolees are released from military tnstitutions under 
the authority of the Department of Defense. The United states 
Board of Parole determines the release of military prisoners 
confined in Federal prison institutions. 

Persons Received for Supervisi~ 

Table D 1 shows the humber of persons received for parole 
and mandatory release supervision and the number removed from 
supervision in 1967. Of the 9,233 persons received tor super­
vision, 67 percent were parolees, 31 percent were mandatory 
re1easees, and only 2 percent were military prisoners released 
on parole or mandatory release. Parolees far outnumbered per­
sons receiving a mandatory release in 1967 and the proportion 
was even higher than 1 t was in 1966. . 

In the fiscal yee~r 1967, eighty- seven percent of the 9,233 
persons received .for supervision had been released into the 
community for supervision for the first time on their current 
sentence. Re-re1easees who had violated the conditions of 
parole during their original release into the commwlity and 
were subsequently returned to prison comprised ten percent of 
those received for supervision. Offenders reinstated to super­
vision after violation but without serving an additional period 
of confinement, comprised three percent of those received for 
supervision. 

There was an overall 2.3 percent increase in persons re­
ceived for parole and mandatory release supervision in 1967 
over those received in 1966 - 9,233 in 1967; 9,029 in 1966. 
There was a six percent decrease in the number of re-re-
leases and a two percen't decrease in the number of reinstate­
ments rec'eived iri1967. However, the number of first releases 
increased by 3.5 percent in 1967 accounting for the greater 
number of persons received for supervision as compared to 1966.

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Sentence Procedures 

The sentencing procedures used by the courts in determin­
ing the conditions under which a sentenced prisoner will be 
released to supervision after confinement are divided into 
the four types shown in the table below. As mentioned above, 
different sentencing procedures allow for varying amounts 
of time which can be spent under supervision. ,A three-year 
comparison of first parolees and mandatory releasees received 
from Federal institutions showing the type of sentence pro­
cedure originally imposed by the United States district court 
shows the f'ollowing:

Parole 

Figure A shows persons received for and removed from 
parole supervision from 1963 through 1967. There was a 25.9 
percent increase in parolees received in 1967 o,,!{er those re­
ceived in 1963. Of the first releases among parolees, the 
rate of violation increased from 33 percent in 1966 to 36 
percent in 1967. Major violations in 1967, and in 1966, 
accounted for 20 percent of those removed from supervision. 
The most dramatic increase was found in the number of re­
removals following a return to prison, which iqcreased from 
217 in 1963 to 907 in 1967. As of June 30, 1907 there were 
8,913 persons under parole supervision, the highest number 
as of that date in the last five years.

Figure B summarizes information on persons received for 
and removed from mandatory release supervision during the 
fiscal years 1963 through 1967. During this period there 
has been a 16 percent decrease in the number of persons 
received for mandatory release supervision with the great­
est decrease (9 percent) occurring betwe,en 1966 and 1967. 
The number of mandatory releasees removed from supervision 
(exclUding re-releases) has shown a similar decrease since 
1963 amounting to twelve percent. During this same period 
the violation rate has dropped ,slightly from 24.3 percent 
in 1963 to 22.8 percent in 1967. The major violation rate 
follows a similar trend. 

Length of Supervision 

Table D 2 shows the length of the terms of supervision 
for persons received for parole and mandatory release super­
vision in relation to the original sentencing procedure used 
by the courts. The average term of supervision in 1967 was 
25 months~ compared to 23 months in 1966. For parolees the 
average term was 31 months of supervision over twice as long 
as the supervision period for persons on mandatory release. 

Persons on military mandatory release from Federal in­
stitutions had the longest average term of supervision (53 
months). The 1,139 parolees sentenced under the Youth 
Corrections Act received terms averaging 51 months. Seventy­
two percent of all Youth Corrections Act parolees had super­
vision periods of 49 months or more. The shortest average 
period of supervision was six months for a person on mandatory 
release supervision under the Federal Juvenile Delinquency 
Act. Ninety-five percent of all persons in this group had 
terms of less than twelve months. 

