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INTRODUCTION 

This report contains a statistical summary of those 
cases reported to the State Police Sex Crimes Unit during 
the 1981 calendar year. 

During the reporting period, 396 cases involving 424 
offenders were reported to the Sex Crimes Unit. The infor­

mation contained in each case, whether solved or unsolved, 
was searched against the existing sex crimes file in an ef­
fort to provide investigative information to law enforcement 

agencies. Such information was provided by the unit in 76 

cases during the year. 
There were 653 assaults reported during 1981 compared 

to 647 reported during 1980. This represents an increase 

of 1% in the number of reported assaults. 
In the 396 cases reported to this unit, the youngest 

victim involved was 3 years of age with the oldest victim 
being age 85. The youngest offender was age 13 with the 

oldest offender being 64 years of age.
