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PREFACE 
. . 

'Vhen the founding fathers established om' constitutional system 
of govel'JUnent, they bllsed it on their fundamental belief in the 
sanctity of the individual. They declared: 

We hold these truths to be self·evhlent, that all men are created eqllal, that 
they are endowed by their Oreator with certu!n Inalienable rights, that among
these are Life, Liberty, and the Pursuit of Hnpplness, That to seClU'e these 
rights, governments are Instituted lunong men, deriving their just !)Owet's from 
the consent of the governcll. 

The founding fathers took care to see that these inalienable rights 
were .carefully protected. They understood that self-determination 
is the SOUl'ce of individuality; and individuality is the mainstay of 
fl'eedom. As threats to individual freedom have fu;sen from time to 
time during our history, laws have been devuloped to insure that basic 
constitutionnl gtHll'nntecs nre assured. , 

Few of these throats have been dircct in nature, attempting to limit 
in various ways individual freedom of eX,pression or movement. Re­
cently, however, technolo~y has b;gun to develop new methods of be­
}It\ViOl' control callable of littering not just an individual's actions but 
his "Cl'Y personalit.y nnd mnJUHl1' of thillldng as weU. BerlltlSe it 
Ml'ects t.he nbility of the individual to think for himself, the be­
havioral technology being developed in' the United States today 
touches upon the most basic sources of individuality, and the vel'y core 

. of personal freedom. ' 
'ro my mind the most serious threat posed by ,the technology of 

behavior modification is the power this technology- gives oue man to 
impose his views and values on another. In our dem(j~l'atic society,
"!trUes such as political and l'eligious preferences are expressly left 
to individual choice. If our society is to remain free, one man must 
not be empowere-1 to change another man's pet'sOlutlity and dictate 
the values, thoughts and feelings of another. 

This is not to say that all -behavior therapy is inherently evil. 
Mnny types of thel'npy which l'esult in the modification of be­
llavior nave proved beneficial to our society. But whenever such 
therapies are applied to alter men's minds, exheme care must be 
taken to prevent the infringement of individual l'ights. Concepts of 
freedom, privacy and self..detel'mination inherently conflict with 
p.l'ogl'ams designed to control not just physical ft'eedom, but the 
source of free thought as well. MOl'cover, because the power of federal 
gO\'ernment is limited to the implementation of the Constitution and 
the pl'otection Ot constitutionall'ights, thet'e is a real question whether 
the govel'nment sbould be involved at all in ~rogrn.tns tllnt po. 
tentially pose substantial thl'£'ats to our basic freeaoms. The questIon 
becomes even more acute when these programs are conducted, as 
they are today, in the absence of strict control~. 

As distl11'bing as beha viOl' modification may be 011 a theoretical 
level, the unchecked gl'owth of the pt'actical technology of behavior 
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control is canse for even grMtel' CO,lcern. In ful!UHng its mandate 
to "examine, investigate, ami malte I,. complete study o'f any and all 
matteI'S pertaining to constitntionJ,1 rights," the Constitutional 
Rights Subcommittee hns over. the years devoted an increasing POl''' 
tion of its energies to the study of the special questions posed by 
science nnd technology with respect to our basic freedoms. As tech­
1l0Iol--'Y hns expanded our capacity for meeting society's needs, it 
has n'lso increased, to a startling degree, our ability to enter nn'd 
affect the lives of individual citizens. In its continuing study. of in.. 
·dividual rights, the subcommittee has considered many questions 
l'(Lised with respect to personal freedoms by such techno1 cal 
ilUuwatiollS as computet's, polygraphs and wiretapping es. 
Similnrly, we ha\'e watched wlt11 growing concern l\S behavioral 
I'lls('nl'ch un(\l\t'ths ,'nst new capabilities far more rapidly tlhll1 we nre 
·able to reconcile the mnny important questions of indivldnalliberties 
rnis~d by. those cap'llbi1itj·~s.. '\Vith the t'apid p.rolife~ation. of behavior 
modlficntlon tochmques, It IS all the more nlsturbmg that few real 
~tt'ot'ts have lwen JnlHle to ronsidpl' the hllsic issues of individunl fl'(1e­
dom involved, and to minimize fundnm£'.ntal conflicts between indi .. 
viduall'ights and behavior t.echnology.

In nddltioll. the snhcommittp.e has ']on~ been concel'lled with con¥ 
stitntiolllll iSSIl(ls nl'isin~ out. of the trentment of t.he mental1y ill. 
This work hus found expression in a series of hearings on the COll­
stitutional rights of the mentally ill beginning in t.h(\ eal'ly 1960's. 
In 10(H} the COI1~l'ess enacted The Distl'ict. of 001nmbin Hospitaliza­
tion of the Mentnlly III Act, a la~v de.yeloped by the subcommittee· 
to ReClt~'e 1?rocedtll'nl nnd substantIve rights to the mm1tally ill. At 
the snrne hme, the subcommittee has worked in t.he al'en of cl'iIhinal 
prOC{ldtll'es and rights and has consistently been involved in issues 
ll1\'olving the constitutionn,l rights eJf prisoners. 1'}Il'ough these 
intcrests the subcommittee becnme awal'e of t.he incrensing employ­
ment of new scientific techniques of behavior modification dil'ooted 
at these two "cnptive" populntIons. 

III response to this sltuntion, the st(Lff of th(~ Sellnte Subcommitteo

Since 19'71, the Sennte Subcommittee on ConstitutIOnal Rights 
has conducted a ~ontinning im1estigation into a vnriety of pro~l'llms 
d('signed to predict, contl'Ol nnd modify human behnviol'.

violence. Notable rtmong these agencies are the Law Enforcement 
Assistance Administration of the Justice Department, and the Center 

. for the Study of Crime and Delinquency in the Department of 
Health, Education and ,\VeJfare. Each of these agencies, in addition 
to others in the federal government, provide funas for a variety of 
progrnms dealing with various aspects of human behavior. It is the 
pur~ose of this report to outline the nature and exteut of the federal 

_.mvolv:~ment in these behavior modification programs and the issues 
this involvement raises for the l'ights of citizens. . 



BEHAVIOR MODIFICATION AND THE COURTS: THE 
LEGAL BACKGROUND 1 

Behavior modification therapies present a complex} and relatively 
uncharted area of the law. Even now there are ont tew cases which 
Pl'ilUltl'ily deal with limitations on behavior modification in insti­
tutional settings. 'rho l'econt nppenl'lUlCC of liti~ntioll in this field 
is due largely to two factors: (1) an increase in the number of be.. 
havior modification pl'ogl'ams in prisons nnd llU'lltal institutions; 
and (2) an increased willingness on the part of the courts to drop 
their former "hands·off" doctrine and hegin scrutinizing treatment 
and living conditions in prisons and mental institutions. 

Projects designed to predict, control, and modify individual hu­
man be~~vior pres~nt the co~rts with difficult pl'oblom~ of .conflicting
values. 10 beglll WIth there IS tho qne.,t to ndvnnce SCientIfic lmowl­
edge through (lxpcl'imentntion WhICh must be l'('coneilcd with our 
society's belief in the inviolability of a person's miud and body.
:Moreover, this personal autonomy must be l'econciled with the need 
in certain circumstances, for the state to restrict the individual's 
choice concerning experimental medical procedures in order to 
enhance or protect his autouomy and welfare. 

The increased activity in the area of behavior modification thera.­
pies presents scrious constitutional issues, particulllt'ly where illvolun­
tnl'ily confined IJopulntions lU'e involved. '10 the extent that. the first 
amendment protects the dissemination of ideItS und the expression 
of thonghts. mnny commentators have nl·~tle(l thnt it must equal1y
protect the individual~ right to generate ldeas. Note, Otmdltwning
(J/f1(l Otlter' Technologies [J8ed to "1.'r'cat'l" "Rehabilitate?" "Demok­
ish?"

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ported, Thomas R. "would seize upon some innocuous t:emark and 
mt~rpr?t it as 1m insult. At first, he would try to ignore what she 
had saul, but could not help brooding, and the more he thought 
about it, the snrer he felt that his wife 110 longer loved him, and ,"as 
'cflrrying on with a neighbor.' Eventull,lly lie would l'cpl'oach his 
wife for these faults, nllc} she would hotly deny them. Her denials 
were enough to set him oft' Into a fre11zy of violence," 10 According 
to the report, Thomas did not .respond to oth~r treatments, and ulti­
mately was persuaded to undergo the operntlOn. The surgeons later 
l'epOl'ted that "fOUl' years have passed since the operation, during 
whlch timo Thomas has not had a single episode of rage. He con· 
tinues. however, to have an occasional epileptic seizure with periods' 
'of confusion and disordered thinking." 11 In 1973, a law suit was filed 
in h<'ha1f of Thomas chal'l!ing that "the plaintiff was permanently 
injured and incapacitated, (and] hns suffered lie * * great pain of 
body ond mind." 12 

In ad<lition to t4e very nature of the operation .itself, the rationale 
accompanying the resurgence of the popularity of psychosurgery is 
a source of further concern about the rights of subjects. Dr. Orlando 
J. Andy, a controvet'sinl neurosurgeon, re\lently expressed his vie,vs 
in an address before a conference on psychosurgery sponsored by 
the Nationtll Il1stitute of Mental Health: 

It Is unfortunnle thnt our Institutions nre constnntly filled with Ilntients

lts use and appltcatlOll. A major component of the emerging mer.nodS 
of behavior control is a speCIalized technology of eleCtrophysiology 
that employs the use of mechanical devices to control various aspects 
of human behavior. A particularly popular concept ill the new be­
havior technology is bIOfeedback, through which bodily fUllctions 
can be monitored and controlled through electronic devices worll by 
the subject himself. Biofeedback has been used with gretlt success ill 
the tren.tmellt of epilepsy and heart disease, Now thel'e is a growing 
interest in the usc of biofeedback for behavim' modification.

llegutive reinforcement involves ~l1nishing him for incorrect OL' 
improper u.ttit.udes or behavior, Positive rbinforcement uses in­
centives provided thl'ouJ!h token economies and other programs; 
lle~ative reinforcement IS based on the aversion of the subject to 
painful 01' other adverse consequences of improper" behavior, 

Negative reinforcement, or aversive conditioning, is generally 
considered the more tl'oubl('son1(, of the conditioning techniques.

The Department has, however, also ini­
tiated several 8pecinl studies of specific ethical problems raised by 
biomedical and behavioral resel\1'ch. One such study investigatett 
limitations on informed consent: n certain iuhercntly coereive situa­
tions, and proposed that speciaJ guidelines be established and ~ap­
plied where expel'imClntal techniques are -used in the treatment of 
children, prisoners, or the mentally infirm.9 A second report investi­
8ated special aspects of stet'ilization programs involving mentally 
mcompetent indtviduals. This second i'eport wns initiateCl, in part, 
in response to the disclosure of unethical testing' ""!ocedures of cer­
t.llin hirth C!ontl'ol chugs conducted under grant 11'om the Depart­
ment,lO 

Two additional studies were of particular interest to the subcom4 
mittee because of their direct bellrin& on behaviOl' research: a report 
011 the biomedical research into the brain and ag~ressive violent 
behllvior,l1 and a detailed study of the merits ana Implications of 
psychosurgery.12

Finally, on Jl1ly 2u, 1974. the departnl£'nt reported the resnlts of 
"a cam·ass of non-health·"l!lllted agencies of the Department" nnd 
"identified ten projects" related to behllvior moUification. "One 
project is snpported by the National InRtitute of Education (NII~), 
one' by the Office of Child De~'elopment (OCD), and ·eight by thl! 
Sorial and Rehabilitation Service (SRS)." 35 

In addition, "all programs under the responsibiHty of the Office 
of Bducatioll and the National Institute of Education (NIE) han~ 
bel'n reviewed, and biomedical and behavioral research designed to 
alter the behavim' of human subject$ is not being supported." 30 One 
NIE project funding educational systems "which serve to remediate 
the [disadvantngetJ] child 01' C01'r~ct deficiencies in the educationlll .

As experionce with the Department, of tTusti<.'o and othel' ageneies 
has demonstrated, there is wide variation in the understanding of 
what belmviOl' modification is. One might expect each of the tell 
agencies to Imve difficulty in deciding which pl'ogrnllls fell within the 
scope of the subcommittee's inquiry. It is also reasonable to expect 
that other ngellcies besides I.iEAA might have difficulty discovedng
all its pertinent projects. 'fhese considemtions point to the need fol'

CONCLUSION 

Tho focus of the Constitutional High:-). SlIbl'ommittco'f! study of 
the fcdel'lll invohement in hehnvior ('ontrol technology in the United 
Stutes hns been both on the rights of human subjects, and on the 
pl'o\H'iety of ~overnment funding fol' l'cseureh into methods· designed 
to a tel' indiVIdual behavior. No attempt hns been made to evaluate the 
efficacy of individual projects f1'ol11 a scientific viewpoint. It is c]enl' 
thnt It lal'~e Humber of the pl'ojeets thut ha\'o come to the subcom­
mittee~8 attention I,ttise important and immediate qnestions of consti­
tutiona1 rights, Ilnd should be subject to t.he most careful and continued 
review. Nevel'thQless, the subcommittee found that the federal goverll­
ment, throngh a number of departments and ugendes, is going uhead 
with beluwiol' modificat.ion projects, including psychosurgery, without 
a review structul'O fully adequate to protect the constitutional rights 
of the subjects. Public concern that many of the ethical and const.itu­
tionll..l problems of medicall'eseal'ch have not yet been fully considered 
is gl'owing us belutViOl'al control technologies are rapidly being devel­
oped. The llewly cl'eated National Comuiissioll for the Protection of 
HUllUtll Subjects of Biomedical and Behavioral Research will, hope­
fully, be ablc to consider and resolve many of these important issues. 
111 Ilny cuse, as psychologicttl and biologicull'osonrch continues, it may 
well be that Congress may have to define by law the limits of scientific 
research in these fields as they affect the constitutional guarantees of

DEAll SENATOll EnvIN: This is in further reSIJOnse to your letter of lI'ebruary 

22 requesting intormatlon about Departmental research programs 'aimed at 
altering human behavior. 

A canvass of non-health-related agencies of the Department has Identified 
ten projects to wilich your request Is al)plicable. One project is supported by
the National Institute of Education (NIEI), one by the Office of Child Devel­
opment (OCD), and eight by the Social and Rehabilitation Service (SRS), 

All programs under the responslbillty of the Office ot Education, and the Na­
tiol1al Institute of Education (NIE) have been reviewed, and tJlomedlcal and 
behavioral research designed to alter the behavior of humun sub.1ects is not 
being supported, One project supported by NIE may be a possible exception i 
I am enclosing a description ot it fOl' your use. [See Item 1.0.1.]

Broadly Interpreted, your request could include all education programs since 
all attempt, through a learning environment, to modlty human behavior. As 
was the case In my reply ot May 10, 1974, however, we are using the tollowlng 
operational definition of behavioral modification: the systematic application ot 
psychological and social principles to bring about desired changes In or to 
prevent development ot certain "problematic" behaviors and responses. Thus, 
descriptions ot a number ot types ot research have not been Included In our 
inventory. Such researcb covers developmE'nt of new knowledge and Improved
materials nnd techniques i studies observing and analyzing hUman behavior j
Improving the components ot the educational process (structure, dynamlcSt
materials, teaching techniques, etc.) ; Interventions (e.g., new curriCUlum mate­
rials, specialized environments) to examine treely expressed and untreated 
behaviors In response to Interventions that lead to the development ot educa­
tional Interactions and environments most encouraging to the tUllest dE'velop­
ment ot natural (and socially approved) behaviors; and research focused upon 
a defined subset ot human behavior-that specifically delineated area ot cog­
nitive skills and social competencies expected to be developed during the 
school years, NIE is also currently supporting a small number ot research 
projects dealing with problematic or handicapped behavior, These projects are 
designed to monitor and analyze the characteristics am1 effects ot such bellll­
vlor upon the learning abilities ot the Individuals Involved; neither the design 
nor the effect of the projects Is to alter the behavior of the Individuals under 
study, , 

Here too, It our operational definition omits projects of major Interest to 
y(lU, we woutd, of course, be happy to provide Intormatlon on additional cate­
gories ot projects shOUld you so d~slre. 

The OOD project Is tocused upon "Modification of Children's Racial Atti­
tUdes." This project is Investigating some ot the attitudinal and behavioral 
components of racial prejudice in elementary Mchool children, and assessing 
the relative efficacy ot various ntodlflcntlon procedures upon these attitudes 
nmllrttergroup bebavlor at different age levels,

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FOREWORD 

The Department's basic policy, quoted In the flrst few paragraphs 
of this Guide, Is simple in concept. However, simplicity In conception 
Is not always etJsily translated into simplicity in application. Many 
of the basic terms of the policy, suc" as subiect, risk, and Informed 
consent, ar~ differently understood In the several professions that 
participate in the vuried grant and contract- programs supported by 
the Department. This Guide provides working deflnitlons of the policy's 
more critical terms, and "utUnes flexible operating procedures which 
can be adapted to a variety of grant and contrac~ mechanisms. 

A flexible policy is essential. Research, development, and the ro.. 
ductlon to practice of new Ideas are not carried out in a practical, 
ethical, or legal vacuum. The public interest obvio'JSly would not be 
sllrved by an inflexible approach to what can or should be done.. 
Urtlmatelv, the decisions ·equir~d by this policy must depend :.fpon 
the common sense and sound professional iudgment of reasonable 
men. Th~ Department's policy and the Guide are i.ltended to provide· 

• room for the exel'clse of this iudgment. 
In its present form, ,ne Guide reflects several years' exptttience 

wUh an eatUer Public Health Service policy. It Incorporates many 
comments and suggestions by representatives of gruntee and con­
tractor Institutions, and by consultants and staff· of the op.rating 
agencies 0' the Department. Future experience §n the application of 
the policy in the Aelds of health, education, and welfare will simulta­
neously talse questions and suggest changes. Correspondence should 
be ae;dressed to the Chief, Institutional Relations Branch, Division of 
Research Grants, NatConal 'nstltt..tls of Health, Bethesda, Md.

Safeguarding the rights and welfare of human subiects Involved 

in activities. supported by grants or contracts from ttle Department 
of Health, Education, and Welfare Is the responsibility. of the Instltu.. 
tlon which receives or Is accountable to the DHE\i for the funds' 
awarded for the support of ,he activity. 

In order to provld~ for the adequate discharge of this institutlunal 
responsibility, It is the poUI:y of the Department tha\ no grant or 
contract for an activity involving human subjects shall be made unless 
the application for such support has been reviewed and approved 
by an appropriate institutional committee. 

This review shall determine that the· rights and welfare of the 
subiects' involved are adequately protected, that the risks to an '"dl .. 
vidual are outweighed by the potential benefltG to him or by the 
importance of the knowledge to be gained, and thut Informed ,con" 
sent is to .be obtained by methods that are adequate and appropriate. 

In addition the committee ml~st establish a basis for continuing 
review ~f' the activity in kee..,ing with these determinations. . 

The Intiltution must submit to the DHEW, for Its review, approval, 
and officlat acceptance, an os,urance of its compliance with this 
policy. The Institution must also provide with each proposal involving 
human subiects a certlflcatlon that It has been or will be reviewed In 
accordance with the Instltutlonts assurance. 

No grant or contract Involving human sublects at risk will be made 
to an Individual unless he 1$ affiliated with or sponsored by an Insti.. 
tutlon which can and does assume responsibility for the protection 
of the sublects Involved. 

Since the welfare of subjects is a matter of concern to the Depart .. 
ment of Hef!llth, Education, and Wltlfars as well as to the Institution, 
no grant or contract Involving humaN •.wblects shall be made unless 
the proposal for such support has been reviewed and approved by 
an appropriate professional committee within the responslbl& com­
ponent of the Department. As a result of this review, the committee 
may recommend to the operCltlng agency, und the operating agency 
may reqUire, the Imposition of speclfle grant or contract terms pro.. 
vldlng for the protection of human ltuble<:ts, Including requirements 
fOi- Informed consent. 

APPLICABIUTY 

A. General 
This policy appUes to all grants and contracts which support ac .. 

tlvltles In which subieds may be at risk. 

B. Sub/ect 

This term de~crlbes any Individual who may be at risk as a COhSO"

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quence of participation as a lubiect in research, development, demon­
.tr~tion, or oth.r activities supported by DI'IEW funds. 

This may include patients: outpatients: donors of organs, tissues, and 
services: informants: and normal volunteers,' including students who Bre 
placed Bt risk during training in medical. psychological. sociologicBI. educB­
tionaI , ond other types of activities supported by DHEW. 

Of particular concern are those subjects in groups with limited civil free­
dom. These include prisoners. residents or clients of institutions for the 
mentally III and mentally retarded, and persons subject to military discipline. 

The unborn and the dead should be considered subjects to the extent 
that they have rights which can be exercised by their next of kin or legally 
authorized representatives. 

C. At Risle 
An Individual Is considered to be "at risk" If he may be exposed 

to the possibility "f harm-physical, psychological, sociological, or 
other-as a 4;onsequence of Gny actiylty which goes beyond the 
application of those e.tablished and accepted methods necessary to 
meet his needs. The determination uf when an individual is at risk 
Is a matter of the application of common sense and sound profes­
sional ludgment to the circumstances of the activity in question., 
Responsibility for this determination resides at all levels of Instltu .. 
tlonal and departmental review. Deflnltlve determination will be made 
by the operating agency. 

D. Types of Risles and Applicability of the Polley 
I. Certain risks ore inherent in life itself, at the time and in the p'loces 

where life runs its course. This policy is l'Ot concerned with the ordinary 
risks of public or private living, or those risks associated with Bdmission 
to a school or hospital. It is not concerned with the risks inherent in pro­
fessionel practice as long os these do not exceed the bounds of established 
and accepted procedures, including innovative practices &pplied in the 
int~rest of the individual potient, student :>r client. 

Risk Md the applicBbility of this policy are most obvious in medical and 
behavioral science research projects in'/olving procedures that may induce 
a potentially hl!rmful altered rh}!s1cal ~tllte or condition. Surgicel and 
biopsy procedures: the rem ova of organs or tissues for study, reference, 
transplantation, or banking; the administration of drugs or radilltion: the 
use of indwelling catheters or electrodes: the requirement of strenuous 
physlcol exertion: subjection to deceit, public' embarrassment, and humilie­
tion ere all examples of procedures which require thorough scrutiny by both 
the Department of Health, Education, and Welfare and institutional com­
mittees. In geneMI those projects wh ich involve risk of physical or psy­
chological injury require prior written consent. 

2. There IS a wiele range of medicl9l. social, and behavioral projects 
end activities in which no immediate physical risk to the subject is in­
volved: e.g., those utilizing personality inventories, intelviews, questionnaires. 
or the use of observ~tion, photographs, taped records, or stored deta, 
However, some of these procedures may involve varying degrees of dis­
comfort, horassment, invasion of privacy. or may constitute a thr$/)t to the 
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subject's dignity through the imposition of demeMing or dehumanizing 
conditions. 

3. There are also medical and biomedical projects concerned solely with 
organs, tissues, body fluids, and o~her materials obtained in the course of 
the routine performance of medical services such as diagnosis, treatment 
and CMe, or at autopsy. The use of these materials obviously involves no 
element of physical risk to the subject. Howevp.r, their use for many research, 
training, and service purposes may present psychological. sociological. I)r 
legal risks to the subject or his authoriled representatives, In these instances. 
application of the policy requires review to determine that the cir· 
cumstances under which the materials were procured were appropriate 
and that adequate and appropriate consent was, or can be, obtained for 
the use of these materials for project!urposes. 

4. Similarly. some studies depen upon stored data or information 
which was often obtained for quite different purposes. Here, the reviews 
should also determine whether the use of these materials is within the 
scope of the original consent. or whether consent can be ob+tlined. 

E. Established and Accepted Methods 
Some methods become established through rigorous standardization 

procedures prescribed, as in the case of drugs or biologicals. by law or, 
as in the case of many educational tests, through the aegis of professional 
societies or nonprofit agencies. Acceptance is a matter of professional 
response, and determination as to when a method passes from the experi­
mental stage and becomes "established and accepted" is a matter of 
judgment. 

In determining what constitutes an established and accepted method., 
consideration should be given to both national and local standards of 
practice. A manClgoment procedure may become temporarily established 
in the routine of a local institution bu~ stili fail to win acceptance at the 
national level. A jJsychological inventory may be accepted nationally. 
but still contain questions which are disturbing or offensive to a local 
population. Surgical procedures which a, e established and accepted in 
one part of the country may be considered experimental in another, not 
due to inherent deficiencies, but because of the lack of proper facilities 
and trained personnel. Diagnostic procedures which are routine in the 
United States may pose serious hazards to an undernourished. heavily in· 
fected, overseas population. 

If doubt exists as to whether the procedures to be employed are estab· 
lished and accepted, the activity should be subject to review and ap­
proval by the institutional committee. 

F. NecessIty to Meet Needs 
Even if considered established and accepted. the method may place 

the subject at risk if it is being employed for purposes other than to 
meet the needs of the subject. DatermiMtion by an attending profeSSional 
that a particuletr treatment, lest, regimen, or curriculum is t!lppropriattJ for 
a particular subject to meet his needs limits tho aHGndant risks to those 
inherent in the delivery of services, or in training. 

On the other hand, arbitrary, random, or other assignment of sublElcts

I , 
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to differing treatment or study groups in the interests of a DHEW sup­
ported activity, rather tha n in the strict interests of the subject, introduces 
the possibility C?f exposin<J him to additional risk. Even comparisons of two 
or more established and accepted methods may potentially involve exposure 
of at least some of the subjects to additional risks. Any alteration of the 
choice, scope, or timing of an otherwise established and accepted method, 
primarily in the interests of a DHEW activity, also raises the issue of 
addl'iona: risk. ' 

'If doubt exists as to whether the procedures are intended solely to 
meet the needs of the subiect, ,the act:vity should be subject to review 
and approval by the i:1stitutional committee. 

INSTITUTIONAL REVI EW 

A. 'nit;al Review of Projects 
I. Review must be carried out by an appropriate institutional com­

mittee. The committee may be an existing one, such as a ~ oard of trustees. 
medical staff committee, utilization committee, or resear(..h committee, or 
it may be spucially constituted for the purpose of this review. Institutions 
may utilize subcommittees to represent major administrative or subordinate 
components in those instances where establishment of a single committee 
is impracticable or inadvisable. The institution may utilize staff, consultants, 
or both. 

The committee must be composed of sufficient members with varying 
backgrounds to assure complete and adequate review of projects and 
activi.ties commonly conducted by the institution. The committee's mem­
bership, maturity, experience. and expertise should be such as to justify 
respect for its advice and counsel. No member of an institutional cC\:)"~littee 
shall be involved in either the initial or continuing review of a'i activity 
in which he has a professional responsibility, except to provide informa­
tion requested by the committee. In addition to possessing the professional 
competence to review specific activities, the committee should be able to 
determine acceptability of the proposal ,in terms of institutionel commit­
me,nts and regulations, applicable law, standards of professional conduct 
and prtlctice. and community attitudes.' The committee may therefore 
need to include persons whose primary concerns lie in these areas rather 
than in the condud of research, development, and service programs of 
the types supported by the DHEW. ' 

If on Institution is so small that it cannot appoint a suitable committee 
from its own staff, it should appol~t members from outside the institution. 

Committee members shall be. Identlfled bV name, occupatll)n or 
position, and bV other pertinent indications of experience (Iud com.. 
petenee in areas pertinent to the areas 0' review such as earned 
degrees, board certlflcatlons, IIcensures, memberships, t.ltc. 

Temporary replacement of a committee member by I-Jn alternate of 
compdrable experience and compelence is permitted i" the event a memo

2. The 'Institution should adopt a statement of principles that will 
assist It In the discharge of Its responsibilities for .protectlng the rights
and welfare of subjects. This may be an appropriate existing code 
or declaration or one formulated by the Institution Itself.2 It Is to be 
understood that no such principles supersede DHEW policy or appli­
cable law. . 

3. Review begins with the identification of those projects or activities' 
which involve suojects who may be at risk. In institutions with large grant 
and contract programs, administrative staff may be delegated the responsi­
bility of separating those projects which do not involve. human subjects 
in any degree: i.e., animal and nonhuman materials studies. However, deter­
minations as to whether any pro'lect or activity involves hJman subjects 
at risk is a professional responsibi ity to be discharged through review by 
the committee, or by subcommittees. 

If rdview determines that the procedures to be applied are to be limited . 
. to those considered 'by the committee to be established, accepted, and 
necessary to the needs of the subject, review need go no further: and the 
application should be certified as approved by the committee. Such proj· 
ects involve human subjects, but these subjects are not considered to be 
at risk. 

If review determines that the procedures to be applied will place the 
subject at risk, review should be uxpanded to include the issues of the 
protection of the subject's rights and welfare, of the relative weight of 
risks and benefits, and of the provision of adequate and appropriate con· 
sent procedures. 

Where required by workload considerations or by geographic separa· 
tion of operating units, subcommittees or mail review may be utilized to 
provide preliminary review of applications. 

Final review 0; projects involving subjects at risk should be carried out 
by a quorum of the committee.3 Such review should determine, through 
review of reports by subcommittees, or through its own examination of 
applications or of protocols, or through interviews with those individuals 
who will have professional responsibility for the 'proposed project or activity, 
or '~hrough other acceptable procedures that the requirements of the 
institutional assurance and of DHEW policy have been met, specifically 
that: 

a. The rights and welfare of the sublects are adequately protected. 
Institutional commlttftes should carefully examine applications, 

protocols, or descriptions 0' work to arrive at an Independent deter­
mlntttion 0' possible risks. The committee must be alert to the possl.. 
blllty that Investigators, program directors, or contractors may, quite 
unlntentloncally, Introduce unnecessary or unacceptable hazClrds, or 
fall to provide adf!quate sa'eguards. This p6 .•'blllty Is particularly 
true " the prolect crosses disciplinary lines, Involves new and untried 
procedures, or Involves established and accepted procedures which 
are new to the personnel applying them. Committees must also assure

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themselves that proper precautions wllr be taken to deal with eme,­
gencles that may develop even In the course of seemingly routine 
activities. . 

When appropriate, provision should be made for safeguarding informo­
tion thot coul,d be traced to, or identified with, subjects. The committee 
may require the /roiect or activity director to take steps to insure the 
confidentialitv an security of data, particularly if it may not always remain 
under his direct control. 

Safeguards indu.de, initially, the careful design of questionnaires, in· 
ventorie~, interview schedulss, and other data gathering instruments and 
procedures to limit the personal information to be acquired to thot 
absolutely essential to the project or activity. Additional safeguards include 
the encoding or enciphering of names, addrasses. serial numbers. ond of 
dafa transferred to tapes, discs, and printouts. Secure, locked spaces and 
cabinets ml.ly be necessary for handling and storing documents and 
files. Codes and ciphers should always be kept in secure places. distinctly 
separa1'e from encoded and enciphered data. The sh~pment, delivery, and 
transfer of all dota, printouts, and files between offices and institutions 
moy re~ujre careful controls. Computer to computer transmission of doto 
may be reshicted or forbidden. ' 

Provision should also be made for the destruction of all edited. obsolete 
or depleted data on punched cards. tapes. discs. and other records. The 
committee may also determine a future dat,...Jor destruction of ~II stored 
primary dl.lta p~rtaining to a proiect or activity. . ' 

Particularly relevont to the deCision of the committees are those rights 
of the subject thot are defined by law. The commit,tee should familiarize 
itself through consultation with legal counsel with these stah~tes and com­
mon law precedents which moy bear on its decisions. The provisions of 
this policy moy not be construed in any manner or sense that would 
abrogate. supersede, or moderate more restrictive applicable law or pre· 
cedentiallegol decisions. 

Laws may define what constitutes consent and who may give consent, 
prescribe or proscribe the performance of certain medical and surgicol 
procedures. protect confidential communications. define negligence, define 
Invasion of privacy. require disclosure of records pursuant to legal process, 
and limit cliaritaole and governmental immunity Isoe. e.g.• 'the University 
of Pittsburgh Law Manual). 

b. The risks to an Individual are outweighed by the potentia' 
b~neRt. to him or by the Importance of the knowledge to be galne.d. 

The committee should carefully weigh the known or foreseeaole risks 
to be encountered by subjects, the probable benefits that may accrue to 
them, and the probttble benefits to humanity that moy result from the 
subject's participation in the project or activity. If it seems probable 
that participation will confer substantial benefits on the subjects, the com· 
mittee may be justified in permitting them to accept commensurate or 
Ie.aser risks. If the potential benefits are insubstantial, or are outweighed by 
risks, the committee may be justified in permitting the subiects to accept 
these risks in the interests of humanity. The committee should consider the 
possibility that subjects, or those authorized to represent subjects, may 
be motivated to accept risks for unsuitable or inadequate reasons. In such 
instances the conseM procedur&$ adopted should incorporate adequate 
safeguards.

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Compensation to volunteers should never be such as to constitute an 
undue inducement. 

No subject can be expected to understand the issues of risks and 
benefits as fully as the committoe. Its agreement that consent can reason­
ably be sought for subiect particip"ltion in d proiect or activity is of 
paramount practical importt)nce. . 

"'The informed consent of the subject. while often a legal necessity is a 
goal toward which we JnLlst strive. but hardly ever achieve except in the 
simplest cases."

liND) Is required by law. 

Informed consent Is the agreement obtained from a subJect, or from 
his authorized representativo, to the sublect's participation In an 
activity. . 

The basic elementl of Infort'led consent are: 
1. 	 A. fair explanation of the procedures to be followed, Includ· 

Ing an IdentlRcatlon of those whlc:h are experimental; 
2. 	 A description of the attendant discomforts and risk.; 
3. 	 A description of the beneAts to be expected; 
4. 	 A dlscloture of appropriate alternative procedures that would 

b. 	advantageous for the sublect; 
5. 	 An offer to answer any Inquiries conctlrnlng the proc.durll; 
6. 	 An Instruction that the subject Is free to withdraw hll conlent 

and to discontinue partlcll:latlon In the proJ.ct or activity at 
any time. 