Table '2-a new in this series, shows the length of the 
term of supervision, sentencing procedure and sex of parolees 
released for supervision during the year. Ninety-five per­
cent of the 2,513 persons received for parole in 1967 were 
men. The proportions of male parolees according to type of 
sentence are as follows: regular - 95 percent, indetermin­
ate - 92 percent, Youth Corrections Act - 96 percent, and 
Federal Juvenile Delinquency Act - 96 .percent.

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releases had much shorter terms of supervision than persons 
on parole. Only one percent of the women and two percent 
of the men faced periods of supervision over sixty months, 
while eighty-eight percent of the men and eighty-seven per­
cent of the women had terms of under two years. 

Offense and period of supervision 

Table D 3 compares, py offense, the periods of supervision 
for persons admitted to parole or mandatory release for the 
first time. About one half of the persons received for parole 
supervision had te~s of two years or less. Almost nine out of 
ten persons received on mandatory release had similar periods 
of supervision. The proportions were about the same in the 
previous two years. Only two percent of the persons received 
for mandatory release had terms of over sixty months, as com­
pared to eleven percent of the parolees. 

The period of supervision varies greatly with the offense. 
All of the parolees convicted of fraud were under supel~ision 
twenty-four months or less, but only 8 percent of the persons 
convicted of robbery had similar terms of parole. 

Description of First Parolees 

Table D 4 shows the marital status, prior ~riminal record 
and school attainment for parolees released fOl' the first 
time. This same information is distributed by offense in 
Table D 5. Persons on parole in 1967 were generally older 
than those received on parole in 1966. In 1967, 34.2 per­
cent of the parolees were under 24 years of age as compared 
to 42.5 percent in 1966. The median age was 29 in 1967 
compared with 27 in the previous year. The oldest offenders 
in 1967 had been convicted of income tax fraud (51 years) and 
the youngest had been imprisoned for auto theft (23 years). 

Marital .Status 

Forty percent of the persons under parole supervision 
in 1967 had never been married and two-thirds of them were 
under 24 years of age. Their median age was 23 years. 
Seventy-six percent of the parolees who had been imprisoned 
for violation of the Selective Service Act and sixty-four 
percent of the burglars were never married.

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Prior Record 

One-fifth of the persons received for parole supervision 
had no prior criminal record. Eighteen percent had a minor 
crimjnal record and 32 percent had previously served a term 
in prison of over om~ year (major record). The median age 
for persons with prior prison records was 34 years. One­
half of the forgers on parole had major criminal records and 
58 percent of the convicted auto thieves had minor records. 
Of the 109 persons on parole for violation of the Selective 
Service Ac:t, only 15 percent had a prior criminal record. 

Educational Attainment 

Seventy-seven percent of the persons received for parole 
supervision in 1967 were "drop outs" having never completed 
the 12th grade. The median level of education was just below 
the tenth grade. Among parolees who had achieved the highest 
level of education were persons who bad been convicted of 
embezzlement and persons who had violated the Selective Ser­
vice Act. Sixty-eight percent of the former and 76 percent 
of the latter were high shcool graduates. The median level 
of educational achievement of parolees convicted of liquor 
law violations was below the seventh grade. 

Figure C contains a three year summary of the more 
significant characteristics of parolees first received for 
supervision. 

Removed from Parole and Mandatory Release SuperviSion 

Table D 6 describes the parolees and mandatory releasees 
removed from supervision in 1967 according to the reasons for 
removal. Sixty-three percent of the parolees completed their 
parole without violation, compared to 65 percent in 1966. 
The overall nmajor violation" rate for parolees increased 
from 19.6 percent in 1966 to 20.4 percent in 1967. Re­
paroles removed from supervision had a higher violation 
rate (46 percent) than those removed from first parole 
(36 percent). Sixty-one percent of the reinstated parolees 
did not violate supervision, but almost 19 percent had major 
violations Po 

As noted above mendatory releasees have less time under 
supervision and a lower violaiiion rate. OVer seventy-seven 
percent of all persons on mandatory release were nonviolators 
in 1967. The violation rate for first mandatory releases was 
23 percent, with 13 percent committing major violations. Re­
releases had a violation rate of 21 percent compared to 15

Violation Rates of Persons Following tbeir Initial Release 

Parolees 

The violation rate for first paroles is ShOwrl, by offense 
class, in Table D 7. Of the 4,690 persons removed from first 
parole,' 36 'percent had violations. Chart 6 is a graphic five 
year presentation of the number of first parolees removed with 
and without violation. 