In addition, the agreement, written or oral, entered Into by the 
lubl.et, should Include no exculpatory language through which the 
subJect Is mad. to waive, or to appear to waive, any of his legal 
rights, or to release the Institution or Itl agents from liability for 
n.gllg.nc.... ' 

Informed consen.t must be documented (see Docum,,,tatlol'l,. p,. 16). 
Consent should be obtained. whenever practicable, from the subjects 

themselves. When the sub'led group will include individuals who are not 
legally or physically capab e of giving informod consent, because of age, 
mentol incapacity, or inability to communicate, the review committee 
should con~ider the validity of consent by next of kin, legal guardians, or 
by other qUl!IlHied third parties rep'ras8tltativa of the subjects' interests. 
In such instances, careful consideration should be given by the committee 
not only to whether these third parties can be presumed to have the 
necessary depth ot interest and concern with the subjects' rights ~nd 
welfare, but also to whether these, third parties will be legdlly authorized 
to expose the sublects to the risks involved.

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The review committee will determine if the consent required. whether 
to be secured bofore the f<'let, in writing or orally. or after the fact follow­
ing debriefing, or whether implicit in voluntary participation in an ade­
quately advertised activity, is appropriate in the light of the risks to 
the subject, and I,he circumstances of the prolect, 

The revi""w committee will dlso determine if the information to be given 
to the subject, or to qualified third padies, in writing or orally, is a fair 
exp!i\nation of the project or activity, of its possible benefits, and of its 
attend~nt hazards,' . 

Where on ilctivity involve) therapy, diagnosis, or management, and a 
professiontll/patient relcltionship eKists, it is necessary "to recognize that 
each patient's mental (lnd emotIonal condition is important, , , and that 
in di~cussing the element of risk. II certain amoun·t of discretion must be 
employed consistent with full disclosure of faCt necessary to any informed 
consent," S 

Where an activity does not involve therapy, diagnosis, or management, 
and a professiondl/subject rather than a professional! patient relationship 
exists, ' the subject is entitled to a full and frank c!;sclosure of all the facts, 
probabilities. and opinions which a reasonable man might be expected to 
consider before giving his cons~,nt." 6 . 

When debriefiing procedure'i are considered CIS a necessdry part of the 
pltll'l. the committee should' a ;certain that the e will be complete and 
prompt. 

8. Continuing Review 
This is an essential part of thn review process. While procedures for 

continuing review of ongoing projects, and activities should be based in 
principle on the initial review criteria. trey should also be lldapted to the 
size and administrative structure of the institution. Institutions which are 
small and compoct and in which the committee members ar! in day.to-day 
contact with professional staff may be able to funci ion effe '~'iv{,:) ~ ah some 
informality. Institutions. which have placed responsibility for eview 111 boards 
of trustees, utilitdtion committees, and similar groups that meet on frequent 
schedules may find it possible to have projects re·reviewed during these 
meetings. 

In larger institutions with more complex adrninistrative structul'es and 
sr:ecially appointed committees, these committees may' adopt (.I v'lr;ety 
ot contirwing review mechani~ms They may involve sysiem6ti<.: ,'eview e.f 
projects at fixod intervals, or at intervals set by the committee cmi'l­
mensurMe with the project's risk. Thus, a pr~iect involving an untried 
procedure may initially require reconsideration dS each subject comple'res 
his involvement. A highly routine project may need no more than annual 
reviow. Routine diagnostic service procedures, such as biopsy and autopsy, 
which contribute to reseClrch and demonstration activities generflily require 
no more than annual review. Spot checks may be used to supplement schad· 
uled reviews. 

Actual review may involve interviews with the respoflsible staff, or

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review of written reports and supporting documents and forms. In any 
event, such review must be .completed at least annually to permit 'certi­
fications of review on noncompeting continuation applications. 

C. Communication 0' the Committee's Action, Advice, and 
Counsel 

If '~he committee's overall recommendation is favorable, it may si~nultane­
ously prescribe restrictions or conditions under which the activity may be 
conducted, define substantial changes in the research plans which should be 
brought to. its attention, and determine the nature and frequency of interim 
review proctdul'es to insure continued acceptable conduct of the research. 

Favorable recommendations by an Institutional committee are, of 
course, always sublect to further appropriate review and reiection 
by Institution officials. 

Unfavorable recommendations, restrictions, or conditions cannot be 
removed except by the committee or by the action of another appro­
priate review group described In the assurance flied with the Depart­
ment of Haalth, Education, and ·Welfare. . 

Staff with supervisory responsibility for investigators and program direc­
tors whose prolects or activities have be ~n disapproved or restricted, and 
institutional administrative and financial ufficers should be informed of the . 
committee's recommendations. Responsible professional staff should' be in· 
tormed of the reasons for any adverse actions taken by the institutional 
committee. 

The committee should be prepared at all times to provide advice and 
counsel to stAff developinq new projects or activities or contemplating re­
vision of ongoing projects or disapproved proposals. 

D. Maintenance 01 an Active and Effective Committee 
Institutions should establish policy determining overall committee com­

position, including provisions tor rotation of memberships and appointment 
of chairmen. Cnannels of responsibility should be established for im­
plementation of committee recommendtltions as they may affect the actions 
of responsible professional staff, grtlnb and contracts officers, business 
officers, and other responsible staff. Provisions should be made for remedial 
action in the event of disregar'd of committee recommenddtions. 

ASSURANCES 
A. Negotiation 0' Assurances 

An InstitutIon applying to the DHEW f.,r a grant or contract Involv.. 
Ing human sublects must provide written assurance that It will abide 
by DHEW polley. The assurance shall embody a statement of com.. 
pllance with DHEW ,equlremonts for Initial and continuing committee 
review of the supported activItIes, a set of Implementing guidelines, 
Including Identlflcatlon of the committee, and u description of Its 
revIew procedures or, In the case of speCial assurances concerned 
with single prolects or activities, a report of Initial findings and pro.. 
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posed continuing review procedures. Institutions that have not prevl.. 
oUlly flied assurances should request Instructions for the preparation 
of an assurance from the Division of Research Grants, National 
Institutes of Health. 

Negotiation of aSiurance~ Is the responsibility of the ORG, NIH. 
Negotiation will be Initiated on receipt of a copy of a grant applica­
tion, a contract proposal, or other documentation identifying the 
prolect and the offeror or sponsoring Institution. 

Allurances will not be accepted from Institutions or Institutional 
components which do not have control over the expenditure of DHEW 
grant or contract funds unless they are an active part of a cooperative 
prolect or activity. . 

An assurance will be accepted only aftCtr review and approval by
the DRG, NIH. 

B. 	 Types 01 Assurance 
Assurances may be one of two types: . 
1. General assurance.-A gen3ral assurance describes the review 

and Implementation procedures applicable to all DHEW·supp~':'ted 
activities within an Institution, regardless of the number, location, or 
types of iiS components (see attachment At. General assurances will 
be required fro '11 institutions having a signlflcant number of concurrent 
DHEW proiects or activities Involvintt human sublects. 

2. Special ussuronce.-A special assurance will, as a rule, describe 
those rev I" .~ and Implementation procedures applicable to a single 
prolect or activity (see attachment B). Special assurances may also 
be approved In modifled forms to meet unusual requirements either 
of the operating agency or of the Institution receiving a grant or 
contract. Special assurances are not to be solicited from Institution. 
which have accepted general assUrances on flle. 

c. MinImum Requirements lor General Assurances 
1. Statement of compllance.-A formal statement of compliance 

with DHEW poUeoy. must be executed by an appropriate Institutional 
f;fficlal. 

·2. Implementing. guldellnes.-The Institution must Include as part 
of Its aSSUrance Implementing guidelines that speclflcally provide for: 

a. 'Fhe statement of principles that will assist tho Institution in the 
discharge of Its responsibilities for protecting the rights and welfare 
of subjects. Thllt may be an appropriate existing code or declaration 
or one formulated by the Institution Itself. 

b. A committee or committee structure which will conduct Initial 
and continuing reviews, Committee members shall be Identified bV 
Hamet, occupa,l.;n or position, aNd bV other pertinent Indlcatlol1S of 
e)(pet'lence at1d competen(e In fJreas pertinent to the areas of revIew 
.uch ag earned degrfles, board certlflcatlons, IIcenlul'es, met..,bershla"i,

c. The procedures which. the INstitution wilt follow In carrylHg out 
Its Initial and continuing review of proposals and activities to Insure

D. 	 Minimum Requirements lor Special Assuran~, 
An acceptable special assurance covering a single activity consists 

of a properly completed statement of compliance, similar to that 
illustrated by attachment B. This assurance shall Identify the speclRc 
grant or contract Involved by Its number, if known; by Its full title; 
and by the name of the proiect or program director, principal Investl.. 
. gator, fellow, or other pG:"on Immediately responsible for the conM 

duct of the activity. The anu......,e shall be sis-ned by a committee 
of not fewer than three members and executed by an appropriate 
'nstltutlonal ofl1clol. The committee shall describe In general terms 
those risks to the sublect that It recognizes as Inherent In the activity. 
Consent procedure. '0 be used are '0 b., described. Any consent 
Itatement to be signed, heard, orriadbVihe subject or responsible 
thIrd parties should be attached. The assurance should outline the 
circumstances under which the director or Investigator will be required 
to Inform the committee of proposed changes In the activity, or of 
emergent problems Involving human subfects. The assurance should 
also Indicate whether the director or Investigator will be required 
to submit written reportst appear ft)r Interview, or oe visited by the 
committee or commltteee to provide fat continuing review. It shOUld 
also Indicate the Intel'vals at whIch such reviews wll; tak,e ..place. 

TIMING AND CERTIFICATION OF INSTITUTIONAL REVIEW 
. A. Generul Assurances 

1. 1/me'y revlew.-AII proposals Involving human subiects submit· 
ted by Institutions with accepted general assurances should, whenever 
possible, be given Institutional review and appraval prior to submls­
.Ion to the DHEW. The proposal or application should be appropriately 
marked In the spaces provided on forms, or the following statoment 
shOUld be typed on the lower or right hand marg'n of the pagt 
bearing the name of the Institutional official authorized to sign or 
execute (ippllcatlons or proposals for the Instllutlont

(This date should be no more than 90 days prior to the submission 
date, and must not be more than 12 months prior to the proposed 
.tartlng date.) • 

2. PendIng rev/tw.-If It will be necessary to delay the revIew, the 
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proposal Is to be appropriately marked in the spaces provided on 
forms, or the following statement Is to be typed In the lower or right 
hand margIn of the page bearing the name of the Institutional omclal 

_authorized to sign or execute applications or proposals for the Instl.. 
tution: , 
"HUMAN SUBJECTS-REVIEW PENDING ON _(date'_." 
(This date should be at least one month earlier than the proposed 
starting date of the proiect to .;Jvold possible conflict with the award 
date.) 

3. Completion 01 pending revlew.-Revlew should be initiated as 
soon as possible after the submission of the proposal so that flnal 
action c;an be completed prior to tl,e pending review date. If this 
flnal action Is disapproval, or Is approval contingent on substantive 
(hanges In the proposal, the operating agency Is to be notlfled 
promptly by telegram; an Immediate conflrmatory letterl and, where 
appropriate, by withdrawal of 'the application from further consldera .. 
tlon by the agency. 

4. Institutional review 01 proposals lacking deRnlte plan. or spe· 
dRclltlons lor th. Involvemen' 01 human sub/ed •. -Certaln types of 
propo'als are submitted with the knowledge that human sublects 
are to be Involved within the proled period, but definite plans for 
this Involvement cannot properly be Included In the proposal. These 
Include n) certain training grants where trainee proiects remain to 
be selected, and (2) research, pilot, or devel\ipmental studle"l In which 
Involvement depends upon such things as the completion ,if Instru­
ments, or of prior animal studies, or upon the purification of com.. 

. pounds. 	 _ 
Such 'proposals should be reviewed and certified In the same man· 

ner as more complete proposals. The Initial c~rtlflcatlon Indicates 
Institutional approval of the applications as submitted, and commits 
'he Institution to later review of the plans when completed. Such 
later review should be completed prior to the beginning of the budget 
period during which actual Involvement of human subiects Is to begin. 

5. Institutional review 01 proposals no' submltled with 'he In'en' 
01 Involving human subJed ••-lf a proposal, at 'the time It Is sub.. 
mltted to the DHEW, does not anticipate Involving or Intend to Involve 
human subiects, no certlflcatlon should be submitted. In those In .. 
stances, however, where funds are awarded In response to the pro.. 
posal and It ~ater becomes appropriate to use all or parts of these 
funds for activities' which will Involve human sublects, such use ' 
must be reviewed and ai'proved In accordance with the Institutional 
assurance prior to the use of sublects: 

a. Where sUflport Is provided by proJed grants or contracts, review 
and approval of such changes must be certlfled to the awarding 
agency or contracting agency, together with a description of the 
proposed change In the prolect plan or contract workscope. SubJects 
should not be used prior to receipt of approval, from agency staff or 
from the prolect omcer concerned. 

b. Where support Is provided by a mandatory grant 01' Institutional 
grant, In which cases the Instltutlon determines within broad gUide· 
Unesthe prolect or activities supported, Including the use of human 

, ) :" 
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sublects U.e., goneral research support grants, clinical research center 
proiects), review must be carried out in accordance with the Institu­
tional assurance.Certlflcation for individual projects need not be 
forwarded to the awarding agency. 

Whenever the committee is uncertain as to whether a ·:hange 
should or should not be reported, the question should be referred 
to the operating agency concerned. 

All certlflcatlons are subiact to verflcation by DHEW representatives 
authorized to examine Institutional and committee records. 

B. Special Assurances 
When a special assurance Is submitted, it provides certlflcatlon 

for the Initial grant or -=ontract period concerned. No additional docu­
mentation Is required. If the terms of the grant or contract provide 
for additional years of support, with annual obligation or funds, 
the noncompeting renewal application or proposal shall be certifled 
In the manner described In the preceding section. 

COOPERATIVE ACTIVITIES 
Cooperative activities are those which involve other than the 

grantee or prime cantractor (such as a contractor under a grantee or 
a subcontractor under a prime contractor). In such instances the 
grantee or prime contractor may obtain access to all or some of the 
human subiects Involved through the cooperating Institution. Regard .. 
less of the distances involved and the nature of the t!o<lperative 
arrangement, the basic DHEW policy applies and the grantee or prime 
contractor remains responsible for safeguardin~ the rights and wei .. 
fare of the subjects. The manner In which this responsibility can be 
discharged depends on whether the grantee or contractor holds an 
Institutional general assurance or an Institutional special assurance. 

A. Institutions with General Assurances 
1. Initial and cot1tlnulng Institutional review may be carried out by 

one or a combination of procedures: 
-By the grantee's or contractor's committee; 
-By the committee reviews conducted at both Institutions; or 
-Through cooperation of appropriate individuals or committees 

representing the cooperating institution. 
The procedures to be followed must be made a matter of record In· 
the Institutional flies for the grant or contract before funds are re­
leased by the grantee or contrador for the cooperative prolect. There 
are three relationships that may govern In reference to the cooperating 
Institution: 

a. Cooperating Institutions with accepted general assurances 
When the cooperating Institution has on flle with the DHEW an ac .. 
cepted general assurance, the grantee or contractor may request the 
cooperator to conduct Its own Independent review and to report to 
the' mantee's or contractor!s committee the cooperating committee's 
recommendations on those aspects of the activity that concern Indl­

.. J '~~ 
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vlduals for whom the cooperating Institution has responslbUlty In 
accordance with Its own assurance. The grantee or contractor may, 
at Its discretion,. concur with or further restrict the recommendation. 
of the cooperating institution. It Is the responsibility of the grantee or 
contractor to maintain communication with the cooperating Instlt';­
tiona I committees. The cooperating 'Instltutlon should promptly notify 
the grantee or contracting Institution whenever the cooperating Insti­
tution flnds the conduct of the prolect or activity within its purview 
unsatisfactory. • 

b. Cooperating institution with no accepted general assurance 
When the cooperating Institution does not have an accepted assurance 
on flle with the DHEW, the awarding agency concerned may request 
the DRG, NIH, to negotiate an assurance. 

c. InterinstitutIonal lolnt revlews.-The grantee or contracting Insti­
tution may wl:>h to develop an agreement with coopertltlng institutions 
to provide, for a review committee with representatives from coop­
erating InstUutlons. Representatives of cooperating ,Institutions may 
be appointed as ad hoc members of the grantee or contracting Instl­
tutlonts existing review committee or, If cooperation Is on a frequent 
or continuing basis as between a medical school and a group of 
atRllated hospitals, appointments may be made permanent. Under 
some circumstances component subcommittees may be established 
within cooperating Institutions. All such cooperative arrangements 
must be accepted by the Department as part of a ge.. eral assurance, 
ar as an amendment to a general assurance, or In unusual sltuaUons 
as determined by the DRG, NIH, as a special assurance. 

B. Institutions with Special Assurances 
While responsibility for initial and continuing review necessarily 

nes with the contractor, the DHEW will also require accoptable assur" 
ances from those cooperating InstltutlohS having Immediate responsl­
bUhy for sublects. . 

If the cooperating Institution has on file with the DHEW an ac.. 
cepted general assurance, the contractor shall request the cooperator 
to conduct fts own Independent review of those C4spects of the 
prolect or activity which will Involve human sublects for which It has 
Immedlat;) responalbUlly. Such a request shall be In writing and should 
provide for direct notlflcatlon of. the contractor's committee In the 
event that the cooperator's commlHee finds the conduct of the activity 
unsatlsfadory. 

If the cooperating Institution does not have an accepted general 
assurance on flle with the DHEW. the opert1tlng agency concerned 
must request the DRG, NIH, to negotiate an assurance. ' 

INSTITUTIONAL ADMINISTRATION OF ASSURANCES 
A. Insti,utlonal ResponsIbility 

The grantee or contracting Instltunonls administration Is accountable 
to thl Department for effectively carrying out the provisions of the 
Institutional assurance fo., the protection of human s,-bl"ts as CiC­
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cepted and recognized by the Department. Revisions In the Institu­
tional assurance, Including the Implementing procedures, are to be 
reported to the Department prior to the date such revisions become 
effective. Revision without prior notlftcation may result In withdrawal 
of departmental recognition of the Institution's ass • ..,ance. 

B. Executive Functions 
Speclftc executive functions to be conducted by the institutional, 

. administration 	 Include institutional policy formulation, development, 
promulgation, and continuing Indoctrination of personnel. Appropriate 
administrative assistance and supp~rt must be p.rovi~ed for, the com.. 
mlttee's functlol:1s. Implementation of the committee's .recommenda .. 
tlons through appropriate administrative action and followup Is a 
condition of acceptance of an assurance. Committee approvals and 
recommendations are, of course, subject to !'!":!~'..;'.' and to disapproval 
or further restriction by Institutional oRlcio's. Committee disapprovals, 
restrictions, or conditions cannot be rescinded or removed except 
by action of the committee or another appropr!ate review group al 
described and accepted In the assurance ftled with the Department. 

C. Assurance Implementation 
Under no circumstances shall proposed activity planl, not approved 

by the committee, be Implemented with Department funds. The prln.. 
clpal Invwstlgator, program or prolect dlractor, or other responsible 
.taff mUlt be notifted a. promptly a. possible of committee action., 
Including any restrictive recommendations made by the In.tltutlonal 
committee or the administration. They must also be Informed and 
reminded of their continuing respanslblllty' to bring to the attention 
of the committee any proposed significant changes In prolect or 
activity .plans or any emergent problem. that will affect human 
.ublect.. Where continuing review of prolects Involves the channel. 
of administrative authority In the Institution, notification of committee 
action. should be sent through these ~hannels. Eltabllshment of 
mechanism. for consultation and appeal by Investigators and sublects 
may be an Important condition of acceptance of an assurance by the 
Department.· , , . 	 ' 

D. DocumentatIon 
1. Generat.-D"velopment of appropriate documentation and re· 

porting procedures Is an essential administrative function. The files 
must Include' copies of all documents preGented or required for Initial 
and continuing review by. the Institutional review committee and 
transmittals on actions, Instructfons, and conditions resulting from 
review committee deUber<dlons addretsed to the activity .dlrector 
are to be made part of the oIRclal Institutional files for the supported 
activity. Committee meeting minute. Including records of discussions 
of substantive Issues and their resolution are to be retalhed by the 
Institution and be made available upon request to re~re..ntatlves 
of the DHEW. 
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2. 'nformed consen'.-An Institution proposing to place any Indi­
vidual at risk is. obligated to obtain and document his Informed 
consent; the terms "at risk" and "Informod consent" will apply as. 
doflned previously. 

The actual procedure in obtaining informed consent cend the basis 
for committee determinations that the procedures are adequate and 
appropriate are to be fully documented. The documentation will fol­
low one of the following t~ree forms: 

a. Provision of a written consent document embodying all of the 
basic elements of informed consent. Th~s form Is '0 be signed by 'he 
.ublecl or his aUlhorlzed r,preseniallve. A sample. of the form as 
approved by the commltteft Is to .be retained In Its records. Completed
form!f are to be handled In accordance with Institutional "ractlce. 

b. Provision of a "short" form written consent document Indicating
that the basic elements of Informed consent have been presented 
orally to the sublect. Written summaries of what is to be said to the 
patient are to be approved by the committee. The ".hOrf" form Is 10 
be signed bV Ihe sub/ect or his au,horlzed represenla"ve and an 
audl'or-wl'ness '0 'he ora' presenla"on and 10 'he sublecl's or his 
au,horlzed represenla"ve's slgna'ure. A copy of the approved sum­
mary, annotated to show any additions, Is to be signed by the persons
obtaining the consent on behalf of the Institution and by the auditor­
witness. Sample eople. of the CO"SInt form and of the summaries 
as approved by the committee are to be retained In its records. 
Completed forms are to be handled In accordance with Institutional 
practice. . 

c. Modification of either of the above two primary procedures. 
All such modlflca"ons mus' be approved bV 'he commlflee In 'he 
mlnules signed bV 'he committee chairman. Granting of permission 
to use modified procedures Imposes additional tespf)nslbility upon
the review committee and the institution to establish that the risk to 
any sublect Is minimum, that use of either of the primary procedures
for obtaining Informed consent would surely 'nvtlUdate oblectives 
of considerable Immediate importanc'!, a"d that any reasonable alter­
native means for attaining these oblectlves would b6 less advanta.. 
geous to the subleet. 

The committee's reasons for permitting modification or eUmlnatlon 
tlf any of the she basic elements of Informed consent, or for altering
reqUirements -for a sublect's signature, or for signature of an auditor­
witness, or for substttutl~n (I.e., debrleftng), or other modlflcCltion of 
full, complete, written prior con'ient, must be Individually and spe· 
clflcally documented in the minutes and in reports of committee adlons 
to the Institutional files. Approval of any such modlftcatlons should 
be regularly reconsidered as a function of continuing review and as 
required for annual review, with documentotlon of reaMrntatlon, re­
vision, ·or discontinuation ees appropriate. 

3. Reporllng '0 DHEW.-No routine reports to DHEW (Ire required.
Slgnlftcant changes I,. policy, procedure, or committee st!.'ucture shall, 
however, be promptly reported to the DRG, NIH, for review and ac.. 
ceptance. Review of these changes or of Institutional and other 
records of performance under the terms and conditions of DHEW

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polley, may req.,dre renegotiation of the assurance or such other action 
as may be appl'oprlate. 

ENFORCEMENT 
, The DRG, NIH, will foll~w up reports by reviewets, evaluators, con~ 
sultants, and staff of the DHEW indicating concern for the welfare 
of sublects Involved in approved and funded grants or contracts, and 
of sublects potentially Involved in activities approved but not funded, 
and In disapproved proposals. On the basis ui these reports and 
of other sources of Information, the DRO, NIH, may, in collaboration 
with the operating agency concerned, correspond with or visit Insti­
tutions to discuss correction of any apparent deRclencles In Its Imple­
mentation of the procedures described In Its Institutional assurance. 

If, In the rudgment of the Secretary, an Institution has failed In a 
material manner to comply with the terms of this policy with respect 
to a 'particular DHEW grant or contract, he may' require that It be 
terminated In the manner provided for in applicable grant or procure­
ment regulations. The Institution shall be promptly notified of such 
finding and of the reason therefor. 

If, In the ludgment of the Secretary, an Institution falls to discharge 
Its responsibilities for the protection of the rJghts and welfar. of the 
Individuals in Its care, whether or not DHEW funds are Involved, 
he may quentlon whether the Institution and the Individuals r.on­
cerned should remain eligible to receive future DHEW funds for 
activities Involving human sublects. The Institution and Individual!! 
concerned shall be promptly notified of this finding. and of the reason~ 
therefor. 

DEPARTMENTAL REVIEW OF ASSURANCES 
All assurances submitted for approval are to be forwarded to the 

DRO, NIH, for review and· acceptance on behalf of the Department. 
Review will be principally concerned with the ade"uacy of the pro"
posed committee In the Ught of the probable scope of the applicant 
Instftutlon's actlvltl~s, and with the appropriateness of the proposed 
Initial and continuing review In the Ught of t.he probable risks to be 
encountered; the types of subiect populations In'.to~yed, and the size 
and complexity of the Institution's administration. Institutions sub­

. mlttlng Inadequate assurances will be Informed of deRelencles. The 
appropriate operating agency will be· kept Informed; on request, of 
the status and acceptance of an asSUrance.

(O) 	 This should identify the application for a grant, contract, or award by 

its identifying number, where known, or by its full title. The name should 
be that of the investigator, program director, fellow, or other individual 
immediately responsiole for the conduct of the work. ' 

(I) The committee. should identify in general terms those risks thet it recog­
nizes as probable occurrences: i.e., IIAggravation of anxiety status 
through contact with interviewers," "Preservation of confidentiality of 
data," "Renal injury subsequent to multiple biopsy," "Possibility of side 
reactions to d-ugs.'

g. Effective procedures for enforcing DHEW polll!les, when those policies nre 
dlsregnrded, have not been devised. 

6. No policy for the compensation of resent'ch subjects hnrmed as n conse­
quence of their pnrticlpatlon ·In resenrch hns been f.ormulnted, despite the fnct 
thnt no matter how cnreful Investlgntor!; mny be, unnvoldable Injury to a few 
III the )Irlce society must IIIt~· for the prlvUrge of engnglng In resenrch which 
lIlthnntel~' benefits the mnn~·. Remitting Injured subjects to the ttncertnlntlpFI of 
the Inw court Is not a solution. 
R. Polioy Rcoommcnda.tions 

1. Congress flhou1<1 c:>stnbll!lh n permnnent body with the nuthority to regtt 
Inte at least nll Federnlly supported research InVolving humnn SUbJects, whether 
It Is conducted In Intrnmurnl or extrnmurnl settings, or sponsored by DHEW 
or other gO\'ernment ngencles, such ns the Departmrnt of Defense. Idenlly, the 
nuthority of this body should extend to nil resenrch activities, even those not 
Federnlly supported. But such n proposnl mny rnlsp. mnjor jurlsdlctlonnl prob­
lems. The hody could be cnlled the Nntlonnl Ullmnn Investlgntion Bonrd. The 
Bonrd shouM be Independent of DHEW, for we do not helleve thnt the n~ency 
which both conducts n grent Ilenl of resenrch Itself nml supports much of the 
l'e!;enrC'11 thnt Is cm'rlml on el!le\\'herr Is In n IJo!lltllln to {'nrry out dIHpnflslonntel~' 
the functions we hnve In mlm1. The tnetnberFl of ttlC Bonrd ShOUld be nppolnted
from diverse professlonnl nnd scientific di~clpllnes, nnd shouhl Inclmle repre· 
sentntlves from the public nt lnrge.

cOlltrolle(t cHnlcal ill\.'estlglltions,e Since the Inclivlduals involved In Hresearcb" 
were generally also considered IJotelltial recipients of the knowledge gained. 
fmY questions were raised ahout the propriety of thcse Interventions by either 
the mecUcal or legal profession. As far as the medical profession was concerned. 
tlw systemntic use of human hclngs for research purposes. a trend which began 
In the late nlnetClmth C~llhll'y and hiil'l accelerated ever since. did not lead 
until 1'1'1lltlvl'Iy r{l(~elltl~' to II !m~tllilled .(1xploration of thc nced to safeguard 
resl'arch subjects. A notable e~:celltlon was C1amle Bernard who In 1865 pub· 
lll!lled his Influential .t1tt Intl'Ofluctiou to the Shlf1., at Ewperlmcntal Meaicine,' 
In which he !lot oub' ciemonstrated the neecl for eXllerlmentaUon on human 
ImiJjccts hut also began to formulate rules of ethlcnl conduct. 

Similarly the 111\\' haR hact little to say about the rights of human subjects 
In the research enterprise. Indeed prior to tile nlneteen·slxties, no speCific 
ft!deral 01' l'itate statutes regnlated resea rch institutions or investigators In 
their use of human subJects fo\' experimental Iltlrposes. Though beginning with 
the English caSe of Slatl'r v. Bukl'r atul ,qtal,leton 8 In 1767 and the American 
CIlRe of (Ja1'1umtet' v. Blatte 1\ In 1871, courts were from timt! to time confronted 
with the claim of expl'rlmcntlltlon In malpractice actions. tile resulting opinions 
(·vlnced conc€'rn about u(>xperlmE'ntation" hut (lifl not pro~lde any meaningful 
legal guhlellnes for Im'mdlglltors to fottow. Perhaps the fact situations In these 
cases, which often rab:ed other Important Issu(ls besides (>xllerlmentation. pre· 
Chldf'(t jmlges from Sll(lltklng ont llIore clellr1.v on the legal limits to human 
research. 'fhrough the ftrst third of the tWl'ntieth c(lntl1ry. the generally ac· 
Ct'pt(lcl legnl rule seemed tu be tllnt a physician experimented leat his perU" 
If his patients \\·(lrc· hartnecl th(1reil)','o EY('ntl1att~'. the distinction between rash 
htllllllll I'XlleritUt'ntatiotl IIml carfJful. Ilelf.'tltltlc and ethical extJerhnentnl practice 
WIIS Ilclmowledged by the courts. In 1035. the Supreme Court of Michigan 
sta ted In a malpractice CIlse : 

"We recoglllze the filet that It' the general practice of medicine and surgery 
Is to tlrogr(1SS, there tmlst be Ii certain nmOltnt ot experimentation carried on;

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but such experiments must be done wltb the knowledge and consent of the. 
patient or those responsible for him and must not vary too radically from the 
accepted method of procedure." 11 

Althougl, this dictum was a broad generalization, made In a therapeutic 
context. and was not directed at nontherapeutlc Investigations. it signalled
tbe ascendency of a more balanced judicial attitude toward medical research 
Involving buman beings. 

Tbls posture was sorely tested by the revelations of the borrifylng atrocities 
perpetrated under the Nazis by German physicians and scientists in the name 
ot cllrJcnl research.a The disclosures at Nuremberg disturbed tbe medical com­
munity. and many physicians and research scientists <:tllled for world wide 
acceptance of ethical standards to assure the protection of subjects In bio­
medical research. However, tbe impact of their concern was blunted by the 
cruelty of the concentration camp experlnients whlch obscured the fundamental 
fact that similar problems of research etllics. though not of the same magni­
tUde. had characterized the research enterprise from its beginnings. Nonethe­
less, the trial of the Nazi physiCians led the MlIltary Tribunal to set forth 
ten basic principles. the so-called Nuremberg Code." which must be observed 
In buman experimentation uln order to satisfy moral. ethical. and legal con­
cepts." Tbe following principles lIIustrate the nature of the Code: 

1. The voluntary consent of the human subject is absolutely essential .••• 
2. The experiment shOUld be such as to YleJ.d fruitful results for the goolt ot 

society. unprocurable by other methods of study. and not random and un· 
neceMSal')' experiments in nature • 

6. The degree of risk to be taken should never exceed that determined by
the humanitarIan importance uf the problem to be solved by the ex~riment. 

Tho widely felt nee(1 to supplement and modify tlle provt.9ions of the Nurem­
berg Code led to the proliferation of other "improved" codes of research ethics. 
The World Medical Assoclatlon's Helsinki Declarfl.tion (1964)." the American 
Medical Association's Ethical Guidelines for Clintcal Investigation (1966)15 
and the draft code of the American Psychologlcul Association (1972)" are 
three which have received the most attention. 

The promulgation of suth documents llelped to focus attention on the ethical 
problehls inherent in research actlvJtles involving human subjects. However. 
as the number of document', increased their lhnltation become more evident 
to concerned observers. As one of 11S has elsewhere remarked : 

"The proliferation of surh codes b1stlftes to the dUDculty of promulgating 
a set of rules which do not immedintely raise more questions than ther 
answer. By necessity these codes have to bt.! st1cclnctly worded and. being
devoid ot commentary, their meaning is subject to a variety of Interprptntionll. 
l\1or~ver. since they generally aspire to ideal practices. they Invite jUdicious 
and Injudicious neglect.Conllcquentty, as long as they remain unelabornted 
tablets of exhortation, (odes wm at best have limited t1sefulness in guiding 
the dally behavior of investigators." S1 

Furthermore, discrepancies between codes hnve helped to sow confUSion. 
Discussing the Helsinki Declaration and the A.M.A. GuldeUnes. Professors 
Katz and Capron observed: 

liThe Significant discrepancies betwepn these two docl1ments hlghtf~ht the 
need for mpchanisms which would permit their reconclllatlon, • • • Unlike the 
Helsinki Declaration. the AMA guidelines propORe tlmt '(m)inors or mentany 
incompetent lIubjecb mnS' be l1sed as subjects only if (t )he nature of the

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investigation is such that mentnlly competent adults would not be competent 
subjects.' On the other hnnd, the Declarntion of Helsinki states, and the AMA 
guidelines do not, that '(a)t any time during the course of clinical research 
the subject or his guardian should be free to withdraw permission for research 
to be continued.' No explnnntion Is provided for the differences nor is any 
mechanism available to guide physician·lnvestigators in adopting or rejecting 
part or uU of either document, based on its disagreement with the other or 
for any additional reasons." 18 

In retrospect, the promulgation of so many varying codes of ethics can be 
viewed as a tacit recognition within the professions that self·regulation by 
inVestigators could not be relied on to control research practices. When it was 
also realized that the codes themselves had serious shortcomings, new and 
quite different proposals for ordering the research process began to emerge. 
Procedur.,'s were gradulllly developed to apply the general principles contained 
in codes of research ethics in the formnl evaluation of indiVidual research 
projects by institntional review committees. 