In 1967 persons on pa~~le following conviction for in­
come tax fraud had a violation rate of only 1.6 percent, 
all of which were major violations. The violation rate re­
corqed for persons convicted of Selective Service Act vio­
lations was! 4.6 percent. The highest overall violation rates 
were among burglars (52 percent), auto thieves (51 percent) 
and narcotiCS offenders (49 percent). The major violation 
rate for the latter group was 32 percent as compared to 26 
percent in 1966. 

Violation rates for persons on parole differ greatly 
according to the type of sentence originally imposed by the 
court. The 2,221 persons on parole who had sentences for 
~ definite number of years had only a 22 percent violation 
rate. Thirty-four percent of the parolees with indeterminate 
sentences violated their parole. Youths and yo~g adults 
sentenced under the Youth Corrections Act had a 43 percent 
violation rate in 1967, a decrease from the 54 perce~t rate 
in the previous year. Persons adjudicated under the pro­
visions of the Federal Juv~nile Delinquency Act violated 
their supervision over twice as often as persons with 
regular sentences. 

The overall major violation rate in 1967 was 20.4 per­
cent compared to 19.6 percent in 1966. The following tabu­
lation shows a marked consistency in the major violation rates 
for parolees with regular sentences, as well as those with 
sentences under the Federal Juvenile Delinquency Act. There 
have been considerable fluctuations in major violation rates 
for those with indeterminate sentences.

Table D 9 compares violation rates by the orrense and 
the age or parolees~ Parole violations ara generally more 
rrequent among persons under 25 years or age. The overall 
violation rates, by age, are as rollows: under age twenty­
rive - 56 percent, ages 25-39 - 32 percent, over rorty years 
or age - 14 percent. Persons convicted or narcotics and 
robbery orrenses had an overall violation rate or 44-per­
cent. or the parolees in the orrense groups who were 25 
years or age and,under~ 57 percent violated parole~. but 
only 29 percent of those over 40 years violated their super­
vision. Am~ng the liquor law orrenders persons under 25 
years or a,~ violated parole three times more rrequently 
than the group as a whole. 

Dirrerences in major parole violation rates are very 
pronounced among the various age gro~ps. Among the a~to 
thieves the parolees under 25 years of age had three times 
as many major violations as those over age 40. 

Time Served in Prison and Time Under Supervision 

First parolees with short terms or conrinement had pro­
portionately lower-- violation rates. Table D 10 indicates 
that the vioIation rate tends to increase with the length' 
or the term or conrinement. Among parolees serving less 
than 6 months in conrinement, the violation r~te was only 
11 percent. .However, 67 percent or the persons serving over 
60 months in cO)}!inem~n~_ violateq ~!le _t_~l'Als.._ oK s~p~rvis~on.

Figure D gives a two year comparison, by sentence procedure, 

between parolees serving less than 2 years in confinement and' 
parolees wi~th "terms of ov~r 2 years. In 1967, persons with 
prison terms lorJ.ger than 24 months had a. vi-olation rate higher 
than any other except for those sentenced under the Youth Cor~ 
rections Act and the Federal Juvenile Delinquency· Act. The 
violation rates remained about the same for these two groups 
regardless Vi' the length of the time served in confinement. 

Table D 15 indicates that those offenders with a longer 
period of parole supervision have a greater chance of vio­
lation. More than one-half of the parolees with terms greater 
than two years violated their, parole. Of particular impor­
tance is the fact that the vi6lation rates are the highest 
d.uring the early pa~t of supervision. In 1967 there was an 
overall 35.7 percent violation rate. The greatest proportion 
of those violations (9.2 percent of the total removed) took 
place in the first three months of parole and over half of 
those who violated parole were involved in the major offenses. 
This is clearly shown in Chart 7. 

II. MANDA~ORY: RELEASES 

Table D 1 above describes mandatory releasees in terms 
of the type of sentence originally imposed by the court and 
the violation rates while under supervision. The latter 
category is divided into technical, minor, and major viola­
tions. Additional detailed information may be found in 
Tables D 16 to D 20 -a 

Persons released on mandatory release include the 
poorer risks for supervision within the community and for 
this reason were not granted parole at an earlier date. 
Thus they served longer periods in prison and spent consid­
.erably less time under supervision than parolees. In 1967 
the average period of supervision for persons on parole was 
30 months while the average period for mandatory releasle 
supervision was only 12 months. 