'l'he National InstitutE's of Health (NIH) first developed such procedures 
in order to regulnte clinicnl resenrch performed at its Clinical Center in 
Bethesdn, Marylnnd. Since 1953, humlln resenrch has not been conducted there 
without prior approval of a review committee respov.sible for the protection 
of subjects.1o In 1006, Surgeon General Wllliam H. Stewart extended the reo 
quirement of prior review by "a committee of (the investigator's) institutional 
nssociates" to all "extramural" research supported by United States Puhllc 
Health Service (PHS) grants and awards.:O This review was to assure an 
independent determination: (1) of the rights and welfare of the individual or 
individuals involved, (2) of thp. appropriateness of the methods used to secure 
infol'med consent, and (3) of the risks and potential medical benefits of the 
Investigation.1Il 

Prior r.ommittee review w~s also instituted, In 1967, for al1 "intramural" 
resenrch programs of the Pub1ic Health Service.22 The Tuskegee Syphllls Study, 
conducted by PHS investigators, wa~ nn intramural activity. 

In 1071, the Department of Health, Education, and Welfare formulated its 
po1icy for the protection of human subjects 201 which superseded the Public 
Health Service extramural program. guide1ines. Institutional committee review 
was retained ns the central feature of the new DHEW polley. The DHEW 
rE'gulations npply to all research supported by Departmental grant.; or contracts, 
regardless of whether the research is mE'<lical in nature. However, the new 
regulntioml do not apply to intramural PHS activities, which are still governed 
by sepnrnte nnd sometimes divergent PHS guld('1ines. Also in 1971, the Food 
and Drug Adminlstrntion promulgated additionnl regulations," patterned on 
tho DHEW frnmework. to govern the testing of "investigational new drugs." 
Amt rec(>ntly, in response to the '1il~kegee Syphilis Study revelations, Senator 
.Jncob .Tnvits introduced a hl11 which would ennct most of the current DHEW 
requirements into lnw." SE'Jlntor HuhE'rt l1umphrE'Y also responding to the 
'1'u~kE'gE'e Stud,'. introduced flnothl:'r hill. quitE' different in conception." It 
\\,oullt create within the E'xE'cutive brAnch an IndepE'ndent bonrd to estabtlsh 
guidelines for human experlmE'ntntlon, to review research practices and to 
('o.ioln th(' ('onrtl1ct ot certoln fn"e~thmtions. 

Due to the FE'r1ernl Ollvernment's prominE'nt role in funding biomedical 
respnrch. thp PHS·nHF.W reltulntlnns hnve hnd A notlcenble impact on the 
cnnrtuC't ot humnn rE'flenrch In this cntmtrv. Over 700 American rE'~enrch instl· 
tutlons hnve estnblished review committees in order to satisfy DHEW or PHS

B. D08orlptfon of lJHEW Policy·" 

At llresent DHEW policies \'9st primary responslhllity for the protection of 
research subjects hi institutiollnl review committees. 'I'hese committees are 
chl1rged with tbe inltllli review of all IJroject pl'oposnls and are al~o expected 
to subject research nctlvities to "continuing review." Once a committee has 
apllroved a research llrotocol, Its decision Is reviewe(! again by the DHEW 
study section Which considers the protocol for fumling-. When either group 
disapproves a protocol, that decision cannot be appealed k the Department, 
and tile protocol cannot be Federally funded. In contrast' to the DHEW re­
quirements. PHS intramural policy (loes not require continuing review. Instead, 
tile burden is on the investigator to bring "slgnltlcant proposed changes in 
protocol and emergent problems of Investigation to tbe attention of the review 
group Involved,tI lW, Nor does PHS intramural policy specify distinct stages of 
protocol review. 

DHEW requires Institutional committees to review all aspects of "any
activity" which might expose a subject to the posslbutty of harm if the 
activity "goes beyonet the application of those establlshed and accepted metbods ' 
necessary to meet his needs." 81 Recognizing that this jurisdictional standard 
ieaves mlu;h to. tbe discretion of committees tlnd investigators the Department 
Concedes thai . "(a)cceptllnce is a matter of professional response, and deter­
.uinatlon as to when fl method passes from the experimental stage and becomes 
'c:'1tablished anel accepted' is a matter of ~lldgment." 32 

Before tbe committee can, approve an activity under review, it must "deter­
mine that the rights and weifare of the subjects InYolved are adequately
protected, that tbe risks to an indivhtllal are outweighed by the potential 
benefits to him or by the importance of the knowledge to be granted. and 
that informed consent Is to be obtained by methods that are adequate and 
appropriate.',13 Uke the jurJsdJctlonal standard. these review standards are 
phrased in genernl terms, nlthough the "basic element" of "Informed consentlt 
aro set forth In greater detail.~ nHEW pollcy also requires each Institution 
to provide written assurance tllat it will abide by DREW policy. Tile assurance 
must include "a statement of compllnnce with DHEW requirements for initial 
and contintllng committee review of the supported activities: a set of imple. 
menting guidelines. tncludin" identIfication of the committee. and a deSCription 
ot its review procedures!' AI;! part of the "hnptementing guldelin('s,tI each 
InstitUtion is asked to adopt n "statement of principles that will assist the 
Institution in tb" discharge of Its responslbll1t1es for protecting the rights 
nnd welfare of sUh:,.cts." ~ These stntem('nts are typica11v derived from exist 
Ing codes of ethics uot much more explicit than the DHEW revl~w standardll 
themse'ves." 

Unlike DREW poll('". the intrnmurnl guidelines of the PHS ntllke specUlcl 
albeit limited. referee;,'!' to "(s)tll(llt'~ Involving chlldren. the mentally il1 or

Since institutional review committees are entrusted with such difficult 
declslon·makhlg responsl lJlli ties, their composition is a matter of Delmrtmental 
concern. '1'be cOlllmittee must be cOlllllOSe{l of sufficient members with varyJng 
lJackgroullds to assure complete and ndequl1te review of I)rojectR and actlvlUes 
commonly comll1cte(1 U)' the institution. 'l'he committee's membership, maturlt)', 
expFrlence, and expertise should be such as to justify respect for its advice 
nnd counsel. No member of an institutional committee shall be involved In 
either the Initial or continuing review of lln activity in which he has a 
l)rofesslonal resilollslblllt)" except to I)rovide Information requested by the 
committee. III a(hlltioll to possessing the professional competence to review 
specific Ilctivltles, the conunltte.o ahoul<l he abl(> to (letermine acceptability of 
the IlrOllnsnl In terms of institutional cOllllnlhnf.'nts and regulations, applicable 
law, stanctllrtts of profe:::slonnl conciuct and llractice, nnd community attitudes, 
'rhe committee lOllY therefore need to Include perSons whose primary concerns 
lie In these areas rather than in the conduct of research, development, and 
lIervl(!e programs of the types supported by the DnEW.'~ 

Beyond this, the Department does not SI)eclfy any particular size or member­
ship 're(luirelllents. heHevlng instead that disparity III institutional situations 
delllands ftexlbllth', For the same renson the Depal'tment' does not provide any 
directiuns fot' the conduct of Initial or contumlng'revlew, Instead, as already 
noted, Institutlolls lire requlrelt to submit for Dl'partmental approval a de­
scriptlQn of the procedures their committees will follow to Implement review. 

When DHEW fllndlng Is sougllt. a reRearch prOI)Osal approvti(] by an insti­
tutiunlll committee Is reviewed again within the Del)artment." .1.\ study section, 
composc<l of sclentl!ds not connected with the prOI)QSlll or Its sponsoring insti­
tution, ('xllmlnes the proposal lind transmits its recommendation to the par·

Th£' seeming slmpllcity 
of this command belles Its complexlt)'. How nre such tangibles as "rlsles," 
"benefits," nnd "Importance of knowledge" to be measured and welghe(l? Can 
serious harm to resenrch subjects ever be outweighed solely by additions to 
the sum of hUman knowledge? 48 If so, what kind of knowledge, In what 
circumstances, would outweigh what risks t(> subjects? The dlfllcult1es Inherent 
in evaluating the S(!lel&tlftc merits of n particular study are demonstrated by
the ongoing (Ufferences ot opinion among scientists of the PHS as to Whether 
contlnuntion of the Tuskegee S~'phllls Study can still be defended on the 
gl'ound of scientlftc merit. It Is nece~snry for review committees to scrutlnb:e 
carefully the r£'sellrch design of every proposed study If the requirement that 
rlHks be bllianced agnl"3t beneftts Is to be tnken seriously, for the acquisition 
of knowledge depentl:~ dO mnch on the soundness of the reseal'ch protocol.49 

Does the Informed w1JUngness of the subject to nccept certain risks Mve any 
bearing 'on the committee's bnlnncing of risks against beneftts? Jrlnal1y, since 
the design of the Tuskegee Study could not completely eXclude the possibility

Is this exemption llmlted to InveRt.lgntions 
with normal subjects omilloying plncebos or to deception studies so fr~!quentl)· 
employe(t by psychologists? In one sentonce the requirement of prior '10 lutormec1 
consent Is seriously undermined. - . 

Furthermore, nnol-her exeception provlctes 'for n depnrture from informed 
consent In situutions in Which ua professional/patient relationships exists," 
Since most medical re!'learch is cnl'1'led out In such settings, It cun apply to 
almost nIl meclh!al Interventions. It Is partlcutnrly In clinical settings thnt 
overrencbing In obtnlnlng consent, however unwitting, Is n constant dangel.',V1 
Thus the tmquaUflecl provision that ,In certain amount of discretion hlllst be 
employed consistent with fu!t <l1sctosnre of fnct" is particularly uIJRatlsfnctcr~',?3

Senntor Humphrey's bill nssigns to his Boal'fl policy making, administrntlve 
nnd re\'lew powers. We believe that some of these functloml should not be 
delegntt'd entirely to the. NHIB and that those ftmctlons which the NHm 
shoulfl be given must be applted out In greater detnll. Senator Humphrey'S blll 
also (loes not provide for the continuatIon of the institutlonnl revIew committee 
S)·utem. We believe thnt institutional review cOlllmlttees should be mnintnlned, 
nlthough In mof1lfied form. We now turn to n lliscusslon of the functions of the 
NJ:lIB nnd Institutional committees in the formulation, admlnistrntion and 
review of llOllcles for humnn research. 

1. Fornml.ation. of Polict/.-The Nntlonnl Humnn Investigntion Bonrd must 
('stabllsh guldeIlnes for the conduct of resenrch with human helngs with respect 
to such mntters as: . 

n. Sf'lectlon of SUb.iects-The Board mllst formulate criteria for the selection 
o~ suhjf'cts.

'1'lIe pollclfls 
we hllve in mind cllnllQt be fornmlnted ove1'nlght or without serious study of 
tho problems inherent in this fleld. Au eXl1mple fl'Olti tlle literllture on informed 
cons(mt illustrates this point. It hns tl'ndltlonally been nssumed that the 
cOllsent requirelilents should be 1II00'e stringent in research with .. ltel\lth~'" 
volunt£;ers thnn with lllltients. 'fIlls nssumption ought to be reexamined. Per­
ll11PS, as Alexander Capron hns written: 
, ", •• higher requirements for informe:! consent should be Impos~d in theraIIY 
than in illvestlglltion, plU'tlcularly when nn element of honest experimentation 
is joined with the therapy. 'fhe 'normnl volunteer' solicited for an experiment 
is in tl good position to consider tile physicnl, psychologlcnl nnd monetnry 
risks Ilnd benefits to him in·consenting to particlpllte, How much harder thnt 
is for the Plltient to whom nn experimental technique is off~re(l during rt 
course of trentment. The mnll proposing the experiment is one to wholll the 
pntlent IllII)' be deeply indebted (emotionnlly as well as financially) for pnst 
cllrl! Untt on whom lie is probably dependent f01' his future well-being j the 
procedure mllY be offered, despite Its unknown qunlltles, because lllore con­
ventional modnllties have l)roved Ineffective." \13 ' 

iI'lnnlly. more llttelltlon must be given to the nature and qunllt~· of the 
interactions between luvestigator nnd subject If the ensuing consent Is to he 
truly informed antI voluntnry, In this connection, consideration should also be 
gh'pn to make IIlI ndvl~er aVllilnble to n subject whenever he thinks that his 
dllclsion to participate or not might benefit from dfslntel't!sted ntlvlec,l'A The 
f111thorlty Ilnd obligations of such ll<h'lsers must be carefully defined nnd. us 
wo hnve said rellelltedly, with regnrd to policy formulation, cnnnot be left to 
each indl"hltml resenrcb committee to work ont. 

c. Deflnltion of "Resellrch"-"fo clal'lfy the jurisdiction of the BChUd nntl 
of the Instltutionnl review commltteml, distinctions must be mnde hetween 
"research" nctivltles amI "accepted and establlshed procedure." We hn\'(l 
pointed out nlreudy thnt the bor(lerllne between research amI thernpy Is difficult 
to ch'aw, Physlclan-Investlgntors hn\'e often wlttlngl)' or unwittlnglr ll(l€led to 
tho ohfuscntlon by cnlling some Investigations "therapy" In order to escnpe
the obllgntions which the research deslgnlltlon entlllls. Such practices (llmlnlsh 
the protection nfforded subjects, and nlso undermine the scientific valhllty of 
the results of such investigations, becnuse they were not estnbUshed In cnrefully
controlled cliniclll trnlls. 

d. Application of Risk-Benefit Crlterln-We lInve already suggested thnt the 
rlsk-beneftt equation Is one of the most dlfftcult guidelines to Implement. '1'0 
eVlllunte risk tllklng, distinctions must be mnde between resellrch (leslgnec1 to 
h('lwfit its pnrticipllnts anet tllOs'e which mny benefit society nt large. With

d. Aplleals-l!'romtlme to time eUsagreements will arise between Investigators 
amI the l'l'otc}('ol Review Gl'Onpl'!, No opportunity for aplJenl fl'om nn ndv£'1'stl 
instltutlonnl review committee ruling exists at present, nnd committees cnn cut 
Illvestigntors off from Federnl funding without possibility of reconsideration. 
'l'his mny not only hinder the acquisition of knowleelge: it may also undermine 
the legltlmncy of peer review. Barber et al, have written: 

"We have l1enr(t researchers object to peer review as they know or un(ler­
stnnd It bccam'lo they believe thnt research proposals having real potential for 
medical Scientific a(lvances, or even 'ploneerlng breakthroughs,' frequently 
either are not or will not be approved by thoso who sit on Institutional review 
committees. The reasons fol' these rejections they are especiaUy concerned 
about do not Involve the ethical defectiveness of the proposnls. Rather they 
include local instlttltlonnl politics and conftlcts as well as resistance to Inno­
vations just becuuse they depart from accustomecl ways of scientific thinking 
amI proceeeUng ... (T)o forestall rejectiolls of this kind, the biomedical com· 
munlty mllY have to go beyoncl the establishment of local appeal procedures by
lustit.utlolls. Perhaps what is necessary Is tho establishment of a hierarchy of 
'courts of appnal' throughout the nntion. culmlnntlng, as a finnl resort, in a 
'supreme court' f!01l1posect of· eminent peers inell1dlng both 'insiders' anel 'out­
siders' with respect t.o any fiehl. Such a s1stem might be the best safeguard 
available ngalnst the object of these concerns-unjustified hindrance of medlcal 
lll'ogress by the pet'r review t1rocess." tOG 

Procedures should be establlshec} for appeals to the Nntional HUmlln Inves­
tigation Board.'oe After a hearing of the controversy, the NHtB should be 
empowered to sustain or over'rule the judgmellt of the Protocol Review Group. 

Since tho NHIB hns a role to play In the aelmlnistration of research. it must 
employ expert stnff to evaluate research protocols and to prepare detailed find· 
ings.

It hnH sometimes been asserted tllnt the human subject In eX(leriinentntion 
is best snfeguurded "hy the preSem!9 of an Inte11lgent, Informe(I, conscientious, 
t~(jllllJn!lHionntet l'(,14P()IISlblt~ illvl!!n,iglltor," H:l Whnte\'er morlt uuderlles sncll II 
(·ont.l'ntloll, sufficient uttention hns not been pnl<l by educators In nll professional 
loIchouls to exploring the responJ.:lhllitles of the pl'ofesslonnl toward bls lmtie!lts, 
clients, or l'esefu'cll subjl!cts. \Vlthout trllining, even n "conscientious" investl­
gutor Is }loorly prelllll'ed to denl knowlec1genbly or systematically with these 
llfOhl(,IllH. 

~l'hough In re(!ell~ yenrs there hns been nn upsurge in efforts to eXliose stu­
d(!nt~ to the Issues rniscd by I>rofesslonlll responsibility, consldernbly more 
thought nud support must be given to this work. l"rofesslonal schools must 
l'ecftt1t fnculty members Who nre Interested III pursuing the complex problems 
crented by humnn research in IlIll'tlcl1lnr nnd contemporary professional prac­
tices In general. 'l'he tnsk 1.; not Ihnited to educating students but must ultl­
lIllttely Incl\1(l~ n re·examination ot the entire scope of professioblll decision­
JlJllklng. 

VI. coNCLUSION 

Humnn experimentntion reflects th~ recurrent societal dilemma of reconciUng 
respect fill' humnn rights and ImUvldllal dignity with the felt needs of society to 
overt'ule in(lh'l<lllnl autonomy tor the common good. Throughout,thlS report we 
llUve eXllressetl our concern for the lnck of attention which has been given to the 
llrotectiuu of the rights and welfnre of human subjects in research, SOCiety 
(lltll no lonA'Cr ntl'orcl to leave the balancing of in<l1fiduall'ights against FlcientJflc 
progress to the scientific community alone. 'l'he revelations of the Tuskegee 
I:;YllhlUl'J Stully once again drnmatically confirmed this conclUsion, 

We otrer our fur-reaching lu'oposals in the IloIle that the decision-making 
l,roceS8 for human resellr!'h w111 become more open and more ei't.ectlvety regu­
lnted.We have lllllllly dIJ.!Umented the need for implementing this most bnsie 
rccommemlutiotl. l'reclse rules and efficient proceclures, however, are not by 
t.hetllselves llroof agninst n relletltlon ot Tuskegee, J/'or. however welt designe(1 
the foystem of regulation,. the {langeI' of token adberence to ethical standnrds 
and evasion in the guise of flexlblllty will Ilersist. Ultimately, the spirit tn 
which nn aware suciety ltmlertakes to Use humnn beings for research ends w111

'l'hus, policies tuul procedures nre requirell for the protection of subjects on 
whose l)nrtlc!llfiUon these nctivitles depend.

Informed consent Is the keystone of the protection ot human subjects In~ 
\'olvEll! In resenrch, {ievelollment, nnd demonstrntlon nctlvlties. Certain cate­
gOl'les of IlCrsons have ihllited cllllndty to consent to their Involvement In such 
IlcUvlties. 'l'herefore, ns n ~upptement to DlIEW policies, special protections 
nre proposed for cllinaren, pri8oner8, anct the mcntall11 in·firm who nre to be 
involved in research. development, nnd demonstration ncUvities. 

Agency "Ethicnl Review Bonrds" are to be estnbllshed to provide rigorous 
reyiew of the ethicnl Issues in research, development, nnd demonstrntion nctiv­
itier-l involving humnn SUbjects, in order to mal{e judgments regar(ling socletnl 
ncceptability in relntlon to scientific value. "Protection Committees" nre to be

It Is recommended tl1at the NINDS-NIMR give attention to the cooperative 
IIlannlng aOll sponsoring ot a research proglum on the clinical aspects of brain 
and aggressive violent behavior.

2. A closely relatecl Issue is the (llffcl'lng Viewpoints auout tbe cnusal fac­
tors in mentnl tltness. Some psychosurgeons rntlonnlllle st1rglcnl tt'eUtlnel1t on 
the hypothesis thnt mentnl or behn vlornl disorders nrlse fl'otll blologlcnl dys­
function In the brnln. nnd thnt npproprlntc trentment luttst he bnsel1 011 lutmhm­
latlng or chnnglng the blologicnl substrntn of behn\'\ol', others, howover, hold 
the "lew tlint disturbed behllvior Is It rest1lt of RllverRe euvlrlllltllentni 1l1fltt· 
('UCI.'H 1111(1 thnt the Floit,tion to 1l\(·!1tnl lIlnt's!! 01' beha\'lo1' dlS01'dtWM Is to llln­

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treme positions held only by a few, and nre untenable In view of our current 
knowledge nbout the comIlle" icterrelations between environmental and bIo­
logical causative factors, they lllustrate another phIlosophIcal al'gl1lnent tbllt, 
in frequently more subtle form than lllustrated here, Is one of tile roots of 
the psychosurgery controversy. 

3. Although vIrtually nll psychosurgIcal procedures nnd technical inno\'n­
tIons, including the flrst iobotomies, were sllggeflted by eXllerhuentnl brnln 
rescarch with animal subjects, the scientitlc ratlonllie for an~' psycbosurgicul
procedure Is ati11 quite tenuous. GeneralizationsCI',)1U anImal reseal'ch hllve 
often been based on Incomplete understllnding ot r\e complexIty of behavior, 
logical dc(luctions of dubious validity, and an 'tncritlcnl acceptance of similari­
tIes of brain-behavior relationships in anImals ami man. Although we kn()w 
a grent denl about how the brain influences Il vllriety of specific and limIted 
nnlm"i behaviors, our umierstanding of tbe complex emotional amI cognitive 
behllviors of man Is extremely limited, On the oUter hand, many prollonents 
of psychosurgery would argue, quite rightly, thnt many medical thera)IIes are 
bllsed on a pragmatic criterion of effectIveness l'nther than an un(lerstnndlng
of the Jlh~'l:Iiotoglclll mecl18nlsms underlying the diselllm or its tl'eatlllellt. 

4. In contrast to most physical illnesses, many of the functional mentnl amI 
behn\'loral disorders constitute n class of poorly defined nnd difficult to dlngnose 
dIseases or disorders. Thus, there Is considerable concern about treating wltb 
surgical means any disorder whIch cannot be clearly define!! nnd diagnosed, 
Such llrobleJlls also come to tlle fore In any attempt to judge tbe outcome at 
llsychosurglcul treatment, with the criteria for cure or 1t1l1ellOl'Izatlon not 
being clenr or nnlversally agreed upon. 

n, A key issue In the psychosurgery controversy Is whether or not psycllo­
surgery Is au experimental procedure, Most psyc!1osurgeons regard it as nn 
accepted practice of proven efficncy whIle critics chtlm It Is an eXl)erlmentnl 
therapy In view of un nlleged unpredictablllty of outcome, lack of evidence 
nbout efficacY, and lack of scientific rntionale. 

O. Alternative thernples to psychosurgery is anotber (}lylslon issue. Although 
n great (leal of research Is being done on drug theral)les and various forms of 
llsychotherapy or beha\'lol:' theraI)Y, there are numerous instances in wblch 
none of these alternatives see,rn to ofter any relief, and the patient is fnce(1 
with a (lehumnnlzlng fate in an institution, often with pharmacological re­
straints that equal or exceed any personality (lestructlon that Is claimed to be 
caused by psychosurgery. In these Instances, psychosurgery might be seen as 
a reasonable Inst-resort tberapy. On the other band, thElre Is no agreement 01" 
!.~ldeUnell among Practioners about the duration, intensity, or degree to which 
other therapies shouhl be tried before resorting· to psychosurgery, Psycho­
SUrgery critics clnlm, often correctly, thnt confinement In an institution does 
not gunrnntee a(lequnte attempts nt therapeutic measures short of psycho­
!-turgery, anel thnt psychosurgery is frequently lleriormed before other altel'lla· 
th'es nre tried to nn adequate extent. 

7, Closely related to the problem of psYchiatric <llngtlosis is the ISSl1e of the 
extent to which mental or bebnvlornl <llsorders are socially defined. This hunte 
most often surfnces In the cflntext of the psychosurgical treatment of nggres­
slve or violent behn\'ior In whlcll !!rltlcs of psychosurgery expre~s the fenr that 
it wlll be used for nefnrlous purposes as a menns of controltlng poUtlcal or 
~O!~lfll (lIt-1si<1ents. Stateel in 'nore general terms, the critlcs chnrge tbat l)sycho­
surgery hns been or can be used to change behnvior for the convenience 01:' 
(~omfort of persons otber thnn the patient himself. Thus, there Is clnimeel to 
he It bins townr(l the use of psychosurgery In bIaclts, women, and other minor­
Ity or (Usnc1vantnged populntlon groups. Ther.e is no rellnble data a ,'allable 
011 this l)oint.

these deficiencies, NUlfI staff and consultllnts teel that an updated llterature 
survey and analysis couhl provide some useful data that, in combination with 
other sources of information, may perD1it us to come to a more objective evalu­
ation about the eftlcacy and adverse effects of psychosurgical treatment, What 
is needed goes beyond a simple compilation of psychosurgical publicntions amI 
must include a critical evaluation and analysis of the publlshed data by the 
various relevant scientific and cllnical cx:ports, There should also be developed 
a system for the continuous monitoring and updating ot the literature in 
psychosurgery, 

One ot tbe most useful outcomes of t.Ols literature survey and analysis would 
be the nevelopment of a uniform reporting protocol for literature in psycho­
surgery. By identifying deficiencies in the existing literature, recommendations 
could be mnde for the 'types of cHnlcal and behavorlal data that appear to 

. be necessary to provide a scientifically vaUd contribution to the future psycho­
surgery Uterature, 

2. Estimates of the number of psychosurgical procedures conducted In this 
country each year have varied from 100 to 1000. It would seem to "be im­
portant to have a more reaUstic figure for the extent of psychosurgery practice, 
since we ore presently deaUng with a problem ot unknown diDionsions, A sur­
\'ey of the em'rent extent of psychosurgical practice Is an iml)()l'taut ntHI Imme­
(\lllte need, " 

3, There exists an unkown but presumably large number of patients who 
have undergone psychosurgery In the past. No systematic attempt has been 
made to determine their current status, Although sucb a follow.up project 
would depend 011 the cooperation of the patient and the mpdicnl and psychiatric 
staff involved in bis cnsel and would present problem& of cl)nfidentiallty in 
the physician-patient relationship, we feel that such an et'tort could provlde 
badly needed information relevant to the emcacy issue, 

4. Relying on activities 1-8, and usIng the resources of the NIMH staff, its 
outside consultants, and by contract with outSide organizations, a concerted 
effort should be made to develop guidelines for the conduct of psychosurgery, 
Such guldellnes should inolude criteria for the selection of patients, wbat alter­
nate tberapies should be attempted (nnd for how long) before performing 
psychosurgery, development of informed consent procedures to meet the special 
problems posed by treatment of the mentally Ill, and (If the information ob­
tained in 1-3 above permits) guidelines for the t.vP~ of operation thnt seent!'! 
to be most beneficial for the ~urtous categories of betmvior, tbought, 01' mood 
dlsor(ters. 

INTERIU RECOl'tUrtNDA'l'IONS 

'l'he nctivltles outlined Ilbove will require conSiderable time, probnbly on tbe 
oreter of two or three yefll'S. Since psychosurgery practice w111 continue during 
this time p~riod. the NUnr nlnkes tbe following recommendntions with tho 
intent ot provJding the maximum possible protection for potential psycho­
surgers cnndidates wltllOut unduly inhibiting practice ff\r those cnses Which. 
judgmt by our pref'lent stnndarcts nmt knowlectge, nppear to require llsycbo­
surgery for teUef of extreme mental mneSs or behaviornl cllsorders.

The deslgnntion of psychosurgery ns nn experhnenhtl t11prnp~' ltnpOSE!R n 
n..t1'l1ber ot stringent but eS!lebtiut constrlllnts on prnctlce: cOllltll'(llletlsl"e reo 
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search protocolR DlURt be developed whenever psychosurgery is uudel·talcen in 
order to assure thut the lIla~dmUlll scientltlc vnlue uud inforu18tioll is obtained; 
psychosurgery should be conducted only 1n hospitals with strong nnd intimnte 
affiUation with, and commitment to, acndemic sciences; it is abRolutely esson­
tial that informed consent procedures be given primary consideration; every 
effort must be made to insure thnt nil reasonable alternative therapies, based 
on our I)resent state of knowledge, are atteml)ted to nn adequate extent before 
resorting to psychosurgery. 

2. No p,'I/IOhOSIlI'{/Cl'lj sltol/l/l 11(1 1wl'fonnt'/l on i/l'Ilolllntlll'il-y C/mtlue/l 1U'/'MUS 
or persons incapable 01 giving consent, either by reaSOl~ of age or mental Clan.­
dition.-The NIMH is in full and complete accord with the recent decision of 
the Oircuit Court for the County of Wayne, State of Michigan, wbich con­
cluded that involuntarily confined mental patients cannot give informed and 
adequate consent to psychosurgery. We would also apply this judgment to 
prisoners an(l to persons under the age of conLent. 

8. A registry should be e8tabli8hed to monitor psyolwsurnm'y praotloo and to 
provide a continually updated 80urce 01 information about the eiPtent 01 the 
praotice, the type 01 patients seleoted, and the outoome 01 the treatment,­
We WOUld also suggest that the registry have provisions for indicnting intent 
to perform psychosurgical procedure, so that scientific and clinical experts in 
psychology, psychiatry, nnd neurology have nn opportunity to nssess the pa­
tient'R status prior to operation, as well as to study the short- and long-term 
effects of psychosurgical treatment. 

CONCLUSION 

In the mnnY' discussions beld between NIMH staff and consultnnts, the pos­
sib1l1ty of recomml~nding n voluntnry moratoriUm on tPsycbosurgery practice 
wns frequently brought up. However, we ha've "/Dcluded that thiR would not 
be an appropriate action, for at least three reusons: (1) it would constitute 
an unprecedented Federal prescription of the parameters of permissible and 
impermissible surgery for the medicnl profession; (2) the difficulty of ul'rh'ing 
at a precise and consensually agreed-upon definition ot psychosurgury, specifi­
cally in the cases of surgical treatment for evllcpsy and intractable pnln, would 
vitiate the effectiveness of any moratorium-psychosurgery could, in many 
cases, continue under the guise of treatment for epilepsy or other neurological 
disense; and (8) the interim recommendations listed above amount to nt least 
a partial moratorium, call1ng for cessation of that psychosurgery practice which 
is most FJubject to crltlcism. 

With regard to the vnrious activities outUned above, which nre <lesigned to 
provide a sound basis for judging the value of and indications for psycho­
surgery, the NIMH is sollcitlng contract proposals from outside organizations 
possessing the special expertise necessary for approaching these problems. 
However, we hnve received no satisfactory responses to a recent "sourceR 
sought" notice in the Commerce Business Dally. This fact, combined with our 
dl!wussions with consultants and potential contractors, has mnde it clenr that 
some of the projects that we consider ('ssential for reasoned judgments about 
psychosurgery prnctice will be quite difficult to accompllsh. A number of seriouR 
I)roblems present themselves, including whether or not the necessnry degree 
of cooperntlon cnn he obtnined from the professionnl disciplll1(!s involved itl 
psychosurgery nnd difficulties in the area of the physician-patient relationship 
nnd confitlentinllty of clinical records. Thus it is diffi~ult to provide at this 
time nny timetable tor completion of "nese tasks. We wlll continue our actlvl­
ties in trying to develop a contract that wlll satisfy th~ neceElsnrlly stringent 
scientific, clinicnl, and managerial criteria that must be apptled to such an 
ettort.

The Seed can be deS<lrlbed as a "Day· Care Center" with differential time 
l'e(luirements for court referrals in contrast to non-court referrals. 'I'he former 
client t),pi<mUy has a first phase of intensive rapping wlth bls peers. This inl· 
tial period usually extends for one montb followed by a six month fOllow-up 
program in which tbe client hI required to attend rap sessions three nights each 
week plus eitller Saturday or Sunday for the elltl1'e day. 'I'he non-court refer­
ral's tlm~ is usually balf the court referral's time, or two weeks of intensive 
ten o'cloek a,m. to ten o'clock p,m, rapping, followed lJy the three month achedule 
of three week nights plUS Saturday or Sunday for the entire day. 

'fhe first step involves tile admlsston. or Intake, In which the cHent 1s signed
. on tbe program. A Seed parent outUnes tbe program for the parent!! and appli­
cant. The Intake CoUnselor interviews the client, recording Information about 
tile family, Including the cllent's history of drug use. Tile Senior Counselor is 
then Jntroduced to the fl1m1ly to discus!! the cllent's participation ill the pro­
gram. The parents sign the child on the program. After the eUent is searched, 
lie is Intro(luced to the group aud n!!~lgned to a toster home. . 

As stated nbove, ne\V clients entering the program are placed in a temporary 
foster home environment during the first phase (10 a.m. to 10 p.m.) of the Pl'O'" 
gram. 'l'hese homes are provided by families who have their own chUd/chtldren
pnrticlpating In the progrnm. It has been evidenced tJmt it Is necessary to re­
move the client fl'om his home environment as there might be e~lstlng problems
thllt would I)rohlblt normal progression during this phase of the program, aml 
this procedure also eUmlnates any outside Interference that might hamper the 
client's progress. 