Persons Received for Supervision 

Table D 16 shows the marital s'tatus, prior cJi.~iminal re­
cord and educational attainment, by age, for the persons re­
ceived for mandatory release super"~"ision. These persons were 
older than the parolees. Only nine" percent of them were under 
24 years of age compared to 34 percent of the persons received 
for parole supervision who were under 24 years of age. The 
median age of persons received for mandatory release super­
vision was 37 years, the same as in 1966.

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Marital Status 

Of the 2,513 persons received on mandatory release, 862 
or 34 percent were never married. Their median age was 31 
years. Two out of thr.ee mandatory releasees bad been 'pre­
viously married. This large proportion may be attributed to 
the higher age level of this group. . . 

Educational Status 

Eighty-five percent of the persons received for mandatory 
release supervision were "drop-outs", having never completed 
the 12th grade. The median grade completed by persons re­
ceived for mandatory release supervision was 9.2. 

Prior Record 

Ninety-three percent of the persons received on man­
datory release supervision had a prior criminal record, 
compared with a figure of 80 percent for parolees. The 
median age for the 73 percent of the mandatory releasees 
who had prior prison records was 39 yearso 

Figure E' shows the sex, age, marital status, and prior 
criminal record of mandatory releasees received for super­
vision during the fiscal years 1965 through 1967e 

Type of Offense 

Table D 17 shows the martial status, prior criminal re­
cord, and educational attainment of persons received for 
mandatory release supervision, by the offense' by which they 
were convicted. Thirty percent of the persons received for 
supervision had been convicted of auto theft. ,N~ety-seven 
percent in this group had a previous criminal record. The 
median years of education among the auto thieves was only 
8.8 years. 

Narcotics offenders made up the second largest group of 
mandatory releasees, 26 percent. The Narcotic Addict· Control 
Act o~ 1956 provides for mandatory te~s of not less than 10 
years for second and subsequent offenders. Under this Act, 
parole is prohibited for the majority 9f persons ~o~victed 
end sentenced to prison for narcotic offenses. Therefore, 
most narcotic offanders are eligible to be released only 
under the mandatory release provisions of law.

Of the 2,571 :t:;!ersons remov€!d from ma.."ldatory release sup­
ervision during 1967, 23 percent violated the conditions of 
release. The major violation rate was 12.6 pereent and th~ 
minor and technical violation rates together were 10.2 per­
cent. Twenty-two percent of the robbers had major violations 
compared to 17 percent in 1966. The major violation rate for 
the small group'of counterfeiters on supervision decreased 
from 18.4 percent in 1966 to 2.3 percent in 1967. Sex 01'­
fenders·showed a decrease in major violations from 13 per­
cent in 1966 to 5 percent in 1967. 

Chart 8 shows the number of mandatory releasees removed 
from supervision during the fiscal years 1963 through 1967 
according to violation rates. Table 19 shows the three year 
violation rate for first mandatory releases, by type of sen­
tence originally imposed by the sentencing court. In 1967 
persons sentenced under the provisions of the Federal Juvenile 
Delinquency Act had only a 13 percent violation rate, whereas 
27 percent of' the adults with indeterminate sentenc'es violated 
their supervision. 

Figure F gives a comparison of the violation rates for 
persons on parole and m&1datory release, by sentencing pro­
cedure, for the past three years. In 1967 the violation rate 
for adults sentenced under regular sentencing procedures 
(definite sentence) was almost the same, 22 percent for both 
parolees and mandatory releasees. Of the 695 parolees with 
indeterminate sentence~j, the violation rate was 16.5 percent 
for pa.rolees compared l'lith 27.4 percent for the 427 mandatory 
releasees with similar sentences. Among persons originally 
sentenced under the Federal Juvenile Delinquency Act, parolees 
had a higher violation rate than the mandatory releasees, 
48.8 percent compared with 13.4 percent.