)'or the tit'!,!t thr(l(l (lays, the client Is placed in the first row. During thlG pe.. 
rlod be Iii not llermitted to tulle 01' relute his feelings and his experiences. lIe hi 
watched. closely by the group und Stall with dl:!talled notes recorded regarding 
his ilebu\'lor. 

On tile fourth (lny, tile client moves back a ~e\V rows. He I!! permitted to 
particlllRte In groUl. dlHcusslotls. ntH attitude bebriU!! to chauge with a Softening 
of fllclal ff.!Ilt.Ul'Cll, attention focused on dillcilssions, and loss of hostlUty, It 
shOUld also lIe noted that, during this first week (day Ii) to the secoqd 'Week, 
any deep rooted emotlonnl problems that shOUld become evident. the serVices 
of tile IJsycblntrist are utlHzed. If tbo client does not participate In the program 
for a minimum of one week, he or she is not considered oftlcially on the pro. 
gram. and therefore not hlclmled on 'program statistical datn. Also, it the 
client Is removed by his parents Ilgainst the advice of the program, he or she Is 
Jllaee(tln n special category tor separate progrnm datn evalUation. The primary 
rallMon tor this separation is to test tJrogram recidivism. Those clients referred 
elsewbere for coutlnued enl'e, that cannot be provided by the program, are also 
sellurnted out In the event it would be sultnble for them, in the.tuture, to «lon· 
tltlUe the program.

'l'be fiuI11 rellort of the special panel of the State Drug Abuse Program de· 
SCl'ih~H the Seed program as follows: . 

"'1'110 Seed is Il lIon·residential drug abuse treatment program focusing on the 
rehnhl1itutlon ot young (nverage age 16) poly drug abusers. Approximately 20 
of sOllie 00 drug uhuse ,Irogl'ams in ll'loridu are oriented toward the youthful 
dl'ug ntmsillg I)olmilltlon, Ench program relles on peer group pressure, many 
im"oh'e llllrents. !IOue use foster homes to the extent that the Seed does, and 
each hus its own ulliqut! npproa ...:l Ilnd contribution to nlnke. '1'l1e Seed hos sev .. 
erul MOUl'ces of funding; $177.000 from the NIMH, $30,000 from tile LEAA, and 
the bllhtnce fl'om uulls of locnl gO"et'nment and private donations. Many of the 
YO~lIg people In the progl'atn have been referred by the Droward County schools 
(81n in 1071-72), and by courts in both Drownrd and Dade County. 

IIAppllcllnts accepted by the Seed· are I,lnced on a 12·hour day regimen, from 
10 n.lll. to 10 p,m., for an initlnl period ot 14 days for voluntary admisstons and 
30 days for court placements.

Parent!:! state thttt the estabU!:!hment of honest communication and the change
of'attltmle ot the participnllts are incredible and genuine. Many Seedlings cor" 
roborate this and say that it is the only place \vhere they have experienced total 
bonesty in conversation and relationships. Conversely, others who have gone
thl'ough the pl'ogram suggest the honesty being displayed is either "bralnwash~ 
ing" on It mass basis or Ull attempt to speak the "party Une" in order to com­
plete the program ami to leave the repressive atmosphere, and that it is there. 
tore not geuulue, eftectlve, or permanent. . 

Target PopuZatio~,-'rhe Seed claims to be able to help almost all 4rug abusers 
regardless ot age and tbe degree ot drug involvement. However, as w11l be noted 
later, the actual populatioll Iolerved is ahnoHt entirely that of the adolescent, and 
where there Is drug u!:!age it Is almost exclusive of prolonged narcotic addiction. 
Although the Director aud several 8uPllorters and advisory persons to the Seed 
buve stat(!d tit/it referrals are made f1'om the Seed to community agencies and 
Mental Health programs when appropriate, this Committee found only llmited· 
evidence of this.

On 
the other band, even If coping skills are not learned through this method, it the 
technique keeps a person drug free for a period of time. the youth might be 
nUorde(l the opportunity to develop socially and psychologically wltbin a more 
acceptable ntmosphere.

Until recently, there had been no stair member with any professional experience. 
Under growing criticism, the Seed bad added a stat! member witb experience and 
training In counselUng. The junior state members are Dctive!y engaged as 
leaders in the .sub-groups as well as ilt the large group sessions. The Director, 
Mr. Barker, has had l1mlted professional training or experlenc~ In the field of 
drug a.buse or youth counselling. He Is a recovered alcoholic who bas worked as 
a volunteer in. various institutions as a representative of Alcoholics Anonymous. 
He bas experience as an entertainer and an obvious talent for conducting him­
self In front of audiences and for moving groups of people with his own en­
thusiasm. An attempt was made by the Committee to determine whether Mr. 
Barker was a necessary and essential palt of the continuance of the Seed or 
auy extension of the Seed Into other locations. Opinions provided were at botb 
extremes. Numerous persons suggested that his dynamic and charismatic' Pl!r· 
f' '\I1Uty and leadership was the key to every value that comes from the Beed 

,)gram. The Committee also learned that because of the size of the program, 
.is actual activity and relationship with an Individual Seedling is mlnhnal and 
hat most parents barely know him. The exposure of Mr. Barker to the actual 

dlelltele is llmited to conductIng occasional revival type group meetings and a 
rallying point for the evangelistic spirit In the entire program. However, in 
addition to his activities within the community, he provides leadership and 
training to the staft members who work closely with the youths. 

In conduct of the Seed program and in the promotion ot It, Mr. Barker has 
frequently voiced his success claims in public speeches and the news media, and 
his lack ot confidence of other drug programs, and in the school and lawen­
forcement systems In contrOlling the drug problem. These pronounCements
voiced in extreme ter!llS have created a very strlilned relationship with other 
drug programs and social Institutions and individuals in Broward County and 
other communities. These strained relationships also have crea ted a cUmate ot 
non-cooperatlon In reterrals and mutual training between his and other pro-' 
grams. The Committee expressed a concern that such pronouncements aud 
euggeratlon detract trom Mr, Barker's desirablllty as a role model tor 
adolescents. 

Even his supporters admit that Mr. Barker Is a most dlfticult person to deal 
with because of this exaggerated claims about his own progr ,his negative
attitude toward other programs, bls Sei?l'ecy about his own dology nnd hh 
dptenslvfmess toward those who are iuterested in either cooperating witb him 
or Who question his methods and results, The COlnllllttee itself had personal 
experience with tbe extreule and rapid changeabutty 01 the foUnder while at ­
tempting to arrange It fJlte-vlslt and access to mater1als about the Seed, and also 
during the site·vlslt. On several o(!caslons, Mr. Barker unnecessarily displayed 
a strong nntagonlsm, Bn~plclourinesg and uneooperattveness that detracted trom 
the eftectiveneEls of tlle visit. Yet dUring. the visit, be personally extended him­
Flelf In a most cord1al manner, commenting on his desire tor a favorable report 
from this Committee. It was the opinion of thts Committee that although the 
Seed nml its Director have had renl oppositions and have had to overcome mao 
jor ~ttlmbllng blocks, partiCUlarly In Its enrly stages, that the present detenslve­
tllWol and combative tJOsture ot the Director has exceeded reasonableness and 
lUtEoi he('Ome the major soureo ot controversy Ilnd the greatest present weakness 
ot the Sap!}. Ttlls Commltt"e must ~onr.hlde that he Is an abrasive personaUty, 
thnt hp hn$! dpmrlU!ttrntpd n totallnck ot cooperntion with other elocial ngencias
ntH1 {1!'tllt nhllltfl rphnhlHtnUon pro~rn'm~ nnd hM not participated 1n et'torts to 
rootlUnnte rt.\terral. !!tnft trllintn/t nnd effort,.. with otberR to mtttually work at 
thlll'omm11nity prohl(lm ot drug nbuse. The Committee WAS nlso ImpreSSed with

In my discussions ,yUh children at Youth Hall, I ,have been 
told of numerous practices by the stal! of the SEED which I feel are psycho­
10gicnl1y destructive. to the chihlren in tbelr care. Chlldren have reported to 
We that wilen they wan.ted to leave the SEED program til!:'Y were threatened. 
with comlUitments to State School. Further, in some instances, they Were locked 
ill rOOllll:l by thel1u~elvet! and deMed food for days. ~hey also reported thntthey 
were made to sit in chuirs without speaking whlle listening to others Herate 
tbenl for'houfs.. . . 

I 'recently hnd the opportunity to intel-view a child who would be diagnosed as' 
bn enlOtionnlly unstable persollality with pttranoid "vertones. The use of the 
nhove noted practices with tills kind of chiHl could easily result in a precipita­
tion of major wental dbiturbance. Fortutlntely this (lhlld wns nble to run from 
the E?EliJD before very mtich dnmnge '!lad heen, done to her psychologicnt1y. She 
did l however, manifest some conftlsion and pnrunoid ideation which she felt was 
a reJ'l\tlt of th{' mnnner in which she was tteated by SEED personnel.

When­
ever aalMIS or part of the student body is scheduled for a field trip or au out.. 
ing of some type, the Seed students refuse to partiCipate until they have re­
ceived p~rmission from the Seed. In this mannel, they use their Seed status In 
an unhealthy manner. One student attempted to rule the class Using the Seed 
as his authority for his efforts at dictating within the class. I have noticed that 
it is almost necessary that the Seedlings be rehabU1tated into social situations 
upon their return from the Seed. However, at the School, we do not know how 
to accomplish this because we do not know anytJ,ting about what we should be 
dOing in relation t9 the Seedlings. Tberefore, sometime ago, I attempted to visit 
the Seed in order to speak ,with them about how we could work with them and 
whnt we should do. I asked for help. I was treated rudely, two people who went 
witll me, were denied permission to enter and were closely watched in a separate 
room. In addition to rude treatment, I was told that the Seed was not interested 
in hel{)ing us; 'l'be Seed counsellor with whom I spoke, said, "We are not inter­
ested in educators or any of the people oilt there because they don't know any· 
tiling. The world out there stinks, we will not come to school people." 

Seedlings seem to have an informing system on, each oUler and on others that 
is similar to Na~i Germany. They run in to usu'the telephone daUy, to report 
against each other to tbe Seed and it seems that an accused Seedling has no 
chance to (lefend himself beclluse if enough persons accuse him of somethtng 
he Is presumed guilty. The Seedlings also make numerous false at'cusatlons about 
drug beb.nvior concerning non-Seedlings. The School is quite upset about this 
di\'lslon of social groups nnd the tenchj:lrs are very concerned and the non­
Seedlings are all uptight.

I used to think it was tbe saving program, a year ago, I used to take kids 
there. Now, I know that a number of the chUdren are back on d.~u~s and 'i. am 
not sure Whether the method in which they do return home and the dimculties 
they have in school, is an improvement over their previous condition of being 
on drugs. I think there is something vuluableav(lilable at the program but we 
could surely help make it work if we could work with them, both about the' 
youngster before he goes to the Seed und to be able to get some help trom tlte 
program ntter the stUdent returns."

Drugs are available in the County's schools, at St. Petersburg's Willlams Patk, 
at parties, 011 street corners, in churchyards. Practically everywhere. 

Almost any te/Jnager wlll tell you that most of the stUdents in his school have 
tried n'.arijuana Bnd would have no trouble buying other ~rugs. 

'.rhe avaUablllty of exotic and dreaded drugs is common knowledge among 
parents of teenagers. Thc parents grew up when alcohol and sex were feared as 
the biggest threats to a normal, healthy adolescence. ' 

Now their childreu'n1'e exposed to .something far more mysterious and fright· 
ening. , 

With that fear in their minds, parents see their chlldren enter ndolescence, a 
time ot rebelllon, impulsiveness and uneven appreCiation of adult reality, 

The parent who catcheu his chUd sllooting up heroin or anything else or who 
believes that his chUd may be on hard drugs Is usually wlll1ng to do anything to 
save the chUd's Ufe. Some look on it as a moral salvation. Many, with the 1m­
"ges of heroin addicts etched in their minds, see it as physical salvation. 

The Seed promises to save the child's Ute. 
Sorne parents are not sure nt first that the Seed is the answer but within a 

tew days or a week or two, most are convinced. 
One father said he was indignant when first told, by a Seed parent, that his 

17-yenr·old daughter hnd a drinking problem. Also, he disapproved of "the 
langnuge" used in the Seed progrnm. 

But llis daughter was nrrej,lted, on n r.harge of breaking and entering. That 
night, her fnther says, she was so stoned she wandered to a strange hOuse .and 
bent 011 the door, cnlllng "It's Cnrol, let me In.'' 'rhe occupant called the 110Uce. 

Whlle she wns out on bond awaiting trial, Cnrol went back to drugs. She took 
a series ot jobs but kept lIone ot them more than a few days. Her grades worf:;­
ened nnd she dropped out of school. 

She would stay away from home tor as long ns three days at· It time withont 
te111ng her pnrputs where she was. Sometimes she would catl home but retul!e to 
(,IllY where she wns. When her parents took her cllr away trom bel', she took up
hitr.hhiking. 

B01tllng n picturp of Cnrol tnlmn n few months before she went into the Seed, 
her tnther sn)'s, "That girl Is not my daughter, to put Jt bhtntly-now she'S 
gE.'tting to be." 

Her chnrge was reduced to trt'RpnRslng and she wns sentenced to two yearfj' 
probntlon hut by thnt time Cnrol's pnreuts lind lost hope of being nble to helll 
hl'r. They hnd withdrn W/1 hpj' hond nnd rr.-turned hcr to the county ;fnll in 
Clearwnter,.where she stn~'ed 18 dnys, without drUgs, tMy hoopd.

When tllelr children become "oldcomers," or veterans of Seed trainiug, most 
parents tuke in new "seedlings" who are not allowed to go home at night. ~Ihey 
glve them a place to sleep, breukfast and sometimes food at night.

"We say the Lord's 
llrayer ~very night. Everyone comes to understand God on his own terms. We 
ne'\'er shove religion down their throats." 

Tlle Bible is not brought Into tbe Seed but neither Is auy other book. 
"They l1u'\'e no reason to r~ad books or anything like that," she said. "'1'he 

most Important thing is tlle knowledge they get about themselves. They're free 
to relld the Bible when they go bome. 

"Seedlings" In the first part of the program, which lasts from two weeks to 
two or tbree months, go only to the Seed and home. 

"It parents prefer to have their kids go to church on Sunday, "'e let them" 
know and It's the parents' choice whether they stm wnnt to put tbem on the 
program or not," SUsie explaine(l.

Pnrents who bave spent months wltb the terror and grief of drug problems see 
their chlldren free of drugs and with the attitude, demeanor "and appearance 
considered "straight" and just thank God for the Seed. 

AGAINST 

Pat, 18, spent about two months in the Broward County Seed before the 
Pinellas County Seed opened. 

He says be lllls never used any drugs but his parents were persuaded last year 
that he did, They believe blm now. 

"People involved with the Seed llterally convinced us he was on drugs," Pat's 
father says now, "We bad no proof at all. The only thing we had was pure 
growing-up actions. lIe WIlS kind of stinky. We thought every kid in Pinellas 
County was on drugs," . 

Pat's parents said they were told tllat a "druggle" can be recognized by bis 
tastes nnd hnbits-If he lias posters on llis bedroom wall or keeps his room 
dark, If he hits a bl·fl set or bUrns incense, if he has any black lights or owns 
a van, he's a druggle. " 

At least one seea parent says in public meetings that a child is on drugs if he 
acts ohnoxious, re~uses to go anywhere with bls family and won't help alound 
the house. . 

Pat said he agreed to gO Into tile Seed after he was assured by a Seed parent 
he could "work out his problems" there. " 

13obby, 14, wbo admits only that he has tried marijuana once, also went Into 
the Seed voluntarilY. 

His father, wll0 believes Bobby has no drug problem. said the Seed staff told 
the famlly tbat Bobby's older brother, who was already In the program, could 
not come home until Bobby entered the Sted. 

John, 16, admits he has a drug habit and has been tn trouble wi th the pollee 
many times. He went In as a condition of probation. 

He ran away recently, l:Iought out a reporter tor 'rhe Times, visited his 
mother briefly and went back to the program. 

His motller said she doesn't know wllether the Seed is doing him any good or 
not but sbe leaves him In there and keeps going to the open meetings because 
sbe doesn't want him In jaH.

She doesn't lUte tbe program but said sbe doesntt wnnt to say anything that 
mlgllt'get him In trouble wltb tll0 Sel;() stnlr. 

Carolyn, 14, SIlYS she bas tried a great vnl'lety of drugs but httd given up all 
but marljunna het'ore 8bo went in t.he Seed. She entered volUntarily.

'''l'hirty patients have had complete electroencephalographic studies. Although 
eplleptogenlc foel were demotilltrated by surface recordings, chemical activation 
continued to prove of value 0111yin tholle patients in whom naturDl slel.lp tended 
to activate the brain wave. In one patient with a .high Index of suspicion who 
was s,nld to have convulsive eI,isodes outside the Hospital, several clinically 
atypical HeI2.Ul'eS were obJerved. Repeated brain waves obtained undel' condi­
tions of telemeterlng and uslllg activation faUed to reveal any focu~. In view 
of onr own demonstrate an epileptogenic focus and that it is possible, in pa­
tients with atypical clinical seizures, that examinations Umlted to the surface 
may I)reclude the n...l.lng of a correct dlag~osis of epllellsy.

charge potentlnl scnte, and emotions profile index as well aM the following cogni .. 
tlve tests: attention concentration tasks, innnediate memory sPI\P, serial learn· 
lng, interference sets, paired associates with letter pair!! and witti symbol pairs. 
An attempt Is being made to evaluata patients with Umbic brain disease and 
compare them to patients in general hospital population who have volunteered 
to bav€! this psychological hattery' performed on them. As~yet, our numbers are 
not large enough to obtain a statistically signiftt'ftnt sample but, of eO\1r~e, 
we arc looking tor difterences in the psychological and psychometric tests which 
will allow us to dUferentiate patients with disease or alterations ot their emo­
tional brains as compared to indlvtduals with abnormal behavior who do not 
have such a brain problem or medical difficulty. Observations are made con­
tinuously and the relation of seizures to behaVior disorders is being correlated.

"A. Medical and Psychiatric Therapy: One of the encourlldng tacts to come 
out of this study is that most of the violent patients with focal brain diSease 
referred to. us for study, can be treated by conl:lervatlve non-surgical meUlls. If 
there are enough attendl\llts and medical and nursing staff educated in both 
neurology and psychiatry. the majoritY of episodically violent patients can be 
controlled without confinement and without danger ot injuring themselves or 
other pntlents or the staff. This Is true of patients who had to be kept in strtct 
cunfinement at other Institutions nnd who were sent to us tor immediate sur· 
glcal tlterapy because other phystctans lIad despaired ot COm.lervaUve measures 
and even refuSt ..i to accept them for tUrther hOspltalhmtion tor any purpose. 
The fact that only two patients requited surgical Intervention is an indtcatlon 
of the efficacy of jUdicious neurological and psychtatric treatment, combining 
anU·com'ulsnnt. ataractic, and psychotropic drugs with reeducation and reha ..

III attempting to achieve this goal, ludlv1cluals com­
mitted to the ctlstocly of the Bureau of Prl!~' 'ns must be treated humanely, must 
be given maximum Individual attention j tre.ltmellt programs must be develope<l 
with the inmllte'R 11I\'01"eI111.1IIt nnd bllsed UJlOn the individual's needs, Both 
Butner and STAR'!' are deslglled to illiplement tllls philosophy. 

Ncltlltw In Butner nor S'11AR'r are any inmates kept h~yond the length of 
their prescl'Uwd sentellce. Both In the Butner psychiatric program and in 
S~L1AR'1' illmah~~ are rrturnecl to their initial institution follOWing the cnd of a 
successful trentment course. Inmates who part'elpate in the program develop· 
ment scction of Uutner are there for a prescribed amount of time-twelve to 
eighteell lIIonths-lInd tll!>n returned to their IIrigl' aUng institution. Inmates 
participating in these llrogralll <te\'clupment eftmis will be selectpd so thnt their 
cxpec~ted release time will be beyond tbe projc('t dute of completion. However, 
should lUi inlllute become eligible for a parole, he wlll be released and not de- ' 
tained ~olely for reRearch llurposc::l .. 

Goodtlme benefits ure set by law nnd not nftectt'u by the programs operating 
at Butll(1r or START. Actuully, inmates in START are aftorded an opportunity 
to earn "industrial goodtlme" which many of them would not have been eligible 
for had they not been selected for thifl progl'am, ..

on the priSOl! mtUeu, hut rather the phtlosopby of tlie InstitUtion, the programs. 
and other factors that ouly systematic research can l'tweal, However, one 
:Consequence of the nuplanne(l tranHfer is that women 'lire present In the 
institution with senten-.!e lengths which restrict theIr full partiCipation in the 
programs, J.t would seem a(lvlsable tllat the geneMI Bureau regulations should 
be suspendccl for persons committed to tile Fort Wort11 facillty and that parole 
decisions be as flexible as possible, 

A second advantage of the lack of classification among tIle women's institu­
tions bas been the presence ot women of a variety of age-grading, background, 
otYense history and sentence lengtb within a single institution, a situation 
which Is now occurring nt Fort Wortb among the men, Willie there would ,have 
to be considerably more research tn this area, It would aprtear that the very 
Interaction within theRe gl'VIlIJS, whUe 111'1IIh1(,tl\'o IIf somo of the tensions 
men'tlonetl above, also does prevent the formation ot a single "inmato culture" 
and provides betweena'ge groups not just the posslblUty of the ~1dely accepted
notion of the uhardened criminal's scbool for crlme,1t but also provides the 
youthful otYender with contact wltb older persons who can more graphically
than any trea,tment or security personnel point out the consequences ot 
entering ~nto either lithe Ufe" or a professional criminal career. The age and 
security classification policy ot tbe J!'ederal Bureau available tor men has 
tended to counteract this posslb11lty, Fort Worth has partially provided an 
alternative to the general classification policy ot the Bureau through the 
variety of nnits housing differing age!! and offense backgrounds, as well as 
provldhig flexib1Uty by (le\'eloIJing a policy of "oluutary transfer from one unit 
to another, In turn, a dh'crslty of "units" might well be provided for the 
women, to supply some of the a(l\'11 ntnges of IIclasslfiootion" within larger
foItrttctttres which provldpd a {lh'erslty hoth of programs and personnel. 

This flllal consideration lell(hl to the question of the research wbicll is 
necessary to teRt some of the generaUzatloll!4 mentioned above, not only in the 
areas of co-correctiOIl!J, but in the more fUlldamental questions of changing
'Correctional modelS and alternative classification policies.

'1'lIe ,1lruje{·t til whl(·1t ~'Il\1 rt·f(ll·, ttlt. llCllh.'ll1 l'lt)ldemlo!og~' of Criminals, was 
funded under 11 grant to the Neuro Research Foundation ot Boston, of Which 
Dr. William Sweet is President. This grant was awarded through the National 
Institute of I,aw Enforcement and Criminal Justice, the research arm ot the 
Law Snforcement AHslstance Administration, in an effort to develop a testing 
procedure to determine t1le extent of neurological and biologiool dysfunction in 
It vlolellt prison 1I01lUtatioll, It wal:l Ilntictnnted thnt the tests and surveys 80 
(le\'elolled would ~'le1<l diagnostic Ilncll>redictl"e metllods for creating a medical 
classification of \·tolent people. Sucb a c!·assiftcatitm model would provide a 
method of measuring the potential for Violence III individuals within the 
criminal justice system, to the extellt tlll1-t Violence might be due to medical or 
biolOgical causes. . 

Due to admiutstrath'e llroblemH wlt.h the grant, it was t(!rminated prior to 
completion, We do have a report of what lIad been accomplished prior to the 
date of terminatioll, a copy of which Is euclol:led for your information.

Research Projects and the other two designated InforWation tor Specific 
Grants. The printouts are enclosed. May I point out that these are not &xact 
rel,UcuH ot those (Ustrlbuted to tbe press due to the continued updating of the 
computer base and the time elapsed vince the earlier printoUts. 

In reter~nce to the LEAA press release of February 14 and the steps taken 
to prev~nt LIMA funds from being utilised for human medical experimenta. 
tlon, we issued at the same time a LEAA GUideline Manual banning the use of 
LEAA tutlds for psychosurgery, medical research, behavior modUlcatlon and 
cbemotherapy. To date the GUideline ,has served to prevent LEM tunds trom 
being used for these purposeS and no need for clarification has arisen.

Following that letter, we 
instructed each of our ten regional offices by teletypa to review on an Individual 
basis all projects appearing on the print-out whicll hnd been nWlu'ded in ·their 
ureaR and whicb had not terminated naturally priOl' to the date of the guideline 
(l,~ebl'\lal'y 14, lU7·.!). We nhlO instltutl>d a review of those projects appearing on 
the prlnt-out wblch had been lunded at the centrlll office level. The review has now 
beeu {.'ompleted, and Us findings are summarh:ed below, In addition, the actual 
replies received from each of our regional offices. are enclosed for your informa­
tlon; additional informlltion wUh respect to any particular project (.'l\tl be ob· 
taiJw(\ on an indivhtual bUsili, . 

We ure also enclosing a chart Which fully indicates the statistical findblgs ot 
tbe redew, In brief, however, the rl!sults may be sUlUmal'i~ed as follows: the 
pI'iut·out contains 537 l.rojects, of which 406 wel'e funded through state l)lanning 
agencies of the !:level'al stlltes nnd 41 by the agency's centl'al office, At least 300 
ot the total hml1hlully tel'minated before the guidellne was issued in Jrebruul'y
of tbill year, Of the remaining 147, 110 Involve no medical procedures Whatever; 
::10 eltbel' involve medical procedUl'es which have been determined to be "routine 
clinical cure" or fall within an eXcepted cutegory under the guideline-methadone 
tnaintenance progl'ams, for example. . 

Of the two thnt remain, we bave determined that olle of these projects does 
not ,'iolnte the guideline, nnd have requested additionalintol'mation as to there­
mllining project, No. 73DF560027, which is an award to the State of WYoming 
for com~tr\1ct1on of a (l2·\1ult ps)'chinh'ic fncUlty for the treatment of those ad·. 
jUdged to be criminally insane, From the deSCriptions of prot'E!dures wbieh uulY 
eventually be employed-in that faciUty, there is a possibUlty that some ot those 
pl'ocedures muy violate the guidellne. Thus, we have requested further Informa~ 
tion as to that pal't!cu1ar project, although it is to be noted that the facUlty. is 
preHNltly bei~g constructed and is not yet OJ)erttionaL

Subject to the qUestion raised about the Wyoming project, our revrew of the 
581 projects appearing on. the print-out has satisfied us tbat nOlle of those 
projectH which were active after li'ebruary 14,1974 (some of which, by the way. 
have termihntc<l naturally Since that date) incorporate procedures which violate 
U~AA G\Udeltne No. G 6060lA.

Monr06 :oale.--Thls ls based upon the work ot Russell Monree concerntnl 
episodic 'bebavioral d:.sorders and epl1epsy. He reports that a review ot his 
/cUnlcal records revea:!ed 18 statements often made by patients with "epilep.­
toid" Impulsive disor(iers. These statements have been sUgbtly modlfted and 
associated wlth a four-point frequency scale ranging from "never" to "oftenll. A 
stnlle overall SCore is obtained. . 

M-M ROltles.-These scales are a selecUon of Items from the MMPt. The only 
two MMPI scales that seemed to have some relevance to the objectlves of the

Th3' 
test items do not use words at all. Tho person beina e~amined is presented
with dlagrams whicb sbow a progressive series of cbanges. Be is then required:.
to select the final corroot diagram from a number of choices. 1'he test bas been' 
'Well standardlzed and requires only 12 minutes of testing time. 

1.4 Dermatoglyphic Analysb; (see Section 2.4 for forms). . 
Tbis is a physical (anthropometric) measure C)f the patterns formed by

sweat gland ridges on tbe hands and feet. Tbey represent the embryological 
development of the skin surface in 'chese regions. Tbey are known to differ' 
between sexes and races, but are unrelated to age. 'j~bey exlbibit specific
variations in known genetic diseases including chromosomal abnormalities of 
the kind found in habitually aggressive offenders. They are also valuable as a 
screen for cases on wbom (more expensive) chromosomal tests are likely to be 
valuable. 

FINGERPRINT OLASSmOATION 

All fingerprint classifications attempt to groUP pattems In unttorm, meaning. 
ful (!tnsses. Differences In fIngerprint classUlcatlons are clue to: 

(1) the purposes for whicb the claSsification wlll be used, 
(2) the number of classes whicb is considered neeessary by the classlfier, 
(3) the factors whlcb are considered important definers of pattern type, and 
(4) the evolution of fingerprint claSSifications. 
trhe dUferences between the Henry-FBI classification of fin,erprints and the 

medico-biological classification are mainly due todlfferen.cos In purpose. The· 
FBI system Is ~ntended for identification purposes, stricl: repllcablUty, and with 
some modifications, abillty to be encoded for computer retrieval. The medico­
biological system Is planned to be a quantifiable detlner of bodY symmetry, to 
interpret the genetic and medical history of an tndlvidual/ and to allow 
analyses of populatlon statistics for genetic, epidemiolOgical, and meatco­
demographic studies. . 

A classlttcntlon Nystem has been devised which satisfies most of the criteria 
tor both FBI and biological purposes and wblch Is essent:.ally a modUled 
version of the FBI's system 8C) that tbe requisite medical informatlon is also 
recorded. Both systems recognize the basic .pattern tlPeB ot arch, ulnar and 
radial loops, and whorls, but there are dlfrerencos in the definition C'4 tented 
arches, In the manner of counting ridges, and in the manner ot arrangina the 
order ot pattern types. ' 

The following are the FBI·Henry definitions of the pattern tJ'pes: 
Arch "In plain arches the ridges e: ,ter on C)ne side of t.be impressions and 

flow or teud to flow out the other with a rise or wave In the center. 'rhere 
are tllree types of tented arches: 'tIhe type in which ridges at the center form a 
Ilefll1ite nngle: i.e, 00°.

1~he next major consideration in pattern classification is 8ymn1etry. The FIJI 
systen1 spec1f1es symmetry for the 100,ps 'b~ calling a loop ulnar or radial, and 
Whorls are !!pecUlc<l as Innert meet, and outer sub-types. The biological system 
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Is very similar, using the terms ulnar, symmetric, andradlat to designate 
~ymmetry. In tbls senso, loops are sub-typed as ulnar loops, S1tl\metrlc loops 
(tented arches of the FBI system), and radlalloops; all three of these ltave 
only one trIradius but differ in symmetry.

Since the electrical nctivlty (If the brain is cOiUpJex, changes with time or 
tXlnsclousness, snd originates in many neural regions, some far below the 
surface areas Immediately accessible to scalp electrodes, the data turnished by 
the EEG are usually suggestive rathel' than definitive and often require several 
tests taken at different times. The successful abalysis of Jn1!lQ data depends in 
part on the amount nnd detail ot information available from multiple elec­
trodes: hence there is benefit t.o be gained trem computer proceaslng. .

OLINIOAL LABORATORY 

As part of most procedures, blood will be drawn for biochemistry, bematol­
ogy and serology, All laboratory procedures are .performed by automated 
equipment. A twelve-cbannel sequential mUltlllle analyzer (SMS-12) manufac­
tuted by Tecbnicon, Inc. performs tbe following tests on a seven (7) cc. sample
of serum: '1'otal Bilirubin, Oalcium, Obolesterol, LDH, Pbosphate, Total Pro­
tein, Albumin, Uric Acid, SGOT, Alkaline Phospbatase, BUN, and Glucose. 

Hematology' tests are performed on a five (5) cc. blood sample uBlng the 
Tecbnlcon SMA-7, The following measurements are made: Red Blood Cell 
Count (RUo), White Blood Cell Count (WBP), Hematocrit, and Hemoglobin. 
Tbe red cell indices, MOV, MOI:I, and MOHO, are also calculated by the SMA-7. 

Tbe An'r test Is used for tbe sero\oglcal diagnosis of syphilis, If tb5' 
specimen 1'; reactive to any degree, confirmatory tests are recommended. Like· 
all Jaborntory tests, tbe result ot this test can only be evaluated by the 
referring pbys1<!lan in tbe {'onte:ltt. of his cUnical findings.

TodllY, despite the urgent plea of tbe late Nnttorud Commission on the 
Oaulfes and Prevention of ViOlence. there is hi the United States not a slugle 
major center d&votf.'d to research nnd eduention cotlcerntng tbe violent pergon. 
'.rile Lemberg Center tor the StUd), ot Violence Il~ Brandeis trtltverMtY hi 
Mnulmchttsett.!l Is cOI1{'{1l'noo oltty with mass 'VlolenOf., Tile new Laboratory tor

Now there is an unusual opportunity tor Oalifol'nta to tlike the lead in a fte~d 
begging for leadership. Discussions by thEt Secretary of Human Resources, the 
Director ot the DApartment of Mental Hygiene, and the Medical Director of tbe 
Neuropsychiatric institute a.t UOLA, have led to the proposal that tollows. It 
would establblll a new, I!erllltuumt Center for l l l'eventlon of Violence at UOIJA,
receiving major support frdul the State of Oallfornla (,nd, eventually, from 
Federal agencies and ,private foundations as well. . 

The proposed Center would be committed to the generation and dissemina­
tion of new knowledge about violence and its perpetrators. Its scope ranges
from homicide to suiCide, ~hlld abuse to assaSSination, the home to the prison.
It undertakes to create both basic understanding and practical applications. 

A violent net stems from the mind of 1\ human being. What is the state ot 
such a mind? There Is no oomponent of the mental health field tbat bnplnges 
more tmmediately upon the publlc interest and concern than does violent· 
bebavlor and its perpetrator. . 
i The failure of psychiatry and the behavioral sciences to focus more power·
fullY upon this problem In the past cannot serve to justify continuing negloot of 
a ck·ar and ,present need. The proposed Oenter for Prevention ot Violence 
rrepresents a major step toward meeting that need. Therefore, I urge that 
careful and serious attention be given to this proposal.

Including homicide, suicide, phYSical and sexual assault, child abuse, berserk 
rage reactions, gang killings, etc.; together with commonly assoc1ated condi· 
tions such as nloobol and drug abuse. 

Goal: The -reduction of violenoo. 
Objectlves : 
1. To gain greater understanding ot. causative and contributing factors 

involved in all forms of pathologically violent behavior. . 
2. To develop better techniques for: (a) Substantial prevention ot violence, 

(b) Suc{!~!lful Internntion during violent crises or attacks. (0) JIItrectlve 
postventlve methods fol' victim!!, survivors, and tamlUes of both victims and 
perpetrators ot violence. (d) Impt'ovNl approaches to treatment, oorrectlon and 
rehabll1tatlon of violent patients, offenders, individualS and groups.

8. To educate and increase awareness of persons In human relations fields,
such as teachers, pollce, mental healtb professionals, etc•• of the symptoms or 
slgng ot potential violence and methods of prevention, intervention and post· 
ventlon. .

IS. 'l'o disseminate public information, constantly updated by new researcb 
findings, better to prepare concerned members of the eommunlty to cope more 
effectively with violent and violence-prone people. ' 

Background: No oontem,porary problem causes more unlvert:lal concern than 
violence. Tbe spectre of Wlvrovoked attack haunts clt)t·dwellers alone oufdoors 
after dark. EVen during tbe day, doors are triple-locked.

Violent acts 8re not perpetrated onty by strangerl:l. ~he dany paper in any
large clty is certain to contain accounts of a husband murdering his wlte a 
chlld ktl11ng a plu)'mate, companions fatally In.1u1'h1g one another 111 a barrOOlli 
bruwl, parents battering a baby to death, family members flnding the body ot a 
sUldde. . 

In 1986 there Were more tban 14,000 murderg, 81,000 raneH, and 188,000 caseH 
of nggravated "ssautt in the United States, .a 11)..15% increase over the 
prooe<Ung tear • ..cbere were alao a.n estimated mUllon (laees ot assault against 
Intanta and thttdren, and 60,000 deaths and 8 mUlion injUries caused. by
automobile accidenw. Today all these figures are eVen higher.

1'11ls pervllshe atmu9phere of violence exorts a profoundly detrimental effect 
on the quaUty of Amerl<!nn Ute. Trlte, the Jl1edtll tebd to relJort Hueh eventH 
more tull), tllan tbey do the happler side ot ute. Nevertheless violence is 
becomIng a veritable plague In thiS oountry. Much ot the groWIng recent 
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con<:ern about drug abu!Ie alld IllcohoUsm also relates to the frequency with 

which these problems are nssocillted with acts ot violence" 


One response of society to tbls threut has been to tlee the cities, lock the 
dOIll')4. u\'o1<1 llOh'ntlally dllugel'uus 1S1tuntloml. uud to l'oly on Inw Cld'lH'CeUltlllt 
agencies to appreholl(l alld punish thoso wllO commit violent assaults on others 
Hut it hils become ll1C1'l!uslngly clelll' thnt tlliH aWl'oach is Illlmfllcient. It fulls . 
to get at tIle roots ot tIle problem, and viole1lCE! continues to spread. 

In recent yeal'S, l'mmnrch has provldO£I n gl'oWil1g hody ot dnta. about violent 
bellltvior. However, knowledge at this time Is stlU fragmentnry, and even wbnt 
we do know has not beel! suftciently dissemillated to the people who must cope 
with violence in the community. 

A concerted effort Is retlulred to determine Ule causes of violent behavior 
and the llleans of modifying such bebavior. '1'bls Imowledge must then be 
cOllveyml to concerned professionnl people and to t1\e general public. To 
accomplish tbis task most economically and eftectlvely will require the com­
bined eftorts of experts frotH mllny fields. 

Accordingly, it is herewith proposoo tllnt a Center tor the Reduction ot 
Vlolenoo be estnbUshed by the Neurol)sychlatrl'c lllstltute (NPI), UOLA. AI· 
though tile heuclqual'ters of this e1ltert)rlse wlll bp. at or Ileal' the NPI, some ot 
its research and mlt1cationul activities ,,'111 be pertol'med at various other 
appropriate locations throughout the state. 

~. Program: A major thrust of the Center's work will move Into the largely 
UnCXl)lored lutertnce between biolog-ical amI psycbosoclal aspects of vl01el1t 
behavior. '1'his blosoclnl appl'oucl1 requires 11 multidlscLpUnary stav, with 
professional roots lualnly In psychiatry, tleurology, and tbe behavioral sciences. 

Oonbidernble atteution wlll focns on vIolent individuals who because ot 
bloioglcnl, emotional or charncterological disturbances, are prone to life-threat­
cnllll( behn \'1111', 'i'be C!!utel"s IIIlsslnll will 1m to reclnee 1lI1l1l1festntiUlIS ot 
vIolence by such l)eople. '1'0 nccollll.Ush thIs they must be studied carefully. 
Methods of preventing or modltying tllelr violent behavior must be developed. 
Furthermore, the Center should be organized and operated In such a way that 
It il'l continually trnllsiatihg lIew l'esearch into positive action, and transmitting
new knowledge to others. 

As the Center develol's, ·and pursues various stndies ot violent behavior and 
its control, it win requ re the services of sc1entists trom such widely divergent 
areas ot expertise as psYchiatry, neurology, neurophysiology, neurosurgery, 
genetics, pllarmacQlogy, epidemIology, psychology, and antllropology, as well as 
experts in education, communication, community f:lervice and the Uke. As this 
transpires there w111 be a growing necessity to harmonize the eftorts ot these 
varIous speclnlists into a unified whole. 

However, It wlllbe impossible in the initial sroges of the program tor all 
these people to work muler one root. Even 1n the long run it would be 
hnl.ractical and ulldesirable to gather all experilnental SUbjects in one location. 
Some lJeople can and SIIOUld be studloo in th~ laboratory. Others must be 
stt1<tied hi tIle conlluunltYI In prIsons, in mentul bm.;pltals, or whetever practica. 
ble, . 

Nevertheless, it iff vital tllat these projl·ct.'( IlOt be conducted In isolatiotl from 
ohe atlOther. The Center, it it is to acc()tnl;l1llh n Hlgntficant breakthroUgb In 
Imuwledge Ililout "ioletlCe and develop IIW1'O effectl \'e tec1mlt}ues tor deullng 
with it, should be more than the mere sum of the MUvltie!! of isolated 
11II11\,I«IuIII sclelltlMts 111111 sc!wlal's.. 

'i'huB the Centel' must dellberlltely faciUtnte cross-rert1U~atlon ot Meas 
atllollg brain researchers and I!odal sclent1sts, epidemiologists and psych1atrists.
plmrlllacologtsts allet criminologist!!. Sucb colltacts doubtless occur now ott an 
Illfornllli and random basis to some degree. As they are purposely Increased 
many-fold, exclting new h)'llothl'fJes and fl'Ulttul lines ot resenrch wUl undoubt­
edly evol"e. 'Jlhls ('an be expected greatly to incr(!aSe the productivenes!I and 
ulHmnte value of tile Center.

(a) Get18Uo,-Recellt evidence from studIes of violent p,'bmllers suggests that 
n disOl'der 111 sex ell l'OIUOSlIlIll!H (I ht' X Y y. dtlfect) III11Y 1.1lI IIs:;lw!ntml wi t.h I'he 
presence of violent behaviol', 'rills Une of inquiry should be pursued. At the 
same time, a long·runge study 8lumtd be instituted to identify c1l11dren who 
have this type of genetic ahllOl'mnUty, and to compare their development with 
that of chUdl'en wllo hnve 1I00'II11d chromosomes, Detailed studies should yiel!) 
..etuable clues to factors thnt IlIhlblt 01' encourage development of violent 
beh»vlor patterns in chlhh'Cll fif dUTel'ent genetic constitutions. Such research 
has Itreat implications, especially with the growing development of means ot 
practical intervention to overcome heretUtary defects,

Evidence is also mounting tliut 111'e( osltlon to alcohoUsm may be inherited. 
Because of tbe notorious conllection} eell alcoholism and violent bebavior, 
thls avenue should be eX}llored thoroughly, Predisposed individuals, identified 
early enough, could be prevented from developing alcoholism. 

other genetic correlates of violence wUl also come under scrutiny as· the 
Oenter's program develops.

(b) JI-Io(Jhem~(]al,-MallY Illvellt.1gators have' bYJjothesized that hormones are 
an important determinant of aggressive bebavlor. Excessive secretion ot testos­
tel'one in males is thought til be l'elated to uncontrolled aggression, and 1n 
females there is n definite relationship between incidence of violent behavior 
8n(1 hormollal changes associated with tbe menstrual cycle. Much remains to be 
learne(l about such factors and about effective remedial measures. 

Alcohol and dr\1gs sll:mUlcnntly relate to the expres.~lon of violence. Some 
correlations appear to be llrlmnrily genel'ated by social tactors surrounding use 
of these SUbstances, while others nre undoubtedly relat~ to their blo·cbemlcal 
ertects on tbe indlvidunl, eSllecinUy 11\ terms of brain function. Many stu<lles 
along these Unes m\1st be done, . 

New dl'UgS now being tested 111 Europe and (very recently) in America hold 
promise for dhnlnishing violent Qutbursts without du111ng other brain processes. 
These drugs sllould be tested In the laboratory and then in prisons, mental 
hospitals, and special commtllllt.y faclUUes, Preliminary r::tudles reported thus 
far have been largely clinical, without rigorous scientific controls. Proper
experiments must be done as soon as possible.

Other applications of phnl'lullcology· to control ot aggressive behavior nre 
certain to emerge, . 

(c) Neurologlcat ana Neurop1tll81titoolcat•....:.The brain is the organ of bebav­
lor. Approximately 5-10% of the population suffers from some impairment of 
brain funcUon, Tbe proportion Is probably mucb blgher among inmates of 
prisons and institUtions for the crhnlnally insane, . . . 

In some patients, outbUrsts of uncontrolled ·rage bave definitely been linked 
to abnormal electrical Ilctivlty in deeply buried areas of the brain. It h•.s been 
possible In the lab01'atorr to arouse violent rage reactions by applying mlhute 
electricnl stimulation to th(!se aren!j,

'r€!chnlqnes have recently been (levised which may permit surgical treatment 
of vlolencc-produ<!ing epl1llpUc foci hititcrto inaccellRible. However, these proce­
dures are new alld relntlv(!ly ullt.ested. We are a long way trom a full 
understanding of how (lysftlllctioll of these cenwl's of primitive emotion In the 
brain mny be trNlted, and bow they rela·te to-and are normnlly controlled 
by--hluher tlilitl/.tlit flroc!cssel'J, 

;For many yeurs, neurologists have IUet\sured the electrical nct1vlty of the 
IJ1'uhl with elpl!trodcs nt-tat'heel to tiu> SCRip, Abnol'tllaUtlcs in brain wav(!
patterns have been found assoclnhlll with mallY conditions, including epUepsy,
Until recently, these measurements bave been pomdble oUly under labOratory 
conditions. Now, by Intphtntiug tfl1Y electrodes det!p within the brain, etootriMt 
IlctiVlt.y can be followed 111 art'LHI that cannot be measl1red from the l:1urfaoo (If'
the scalp. 

It is even pOH~lhle to rccor(t bioelectt'lcul changes In tile brahls of freely
.moving subjocw, through tbe USlI of r~mote tt1onitoriug tecbniques. l'hese 
metllOds now require claborfito t)l'epfll'atioil. l'hey ure not )'et ten!llble tor larg(!' 
~cnle s('reeJ1ing that migbt llCrfitlt (tetection (It vlo1enc(!'predtsposing brain 
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disorders prior to the occurrence of, a vi.olent episode. A major task ot the 
Center should be to devise such a test, perhaps sharpened in its predictl\'e 
powers by correlated measures of psychological test results, biochemical 
changes In urine or blood, etc. 

'1'ho relationship of brain function to Indiscriminately aggressive and impul.
slvely violent behavior seen in hyperkinetic children, to the lack of impulse 
control that gives rise to chilll·batterlng, to the genesis of sex crimes, to 
random assaults on strangers, etc., remains to be understood. 

Nu olle claims thnt all viulellt perHOll~ lIa\'e ub:lormnlly functioning brnms,. 
However, it is essential to 4lscovel.' those Individuals who are so aWicted, ill 
order that corrective and Ilrevn •· tive measures can be undertaken for their own 
protection and for the safety of society. 
3. l'syclwsocla' factors '\ 

The- Center w,1l1 be fundameutally concerned with violenco as it involves. 
people. Even self·dlrected violenc ..'-suicide-which Is a proper concern of the· 
Celltc,", involves l'clutlollshhlS uetwecn the self destructive IICl'son t\lId slgnUicllllt 
others in his ·ellvlronment. In fact, there is a high correlation between suicidal 
and boJDlcidal impulses; in England and Denmark (where records are excel· 
lent) one third of those who commit murder. ' on to kin themselves. In order­
to l,mderstand violence, we must explore' the inner workings of Nople who. 
relate to themselves and others in a violent manner; and analyze the Inte.-per •. 
sonftl dynamics wWclllead to the act of violence. 

Accordingly, the Center JUust conduct careful studies of violent individuals. 
and th()l!e with whom tbey interact. It wl1l be necessary to scrutinize inten· 
sively the relationship of violent behaviOl;' to such factors as the individual's 
attitudes, bls way (If reasoning, his methods of controlUng impulse and act.lon,. 
his perception of other people, and his mode of adaptatior. to his environment. 
Based on sucb studies, methods must 'be devised to ameliorate or transform 
inappropriate and destrucUve exprel:lsions of aggression. 

AWmtlon wlll also be given to the direct and indirect. victims ()f violence, in 
order to mlnimir.e the deleterious etreets of tlte tnitial act. The que~tion of' 
victlm·proneness, a phenomenon suspected to account for the peculiar frequency 
of assault on certain pcreons, wlll also be explQred.

The etreet (If communications medla in promoting or inbibiting violence is all 
area rich In expel.'1mental posslbllltles and practical appUcations. Immediate· 
attention shOUld be directe,el to this problem, held to be greatly in need of 
further study by the National Oommlsldon on the Causes and Prevention of' 
VIolence. 

In Some cultures, Interpersonal violence is rare or unknown. Sophtsticatedt
comparisons of these cultures with our own may help us to isolate factors 
Which foster vtolellt'e and m.uy point tbe way to corrective measures. At the· 
same time the 'violence-provoking propensities of cultural uprooting, rapid'.
social chunge or "culture-shock," must receive careful attention. 
4. An'mal modets 

Subhuman primates (apes and monkeys) can be used fruitfully in many'
experiments to augment studies of· human beings. Their natural behaVior is. 
more open to close observation thau1s that of humans. Their environment· 
(phyl11cally and socially) and their brains (structurally and chewlcally) ca·n be· 
manipulate<} hI the labOratory. They can be deliberately provoked to violence, 
or subjected to medication and brain sU'/gery, with objective consequences of' 
major appllcablltty to homo sapiens, i4lxperiments with selective' breeding,. 
impossible 1n humans, can lead to better underste' .Jing of genetic tactors in 
aggreHs1011. Developmental studies of infant monkeys by Barlow at Wisconsin I 

have already provided powerful leads tor research on bumans. . 
The objective of pritnnte studies by the' Oellter wUl be to taclUtate under.· 

stunding of violent behn\'ior and its control in hUwans, by wOl'klng witb 
Ilnlmals whose biological, neurological nnel behavioral systems most clolilt!lw 
reseluble our t)Wn. Such investigations call help to generate basic concevt's 
about aggressive behavior, wbile at the 'sawe tltne permitting more daring'

. experiments than would be possible otherwise. Good rtlsearch on priwates wl11 
fi(!ceter.fite pl'ogress in denllng with biological Ilnd environmental aSl1ects ot the· 
pl'oblem of violence, und shoul.t aloo be helptul in developing InOl'e effective· 
meallY of changing and prtlventing violent behavior 1n wan. 

ProducUon I The output of the Center cl1n be grouped under three general 
beadings! reseAl'ch, education and service. Some genel'til .fireas ot research from! 
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wbleh new knowledge will be produced have been described brlefiy above. 
'These will, of con roo, ~3 reported in scientific publications. They will also be 
transmitted hl appropriate form to lOany Indlvlduuls, groups, and agencies for 
:appllca tion. 

An integral part of the Center's activities wlU be a broadly con~ved 
-educational program designed to communicate up-to-date and scientifically valid 
information about all aspects of interpersonal violence to as wide an audience 
.as possible. To tbis end, faculty members will (leUver special lectures and 
i!nnduct courses 1\t the undergraduate and graduate levels in the University.
They wlll also provide continUing edUcation to physicians, mcntnl health 
professionals, clvll service personnel, welfare and publlc health workers, judi­
cial and law enforcement personnel, and the community at large. An important 
part of this program wlllbe the production and distribution of educational 
materlals sUch as pamphlets and films, as well as other techniques aimed at 
narrower audiences. . 

As nil ndj\1lwt IIf Its etlucationnl program, tIle Center \\'111 devel()p amI 
mAintain an information servIce and library ori the subject of \"lolence for the 
use of its staff, and t(} be lllade available to otller quallfied investigators -and 
scholars. This library should develop into a major resource for those working 
on'this problem in oaUfornia. 
- .Although the Center w111 not be primarlly a treatment fac1l1ty, experimental. 

cUnical -services wlU comprise significant aspects of Its program. Given the 
necessary faciUties, the Oenter wlll carefully study and treat a limited number 
of violent patients, at the same time gathering research data, and demonstrat­
il1g improved metho(ts of management .Illld behavior change for the' instruction 
of others who must deal with violent persons in the community or elsewbere. 
The Center may also conduct or sponsor demonstratlon treatment programs at 
other facl11ties such as state mental hospitals and correctional insMtutlons. 

Another service of the Center w1l1 be consultation with individuals, groups 
and ngencles attempting to cope with vIolent behavior. It Dlay also develop 
crisis intervention service!! SUch as a violence control desk (.perhaps on the 
!lttic'hie-llrevlmtiull II\mlel). 
. Other appropriate serVices wlll doubtless be rfl}uested ot the Center as 1ts 
'work progresses and its reputation grows. 

Evaluntion: Measures of cost·benefit analysts may eventually be applied to 
certain seglllents of the Oenter's acUritics. One of the main concerns of tts stair 
will be de\'elopment of experiments to test the vaUdity of their own conclttslons 
nl)(lut the nature of violence, altd to test the efficacy of control measures 
de\'eloped by the Oenter or by otber workers in the field.

Administrative Sltllllort: An organl~ed activity of the extent and complexity 
of the Ceuter for Reduction of Violence wlU require first· rate support services. 

The initial cadre of kel personuel should lnclude a hlghly.qualified adm1n~s. 
trntor, a space (les1gn specinl1st who wllt help assure the most eftective use of 
temporary (1Uarters nnd assist architects in the deSign of a permnnent facUlty, 
a fiscal Officer, an information management expert. a ltbrarlan, an experienced 
computerprogramnter, nnd necessary secretarial support. . 

During t11e next two years there should be recruited a personnel assistant, an 
account clerk, a property clerk, a grnphic artist, a clerk to assist the admlnis­
trntor alld his secretary, a rom:oductlon clm'k, n progl'nm sUP1.ort specialist to 
nfl~:1f1t in ohtahllng nml mannging oUt.~lde grants and contracts, a receptionist
aml PBX operator. a SC(lOlld progrnmmer, a Itel punch operator, and a clerk to 
nssist the infol'lDation specialist aud hls secretary. 

In the fourth year, another personnel nllsismnt should bea<1ded I as well as a 
purchntilng officer nnd n clerk to aSSist the fiscal officer. By the fifth year, the 
peraonnel aSSistants w111 probably need an addltlonal clerk. 

UlHler t111s growth plall the admiltlstratlve smft would nUmber 8 the llrst 
year, 12 the second year, 19 the third loor, 22 the fourth year and 23 tM fifth 
year nfter the Oenter 1s formed. During the ~n1ttal year~ memberlJ of the staff

The agency believes 
tllat a Center for tile Study and RedUction of Violence will make a substantial 
and significant contrIbution to the safety af the citizens of California. ­

'l'he Genter wUl repres61tt the only llrogram in the United Stato8 10hich (~' 
detUca'ed to the comprellfnUH'Il6 al"dY ot indiv£duaJ violent behavior and to the 
systematic de\'elopmellii of Improved detection, ·preventlon, control, and h'Mt· 
ment models. 

The emphasiS in this approa~h Is on vIolent behavior as a ,threat to the 
health and safety of tile citIzens of California. The approach emphasi~es the 
work of health-oriented behavioral scientists In close cooperation wIth col· 
leagues in diverse fields and discipline!!, Including the social scIences. hIstory 
nnd the IlllmanlUt's, ethics and philoSOl}hy, poUticRI science and government, 
business administration and management, governmental agenCies, law. law 
enforcement and cm'rectlons, and speclattsts in education and in the ulle of 
medla..-aU forming a genuInely lnultidlsclpUna·ry team. 

The compe11lng reason for following the approach outUned above is the fact 
tllllt a problem so highly cOmIJlex and multidimensional as the problem of 
vl01ent. bellavior demands for Its understanding amI solUtion a comprehensfve 
program Which draws Upon all possible sources of knowledge and translntes 
tbat knowledge Into useful methodology.

New 
druf/s now being developed bold somo promise for the lessening of violent 
outbursts without a negative etrect on other brain mechanisms and pr~esses. 
These drugs 1(1in tJe tested in laborll.tory situations within the Center programs,· 
and In related Health and Welfare Agency· programs. Other applications of 
pharmacology wltl be developed in the course of the Center's activities. Studies 
of a.limmmtl rTf'cit'leal (wti1.'itie.'f· 1vltHn tlte lm,i1h 11I1'olvin{/~variofl8 fo,'tWJ of 
brain disea8es atld brain lesions, 10m ~c carricd Of,t in' the tt.euroJogioaJ atad 
phvBiologicaJ laboratorioll to r.'arifv theIr re'ationship to variou8 tvpeR of 
molent behavior.

Experience suggests that in 
constructing objective scales, or item pools, or checklists, a somewhat different 
instrument will be required tor each decision-making site. The problems, the 
people, and the behavior, constitute in each settlng a task which is unique.

The staffing requiremeuts of the ta8k force on biological aspects of viofent 
bellavl01' Include a full·tlme psychiatric investigator (Richard Green. M.D.), a 
resenrch' psychologist half·time (Merilee Oakes. Ph.D,). a research o.ssistant, 
and allproprlate clerical support. This personnel wlll collect suitable subjects 
and interview them; keep suitable records; see that blood specimens Ilre 
secured and analyzed for hormone levels; and conduct experiments in an 
orderly manner. keeping 1n mind the ethics of human experimentation and the 
right of prisoners and hospital patients in connection with participation in 
tiuman experiments. .

;l!everlty aud counted in number and quality, so that a given school, during a 
given time period, may be evaluated In terms of the ~erlousness of the problem 
.f violence. 

a.'he task force 011 violence In thc schools wlll continue to survey the 
community for approaches to the reduction of school violence that have had 
some sUct!ess III llrncticnl IlI'lIUclltlon. 'l'bese 1l111lroaches w1ll be combined Into It 
mm'(t totfll appro«,o/, tll,llIwlU 110 testell llm'tltf/ tlHJ solwol yea,. 111'r.'1-197~ in ttvo 
JUlaior hlOh 8chools 1vhiclt have agreed to partiolpate in the program. One of 
the8e Jlmtor high 8clwo's '8 'ocated in a predom'nantl1J Black othme afoa; tho 
MIler in a predomInantly Ohicano area. The plan of the task force is to survey 
the schools on the initial level of violence, and then to introduce new anti· 
violence programs. 

The two programs wl11 be present.ed to the respective schools by ethnic field 
workers, and wlll be monitored by consultants.

design of a model sUl.lceptible of explanation, demonstration and application In 
:;choot situation; comilletion of an experiment designed to test ,the feasiblUty 
and to demotlstrate some dccrense tn school violence as a result of introdUction 
of the model. .

(1) The study of the rapist. Rape is a IlIlthological expression of several 
psychiatric problems. Some of these problems are sexual, some are relate(i ·to 
fllctors of aggression, and some are related to the inab1l1ty of the individUal to 
cope with minimal every day problems of 11fe. 

(2) The task force wlll be concerned with the problems faced by the vietims 
of rape, and wlll develop sympathetic understanding, examination, alld treat· 
ment of persons who have suffered the traUmatic effects of victimization of 
forcible rape. 

(8) This project is {~oncerned with the treatmeltt of violent sereu", offender' 
in 8pecial Iwspitats, and rehabl11tatlon -through after-care programs specifIcally 
designed to introduce the offender back into the community In a protected
living environment to further his rehab1l1t4tlon. 

Htllttlug this tusk f(il'('(' Its Hel1ior th\'egtl/.tlltor will be .Joshua Golden, l\1.D., 
who w111 interview rapist offenders and their victims. Among Dr. Golden's 
tusks w1l1 be the dl'veiopment of close eooperative relationships with the 
workers at Atascadero State Hosplt41 and wIth police inVestigators In Los 
Angeles aml other counties. An effort w111 be made to select and trnin several 
police officers whose' work hrings them into relationship with rapists, either in 
the proces", of allprehcmlion 'or ot Interrogation, or through other appropriate 
assignments for pnrtlclpaUoll in the task force as part-time inVestigators. It is 
heUt>\'ed that the ('re~IU\'e 118(: of l)(Jtice officers us 1Jfwtkipunt-olJ8f!fol)era In the 
work ot the ttHIk force wlll add 1mportant knowledge to an understandlllg of 
the phenomenon of rape. . 

'1'he task force on serious sex ollenders wUl, tn addition, conduct a feaslbl11ty
stu(ly of tbe design of a r.ew type of residential fa~l1lty to be used as a bait· 
wuy, or part-way, residential faci1lty for the after-care of persons who have 
>.Ie"n discharged :trom a bORJlital for mentally disturbed sex offenders. 

For purposes of evaluatIon. this tas]t force should be expected to produce a 
monograph on the design and functioning ot n new type of residential cotnmtf. 
hlty-based facility for the rehnb1l1tatlon ot \'lolent sexual offenderll. In I1ddi. 
tioll, it shOUld produce Sclelltltlc reports, am1 eventually a book, 011 the 
1lS)'chologlcl1l l10d social :tactors in\'olved ill a large series ot rape occurren(!ell.

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These factors would Include elements In the Uves of both the perpetrator and 
victim which hallpen to put them Into proximity at the time of the violent 
episode, and would also describe the subsequent Ufe experiences of both 
persons. The task force should be expected to produce a series of recommenda· 
tions deaUng with improved techniques for the detection and prevention of, 
rape, with Improved after·care for victims of rape, and with the treatmelit and 
rehablUtatlon needed to re(luce the posslblllty of recidivism in persons who 
have been convicted of rape. ' 

36. Work Sohedule: As indicated in the above discussion of the various tasks, 
amI the methodology associated with those tasks, different elements within 
each task will require differing amounts of time for their completion. In 
general, the work of the task forces wlll be of an ongoing nature, featUred by 
the completion of successive phases-accompanied by reports, presentation of 
models, amI presentation of recommendations, and other appropriate and con· 
crete contributions to the solution of the problem of individual violent behave 
lor. It IR contemplated that the Center for the Study and Reduction of Violence 
wlll become a permanent and ongoing Institution.

conrse of their actlvltles, In which the risk of violence is inherent. For 
eX1\1ll111e, the Center Wlll del'alop models for training programs for personnel as 
a means of rE'duclng the probablllty of violence during those occasions when 
the police are called upon to Intervene In famlly disputes. Another impact of 
til£' ('cntel' 11111111 tIll' hlw enfnr('elllent system will he' to inO"(~/l8(~ tho efficietlCII 
tc('lmlqllos 10)' improvcd. 11I17orsion 01 non·criminals into anctllarv helping 
cl/(mneb alnny mClli!:(ll (Wll pttJ'amedical C01wepts. The Center may have an 
eventual hupaet upou the reporting of c1'lme, through its efforts to increase the 
rl'lIablllty of reporting of certain previously under·reported types of violence. 
}i'!mtlly, by sthllulllUlIg some law enforcement personnel to view themselves as 
Investigators witll a research function, the Center may contribute to the trend 
alreudy In existence towat'(l an Increasing professlonalization of police perSon· 
nel. It Is expected that some law ellforcement personnel, as a result of {heir 
work with tIll' (,pntel·. will dl!lll~e to ~o (III til Itd\'"n('c,l studil.'l-I I'eillted til till' 
work of the Center, and to take degrees in' those stUdies. 

2. Impact on Courbl (Inchldlng all courts, the district attorney's offiCe, and 
the public defender's office). '£he Center's Impact upon the courts- Rnd the 
dlsh'lct attorney's antI public defender'S offices wlll be that of improving 
decision making by providing hetter Indicators of the potential dangerousness 
of accused offenders. Moreover, tJ the extent that Improved treatment mOdels 
are de\'eloped and al)plled, there will be less frustration of eftorts to rehabltl· 
t.ate offender!!, so that Incrpaslng lIumbers of such il1(l1v1<ll1als may remain in 
the community as productive Individuals, reUeving the judicial system to a 
c01'relolpollcUng extent. It Is expected that the ethical and legal investigations of 
the Center \\'111 be of asslstnnce to the· courts in efforts to interpret questions 
relate(} to civil rights and constitutional law. 

3. Oorrections (hwludlng jails, InstitUtions, and camps, and tbe probation 
office /111(1 parole office!:!). With respect to this areal the Center w11l have an

In bls January. 1918. State ot the State message Governor Reagan announced 
tile formation of a Oentl'r for the Reduction of. Llfe.tl'hreatentllg Behavlor. 
Several proposals have been <lrafted to obt,ain fumllng for thls project, the 
ll1Mt recent ()f which ba!l been stthmlttoo March 1 to Dr. Stubbleblne and the 
OCO.l, and whlt!h w1l1 be conrdc1ere<t by the Senate Health and Welfare 
Cotntl1it.tee on April 11th. 'rhe project has btetl re-natned the Cellter for the 
Study of Violent Behavior. 
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We recognize. as all cltb-.ens must. thnt violence Is a major concern today. It 
Is therefore uncomfortable for us to be put in the position of opposing an 
attempted solution to this most severe problem. Nevertheless, because we are 
(!oncerned both with the reduction of violence and with tM protection of 
human rights, we are forced to object strenuously to a plan which 1s ·lacking in 
scientific merit and Which contains no ethical or legal safeguard!!! against abuse. 

In 1068 Oallfornla officials secretly amygdalotomized three prisoners, paying 
scant regard to legal and ethical iss\1es of informed consent. This serious 
tampering with the human brain yielded no favorable resulta for reducing
crime or violence, In fact, tIte prisoner reported by officials to be the most 
Unproved Is still in prison. His old symptoms have returned, 8ud lie now Suffers 
additionally from memory loss and other effects of the brain destruction, .A. 
program of mind-crippling psychosurgery was nearly establlshed In .1911, before 
secret (locl1ments came to public attention and forced the Department of 
OorrectIons and the University of Oallfornia, San Francisco (which bad agreed 
to perform the operations) to back off from their plan. The propo~ Oenter for 
the Stu<ly of Violent Behavior represents a resurrection of this same scientifi­
cally invaltd, ethically deficie!.lt, and legally questionable pl·actice. Although the 
present proposal represents only a small proportion of the research to be 
conducted by the Oenter, al-ready the guidellnes are clear as to the direction In 
which the Oenter's work wlll be navigated. Ohemical castration, psychosurgery. 
nml testing of experimental drugs on involuntarlly incarcerated individuals are 
prominent featnres of the proposal. Notably lacking 1s research into the ethical 
and legal limitations on such activity. In the press release accompanying the 
proposal Dr. Stubbleblne emphasizes that the Oenter w1l1 "develop standards to 
absolutely protect the legal, clvll, and human rights uf any person volunteering 
to participate in any program to be conducted by the Oenter." No such research 
is outuued in the proposal, yet the projects it :~eeks to fund Imtnedlately
involve the most severe intrusion Into the human psyche, The proposal estab­
lishes no mechanisms to protect the rights of the persons' who wlll be 
experimented upou,

ifn an age of rapidly advanCing technology, when new methods 'of scientific 
control of mind and behavior are becoming a reality, and when the cry tor law 
nnd or(ler at any cost Is at its most shrill, it 1s necessary to be even more 
MenslUve to the preservation of hUman dignity and fundamental principles o'l 
Uberty and freedom. It Is also necessary to be sensitive to the possiblUty of 
political manipulation 01 scientific research to represll bealthy dissent and 
legltimute disagreement in a changing society. Our examination of the proposed 
Oenter convinces us that It is particularly susceptible to political manipulation. 
totally (levold of protections for hUman rights and liberties, scientifically
inadequate, amI generally unresponsive to the pressing need for a decrease in 
the 10\'el of violence In our culture. A brief examination of the reasons wliy we 
are forced to tbls conclusion follows. 

1'0I.l'rWAt. MANlt'UL.\'l'lON 

It Is significant tllat the latest proposal does not address itself to the key 
administrative points: how the Oenter is to be structured and who shall control 
it. EXamination of earlier drafts of the Oenter proposal, in whtch these points 
are covel'C(1 itl some (1('tail, reveals that the original plan for a. pp.!'t1y
Univel'slty-colltroHe<l Oet tel' bas been replaced with a facttlty cortGOUed by
politically allpointed Stttte olliclals. For exampte, in Draft No. 2 it is stated 
that the Unh'c!'elty of OaUfornia wlll obtain direct operational control almost 
inime(tlately and that the Health nnd Welfare Agency (HWA), in establishing 
the Oenter, will conform to policies and procedures of the Unlversity (p. 11).
In drntt No.8, however, coiltrol by U,.C.L.A. llas. evaporated. Fiscal and 
l:tl(lrutinlmt rOlltrnl Is ,'('sted In two cominlttees, neither of whl(~h rnntaitls n 
'Unlverlollty majority. Draft No. 3 drops the reqUirement that HWA meet 
U.O.L.A. poJlcles and procedures. . 

III Draft No.2 the HAdvisory" Committee to assist the Director 1n running
the Oenter is to be appointed by Ule President of the Untversity a/tf»'
C(jtMflUation 1cltlt tile 8tmretat'tI 0/ HWA. '1lhe Oommittee 1s to be cotnposed of 
80% taCltlty inembers ot uUnlvers:tty·r~tntedll memb~rs and 200/0 State of 
OnUfornia ulembers. One Importnnt functioll ot the Oonuuittee Is to tilltke the 
operation of the Oenter nnd its .research and action 'projects responsive to the 
needs of HWA (p.14). 
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Drllft No.3 rehthlH the "Advisory" Committee Iln(l1ts functions. but makes a 
highly significlillt alteration in its Htrllcture. Umler tlle new draft, the ratio of 
Fuiwl'sity to ~ltllte members is rt'dllced from t«)f,«,-20% to iiO%-i'iIlf)'r. tim,.;

The Coordinllting Connell in both drafts is given the authority to review and 
clenr alt grnnt l'eqU(lstH 1I0t geuorated ill' the Center. which indicates thut 
resenrch aull nction outside Ule University wnt be fllnded through the nomi. 
lUlU), University-based Centel', Where w111 these outside researchers be 'locate(l? 
Wlll they work In the State prisons, which are specUled as loci of the Center's 
work in Draft No.2, bllt Which are not named speclflcnlly in Drnft No, 4? 

Stun-mary, The Center wlllbe conh'oUed by State offtclals who wUl determine 
whnt resellrch and what action is carried ollt. how funds are to be acquir('(l 
11011 (llsbursl.'(l, nnd how Center progams are to be implemented. U.C.L.A. wlll 
control tile dlly-to-tIn)' operation of the Center but wltl have minimal nblllty to 
set goals and pollch$. '.J.'lle progression from Draft No, 2 to Draft No,S clearly 
shoWS the intention 0" llWA to retain full decisionni control over the Centel"S 
wOl'k.

This Center Is, In short, It laboratory for the Department of Cprrecti6ns atlll 
law enforcement oillt!ials with the diaphanous veneer of U,C.L,A. used to make 
it appear to be a re8peefttble University research facUlty. The analogy of 
weapons resenteh under lJetenHe Department grants to Uuiverslty sclem'e 
tlepurtments itJUlIl'(llately springs to mind. Thus. ruther than baslc, solld 
research on violence amI Its causes, we witt see programs of control, detectioh, 
nnd prevention developed for implementation by law enforcement omcials. 
Indeed, enrly drlltts of tli{l Center proposnllndicnte thnt thcECe are itK prlmltry 
gonts (Draft No.2, p, 2; No.3, p. 1), Both drafts concentrate on "deteotioll. 
prevention. colltrot nnd treatmeltt" wb11e virtually ignoring the most Important 
Ilspect of n1'1: the catlses of violence. Su(!h a set ot applied goals, ignorIng the 
caUHe, is inconsistent with an understall(llng ot the nature of vlorence but 
llertl'ctly compatible with sttl»))rN!sloh techniques whose nature Is to ll1ipo~e 
violence on indlvidtUlllol in the nalll~ of medical tt'entment and/or taw eu(ol'c(!. 
ment. 
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, ETHICAl, QUESTIONS 

. As noted earlier, tho eml)hasis In Dr. BtUbbleblne's press release on develop. 
ment of f.'thiclll lind legnl strictures un resenr('h IlIld testing is nonexistent in 
the actual prograDls sought to be f\lude<l. It seems q\tite clear that the Center 
Is not concerned with these matters, since it intends to use chemical castration 
drugs on involuntarily committt>d naen (Draft No.4, p, 25), psychosurgery and 
other mind-destroylng interventions into, the brain (p. 27 and the Ban Fra~ 
cisco BIVamttler (April 1, 1973) report ,of remarks by Drs. West and Stubble­
blne). and other types of human experimentation (pp. 12, 31, 85) before any 
gtlidelhles hnve been developed: ItS to the legalltil Of ethical vaUdity of these 
practices. A sensitivity to human values and JeL (',~bts would have made the 
investigation of the moral, legal and relig' :1: illPectS of the qUestion ot 
violence the top priority that must be res ',.;\ before any human research 
begins, 1'he fact that tIlls has notheen done ~peal's for itselt. 

Drnft No.4, the current draft, thus Inter.ds Immediately to begin research 
with human subjects, To the hest of our knowledge this research has not been 
cleared hy the appropriate U.O.IM\' Committee on HUman Experimentation. 
The University of Oalifornia, San Francisco, regulations require that UNo grant 
or contract will be approved ana .,/.0 gi/t wllZ 'be acceptecl until the "rotocol has 
llad Cllmptl8 apprcwal" (emphasis In orlginaU. We assume that U.O.L.A. hns 
similar regulations. Has their Oommlttee on Human Experimentation approved 
the proposal? lIave they se~n it? If not. how can the Center legally operate? It 
shOUld be noted here tJl8t if the Committee bad already given permission they 
would 118ve done so III the tlbsenc.a of a scientifically rigorous program and In 
the absence of ethical amI legal Uruitatlons built-in to that research. It HWA 
11I'l'II{'Utly flUids thlt Centel' wltllflut the H\1IIUIII l~xll(>rlllll!lltllti()1I l.'Olllllllttf't! 
bavlng beau clllllmlte<1, HWA may itself be in violation ot the law.

Nowhere In the several drafts ot 
the llroposal Is there any mention of a program to evaluate methods for 
prevelltlng tthuse of scientific research on \'iolence. If our technology continues 
to a{lvnnct! significantly fUrtber ttann our ab1Uty to control that technology, we 
will become helpless to resist being oppressed by it. Thus research on control 
would seem to be a logical high priority, bl1t it 111 wholly abseut from the 
pr()j){l!I8I.

Mr. SantarelU said the decision to probibit support of sucb programs re­
sulted from the major reorganizlltion of LEAA tbat be set into motion after 
becoming Administrator 10 months ago. . 

uAlthoUgh no LEAA funds have been used for psychosurgery, to the best of 
our knowledge, this particular medical tecbnique Is so fraugbt with perU and 
uncertainty tllat it would not be appropriate to bave even a slight chance 
LEAA fUnds could be used in tlillt way," he said. . . 

"I am forbidding the use of JJEAA funds for medical research, bebavior 
modification, nnd chemotherapy because there are no technical and professional
skll1s on the LEAA etMl to screen, evaluate, or monitor sucb projects," he 
said. 

"AllY applications that LEAA receives for sucb projects wlll be referred to 
tlle Department of Health, EdUcation, and ,Welfare for consideration for fund­
ing from .!IEW resources." 

Mr. Santarelll said that decisions 'on Federal funding for projects whicll reo 
late to the area of medicine aM medical l'eaearcb can be, made properly only
by those agencies to wbicll the Oongress has gh'en o\'ersight responsiblllt)'.

SantarelU said, a stair review has discovered a number of programs funded by 
states ,ttlrough block grant funds received from LEAA that may invotve medi· 
cal researcli, medical tlxperlmentation, or behavior modification. 

"The t.EAA program was created by tlte Congress to help the . states and lo­
calities reduce ~rime and Improve all aspects ot their criminal justice sys­
tems," he said.

The llature ,and scope of res~arch actMtles at a VA hospital are cletermined 
and nlonitored b)', a research committee made up of natlonnll, recognl~ed sci. 

Be· 
sides l1artlcipating In the VA resenrcb program, our tnvestigators may seek 
and obtain research fnndlng from other sources, including the National Instl· 
tl1b~s of Health and the Natlonal Science Foundation,

All VAresearcll'is reviewed ut muttlple levels within tile agency Dud by pee
rlodlc in·depth evaluation by visiting peer review teams. Reviews are con· 
ducted not onl, to maintain hlgh levels of scientific merit and relevance to the 
agency's primal', mission of patient care, but also to assure conformity '~'1th 
lenerall)' accepted ethical standards. such as the Nuremburg Oode and the 
llelsinkl ,Declaratloll, When human subjects are InVOlved 111 research stUdies, a 
subcommittee of the hospital research committee, designated the subcommittee 
011 humatl studil's, reviews the protocol of the Investigator, and it it Is np.

In conclusion, VA has selectively lltlUzed psychosurgery teclmlques for se­
verely disturbed, chronic psychiatric patiellbl refractory to other treatment 
llrocedures. It bas done foIO within tbe framework of carefully defined policies
and' proce(ll1res to protect tbe patients and evaluate the efficacy of the proce·
dure, all of wblch are In conformance wltb tbe regulations governing the in· 
\'olvement of human subjects in me(Ucnl research. 

Currently, psychosurgery Is rnrely employed because otller ejfectlve means of

It 
was not expected that tbls searcb would uncover any biomedical or 'nebavioraJ 
research studies designed to produce a lasting change In an IndiVidual subject.
No 8u~b research Is beln,gsupported by the Department. 
. Our computer inventory of agricultural research has turned up elgbty-tour
Individual research projectsdeallng with 80me aspects of "human behavior." 
The great majoritY ot tbese, are onl, observational. They use such techniques
alt interviews, questionnaires, and direct observation to derive infol'matlon on 

, aspects of human behavior. . . . . . 
. Tllere·aretourteen projects that involve some t,pes 'of intervention in order 
to observe possible effects on the subjects under study. Most of these Involve 
the use of education or communication as a means of encouraging a particular 
behavioral response. Some utilize a modest change in tbe phySical environment. 
For example, four of the studies relate to testing various techniques in nutri­
tion education. Another ftve studies deal with methods of communication or ed· 
ucation. One lnvoh'es researcb de~llng with techniques in comprehension and 
communication through speaking. Two projects deal with cbanges,in l1gbtlng
of the room to determine effects on behavior in a classroom setting. Another 
uses an improved diet to assess improvement In soCial, mental, and PhYsical de­
velopment. One project ts testing effects on bebavlor b, manlpulatlng winning
and loslng In Ilproblem·solving contest. . 

We do not belleve that nny of these research projects rela~es to the biomedi· 
calor behavioral' research in which you expressed Interest because of a con· 
eern about ethical problems. Accordingly, we have not included some of the de· 
tails to identify the grantee, the Institutlon involved, the amount of money" Involved, and oth~r ltems mentioned In your communication. Should ,OU stU1 
wish this, howeveri it can be furnished to you qulte readily.

statt. In addition, a recent ORO·funded· report by the National Academy of . 
Sciences to assess tbe capablllty. of the experimental manpower laboratories 
which ORO supports,. while not addressing itself to. the issue of behavior mod" 
fication, did not question these methodological techniques in the two laborato. 
ries which used them. . 

Some of our ORO·staff judgments, as ,,'ell as those of staff in the projects 
-which use prisoners as experimental subjects, h.ave been guided by tbe think· 
ing of Dr. Gllbert Geis who has, on ~casion, provided consultant work for 
ORD and one of tbe labs. His article, "Ethical and Legal Issues in Experimen.
tation witb Offender Populations," is attached for your information. Project 
staff generally followed Geis' definition of "informed consent" in all cases. 

To summarize, ORO has supported soine llmited R&D. work Using some of 
the teclmiques' of behavior modification, as has the Job Corps. These tech· 
niques consisted mahily ot testing various llosith'e reinforcements to enhance 
training or other learning situations on oiYenders and ex·offenders, as well as 
with disadvantaged youth. In addltion to matel'lal l'eintorcel's, social reinfor· 
cers Were used. The subjects were all volunteers, who understood the: ~ature of 
the projeet from careful explanation, who had the same privileges that non· 
subjects had, and who were free to withdraw at any time from the project 
without penalty. The researchers conducted these efforts with the hlgbest reo 
gardfor human rights and dignity, and ORn statt montto~ed them regularly 
to assure this continued performance.· ",' . 

In gathertng material for this report, we could find no other section in the 
llepartment of Labor which is snpporting such projects. . .

Two of tbose. alcoholism and 

homoselCuallty, are also of eoncern to the criminal justice system. Here. the... typical 

pllradlsm has Involved thi: pairing of the undesired activity (actually experienced, viewed,

drug, etc.). The elCpected outcome Is the production of an unpleasant reaction In the 

Individual to alcohol or to homosexual activity.

BehaVior therapists now dealing with these problems typically supplement their respondent 

conditioning procedures wlthopbrant procedures by directly teaching skills necessary for \ 

the maintenance of these alternatives (Kanfer & Phillips, 1910). The results of these ., 

prot.'Cdurcs are promising: In one study of. the effects of 'respondent conditioning 

pr~ccdtlres. uppro"lmately 5t% of 4,096 patients treated' for alcoholism maintained their 

ubstin"ncc for two or more years (Lemere & Voug,ltln, 1950). while ~ second study 01' 

tbe ert'~cts ut'.tradltlonal psychotherapy Indicated that only 5% or'thli population so·trellted 

Im1inlulned their abstinence for II comparable period or time (VIlJlII II Cfl , 1965).

OPERANT· CONDITIONING 

The t~rm "operanl ll Is derived f~m the observation that speclnabJe groups of classes 

of responses operatit upon the environment to produce ,consequences for the operator. 

. Every operant Is det'lned .In terms of an environmental effl!ct. Operants, then, are response 

classes, each of which is composed of a variety of, different behaviors which are grouped 

together because they have some common effect upon the environment. In the experimental . 

anaIvsis of behavior, an adequate explanation of behavior specifies the envirol:l.mental 

condition,S which reliably produce the behavior to be' explained. This requires an analysis . 

of the conditions which govern die probability that a partlcular response wUl occur at 

a particular time. tn this analysis, response probability Is typically approximated by the 

Individual SUbJect's rnte of responding or, to. a lesser degree, by other measures such as 

. the duration, magnitude, latency, etc., of respon:ses. Skinner (1938) Is credited With the 

first systematic formulation of this position. Although there are numl!rous ways in which 

the basic principles of operant conditioning may be presented, the most straltdttforward 

Involves a dichotomy between tbose procedures which Increase the probability of a response 

(the IJI1sltlile and n/!gatlve relnforcemellt paradigms) IU1d those wh~ch decrease' tlte 

probability of a response <the tlmf!Ullt and plmlshm~1II paradigms). The accompanying 

figure . illustrates the procedures which define these plUadigms. The arrows In each c:eU 

Indicate whether the e"pllcted outcome of the ptoc:edures .Is an Inctease or decrease In 

the probability of res'pondlJ1g.

Conditioned felnforcers are Initially neutral stimuli or conditions 

which ac:quirethelr relnforcins properties eUher by being' patrOd 'with 

relnforeers-un'conditloned or condltioned..ar by being reliable, signals that reinforcement 

is available, or forthcoming, Food and sexual contact arc typical examples of unconditioned 

relnforeers, while the ameli of cooking and affeotionate smiles, are common examples of , 

conditioned reinforcers. 

Genc'l't!'lzed cOlldllltm£'d relnfnrcers are the most powerful of the condltlo~ed 

reinforcers. They gain their power because they have been paired with or slsnal the 

availability of a wide range of other reinforcers. "Socllll" reinforcers, such as praiSe and 

, the attention of others, are examples of seneraUzed conditioned reinforcers. The chUd'

who earns the att"ntlon of adults Is more Ukely to have favors bestowed upon him than 

Is the Ignored child, and, in like manner,the youth ,who:;earnsthe admiration of his

peer group will undoubtedly derive more of the benefits available from that group than 

will the,lnconsplcuous rank-and·flle member. Money as a medium of exchange is perhaps 

the ,generalized conditioned reinforcer par excellence, for Its accumulation In significant 

amounts signals the avallablUty of an Infinite variety of desirable commodities and services•

Timeout and Punishment 

both the timeout and punlshmeht procedures employ stimuli or conditions which 

ulther have been, or have'thu potential of being, Identified as p"slUve or negaUve relnforcers 

In the pU!lltlw and negative reinforcement paradigms. timeout (IIOnteUtnes referted to as 

"nllgatlve puni.htnent") is defined as the' response-contlngent termination of a positive 

reinforcer which results In a decrease In the future tJfobablllty of that response. ReslmHse 

c'oSI Is " special case of the tltneout procedure. In responseco8t, individuals are required 

to reilnqulsh tangible cundlUoned relhforcers. suoh as money, on a response"Contlhgent , 

basis.

once It has been mastered. In this instance. the punishment procedure specifies that a 

negative reinforcer be delivered follOWing a response, while the avoidance procedure 

specifies that a negative relnforeer be postponed (not delivered) following a response. 

Although It is tempting to conclude that an. individual who experiences the nupUve 

reinforcer in an avoidance procedure is punished, for nol reJP.Ondlng. It is obvious that 

. suell a statement is teellnically incorrect when the definition of punishment is reexamined. 

The delivery. of the negative reinforcer In the avoidance paradigm is nothing more than

Superstitluus Behavior 

An analysis of these four basic procedures reveal~ their reCiprocal nature, ror.example, 


whenever one employs the timeout paradigm to decrease the probability of a response, 


one ulSl) has sct the uccaslon for positive 'relnforcement, which, 'If care Is not exercised, 


might Instead serve to Increase the probabiUty of either the undesired response or some 


other, perhaps even less delllrable, responses. In the timeout procedure, a positive reinforcer

The reintrodUction of the positive reinforcer fs the necessary Ingredient 


of the positive reinforcement paradlsm, and it would be expected to result In an Increase 


In probability of any rcspunS(! which preceded it. this wou.ld. In turn, Increase the 


prubablllty thllt the response would again precede the reintroduction of the relnforC4!t

It Is passlb"e that the. operation of 

uncontrolled cantlnsenclbs will maintain the old,. undesired response or result in the 

accidental conditioning of new fonns of Wldeslrable bohavlor• 

.Acclde!ltal condltlonlns has beon demonstrated by Skinner (1948) and said by ,him 

to result in superstitious behavior, wherein no contingent relationship exists between the 

behavior and Its maintaining conseque,nces,' other than that which Is Initially arranged by 

chance andltater, by the effect of this chan~ relationship. The development of 

superstitious behavior clearly demonstrates the automaticity of these behavioral principles. 

Simply, stated, reinforcers Influence the probablUfies otlhoSO:, behaviors which they follow, , 

, independent of th,e Intent of those who dispense and those who receive the reinforcers. 

When one reinforces excuses and ,promises to change by e~cuslns troublesome behavior,' 

the usual effect Is to leave the troublesome behavior unchanged and to Increase the 

likelihood that an Individual will again offer excuses and promises to change when the . .' . . 
opportunity arises. When one Insures,that reinforcement is contingent upon actual changes 

In the undesirable behavior, the usual effect is a change In that behavior. ' 

Functional boflnilions 

fJositl~o and negative reinforcers have been defined as those· stimuli which may hi" 

etTe~tlvelY employed to Influence behaVior In the four preceding behavior control 

paradigms. An Important characteristic of these definitions Is that they not ,only specify 

the behavior under examination and its consequences, as Is done In t.he·'opetallmtal 

deflllitloll, ~ut they also specify the effect of the consequences upon behavior. Such 

/l1IU'liolta/ definitions emphasize the relativistic and. In' many cases. Idiosyncratic quality 

of reinforcers. The reinforcing properties of stimuli Ittust bl) validated before they l1lay 

be truly considered r"lnforcers ,and deployed as such. It Is often tempting to assume on 

II personal or commonsense basis that certain stlmuU or co~dltlons will SilfVe as relnforc:ers 

ot that stln,uU Ot conditions which have been Identified as reinforcers for some members 

uf a group will serveequidly as well for others.

EstabUshlnl New Behavior 

New behavior may be estabJtshed in a variety of ways. and the procedure seJected 

to do so should be the most efficient for the speCific taRk at hand.

or terminal, behavior, (2)ldenUficutlon of some bit of current,or Initial, behavior which 

Isa fI<>rtion or pwcursor or the tennlnal behavior; and (3) detaUlng of a number of 

sequentially ordered and attainable behavioral "stepsll (or approximations) which link the 

two. 

The method or successive approximation may be employed to attack a nlimber of 

problem behaviors e~hlbltcd by "normal It people which ar,e commonty viewed as 

fiattitudlnal tl . or 'imptlvatlonal" problems. A lack of punctuality or conselentlousness I~. 
institutiQnal training programs, .ror example, Is usually Ignored or dealt with by trllnsferring 

the' troublesOme Individual. Training programs which tolerate such behavlorlll deficits or 

view them as causes for dismissal should instead consider them opportunities to' shape 

and Insure behavior which will stand the trainee In good stead when he leaves the training 

situation for the iob. Indeed, the masttlry or slelJls such as these may be or equid or 

greater value than· the vocutional skiUs bems taught. 

If, for example, the method of successive approximation were appUed to a problem

reinforcement and the availability of the neKt may be constant, or they may vary around 

some mean value.

Under the 

nxcd Interval schedule: there is virtually no responding scett Immediately follt., "{Ilg 

reittl'orcemellt, As the interval 'olpproaches Its termination the individual responds faster 

und fllllter, with. the hlshest rate of responding oceurring at the end of the Interval. When 

. graphed. this c:onstantly accelerating pattern resembles a scallop and f hence. Is generally 

referred to as the linKed Interval scallop;" Unll~e the fixed Interval schedule. the variable 

.Interval schedule produces very regular f almost paced respundlng of moderate nUes which 

are easily Innuenced by a wide variety of enVironmental events. 

As was Indicated previously, a primary function o.f the Intermittent schedu\()s Is to 

maintain responding after It has been established. by IIIItlllillC relnforce",e;ll, that Is, by 

gradually increasing the number of responses which must be emitted before reinforcement 

Is delivered or by gradually Increasing the Interval between one reinforcement lind the 

avaUablllty or the next, It Is possible to decrease drastically the actual amounlot 

reinforcentent experlenclld, while at the same time sustaining or Increasing the rate pt 

Nspunding. It' upproprlate behavior (I.e•• appropriate with regard to the Individual and

The token economy has three definlns characteristics (Krasner,1970a; 1970b). Flrsti, 

there Is tha dl!slgnation by Institutional. authorities of those behaviors In which indlvidullis 

should enguge. h' part based upo~ a clear value judgement, the activities IdettClned here 

are also hellvlly deptutdent upon the goals of the program and represent those whlchwUl 

eurn relnrorcement once the token economy Is instituted.

"redlt cards, mutalllc coins" poker chills, green stamllll, and bank polnt8. 'third are the . 
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ways and means utilizing the tokens, the backup reinforcers them~lves. These arc the 

things a given individual wants, and can Include, among a host of such reinforcers, the 

opportunity to watch a certain television program, special foods, or a bed to sleep in. 

The token, then, like money, is a generalized conditioned reinforcer. It is employed 

because 11 Is often not feasible to deliver the backup reinforcers Immediately' following 

a desirable behaVior, and because It is frequently necessary to arrange the relationship' 

between perfohr!ance and reinforcement on other than a one-to-one basis. When delivered 

following a behavior the token effectively mediates the time Interval between that behavior 

and. when later exchanged, the utilization of the backup reinforcers. Research examining 

the effectiveness of token economies In a variety of settings has reveated the potential 

of amnglng contingencies r~latlng,actions ,and their consequences In such it fashion. The 

value of the token economy has been amply demonstrated as both an aid to psychiatric 

ward maintenance and as a treatment mediu." (Atthowe & Krasner, 1968; Lloyd & Abel, 

1970), and as a technique to facllitnt~ learning and malittain C'rder In schoolrooms for 

both retarded (Blrnbrauer, Wolf. Kidder, & Tague, 1965) and normal (O'Leary, Becker, 

Evans, & Saudargas, ICJ69) students. 

Behavior Modification and Psychotherapy 

Recently, changes In verbal and non-verbal behavior which have been attributed to 

treatment via psychotherapy have been' subjected to an operant analysis, and the results 

have suggested that the effects of psychotherapy stem from the cateful and, in most 

instances, unwitting appllciltlon of the principles of behavior modification. Truax (1966), 

for example, obtained audiotape recordings of a series of Carl Rogers' therapeutic !!esslons 

with a long·term patient and categorized the patient's verbal productions on the basis 

of their content. Nine categories were Identified. Truax then examined Rogers' responses 

to these verbal productions. His, analysis revealed that Rogers responded differentially to 

verbal productions In five of the nine categories,' providing responses which communicated 

understanding, warmth and affirmation to IIhealthy" statements while withholding this 

tadt approval If the productions were "unhealthy." In addition, Truax found that the 

statements which eamed approval (the "healthy" statements) Increased In frequency, while 

the statements which were Ignored (the "unhealthy" statements) decreased In frequency. 

Whuluy and Mulott (1911) In their review of this study, concluded:

It appears, then, that even the most nondirect of the nondirect therapists exerts 

considtlrable, albelt'unintentional, control over the behavior of his clients and that therapists 

In general must come to grips with this possibility and its consequent responsibilities. 

More import,ant, however, are the implications of these findings for the training of new 

therapists', I f the behavior or successful psychotherapists may be unrierstood as a' process 

Involving thtl carel'ul application of the principles of operant conditioning, It logically 

follows that the most effective manner for teaching individuals to become effective 

therapists' is to instruct them In these basic principles and how they may be applied to' 

human problems. 

Behavioral Assessment 

IJehulJioral u.v.ve.vsllumt refers to an analysis of existent behavior In terms of the 

intl!rrclationships between four ml\lor claS!:Cs of events: (l) the behavior which Is the target 

of' the diagnostic process. (2) the consequences of that behavior, (3) the discriminative 

stimuli which set the occasion for the behavior. and (4) the setting conditions which further· 

Innuence the probability of that behavior. The first two classes of events in this fourfold 

relationship, the behavior and its t:onsequences, as well as some of the possible arrangements 

between the two, have already been discussed In some detail. We can summarize the value 

of concentrating upon the relationship between behavior and Its consequences by noting 

that In so doing we avoid the two ml\lor pitfalls of a more traditional diagnosis. First, 

the description of beh~vlor negates the use of vaguely denned psychological labels which, 

all too oftell. become self-fulfilling prophecies (Toch. 1970). Second. attention to the 

co~sc(,uencc!l or behavior precludes the possibility that morphologically similar but 

functionally dU'l'ertlnt fonns of behavior will be categorized as the same and treated in 

UII Idelltlcal mlluner.

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Discriminative Stimuli .. 
. The third aspect of behavioral assessment involves a specificatior, of the environmental 

or stimulus conditio'ns under which behavior is likely or. expected to occur. If a .particular 

operant has a high probability of occurrence in the presence of one stimulus and a low 

probability of occurrence in Its absence, the .operant is considered to be under" the contrql . 

of that stimulus. Stimuli or conditions which control the probability of operant responses 

are called dlscrimillutive stimuli. The controlling power of a stimulus In the operant 

paradigm is not to be confused with the eliciting power of a stimulus in the respondent 

lUlI'<ldlgm. Discriminative stimuli do not elicit a particular response. but instead IIsignal tl 

tllt:i cert"in behaviors' will be followed by certain consequences. It is in this sense that 

Opt'I"llifs arc temled emitted rather than elicited responses. Whether or not the Individual 

cmils a response is more a function of subtle aspects of the past conditioning history 

01' the individual and certain setting conditions (the fourth aspect of behavioral assessment) 

thull 01' the discriminative stimulus per se. 

It is oftentimes impossible to identify discriminative stimuli which set the occasion 

for operants which people routinely emit, for the stimuli which come to control human 

behavior are highly complex. They may be as subtle as verbal Intonation, as' fleeting as 

a facial expression, and as diffuse as a building's architecture. The only defining 

characteristic of u discriminative stimulus is that it controls a particular behavior, i.e•• 

a behavior is more probable In its presence than In Its absence. 

Current law enforcement and crime control procedures have focused upon the 

elinlination of discriminative stimuli which sct the occasion for crime. The use of high 

pressure sodium vapor lalnps to illuminate streets and parks in the evening hours is an 

attempt to reduce the incidenl.:e of hold-ups, muggings, and rapes through the manipulation 

of discriminative stimUli. So lOO is the wlde-scale deployment of pt'lice ot'fleers In high 

crime areas. PUblic Information campaigns which urge the citizenry to stop the delivery 

of mail and newspapers when they are away from home for protracted periods of time 

are also examples of this strategy, a! are legal proscriptions against leaving keys in 

automotive Ignitions, Suggesting even further concern for discriminative stimuli by law 

I.lnforcement personltlll, Jeffery (1971) has argued that the police can playa more effective 

role in crimI.! prevention by emphuslting prevention and control through the environment 

t'Jther thltn by apprehension of individual crinlinals after the fact. According to jeffery's 

l.'Onccpt, the police would establish guidelines for urban planning Ilfid building construction 
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lind renovation in order to minimize the wide range of environmental opportunitie!l which 

nCl:ijsion criminal ucts. 

&.oiling Cundiliuns 

The I'ourth component of the behavlor-al as.o;essment regimen is the identification of 

st'lUug ,·mIUilion.v which· actuate members of the response class under examination if and 

when discrlminative stimuU signal that the appropriate contingencies of reinforcement are 

in effect. Kantor (1959) has stressed 'the importanr.e of these factors In the understanding 

or both operant and respondent behavior: 

Such sell ing factors as the hun8lY or saliated condillon of the 
organism. its age, hygienic or toxic condillon, as well as the presence 
r absencc of certain envlronlng objects, dearly Influence the 

occurrence or nnno(lCCUrrence of interbehavlor or facilitate the 
occurrcnce of acllvllles... {p.9Sl. 

The role of cnvirolling objects, as mentioned above, would be subsumed, for our purposes, 

under the more general classification of discriminative stimuli. Setting conditions, like 

discriminative stimuli, involve environmental factors which InOl'~nce behavior. Unlike 

discriminative stimuli, however, setting conditions are more complex than the mere 

pre!ience, change, or absence of environmental stimuli. They are best conceptualized as 

.:ialient characterlstic!! of the IndiVidual's past history which, because' they exist, affect the 

probability of occurrence of one or more classes of behavior. They may be events which 

have occurred in either the recent or distant past, and their effeds may be or have been 

either of brief or long duration. For example, an individual might behave in an offensive 

manner when under the inOuence of alcohol. Here, the setting condition for the disapproved' 

behavior is alcoholic intoxication or, in more quantirlable terms, the consumption of 

alcohol. 

A IWcond example of the effect of setting conditions upon behllvior is describl'd by 

oocial scient/sts when they point to the close association between certain aspects of 

disadvantaged people and the incidence of criminal activity. As has become obvious, these 

!letting conditions (e.g., p,?verty, the inner city envlronn\ent) are neither necessary or 

surnclent conditions for criminal t-ehavlor. Many criminals are neither poor nor do they 

come from the Inner city, and far· from all those who are P'Jor or live In the inner city 

ure criminals. Vor some individuals, under particular stimulus conditions, however, setting 

(:undillon" (e.g., those associated with poverty and the Inlier city) apparently do actuate 
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certain fonns of behavior. (tenned IIcriminal ll 
) which have It higher probability of producing 

reinforcing tha.. punishing consequences. For these individua.ls, one avenue of attack upon 

their criminal behavior is through the medium of the setting conditions. Alternative 

stratr;gies would involye a concentration upon t~e stimulus conditions which set the 

occasion for the act; the consequences of the act, and the act itself. The more of these 

controlling aspects of behavior which are dealt with in intervention. the more likely 

intervention strategies are to be effective. 

INTERVENTION STRATEGIES 

To date, most correctional intervention strategies have dealt with the setting conditions 

characteristic of disadvantaged persons in general. The current emphasis upon l\dult basic 

education and vocational training programs reflects this Conceptualization of the causes 

of criminal behavior. The question is not whether this view is appropriate, but rather, 

For how many of those who engage in criminal activity Is it appropriate? The objective 

of behaVioral assessment b the Identification. for each individual. of troublesome behavior, 

maintaining consequences, controlling stimuli, and setti'1g conditions so that appropriate 

intervention strategies will be formulated. Behavior change regimens derived from behavioral 

assessment procedures will involve the a~pllcatlon of the same principles of behavior which 

have bel.ln employed in understanding the phenomena under study. 

Altliough the vahl- of these new behavior change regimens has been convincingly 

demonstrated in a wide variety of applied settings (Ulrich, Stachnik & Mabry, 1966, 1970), 

we lire only now experiencing the beginnings of a concerted effort t9 determine how 

the principles and procedures of btlhavlor modification may be best translated and applied 

to the problems confronting workers in the criminal justice system. The early work of 

Slack and his associates (Siack, 1960; Schwltzgebel, 1964; Schwitt.gebel & Kolb, 1964) 

uxplored how procedures deduced from the behavioral model could be employed to 

encuur;tge "unreachable" delinquents to participate. In traditional counseling and 

psychothl.lrapy. The. more recent work of Patterson and his co-workers (Patterson, Cobb, 

& !tny, 1912) has focused upon the home life of predelinquent youths and has. resulted 

in a set of standardized social engineering procedures designed to alter the behavior of 

highly aggressive youths with the aim ,of dlvetting them from a path leading to the juvenile 

and criminal justice systems. The early research of Staats ana Buttert'leld (1965) 

., ... , ~ 
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demonstrated the potential of employing token economy procedures in the trealmcllt 01' 

nonreading in a culturally derrived juvenile delinquent. More recently, comprehenslvc token 

reinforcement systems have been demonstrated to facilitate educational performance, 
, . 

control disruptive behavior, and _ease management problems with institutionalized 

delinquents (Burchard & Tyler, 1965; Tyler & Brown,1968). youthful offenders 

«!ohen & Filipczak, 1971; Cohen. Filipczak, & 81s. 1967) and adult felons (Ayllon & 

Roberts, 1973). The following summaries are representative. then, of a gt'owing number 

or reports dealing with the application of the principle of behavior modification tc? the 

understanding and remediati~n of problems facing the Juvenile and criminal justice systems. 

Behavior Modification In the Natural Environment 

Most wtluld agree that intervention shOUld be, carried out in the individual's natural 

environment (Ihe job, the home, the school. etc.) whenever such is possit:le. It Is often 

argued, however. that there are not enough trained and competent professionals available 

to .10 this. In response to this personnel shortage, Tharp and Wetzel (1969; Thorne. Tharp, 

& Wetzel, ItJ67) have trained paraprofessionals In the Tuscon, Arizona, area to supervise 

Implementation of behavior modification strategies-to function, in effect, as behavior 

<Inalysts. The authors state that the paraprofessionals were selected spe~iflca"y for Uteir 

lack of previous training in any of the helping professions. Their requisite characteristics 

included only intelligence. energy, flexibility. and qualities of personal attractivenes.'1. These . 

supervisors have Included sociology majors, an ex-football player. an ex-stevedore. a 

carpenter••1 returned Peace Corps volunteer. a housewife, a cocktail waitress. and the 

like. As a conse(IUence of the selection criteria, the supervisors came into the project 

wilh little if :tny personal bias concerning the "treatment of choice" for the problems 

with which they wele to deal. Training for the tasks they were to assume consisted of 

lin Intensive three-week course in the principles of be~avlor modification and thelr 

utilization in the applied setting, followed by equally as intense on-the-Job training. 

All truatment procedures were within the "triadic model'" consisting of the supervisor, 

various mediators.,and the target Individual. Although tlie supervisors exercised'conslderable 

fruudolll, they were not completely autonomous with respect to the treatment pro~dures 

c..'onstructcd for tht; varying problem behaviors dealt with. In addition to the three-week 

course and the on-the-job training 'these individuals received durrng the beglnnin! of the 

.' 
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project, the supervisors ~lot with the professional staff on a regulur basis to discuss 

strategies, explore new approaches, and review data pertinent to the course of treatment. 

The modiators consisted of "significant others" in the lives of the target 

'·'Ji',idt' ,!.:.-parents. teachers, neighbors. social workers, etc. They were I~entified on the 

basis· of two crit(:ria. First, the mediator had to possess high-ranked reinforcers for the 

target individual. Secondly, the medilitor had to b. able to dispense those reinforcers on 

the basis of an established conti"lgency, AU other Information was considered, irrelevant. 

The use of the mediator concept answers the question of "Who is the client in a treatment 

program?1t In the traditional psychotherapeutic approach, the target Individual is depicted 

as the client, and tilt therapist works directly with him in an attempt to modify his 

behavior. Meanwhile, the environmental circumstances which set the occasIon for that 

behavior and reinforce it when it occ'urs continue unchanged.' The mediator, then, was 

the client of the paraprofessional staff. By working with the mediators, it was possible 

to establish new contingencies in which the target individuals' old undesirable forms of 

behavior were no longer reinforced, and tile environment came to occasion and reinfol'ce 

alternative. desirable forms of behavior, 

The target individuals in the Thorpe and Wetzel studies were youths referred to 

treatment, Dut'ing the course of the program, a total of 77 such persons were seen. Of 

these. appi )ximately one-third had police records of one sort or another. These records 

ranged from I to 13 offenses, consisting of virtually everylhind from minor curfew 

violations 10 atmtld at .luU. The effect of the intervention strategies upon the behavior 

of, the target Indlv~duals. as indexed by a six-month follow-up, was to reduce the number 

'of youths who were committing offenses by 81% and the number of offlmses'commltted 

by 68%. It appears that these procedures have the potential of breaking the chain of 

activities which eventually lead to incarceration in a juvenUe correctional faclUty and, all 

too often, to a life of adult crime. 

Achievement Place 

The behavior modification approach has also been employed with considerable success 

at Achievement Place In Lawrence, Kansas. Achlevement Place Is a residential, 

community-based, home-style living center for pretjeUnquent boys who are (or are about 

to be) suspended from school. who are in trouble In the community. or wile) are thought 

to bl,! unoontrollable by their parents (Phillips, 1968; Bally. Wolf, &Phillips, 1970; Phillips, 
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Phillips, Fixsen. & Wolf. 1971). Its program is designlld to modify undesirable and antisocial 
. 

behavior while developing new and appropriate behavior patterns within the community 

and its various social institutions. To accomplish this, Achievement Place employs the. 

token economy as the most efficient medium of treatment. 

In the Ac~ievement Place token economy, a youth earns tokens for app~pri_ate 

behavior anl~ loses tokens for inappropriate behavior. In addition. the token system provides 

the boy immediate and concrete feedback when he first enters the program'. As the boy's 

skills and self-control develop, tbo boy may earn his way out of the highly structured 

tokel\ system.' As this system Is gradually withdrawn, It is replaced by more natural 

(teacher-parent. peer, and academic) feedback conditions. If a youth's behavior indicates 

that he needs more experience within the structure ~f the token system. he can lose 

his now status ~nd return to the token system. Once a boy hus demonstrated his ability 

to exercise self-control. to take responsibllity for his own behavior, and to work 

productively In the home, and school he is ready ,to be returned to his own home or 

to a foster family. To maintain the gains made at Achievement Place, each family receives 

training in behavioral management techniques. The boy's progress with his family is closely 

monitored for several months following his release, and the boy may be returned to 

Achievement Place ,If it is deemed beneficial. 

Achievement Place differs from the vast ml\Jority of other "foster homes" in that 

its emphasis is upon- behavior and upolla technology which enables'the practitioner to 

change behavior. Both desirable and undesirable behaviors are specified, and their frequency 

of occurrence is determined. Individual and group treatment procedures are Implemented, 

focusing upon the relationship between the behaViors In question and their consequences. 

Identification of these behaviors and monitoring of the boys' performance allow constant 

'assessment of the, et'fects of treatment and provide the basis for determining treatment 

success or failure. by so doing, It Is possible to develop alternative p;ograms and to 

progrf.lSS to further stages of treatment when Initial objectives are met. Finally, the extrinsic 

reinforcers provided by the token economy are graduaUy faded out, Ilnd new behllvlors,­

now occurring at a relatively high frequency, come to be maintained by their natural 

consequences-those which the indiVidual will encounter In the "real world," The training 

of individuals in the natural environment (real or foster parerlttl) in behavior modification 

techniques and the appropriate lise of social and other reinforcers maxlmlte the probubllity 

thllt the behuviors will III deed be maintained once the youth leaves the trentment fucility, 
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Outcome rese'rch indicates the Achievement Place mode.1 is II SIiCcesS. OIlC~ th~ hoys I.'nll.'r 

Achievement Place they have virtually no unpleasant contacts with the law. their public 

school attendance improves ~arkedly. and their academic grades rise (PhUlips. Phillips, 

Fixsen, & Wolf. 1973). 

More recently. research has examined the feasibility of applying these procedures 

to adult offenders. This work has been conducted primarily with delinquent soldiers at 

the Walter" Reed Army Institute of Research and with adult male felons at the Experimental 

Manpower Laboratory for Corrections. 

The Walter 'Reed Proje"cl 

The Walter Reed ward for delinquent soldiers was established at Walter Reed Army 

Hospital. Washington. D. C.• to treat soldiers who had been diagnosed as having "character 

or' behavior disorders (Boren & Colman. 1970; Colman & Baker. 1969; Colman & Boren, 

1969). Most had records of repeated absences without leave (AWOL); with past histories 

.., 	 which often included dropping out of high school. convictions of minor crimes. suicidal 

f ,stures. and difficulty with parents. school officials, police. and Army officers. 

Homosexuals. drug addicts, and alcoholics were excluded from the prCgiam. The design 

of the treatment program was based on the assumption that these men failed in the military 

and. previously, in civiUan life be~ause of deficiencies in their behavioral repertoire. I

Specifically, they·w'ere viewed as lacking important education or recreation skills. personal 

habitpattems. such as planning and performing oonaistently. and interpersonal skills which 

would make their presence and performance important, ~ Ihis instance. to other members 

of their military unit. 

The token economy approach was adopttld as th...t best suited to the needs of both 

treatment staff and soldier. It provided the staff with an extrinsic motivational system 

Which was both capable of overcoming the strong resistance to treatment and change 

chllracteristic of these men and amenable to precise control and manipulatiun. It also 

allowed individualized treatment and consequent attenuation .from the more synthetic 

tokens to the mol'!: natural social reinforcers available for acceptable competent 

performances In both mJlltary and civilian Ufe. 

In the token economy itself the soldiers earned points by attending educational classes, 

dressing neatlY. carrying out work projects, and deUvering verbal reports (i.e., tw engaging 

In most activities "requlred" by soldlel'S in an Army field unit). These pomts could then 

( ' .-} ..... 
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be exchanged for a variety of privileges, such as semiprivate rooms. coffee. acces... to (l 

television set, poolroom privileges, weekend passes, etc. The men planned day-to·day and 

wlll.lk·to-week earnin, strategies. They made decisions which Influenced rewards available 

to them in the future with the reward interval increasingly delayed as they progressed 

ill treatment. 

A follow-up comparison was made between 46 men released from the WaltH Reed 

project and 48 comparable soldiers who received either routine disciplinary action or general 

psychiatric treatment. Of the ~ldiers in the Walter Reed group, 7 had completfld their 

tour and 25 were functioning in a unit (69.5% "success"), while 14 had either been 

administratively discharged from duty, were AWOL, 'or were in a stockade (30.5% 

IIfailure"), Of the comparison group, I had completed his tour and 12 were on active 

duty (28.3% Itsuccess"), while 33 were administratively discharged or in a stockade (71.7% . 

"failure"). 

The Experimental Manpower Laboratory for Corrections (EMLC) 

The early work of the EMLC (Rehabilitation Research Foundation, 1968) located 

at Draper Correctional Center, Elmore, Alabama, consisted mainly of an investigation of 

the utilization of behavior m... ,Uficat~on and contingency managemenl techniques in the 

areas of remedial education and vocational skill training. Draper is a maximum security 

institution housing approximately 900 adult felons of all custody grades. Adult offenders 

are, more often than not, the products of the juvenile justice system. They are, in short, 

its failures, typifying a cross section of the disadvantaged of our land. It is a population 

group that has been genuinely "turned off" by public education, which has always dealt 

them ,..onstant failure and rebuff,'resulting In a mutual hostility and an avoidance of 

contact. To remedy these deficiencies, the focus of the EMLC was on providing Immediate 

and continuing success in basic education through the use of programmed instruction (PI). 

In PI the to-be mastered material is broken down into small units and ordered so that 

thut each successive unit is a "natural" extension of the preceding. The student actively 

participates in the instruction, for he is constantly required to make resp(mses-usually 

in the form of ruling in blanks or choosing from alternative answers--Ilnd $I\'en immediate 

feed buck concerning the correctness of his responses. l!rrors are minimal or nonexistent 

if the material Is properly prepared. If errors do occur with some frequency I they are 

tirst explored as signals that the material, rather than the student, is in need of ,,('necHon. 
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n,e Self·lnstructional Schoul 

A self-instructional school was established in which PI material compri!ICd '}51 
;:, of 

the curriculum. The operation of the self·ins!ructional sc~ool resulted in the development 

of an Individually Prescribed Instructional orJ) S)'stem, which begins by establishing 

learning objectives for each student. After the student's learning objectives have been 

established, the IPI System provides a diagnosis of his educational ~eficiencies. Based on 

this diagnosis, the system then allows the teacher or learning manager to prescribe selected 

PI materials which will remedy the diagnosed de~iciencies and move the student in the 

direction of meeting his learning objectives. As many instructional units are listed on the 

prescription as are required to bring the student up to a desired grade average in all areas 

shown on a standardized achievement test. 

Elich segntent of work consists 0" what. a student can be expected to accomplish 

in a givcn period of time. This unit oi work is put into the form of a "contingency 

(:ontract" which the student is expec~ Ild to complete before the end of the week. If he 

finishes sooner than the estimated number of hours, he can accept another contract. 

Subjects in such programmed instruction are always required to pass examinations on the 

material they cover before they are allowed to start new work. The contingency contract 

requires II progress test for each module, and the studt'nt must score 85% or better on 

all module tests. Scores below 85% necessitate the student being assigned an' alternate 

module and its corresponding test. 

Por some, the immediate feedback and verification of respunses were suffiCiently 

reinforcing to maintain peiformance. For others, syntlletlc rell/forcers. such as money, 

free time. the opportunit~· to work on another portion of the currict.;um, etc., were 

employed to supplement the built·in reinfm.:ers and get the individual started. These 

synthetic rcil1forcer~ were then gradually removed, or attenuated, while the IIatllral" 

reillJiJrcers-being correct, praise from others, etc . .:.were systematically employed to 

maintain the newly developed behavior. The term contillgellcy mallagem('111 (CM) has been 

applied. to the technology of arranging relniordng consequence~ for edltL'aliol/al behuvio;. 

where the objective is to achieve increased student performance (Hamm", C'de Baca. & 

Cottingham. 1968). 

Studies have repeatedly shown that use of programmed Instruction with such 

(:ontlngeney mamlgement can accelerate a~dentlc and vocational leatning by adult 

prisoners. In some experiments (Clements &. McKee, 1968), reinforcement consisted only 
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of contracts in which volunteer subjects a:,ueed lflat their daily output ~fter an initial 

baseline period of a few weeks would be 20% greater each week than the preceding. for 

tour weeks. This was followed by two weeks in which the subjects each set their own 

daify work objectives. These experunents achieved approximately the 20% increase per 

week projected. and a sustainment of the increase when their studying shifted. to a 

!lelf-management basis. There are many variations on this model. including use of dally 

performance charts and monetary incentives for accomplishment (Enslen. 1969; Jenkins, 

McKee. Jordan. &. Newmil!k. 1969). 

Correctional Ofrlc:er Training 

ThQ more recent work of the EMtC has ex"lored the feasibility of deploying the 

principles.of behavior modification on a broader scale within thu correctional institution 

itself. The EMLC's correctional officer training project (Smith. Hart. &. Milan. 1972) sought 

to assess the correctional officer's potential to serve first as a behavioral technician and 

then as a behavioral engmeer. Within this context. the behavioral technician is viewed 

as one who grasps the basic principles of this new technology and possesses the requisite 

skills. such as objectivity, consistency. "nd reliability. necessary for the performance of 

the routine tasks required in the day·to-day operation of a systematic behavior modification 

program. The behavioral e,nglneer is one who not only po~sesses the knowledge and skills 

of the behavioral technician. but can also contribute these and his intimate knowledge 

of the institution as a participating member of a professi~nal team charged with the 

responsibility of monitoring. troubJeshootmg. and upgrading such a systematic program. 

The training program consisted of classroom mstruction in the prmciples of behavior 

modification rollowed by It supervised practlcum. The officers were 'taught how to define. 

systematically observe, record, and gr?ph behavior. They weI'(', also taught tbl! use of positive 

and negative remforcement, !imeout, punishment and extinction. as well as shaping, the 

scheduling of reinforcers, and how to tl1ln reinforcement. In the practicum phase, the 

officers \',.:re given the opportunity to demonstrate roth their mastery of the skills taught 

in the classroom as well as their potential as either behavioral technicians or behavioral 

engineers. The training project staff worked closely with each officer; staff members 

um:ouraged the officers to identify problems which they faced In the Institution. collect 

baseline data, devise correctional strategies, ffild th~n implement these strategies and 

dctunnlnu their tlffectivuness. 
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Each officer Was provided with the minimal supervision necessary to complete their 

practlcum assignment. The results of th" practlcum phase reOectedthe wide range of 

abilities represented in the correctional officer corps. Some officers ('.()uld not Identify 

any behavior they deemed in need of remediation. Others defined problem behaviors but 

could not muster the objectivity and collslstency necessary to reliably record baseline data 

or to manage ~ontingencies in an intervention program. stln others could derine and record 

troublesome behavior and then carry out an Intervenition program deslgned by the training 

project staff, but could not themselves devise an intervention program. Finally, some 

offi\.'Crs demonstrated that they clluld, with minimal supervision, implement and evaluate 

an inter~ention program of their own design. The latter group demonstrated the skills 

required of the behavioral engineer and, hopefuUy, it is officers such as these who would 

rise to positions of responsibility in an institution which-deployed the principles of behavior 

modification in Its dlly·to-day operation. The third group possessed the skills required 

of the behaVioral technician, and it Is officers such as these who would be expected to 

perform the routine tasks Involved in the ou-Iine operation of the institution program. 

The remaining officers would be placed In positionll, such as manning guard towers, which 

allow little, if IIny, direct contact wiJh thl' inmato population. 

As has been indicated, the primary purpose of the practicum phase of the training 

proJt.ct was as a vehicle by means of which the officers' potentials as behavioral technicians 

and engineers could be assessed in a reaJ.llfe situation. In this It was a success. In addition, 

the practicum phase added credence to the contention that whatever potential the ­

correctional officer does possess as an agent of change witt not be fulfilled utuil the 

operating procedures of the modem correctional Institution are subjected to a drastic 

restructuring. The projects Initiated by the officers reOected their general concerns ancl 

employed, of neCessity, onl)' those contingencies which they could arrange and manage 

In the Institution with no alterations of general policy. The problems IdenUfied by the 

orflcers included such things as inmate punctuaUty, work performance, Icaving work 

without permission, cursing, making requests which could not be fulfilled by offlecrs, etc. 

None of the procedures developed by the officers were deemed IIcrucl and ul\usual ll by 

the project starr. Indeed, they orten appeared less so than the ones typically outlined 

In rule books. ConStlquently, the training staff did not have to invoke Its pr~vious 

resolve-that projects would be terminated If In the opinion or the traluing starf the behaVior 

<Nalt with was contrary to th;: best interest of targeted inmates an,d/or the procedures 

. -'} ~ , 
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cKcrtcd an undue hardship upon those inmatcs. As Ayllon and Roberts (1972) have polntcd 

out. the empirical nature of the behavioral approach to the solution of human problems 

facilitates such decisions. In tbls, they protect the individual from the capriciousness of 

those whose job it Is to care for, train, or rehabilitate him. 

Virtually all the projects designed and implemented by officers in this project 

employed either negutive reinforcement or timeout. None used positive reinforcement, 

despite a heavy emphasis upon It. its effectiveness, and its desirable aspects during the 

initial presentation of the material .in the classroom and throughout the practicum phase. 

Although this may re~ect the biases of some of the correctional officers, it is more likely 

the relluit 01' the cxilltent operating procedures or ,he institution. An analysis of institutional 

management procedures reveals that virtually all the potential positive reinforcers are 

bestowed urlon or scheduled for each Inmate when he entl!rs the correctional system, 

and virtually all formalized behavior control strategh:s involve their withdrawal or 

postponement contingent upon evidence of disapproved behavior. The use of these 

procedure's has been labeled the IIpunishment model," and its continuance will effectively 

block the deployment of positive reinforcement.oriented procedures in the criminal justice 

field. 

E)(lImillutiun of the Punishment Model 

Propagation of a punishment model is the natural outcome of the administrative 

policlcs practiced in virtually all American correctional Institutions. When each inmate 

is allowed a specifiable number of telephone calls, mailed letterll, visitors. etc.• as well 

all I.:ommissary. television. movie. and recreational privileges. as a matter of course, 

I\lstrictioll is the only control procedure available for institutional mllnagemcnt. Even "good 

time." Which Is supposedly earned as a man serves his sentence. Is typically computed 

and awarded early in his stay in the Institution. Its loss Is then made contingent upon 

pruhlhlted act!;. Whcn systematically applied, as they arc In most correctional settings, 

the tactics of the punishment model permit the ernclent management of Inmate behuvior 

during confinement. The immediacy with which stich procedures take effllct, and the 

cultural endorsement of these procedures when applied to the offender population, have 

insured their refinement and relflcation In modem corrections. 

There is reason to believe. however. that these procedures have numerous side effects 

~hlch argile I'or their elimination in any program emphasizing rehabilitation rather thM 
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custody of offenders. Experimental evidence (Azrln & Hol7., 1966) suggests that the 

institution which relies \lpon the punishment model diminishes In varying degrl!os whlltever 

potonthtl its agents (educators, counselors, and correctional officers) poSsess as 

rehabilitation agents. These procedures would be predicted to engender in the Inmatl; both 

the active avoidance of those who carry them out and, in the extreme, aggression directed 

toward agents of the Institution and inmate peers, ,regardless of their relationship to the 

punishers. To test these hypotheses, a detailed analysis of the effects of routine institutional 

control procedures upon inmate behavior was performed. 

The BMLC assumeri responsibility for the management of IJne of the dormitory-type 

collblocks of Oraper Comctlonal Center. The cellblock, which housed a maximum of 40 

Inmates, had previously been the site of an Inmate training project and had, for that 

purpose, becn subdivided Into se~ral rooms of varying ·slze. These rooms were retained 

and employed variously as dormitories, reinforcing event areas, and office space. Three 

measures were employed' to determine the effects of the punishment model as practiced 

in t,'orrectlons upon inmate behavior. The first was the percentage of self-management / 

skills exhibited each day. These skills Included making the bed, maintaining the area around 

the bunk In an orderly condition, and presenting a neat and clean personal appearance., 
ihe second measure was the percent of volunteered·for maintenance tasks completed. These 

tasks were not directly related to the care of the inmates' Immediate living area but 

I,onsisted Instoad of tasks necessary for the general upkeep of the cellblock (mopping 

. corridors, cleaning commodes, etc.). The third measure, behavioral incidents, indexed acts 

such as Insubordination, flght.lng, destruction of property. etc., which renect hostility and 

. uggress!r.m. An Incident rate (acts/census/hours) was computed on a dally basis to control 

for Variations In population ",nd observation time (e.g., the inmutes' job and :«:hool 

assignments precluded their presence on the cellblock for half of each weekday but not 

on the weekends ur holidays). 

Initially. a laissez-faire approach was applied to the inmates' performance of the 

IIClr'management skills and volunteered-fur tasks. Under this condition the Inmates were 

reminded or the duties they were expected to perform, but no attempt was made to . 

force complian~e. The levels or performance were low. A median of 32% of the 

sIllf-management skills Wtlfe exhibited, and' 35% of the volunteered-for maintenance tasks 

were completed during this l7-day baseline phase. Following the baseline period an "Otflcer 

Corrects" condition was Implemented. Ouring tlUs phase the correctional officer assigned 
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to the cellblock was pennitted to employ whatever Institutional control 

procedures-including disciplinary actions such as the loss of good time and placement 

in punitive isolation-he deemed necessary and appropriate to insure the performance of 

the self·mllnagement skills. The officer was not, however, allowed to employ these 

techniques to encourage the completion of the volunteered-for maintenance tasks. Instead, 

the laissez-faire approach of the baseline condition was continued. 

The tradltlonai methods of inmate control were highly effective in motivating the 

perfonnance of the targeted self-management skills. The median number of skills rose to 

62% during the Officer Corrects phase of the study. In addition, the bulk of the days 

during which perfonnance was lowest were weekends when the correctional officer was 

off duty and the common practice of sleeping late interfered with meeting the criterion 

for acceptable performance of the skills. The application of institutional management 

procedures to the self-management skills had no positive effect upon the completion of 

the volunteered-for maintenance tasks. Indeed, there appeared 10 be a alight ~ecrease in 

the percent of lasks completed during the Officer Corrects condition, but the difference . 

between the levels of performance during Ihe two phases did not reaCh significance. 

To further validate Ihe effect of the Officer Corrects procedure upon the performance 

of self-management skills, the laissez-faire approach in force during the initial baseline 

condition was reinstated on the 40th day of the study. There was a general decline in 

the percent of these sI:lIIs exhibited during the second baseline condition. The percent 

of volunteered·for tasks completed was again Wlaffected by the change in contingency 

associated with the self.management skills. In this study, the application of correction's 

traditional punlshment-orlented methods of institutional conlrol were shown 10 be highly 

effective in managing Inmate behavior. The effects of these procedures were, however, 

highly s&x!ciflcj that is, they motivated the performance of only those behaviors to which 

they were directly applied with Uttle generalltation to even closely related actMtles. These 

findings support the previous contention that the ali-pervasive deployment of the 

punishment model in the American correctional system provides a self.reinforcins cycle. 

Since the consequences of the punishment are specific and since Its effects are SUdden 

and drlimatic, It continuously provides its own Justification for being continued. 

It WIiS suggested, however, that corrections reconsider the d~slrabillty of the wlde-soale 

utilization of punishment-oriented control procedures, on the grounds that their 

demonstrlited effectiveness Is negated because they are expected to induce undesirable 
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behavioral reactions such as resistance, counteraggression, and Inaction, and their emotional " 

or attitudinal components: anger, hostility, and resentment. This contention was also 


supported by 'the present study. The dally rate of behavioral incidents (acts of 


Insubordination, fighting. etc., reflecting these general behavioral and emotional reactions) 


exceeded zero only twice during the 17 days of the first baseline condition. There was 


a sharp increase in behavioral incidents when punitively oriented procedures were brought 


, to bear upon the Inmates of the experimental cellblock. Incidents .occurred on nearly' 


half (II) of the 23 days during which the Officer Corrects condition was in effect. 


FollOWing Introduction of the second baseline condition (the reinstatement of the 


laissez-faire procedure), there was an .obvious decrease in the occurrence of behavioral 


incidents. The Incident rate exceeded zero on only 6 of the 21 days of this period, with 

no Incidents recorded during the last 10 days of the study. 

The increase and decrease In behavioral incidents coincident with the introduction 

and termination, respectively, of the full range of traditional control procedures available 

to correctional personnel lend additional credence to the observation that the philosophies 

and practices of correctional institutions serve to exacerbate rather than remedlate the 

tension and strife growing there. 

The EMLC Token Economies 

The EMLC's exploration of the feasibility of developing an alternative correctional 

management regimen for adult offenders grew from the realization of the serious 

shortcomings of the existent model of institution management and. the demonstrated 

effectiveness of the proposed alternative In related fields of correctional work. This 

exploration took the (orm of two token economies. The first EMLC token economy project 

(Milan, Hampton. Murphy, Rogers, Williams, & Wood. 1972), which was in operation for 

approximately 420 days, was limited to the inmates' off hours from wO,rk (predominantly 

agricultural field labor) between 6 and 8 a.m. and between 4:30 and 9:30 p.m. weekdays 

and between 6 a.m. and 9:30 p.m. weekends and holidays. Activities whlcheamed tokens 

were restricted to those which occurred on the experimental cellblo~k, and those activities 

for which the tokens could be exchanged were only those which could be controlled 

there. The token economy focused primarily upon those aspects of inmate performance 

of concern to custody personnel: arlsinlt at the appointed hour, making the bed, cleaning 

the general liVing area. and maintalnitis a presentabte personal appearance. A secondary 
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objective was to motivate participation and performance in a voluntary remedial cdm'lItion ' 

program In operation evenings and weekends. 

Tokens earned were exchangeable for: 01 access to the various reinforcing event 

areus on the cellblock (the TV room, poolroom, lounge, etc.); (2) time away from the 

~lIblock (and, as a function or'this, access to events, such as weekend movies, athletics, 

etc., which were available in the remainder of the instit'utionjj and (3) Items, such as 

soft drinks, snacics, and cigarettes, available from the token economy canteen operated 

by the project. The token economy itself was modeled arter a checkbook banking sYlltem. 

Tokens in the form of "EMLC points" were credited to an inmate's account contlnl.~ent 

upon performance of to-be·reinforced activities, In order to obtain a backup reinforcer, 

he was required to write and relinquish a check in the amount of the point cost of that 

activity or commodity. At the. end of each day a new balance was deril'cn for each 

participant based upon the balance he carried forward from the previous day and his 

earnings and expenditures on the current day. 

Most outcome data were collected by a correctional officer assigned the cellblock 

during the morning shift. He toured the cellblock as the Inmates arose, recorded for each 

Inmate the performance of the self-management skills and, during the token economy 

phase, informed the inmates whether or not their performance was acceptable and, if 

acceptable, told them the number of points he was crediting to their point account. 

Frequent reliability checks were made between the officer on duty and members of the 

EMLC staffi they typicaUy agreed upon more than 90% of the joint observations. The 

. effect !>f ~e token economy upon the targeted behaviors was dramatic. The per9Cnt of 

voluntetlred·for maintenance tasks satisfactorily cOmpleted each day jumped from 

approximately 40% prior to, 'tile token economy to 90% or better during the token 

economy. In Uke manner, the dally percent of self-management skills performed rose from 

.' less than 60% to 90% or better. Leisure-time participation in the remedial education 

proaram was virtuaUy nonexistent prior to the introdUction of the token economy; 

Introduction of the token economy raised this to about 20% of the Inmates each day• 

. Further manipulations increased, this figure to about SO% each day, with 80% of all inmates 

spending 10 or more of their free·time hours In the edUcation program each week. Based 

upon the success of this exploratory project. the scope of the token economy project 

was expanded during the second HMLC token economy to virtually aU activities In which 

these Inmates engaged, 24 hours a day, seven days a week. 

" ..) .',
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The second EMLC token economy project, which lasted for 390 days, dlff~.red from 

the first BMLC token economy In two major ways. The most obvious difference WIIS 

Its expanded scope. The second token economy project called for a comprehensive regimen 

encompassing all aspects of inmate life, including time spent in the cellblock, as during 

the first project, plus perfonnance on'~ half.<fay Institutional work assignment and in 

a half.<fay education program. Secondly, the checkbook system of the fust token economy 

was replaced by a l'unch card system in the second token economy. A new card was 

Issued to each inmate each day. As an inmate performed to-he-reinforced tasks, holes 

were punched in the card, and as points were expended the area surrounding each punched 


. hole was marked with II pen. lloints unexpended at the end of the day were transferred 


as savings to the next day's card. The punch card system had several advantages. It provided 


more tangible reinforcement than the checkbook system It replaced; it slmplined book 

and record keepingj and it enabled the immediate detennination of each inlnate's balance. 

thereby reducing the IikelUtood that an inmate's earnings would accidentally excee~ his 

expenditures. 

The backup reinforcers were basically the same as those of the first EMLC token 

economy, with the relationship between the expected behaviors and the backup reinforcers 

also approximately the same. During the Jatter stages of the second token economy. a 

policy of nperfonnance.(:ontingent Letters of Recommendation tl was instituted wherein 

inmates' requests for recommendations to various cmrectlonal and parole agents produced 

letters detamng the specifics of the areas under study and the Inmates' levels of performance 

therein. The results of the second EMLC token economy were as promising as those of 

the first. tnmate performance improved in each of the three areas under study and was 

maintnlned at high levels throughout the duration' of the token economy. In E'<.Iditlon, 

these changes in performance occurred wUhont the concomitant Increase in behavioral 

incidents witnessed during the examination '.If the pWllshment model. It appears, then, 

that the principles of behavior modification in general, and the token economy In particular, 

are particularly appropriate for dealing with the management and motivation problems 

facing corrections. Moreover, they provide an alternative model by means of which 

correctional Institutlotls unite the traditionally opposed goals of their custody and 

treatment personnel while avoiding the regressive side effects of th~; punishment model.

Validating Intervention Stmte,les 

'fhu cl'!'Icucy of truatment procedures is It continuing concern ai' lldhorunts to thu 

buhltvior modU'ication approach. Care is taken to Insure that the procedures developed 

and employed do in fact induce change in the behavior 01 tarsct individuals. To do this, 

it must be demonstrated that (I) the expected change \11 behavior does occur and .(2) 

that the procedures which have been employed are responsible for that chanae. The tirst 

of these two objectives is met by specifying or defining the behavior under study in 

objective terms to permit pubUc (reliable) verification of its occurrence or nonoccurrence. 

Its frequency of occurrence is then recorded prior to and throughout the intervention 

period. This "on Une" monitoring provides continuous feedback on the effects of treatment, 

thereby allowing the professional to determine, at any time. the status of the target 

Individual. If progress is not as has been hoped for, it sJgnals the necessity to intensify, 

change, or alter in some way the intervention procedures. This continuous monitoring 

of treatment effects In terms of each target individual's progress toward objectlvelydefined 

goals is unique to this particular approach to human behavior. Indeed. it may be Its single 

most important advantage over alternative approaches. for It demands ar.countabillty during 

Intervention as well as a/ler intervention, the latter being the characteristic strategy of 

Its alternatives. 

. If there is a· change in behavior during the Intervention period. It cannot yet be 

claimed with <:ertainty that the observed change was a result 0/ intervention. Individuals 

in goneral, and those who have been earmarked as troubles~me in particular, are subject 

to a multitude of pressures and changes in general life conditions. It is always possJble 

that chanses occurring dUring intervention are a product of these happenings rather than 

the intervention procedures themselves. If this possibility is not ruled out. it Is quite possible 

that Ineffective or perhaps detrimental procedures will be advocated as effective and 

Implemented on a broad scale solely because they I;.,·\'e been accidentaUy associated with 

a change In behavior which Itself was induced by some unobserved chan,e In the target
, , 

indiVidual's life condition. A variety of research strategies are available to those who wish 

to rule out this possibility (Sidman, 1960). All stem from the baaic behavior modification 

premise that behavior is under Ihe control of its lUttecedents (settma conditions and 

dlsc::riminaUve stimuli) and consequences (the presentation or termination of positive and 

negative rem forcers). 
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The behavior of the target individual prior to Intervention is attributed to the 
, \ 
~, 	

conditions in effect then. Similarly, the c~ange in behavior during intervention is attributed 
{ 	 to the change in those conditions which constitute intervention, It follows that a return 

to the conditions in effect prior to intervention (a discontinuation of 'the intervention 

conditions) will I'esult In a return to the behavior seen prior to intervention. This is the 

rationale of~he ABA or r('versal design wherein the first IIAII typically connotes the 

conditions in effect prior to intervention (the baseline period); the "B" connotes the 

intervention or treatment conditions; and the second "A" signifies a return to the 

conditionll of the baseline period. The ABA or reversal deSign was employed to determine 

whether or not the imllrovement in the performance of the self·management skills seen 

in th~ first EMLC token economy was a result of the contingent relationship between 

HMLC points and behaVior rather than other variables such as the availability of small 

items from the token economy canteen or unknown changes In the institution itself. In 

this study, the EMLC points were first given on a noncontingent basis for a period of 

tin", (the first "A II condition); then awarded only when the to·be-reinforced behavior 

was performed (the "8 11 condition); and then again given on a noncontlngent basis (the 

second "A" condition). Performance increased during the "8" condition and returned to 

its original level dUring the second II A" condition, convincing evidence that it was the 

contingent relationship between the behavior and the pay.off which controlled the observed 

increase in performance. The "BII condition was reinstated follOWing this demonstration 

and, as would be predicted, the high level of performance seen during the original IIB" 

"811condition was recaptured. Additional alternations of the itA" and conditions and 

related increases and decreases in levels of performance could be employed to add credence 

to this conclusion, for it is doubtful that uncontrolled chances in the institution would 

coincide with each planned change in the variables under study. 

The ABA deslgu Is often undesirable or unfeaSible, for one or more of three reason,s: 

(I) the behaVior under study Is critical (e.g., violent assault), (2) the new behavior wiD . 

be maintained as is by contingencies itl -the natural environment, or (3) the objective 

of the intervention strategy Is to insure that the change In behavior will be maintained. 

When one or rl10re of these conditions is in effect, the multiple basel/tie or AHH/AAH 

procedure Is used to validate intervention strategies. This procedure typically indicates 

that either the same behaVior Is being monitored in two different settings or two similar 

behaviors are being monitored in the same setting. The value of the multiple baseline 
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procedure is that it allows a direct comparison of the effects of intervention on a given 

behavior without having to return to the initial (baseline) condition at the end of the 

intervention. The liB" condition at the end of both the ABB and AAB sequences signifies 

that the conditions of intervention ure continued in each following their introduction. 

An expanded ABB/AAB or multiple baseline procedure was employed to validate 

the effects of the second EMlC token economy upon behavior on the InstitUtional farm, 

in the experimental cellblock, and Ul the half-day education program. After the initial 

levels of 'performance in these three areas were determined, the tokens' were awarded on 

a contingent basis on the institutional farm ,first, then, after a period time, on the 

experimental cellblock, and finaUy, after still another period of time, in the education 

program. The levels of performance increased first on the farm, coincident with the 

introduction of the performance contingent payoff there; then on the cellblock, also 

coincident with the 'introduction of the contingency there; and finally in the education 

program, again also coincident with the change in contingency there. this improvement 

In performance and Its subsequent maintenance in the three areas under examination as 

the intervention procedure was instituted and continued in each constitutes a 

more-than-adequate demonstration of the effectiveness of the BMLC's token economy 

procedures. 

The programs of the criminal justice system may be subjected to three forms of 

analysis. The larst involves an on-line determination of the effectiveness of operating
'. . 

procedures and their constant refinement, such as the development of ,more effective 

vocational training pro(.:edure~. The second consists of an analYsis of the degree to which 

the operating procedures achieve specified terminal objectives, such as rapid and hlah 

quality instruction as Indexed by some standardized measure, and how this compares with 

the accompUshments of other programs. Finally, the enduring contributions of pro(,rams 

may be assessed via long-term follow.up studies such as those which seek to determine 

rates of recidivism following different types of treatment. The research strategies which 

have been described in this section are the essence of the first level of analysis, and as 

sllch are logical precursors of the second and third levels of analysis. They allow the 

development of programs, which most effectively meet their terminal objectives. The 

Ions-term evaluation of programs within this model is appropriate only When programs 

are meeting these objectives. Indeed, aprogram which cannot meet its terminal objectives 

b more !!ppropriattlly discontinued than subjected to a costly foHow-up evaluation. If, 
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however, a program is meeting its terminal objectives but has failed to influence the 

long·term indicators of program success, it should not be considered a "failure." It is, 

after all. meeting those objectives which it was designed to meet. When a program 

successfully attains its terminal objectives but has no impact upon long-term indicators, 

such as recidivism, it is more appropriate to question the validity of the phUosophy from 

which those terminal objectives were deduced than to brand the program itself a failure. 

Indeed, how can these guiding philosophies be better tested? 

CONCLUSIONS 

. The objectives of this chapter have been to provide an introduction to the basic 

principles of behavior modification and to give an overview of how these principles may 

be applied in the solution of human problems of general concern to those in the criminal 

justice' fields. The principles of behavior modification have yielded much more tha~ a 

"bag of tricks," much more than a variety of procedures or strategies which one may 

call upon when faced with relatively simple problems of motivation and the like. Those 

who depict and employ behavior modification in such a manner have not yet grasped 

the significance of Its origins in a continuously developing science of human behavior. 

The applicability of the principles of this science are broad. alJowing the study of the 

full spectrum of hUman activity. As has been seen in this chapter, the basic principles 

of this science provide a common basis for analyzing and understanding such diverse 

phenomena as progress and outcome in psychotherapy and the manner in which current 

corrl!L1ional practices contribute to the hostility and aggression of the inmate population. 

Once phenomena have been so analyzed, it becomes possible to "mploy our understanding 

of these principles to more effectively deal with the problems at hand. Additionally, the 

mastery of the principles and the techniques of their application by those in corrections 

will not only upgrade the quality of service they prOVide, but will also contribute to 

their flexibility, increasing both the variety of strategies interventionists can bring to bear 

upon a problem and the range of problems with whi~h they may deal. 

The principles which have been discussed in this chapter are "neutral"; that is, they 

can be as effective in instilling and mainta,ining antisocial tendencies and maladaptive 

beh'Jvior as they can be in instilling and maintaining prosocial tendencies and adaptive 

behavior. For this reason, every effort must be made to minimize or overcome the chance 
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!If accidental arrangement of environmental t.'ontingencies. for unplanned cllvironmentll 

appear all likely to generate undesirable behavior as desirable behavior. In this sense, the 

ghetto environment may be viewed as "weU designed," for it effectively Instructs, models, 

shapes. prompts, and reinforces activities which the larger society wishes to discourage 

and has stigmatized as delinquent or criminal. Equally important, the short-term objectives 

and long·tenn effects of planned environments must also be compared, especially In the 

criminal justice field where the immediate needs of the system often are at odds with 

the long·range needs df the offender. Too many correctional Institutions, with their 

emphasis "'pon obedience, passivity, and the punishment model, appear "well designed" ' 

to conditior: dependence, lack of initiative, and resentment, traits all would agree are' 

maladaptive when viewed within the broader context of the offenders' eventual return 

to It competitive ai~d demanding society. The proper application of the principles of 

behavior modification can guarantee the •success" of correctional programs. It is those' 

who design such programs who must determine whether the program which has sltcceeded 

serves the correctional agency or the offender. For too long correctional programs have 

served the administrative ends of the system at the expense of the offender's readjustment 

in the community. Placed in the wrong hands, behavior modification could compound 

this disservice rather than remediate it. 

As has been illustrated In this chapter, the application of the principles of behavior 

modification to the problems facing the criminal ju~tice system has great potential. It 

is now clear that institutional programs can be devised which both reduce Inmate 

management problems and motivate performance In academic and vocational programs, 

'while at the samu time fostering Individuality Ilnd encouraging planning and self-control. 

It is also apparent that community-based residential programs of the "half-way bouse" 

vnrlety can be more than the charade which most now are. They can teach the skills 

necessary for successful and productive living, and they can Insure that the skills which 

are taught are practiced, refined, and reinforced In vivo. Finally, it has be~n demonstrated 

that changes can be made In the environment In which the offender lives or to which 

he will eventuaUy return which either directly or Indirectly strengthen prosocial behavior 

at the expense of the old antiSOcial behavior. 

It is unreasonable to expect that the skW& taught an inmate In the correctional 

institution will generalize to the commutdty unless there is a programmed transitional 

phase to both Insure that this will O'ccur and to teach community skills which cannot

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be approximatl.>d II.l the Institution. Institutions, through intensified training. cun remcdiate 

deficiencios and expand skill repertoires, thereby providing the offender with additional 

options, or choices. There is little, if anything, institutions themselves can do to guarantee 

that the offender will exercise these options once released. Similarly, it is too much to 

expect that a community program. which can capitalize upon these options, can succeed 

unless it is backed up by a complementary institutional program which provides the control 

necessary for intensive. short-duratlon training. The ideal program would be one whith 

included (I) supervision and training in the home or natural environment of the offender. 

(.2) a community-based residential facility which provided both an alternative to an 

unacceptable home situRtioh as well as a site in which a more structured behavior change 

program could be operated and from which the full range of community actiVities oC 

the offender could be monitored; and (3) an institutional program housed in a regional 

correctional center which provided intensive, short·term remedial education, vocational 

instructiori, and socialization training. The ~gram would be nuid and dynamic. OCfenders 

could move rapidly Crom component t,9 c~mponenl as predetermined criteria were met. 

Each offender would be Wider the care of a single supervisor from the time he first 

encountered the criminal justice system until the time he len it. thereby allowing the 

development of individualized. comprehensive. and continuous programming. The 

supervisor. in tum. would be reSponsible for case management. presiding over the movement 

of the offender to and from the various components of the system. and directing tlte 

activities of the specialists within each component. Such a program is, of course. far from 

becoming a reality. lf such an Ideal is to become an actuality it will require that the 

criminal justice system embrace this new science of human behavior as the basis of its 

program operations and embark upon a restructuring oC the correctional bureaucracy so 

that continuity of treatment is truly feasible. It appears it Is now time to begin 

approximating these ends.

[iteM VI.A.] 

... The protagonIsts of the practice of human experimentation justify their 
vIews on the basis that sncb· ~xperiments yield results for the good of SOCiety
that are unvrocurable by other methods or means of study. All agree. however. 
that certain lmsic principles[ .] must be observed in order to satisfy moral. eth. 
ical. and legal concepts: . 

1. The voluntary consent of the human subject lB abeolltety essential. 
This means tbat the person Involved should have legal capacity to glve con· 

sent; should be so situated as to be able to exercise free power of choiee. 
without the intervention of any element of force. fraud, deceit. duress, over· 
reaching, or other ulterior form of constraint O!' coercion: and should have 
Iltlmeient knowledge and comprehension of the elements of the subject matter 
involved as to enable him to make an understanding and enlightened decision. 
This latter element requires that before the acceptanee of an amrmatlve deci­
sion by the experimental subject there should be made known to him the na­
ture, duration, and purpose of the experiment i the method and means by
which It is to bE conducted; all inconveniences and hazards reasonably to be 
expected j and the e«ects UpOli his health or person which may possibly come 
from his participation in the experiment. ''': 

The duty and responsibltlty for ascertaining the quality of the consent rests 
u~lon each individual who inltlates, directs, or engages in the experiment. It is 
a personal duty and responsibUlty which may not be delegated to another with 
hnpunlty. 

2. The eXIJeriment should be such as to yield fruitful results for the good ol 
society, unprocurable by ofher methods or means of study, nnd. not random ..and unnecl'l:Itmry in nature. 

S. The experiment should be so designed and based on the reeults of animal 
experimentation al1d II knowledge of the natural history of the disease or 
other llroblem under study that the anticipated results w111 justify the per­
formance of the eXlJeriment. ' ' 

4. Tile experiment should be so conducted as to avoid aU unnecessary physl· 
cal and menfal su«erlng and injury. 

5. No experiment should be conducted where there is an a priori reason to 
beHeve that death or disabling Injury will occur; except, perhaps, In those ex· 
IIJrin.1ellts Where the experimental physicians also serve as Sl1bjects. 

6. The degree of risk to be taken should nevcr exceed that determined by
the humanitarian Importance ot the problem to be solved bs the experiment. . 

1. Proper preparations shOUld be nlade and adequate tncltltles provided to pro­
tect the experimental 8ubje<.'t rtgalnMt even remote l)oesibUitles of lnjurYi dlsa­
bltlty, or death. 

S. The experiment should be conducted only by SCientifically quatlfied per­
sons. The highest degree flf sldU nud care should be required through all 
stages of the experiment of \1108e who conduct or engage In the experiment. 

D. nltring the course of the experiment the human subject shOUld be at Ub­
erty to brlllg the experiment to 811 end it he hag reached the physical or men· 
tal stllte Where continuation ot the experiment seems to him to be impossible.

John D. O'Halr and George E. Bowles joining Judge Horace W. Gilmore. Dean 
Francis A. Allen and Prof. Robert A. Burt of the Universlt3' of Michigan Law 
School were appointed as counHel for John Doe. . 

Approximately the same time Amicus Curiae, the American Orthopsychiatric 
Society, sought to enter the case with the right to offer testimony. '1'hls was 
granted by the Court. . : -

Three ultimate Issues wel'e framed for consideration by the Court. The first 
related to the constitutionality of the detention of Doe. The full statement of 
the H!Cond and third questions, to which this Ol)lnlon is addressed, are set 
forth in the text below. 

The first Issue relating to the constitutionality of the detention of John Doe 
was considered by the Court, and on March 23, 1918, an Opinion was rendered 
by the Court holding the detention unconstitutional. Subsequently, after hear­

tlU! mutter wns moot. 

(i'ull urgmncnt was hlUI nnd the Court 011 llnrch lU, 101:1, rNldered an oral 
Ollinioll, hOltU.lg that. the matter WIlS not moot and thnt the CUi'll.' !ihouhl pro· 
ceed IlS to the two framefl i!o:KueH for declarntory jmlgmE"nt. The COUlt beld 
tlmt e\'en though the orlglllill l'xll('rhuE'lItal Ilrogrllll1 wus tl·rmlnatl.'(l, thl're WUK 
nothing that wouht llrevent It from being Instituted again in the near future, 
and therefore the matter was rille for declaratory judgmeqt.8 

The facts concerning the orlglnol experiment IIPd the hn'olvemenlof John 
Uoe were to be considered by the Court as Illustrative in determining whether 
legally adequate consent could be obtained from adultH Involuntarily confineel 
In the state mental health system for experhuentlll or inIlO\'ath'e vrocedureH 
on the brain the ameliorate behaVior, and, it could he whether the State 
shoull! allow such experimentation on human subjects to llroceec).l'

The two Issues framed for decision In this declaratory judgment tlctlon are 
as follows: 

1. After failure of established therapies, mayan adult or a legally appointed 
guardian, if the adult is Involuntarily detained, at a facility within the jUris· 
diction of the State Department of Mental Health give legally adetluate con­
sent to Rtl Innovative or experimental surglcal proeedure on the brain, if there 
Is demonstrable "hysical llbnormalltr of the brain, and the procedure Is de­
signed t'd ameliorate behaviof, wllich Is either personally tormenting to the 
tlatient, or So profoundly dlsrulltlvl.' that the IlRtlent cannol: safely live, or live 
with others?

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2. If the answer to the uhove Is ),es. then Is It legal In this State to under· 
tuke an Inno\,ath'e or eXIJllrhueutnl Hurgical procedure on the brain of an adult 
who is Involuntarily detained at a faclllty within the jurisdiction of the State 
Department of Mental Henlth, If there Is demonstrable physical abnormallty of 
the brnln. and the I)rocedure Is designed to ameliorate behavior. which is el· 
ther personally tormenting to the l)atient. or so profoundly disruptive that the 
I)atient cannot safely Uv(>. or live with others? 

Throughout this 0tdnhm, the Court will lise the term psychosurgery to de· 
scribe the proposed innovative or experimental surgical procedure defined in 
the questions for conslderutlon by the Court. 

At least t,,·o (lefinltions of l>sychosurgery have been furnished the Court. Dr. 
Bertram S. Brown, Director of the National Institute of Mental Health, de­
fined the term as follows in his l)repared statement before the United States 
Senate Subcommittee on Health of the Committee on Labor and PubUc Wel­
fare on February 23, 1973: .... 

"Psychosurgery can best be defined as a surglcal removal or destruction of 
brain tissue or the cutting of brain tls.sue to disconnect one part of the brain 
from another. with the Intent of altering the behavior, ~ven though there lUay
be no direct evidence of structural disease or damage to the brain," 

Dr. I'eter Breggln, a witness nt the trial, dedned psychosurgery as the de­
struction of normal bruin tissue for the control of emotions or behavior i or 
the destruction of abnormal brain tissue for the control of emotions or behav­
ior, where the abnormal tissue bas not been shown to be the cause of the emo­
tion8 or behavior in question. 

The psychosurgery Involved in this litigation is a subclass, narr.ower than 
that defined by Dr. Brown. The proposed psychosurgery we are concerned with 
encompasses onty eXllerlmental psychosurgery where there are demonstrable 
physical abnormalltles In tbe brain.10 Therefore, temporal lobectomy, an estab· 
lished th~r:!py for relief of clearly diagnosed epilepsy is not involved, nor are 
accellte{tn.eurologlcal surgical llrocedures, for e~atutlilj, operations for Parlf\n. 
sonIsm. or ollerations for the removal of tUmors or the relief of stroke. 

W'J etart with the Indisputable medical fact that no slgn!!!cant activlty in 
the brain occurs In Isolation without correlated activity in other parts of the 
braIt: . As the le\'el of cOlUlll(>xlty of human behavior Increases so does the de­
gree of Interaction and int.egration. Dr. Ayub Ommaya. a witness in the case, 
Illustrated this througb the Ilbenomenon of vision. PUre vlsual sensation is one 
of the functions highly locall~e{l In the occll)ltal lobe In the back of the brain. 
However vlsloll In Its broader sense. such as the ablUty to recognize a tace.

The testimony showe<l thllt 'any physical interv.ention in the brain must al­
ways be approached with extreme cauUon, Brain Kurgel'Y is alwa)'s irre\'ersible 
in the sense that any intrusion into the brain destrtlys the brain cells ami 
such cells do not regenerate, Dr. Ommaya testified that'in the absence of well 
defined pathological signs, such as blood clots l)resslng on the brain due to 
trauma, or tumor in the brain, brain surg(!ry Is viewed as a treatment of last 
resort. 

The recor(l in this case delUonstrat~s tba~ animal experimentation and non­
intrusive lltlman experimentation have not been eXhausted in determining and 
atudying brain function, Any experimentation on the human brain, especially 
when it involves an intrusive, irreverfdble procedure in a none life-threatening 
situation, should be undertaken with extreme cautlon, and then only when an­
swers cannot be o'Jtained from animal experimentation and from non-intrusive 
human experimentation, . 

Psychosurgery should never be undertaken upon involuntarily committed 
populations, when there is a high-risk low-benefit ratio as demonstrated in this 
case. Tills is because of the impossibility of obtaining truly informed consent 
from such populations. The reasons such informed consent cannot be obtained 
are set forth in detail subsequently in this Opinion, 

There is widespread concern about violent-e. Personal violence, whether in a 
domestic EettJng or reflected in street violence, tends to increase. Violence In 
groUI) confrontations appears to hue culminated in the late 60's but still In­
vites study and suggested solutions. Violence, personal and group, has engaged 
the criminal law courts and the correctional systems, and has inspired the ap­
llOintment of national commissions, The late President Lyndon B. Johnson con­
vened a commission on violence under the chairmnllshil) (It Dr. Mllto" Eisell­
hower. It was a commission that had fifty consultants representing various 
fields of law, sociology, criminology, history, government, social psychiatry, and 
social psychology. Conspicuous by their absence were 1111)' professionals con­
cerne(t \YUh the human bruht. It is not surprising, then, that of recent date, 
there has been theorizing as to violence and the brain, and just over two ye.ars 
ago, Frank Ervin, a psychiatrist. and Vernon H. Mark, a neurosurgeon, wrote 
Violence and the Brain 12 detalling the application of brain surgery to problems 
of violent behavior. 

Problems of ~ lolence are not strang('t's to this Court. Over many years we 
lIava studied p@!'sonal and group violence in a court context, Nor are we· un­
concerned abot&~ tha tragedies growing out of personal or group confronta­
tions, Deep.seated pUblic concerns bl'gets an impatient desire for miracle solu­
tions. And necessarUy, we deal here not only with legal and medical. issues, 
but with etbical and social iSHUl'S I1S well. 

Is brain function related to abnormal aggressive behavior? This, fundamen­
tally, is what the case is about. But, one cannot segment or slmpl1fy that which 
Is Inherently complex. As Vernon H Mark has written, IIMoral values are so­
cial concerns, not medical ones, in any presently recognized sense," 13 

"Iolent bellnvlor not assoclnted with brain disease should not be dealt with 
fmrgical1y. At best, neurosurgery righttutly 8110uld concern itself wltl1 medical 
Ilrobletlls and not the behavior problems of n social etiology. 

The Court does not hI nny way desire to impede medical progress. We are 
much concerned with violence and the possible eP.ect of brain disease on vio­
lence. ~Iuch research 011 the brain is neCl'!lsary and must be carried on, but 
when It takes the form of psychosurgery, it cannot be undertaken on Involun­
tartt)· detained IlOlmlatiolls. Other tl\'C:'l\ues of research n1Ust be utllilled and de­
,·eloped. 

Altbough extellHh'o lmychmmrgery has b\'cn l)erformed in the United states 
and througbout the world ill recellt years to attempt change of objectionable 
behavior, there is no medicnll)' rl'cognlzt'd IIlyn(lrotne for nggression nnd objec­
tionable behaVior nsl-loCinte(l with nonorganic brain abll0rmnUty.

The dangers of such surgery are undlsputvd, Tl1nugh it Ul"1 be urged, as did' 
some of the witnesses in, this case, that the Incidents of morbidity and mortal· 
Ity are low trom the procf!(lures. all agree (langerK are Invoh'ed, and the bene­
fttH to the Ilatilmt are uncertain. . , 

Absent a clearl)' defined medical syndrome, nothing pinpoints the exact loca­
tion in the brain of the cause of undesirable behavior so as to enable a 
surgeon to nutke a leslun, remove that portion of the brain, and thus aft'ect un­
desirable beha\'lor, 

Psychosurgery ftnttens emotional responses. leads to lack ot abstract reason­
Ing ablllty, leads to a loss of capacity for new learning and causes general se­
dntlon and almthy. It can leml to impnirment of memory, and in aome 
Instances unexllE!Cted responses to Ilsychosurgery are observed. It has been 
found, for eXaml)le, thnt helghrenf!(l rage reaction can loUaw sllrgi('al interven­
tion 011 the amygdala, just as placidity can.lll 

It WUH tUuUllmously l!.greed by all witnesses that psychosurgery does not, 
gI\'en the present stnte of tile nrt, provide anyas8urance thnt n dangerously 
violent person rnn be rl'stored to the commllnlty.l1 

Simply stated, on this recor(1 thel'e Is no scentltlc basis 'for establishing that 
the removal or destruction of all nren of tile Umble braIn would have any· dl. 
rect therapeutic effect in controttlng 8t(gresslvtty or Improving tormenting per .. 
sonal behavior, absent the showing of a well defined clinical syndrome such as 
epilepsy•. 

'1'0 (.dvance scientific knowledge, It Is true that doctors may daslre to experi­
ment ou . II UlnaII beings, hut the neel! for scientific inquiry m\lSt be reconciled 
with the Inviolabillty which onr soclet)· provhles tor 11 person's mind and body.

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Generally, IndividulllH lire aUowt!il free choice about whether to undergo ex· 
perimental medlcnl, proce(lures. nut thl~ State haH the power to modify this 
tree choice concerning exp::~imentnl medical procedures when it cannot be 
freely given, or when the reHutt would be contrary to publlc policy. For exam­
ple, It is obvious that n person may not consent to acts that will constitute 
murder, manslaughter, or mayhem \IlIon himself.to In short, there are times 
when the State tor good reason shollhl withhold a person's ability to consent 
to certain medienl procedures. 

It is elementary tort law that consent is the mechanism by which the pa­
tient gmnts the pbYloIicilln the power to act, and which protects the patient 
against unauthorizc<l im'asions of his person. 'this requirement protects one of 
society's most fundamental values, the inviolabiUty of the indhidual. An oper­
ation performed upon a patient without his informal consent is the tort ot 
battery, and a doctor and a hospital have no right to impose compulsory medi­
cal treatment against the I)atient's witt. These elementary statements of tort 
law nee(l no citation. . 

',Jay Katz, in his outstanding book "Experimentation with Hunlllll Beings" 
(Russell Sage Foundation. N.Y, (1972» pointR out on page 523 that the con· 
cept of informed consent has heen accepted aK a ,'Ilrdinal principle for judging 
the prollriety of research with hUlnan heinl'S.

'If trmUUounl clrcumstanclJII, It. Is legally Ineffective III the llsychosnrgery situa­
tion. 'rhe guardian or lmrent. cnnllot do thllt ",hk" till! Illlthmt, nbSN\t. a guar­
dian, would be legally unable to do. 

'l'he second element of an informed consent Is kliOwledgo of the risk Iuvolved 
amI the proccdureH to he Illldertnken. It. wns ohvlol1s fl'om the r('cord mmle In 
this caNe thnt tilt! filets sllrl'otlllding elSl1er1numtl11 bmhl surgery are profoulldl~'
Ilncertnln, nnd the Inck of knowledge on the Hubject IUllkes n knowledgllhle
eonHeut to llsychdsu' ;ery literally impossible.

We turn uow to the third element of all Informed c()nseut, that of \'oluntllrl­
ness.

undergo psychosurgory. 'l'hey are not able' to voluntarily gtve informed consent 
because ot the Inberent inmjullUty in their positlon.lIs 

It has been argued by defendnnts tilat becaUEle 13 crUntnal sexual psycho. 
patbs in the Ionia state Hospital wrote a letter indicating they did not want 
to be subjects ot psychosurgery, thnt consent can he obtained and that the ar· 
guments about coercive pressure are not vnUd. 

The Court does not t(lel that this necessarily follows, There Is no showing of 
the circumstances under which the refusal of these tbirteen patients' Willi oh. 
tained. and there is no showing whate\'er that any elrort was made to obtain 
the COIUlent of theRe patients for sllcll experimentation. 

The fact that thirteen patients t1nilaternlly wrote a letter saying they did 
not want to be SUbjectM of Ilsychosurgery iM irrelevant to the (IUestion of 
whether they can consent to that which they are legally precluded from doing. 

The law has alwa)'s been meticUlous in scrutinizing inequaUty in bargaining 
power and tbe IJossibll1ty of undue influence in commercial fields and in the 
law of wlllH. It also has been most careful In excluding from criminal caseN 
confessioZll:; where there was no clear showing of their completely voluntary 
nature atter full understanding of the cOllsequences.1l4 No lessor standard can 
8!11Jly to involuntarily detained mental patients, 

The keynote to any intrusion upon the body of a person must be tull, ade· 
quate and Informed consent. The integrity of the individual must be protected , 
trom invasion into his body und personality not voluntarily ugreed to, Oon­
sent III not an idle or symbollr. act; it is a fundamental requirement for the 
l)rotection of the Individual's integrity. 

We therefore conclude that involuntarily detained mental patients cannot 
give Informed and Ildeqllate consent to experimental psychosurgical procedures 
on the brain, 

The three baldf! (>lmnentM of informed consent-competency, knowledge, ana, 
voluntnrlnesK-cannut !t(! nflcertained with a degree ot reliablllb: warranting 
resort to "He ot such an Invntdve procedure.2G 

To this point. tlw Court's central concern has primarilY been the abl1lty of 
an In\'oluntarlty detulned mental patient to gil'e u factuillty informed, legal1y 
adO(tuute consent to ))S)'cbosttrgery. However, there are all!;o compelling consti· 
tutional considerations that preclude the involuntarily detained mental patietlt 
trom glving effective consent to this type ot surgery. 

We deal here with State action in \'lew of the fact the question relntes to 
lnvoluntarU, detnlncd mental Ilatients who are confined because of the action 
of the State.

. In Stanley v, Georgia, 397 U, S, 557 (1009), the Supreme Court once again
addressed the free dissemination of Ideas, It said at page 565-66: 

HOur whole constitutional heritage rebels at the thought of giving govern­
ment the power to control men's minds , , , Whatever the power of the state 
to control dissemination of Ideas Inimical to public morality, it cannot constl· 
tutlonally premise legislation on the desirablllty of controlling a person's pri­
vate thoughts." ." 

l!~reedom of speech and expression, and the right of alt men to dlMsernlnate 
Ideas, popular or unpopular, are fnndamental to ordered Uberty, Government 
has no po",'er or right to control men's minds, thoughts, and expressions, This 
Is the command of the Flr.!lt Amendment, And we adhere to It il1 holding an 
Involuntarily detained mental patient may not consent. to experimental psycbo­
sl1rgery, . 

For, If the Jl'lrst Amendment protects the freedom ,,0 express ideas, It neces· 
. sl\rlly tollows that it must protect the freedom to generate Ideal!. Without the 
latter protection, the former Is meaningless,

Experimental psychosurger~, wbleh is irreversible and intruflh'e, often leads 
to the blunting of emotions, the deadening of memor)', the reduction of ai!ect, 
and limits the abllity to generate new Ideas. Its potential for Injury to the 
creativity ot the Individual is great and can Implntlf: upon the right of the In­
dividual to be free from Interference with his mental proce&ses.

The State's Intl'rest III pertorming psychosurgery ami the legal nhlllty of the 
Involuntarily detained mental patient to give consent must bow to the l",l'st 
Amendment, Which protects the generation and free' flClw of ideas from unwar­
ranted interference with onets mental processes,

'1'0 allow an Involuntarily detained mentai pat.ient t.o consent to the type ot 
Psychosurgery proposed In this case, and to permit the State to llertorm It, 
would be to condone State action In violation of bRidc }t'lrst Amendment rlgllts
or such patients, because hnpalrlng tlie power to generate Ideas Inhibits the 
full dissemination of Idells. 

There is no showing ill this cllse that tile State has met Its burden of dem­
onstrating such a competllng State Interest. III the UHe of experimental psycho·
surgery on involuntarily detained mental pntients to o\'ercome its proscription 
by the First Amenclment of the United States Constitution. 

In recent )'earFl, the Supreme OOtlrt of the United Stutes has (le\'eloped a 
constitutional concept ot right of prh'ac1, relying I1pon the }!'Irst, Flftb uml 
FOl1rteenth Amendments, It was found in the marital bed In Grillumld \', Com!, 
881 U,S. 479 (1962); ill the right to "iew obscenity hI tim prh'n{'y of one's 
home In Stanley v, Geol'Uia, 395 U,S, 057 (1969); Ilnd 1t1 the rigbt ot a womlln 
to control bel' own body by determining ",'hether she wlshcH to terlllitutte n 
pregnancy in R(JfD8 v, lYade, 41 IJ W 4213 (1078),

shock treatment and all experhnental drug \vlthout his consent in J/fwketl ",

Despite posslblllty tbat defendnnts, in class action on behalf of patients 
involuntarily confined for mental treatment purposes in Alabama mental insti­
tUtions, would encounter financial dUHcultles in the Implementation of court 
or(ler, which set forth mlnil11um stalldanls of patient treatment. court would 
reserve ruling on motion by IllalntlffH that defendant Mental Heulth Board be· 
directed to sell or encumber portions of Its landholdings In order to raise 
funds, and slmllurl, would reser\'e ruling 011 motion seeking an Injunction
against treasurer and comptroller of the state authorizing expenditures for non­
essential state functions. and on other aspects of plaintiffs' requested relief 
designed to ameliorate the financial problems incident to implementatlon of 
court's order. 
6. Courts 

Court would not, in class action on behalf of patients involuntarily confined 
for mental trentment ImrposcR in Alabama auental Institutions, enjoin further 
commitmentfl to such Institutions until such time as adequate treatment was 
supplied In stich Institutions, wbere, because of the alternatl"es to commitment 
commonly utilized III Alabama, granting of plaintiffs' request might .ser\·e only 
to punish and further dellrive Alabama's mentally m.

Testimony presented by plaintiffs amt 
amici bas depicted hazardous nnd dePlorable inadequacies in the btstitutlon's 
operation.1 CommelldnlJly, defendants have offered no rebuttat.8 At the close of 
the testimony, the Court, baving been impressed by the urgency of tile situa­
tion, issued an interim emergency order lito protect the Uves amI well-being of 
the'resldents of Partlow." In that order, the Court fouo<t that: 

"'fhe evidence . . . has vividly and undlsputedly portrayed Partlow State 
School and Hospital as a warehousing institution which, because of its atmos­
phere of psychololJtcnl aud physical deprivatioll, Is wholly incapable of furnish­
ing Ulabllttatlon] to the mentally retarded and is conducive only to the deteri­
oration and the dehUltation, of the residents. '1'be evidence has reflected furtlHH' 
that safety and sanitary conditions lit Partlow are substandard to the point ot 
endangering the health and Uves of those residing there, that the wards are 
grossly understatfe(l, rendering evenshhple custodial care impossible, .and that 
overcrowding remains a dangerous problem often leading to serious accidents, 
some of which have resulted in deaths of rf!lldellt~." Wyatt. v. Stickney, ~[nl'ch 
~, 1912. (Unreported Interim EmCrgPDcy Ol·{ler.) , 

[21 Base(t upon these flndlngs, tlte Court has concluded that plalntlffs bave 
been (lenled their rIght to habllltatlon and that, pursuant to plaintiffs' request, 
minimum standards for constitutional care and training must be effectuated at 
Partlow. Conse(!uently, having (letermlne<l from a careful study of tlte evidence 
that the standards set out In Appendix A to this decree are medical and con­
stltutlonlll nlinlllltllllS, this Court wlU ()rder their Implementatlon.ll In so or(ler­
ing, tlle Court emphllsll'.(m that these standards are, indeed, minimums only lie­
riphernlly approaching the Ideal to which defendants should aspire. It is hOlle(l

At 1IWRt. they IJldlcllte tltnt some of mnn's acthitleS can possibly be deterred· 
by RUt·b methods, thnt certain emotional states might he induced (with 'Very
tltlCertaill eonsequences In different individuals), and that man might be condi­
tioned along certain al)provedpnths ·by "rewards" and "punishments" carefully 
mhnlnlstered at npproprlate times, TechniqUes of direct brain stlmulr,tlon de.