~inement, but longer periods of supervision than do persons 
under mandatory release supervision. It is not surprising 
there~ore that mandatory releasees who spend less time under 
supervision in the community have a lower viol~tion rate~ , 
The overall violation rate for parolees was 36 percent com­
pared to 23 percent ~or persons serving under mandatory re-
lease supervision.

Time Served Under Supervision 

Table D 20-a indicat'es that the violation rate increases 
as the term of supervision increases. Persons required to 
serve 25-36 months under supervision have a 49 percent vio­
lation rate. This table should be compared with Table D 15 
describing first parolees. 

Chart 9 illustrates the tendency for violations to 
occur during the early months of supervision. The violation 
rate drops from 45 percent after three months of supervision 
to only 3 percent after two years. 

III. Parole and Mandatory Release Violat~c~ 

Tables D 21 and D 23 show the length of the average 
term of supervision before the occurrence of any violation 
for persons under parole and mandatory release supervision. 
In the three years 1965 to 1967, parolees spent an average 
of eleven months under supervision before being removed 
for violation. (Table D 21) The average length of the 
period tpe.y we!~ expect~d to be ung~r s~perv.i,s~on, wa.s thirty­
nine months. Thus the violators of parole, on the average, 
completed only 28 percent of their period of supervision 
before they were removed from supervision status because ot 
a violation of the conditions of their parole. 

There was some variation among the different types of 
offenders. As a group, liquor law offenders did not violate 
until they had completed 44 percent of their terms. This 
group served an average 10 months of parole terms averaging 
23 months before violation. Auto thieves completed only 
24 percent of their average terms of 37 months before vio­
lating their supervision. (Table D 21) 

As shown in Table D 23 persons violating mandatory re­
lease during 1967 served only 6 months of an average 17 mopth 
term. Persons convicted of auto theft and narcotics offen~es 
comprised 61 percent of all violators of both parole and man­
datory release. 

Table D 22 presents a comparison of parole violators in 
1967 by type of violation and by the original offenses for 
which committed to confinement. Fifty-seven percent of the 
persons removed from parole supervision had major 'Violations. 
Thirty percent had minor violations. Most of the minor vio­
lations including absconding (or failure to report) or a new

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criminal conviction involving a minor offense. The greatest 
proportion of the technical violations were for violation of 
the restrict~ons on conduct or personal associations~ etc. 
Persons originally convicted of burglary and auto theft each 
accounted for 12 percent of the violations. Twenty-five per­
cent of the 44 persons originally convicted of liquor law 
violations committed the same offense while under parole 
supervision. 

Of the 895 violators originally convicted of auto theft~ 
over one-half had major violations and eighteen percent vio­
lated the conditions of supervision by repeating the same 
crime. If auto thieves were excluded from the number of 
persons removed from parole supervision, the overall viola­
tion rate would be only 27 percent instead of 36 percent. 

Table D 24 compares the type of violation with the 
original offense for mandatory release violators. In 1967 
twelve percent of the violations were technical, as 33 per­
cent were minor and 55 percent were major. The largest pro­
portion of violators (27 percent) lost contact with their 
parole officers or were wanted for a minor offense. 

Of the total number of persons violating mandatory re­
lease, 37 percent were originally convicted of auto theft. 
Almc-st eight percent of all violations were for auto theft. 
If the auto theft offenders were eliminated from the total 
number of persons removed from mandatory release~ the vio­
lation rate would be 21 percent rather than 23 percent.

Enclosed is the 1967 edition of Persons Under Supervision 
of the Federal Probation System. This report, prepared by 
James A. McCafferty of the Division of Procedural Studies and 
StatistiCS, is the first one accomplished through the computer­
izatlon of the probation statistical records. 

Your attention is 'invited to the highlights at the front 
of the report which summarizes the characteristics of persons 
received ~or supervision and, for those Who were terminated, 
the manner in which their supervision was completed. 

It is to be noted that the total number of persons received 
for probation supervision has dropped from 13,388 in fiscal year 
1963 to 10,856 in 1967. On the other hand, offenders released 
from Federal institutions for parole supervision increased from 
5,119 in 1962 to 6 3 331 in 1967. The number of mandatory re­
leasees received showed a sizable drop, 3,520 in 1962 to 2,902 in 1967. 

Violation rates in 1967 are below previous years and can 
be illustrated as follows:
